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REPORT
OF THE BOARD OF CIVIL SERVICE EXAMINERS FOR THE YEAR

ENDED 31sT DECEMBER, 1888.

The Honorable J. A. Chapleau, Q.C., LL.D., Secretary of State:-

SiR -In conformity with the requirements of the Civil Service Act of 1885,
Section 58, the Board have the honor to submit the following Report:-

In consequence of certain amendments to the aforeFaid Act, made during the
Session of 1888, the Entrance Examinations, until then held twice in-the year, viz.,
in the months of May and November, are now restricted to one, which is to be held
in the last named month. The reasons for making this change will be found stated
at page 11 in the Report of the Board for the year 1887, and in the following words:
" The very large number of candidates reported by the Board as having passed the
" Entrance Examinations, beginning with November, 1882, to the present time, and
" the impossibility of providing places in the Civil Service for so many, seem to
"indicate the expediency of applying some check to the influx for the future. The
"most simple and effective mode will probably be the limitation of these examina-
" tions to one in the year."

Until the passage of the amending Act of 1888, General Promotion and Special
Promotion Examinations might be held at any time, and, by reference to previous
Reports of the Board, will be found to have been held at all seasons of the year.
One General Promotion Examination in May is to be the rule benceforth.

The order of proceeding, consequent upon the amendments, necessarily brings
up the Promotion Examination first, and, as usual, it was held during the third week
of May in 18S8.

It may be proper to add that the promotion candidates are examined first in
certain subjects, termed " Obligatory," and which they must all take, viz : Penman-
ship, Orthography, Arithmetic, Composition, and Duties-that is, the duties they
have been performing, or may be called upon to perform if advanced to the situa-
tions they are aiming at. To these subjects are added ratings for "Efflciency," or
the efficiency exhibited by them in the past, and these ratings are entrusted to the
Deputy HeaIs of Departments, who must, of necessity, be the best judges. To the
" Obligatory " subjects the Deputy Heads may add any or all of the follo wing, viz.:
Geography, the Constitution of Canada (the British North America Act), Book-
keeping by Double Entry, and Précis-writing.

The scale governing the Promotion Examination is as follows:-
For 3rd Class men, a minimum of 30 and an average of 50 marks.
For 2nd Class men, a minimum of 40 and an average of 60 marks, and
For lst Class men (aspiring to Chief Clerkships), a minimum of 50 and an

average of 70 marks.

ENTRANCE EXAMINATIONS.

The abolition of the May entrance examination was, no doubt, a great disappoint-
ment to a very considerable number of candidates, and involved the Board in a large
and troublesome correspondence, but, it was clearly productive, to some extent, of
the anticipated resuits, viz, a diminution of the number of candidates as compared
with previous years. The number present at the two examinatione held in 1887 was
1,088; while the number in attendance at the one examination in 1888 was 637.
The total number who applied for admission was 841, but, apparently, more than 200
could not, at that busy season of the year, leave their other avocations in order to
attend. In addition to the 637 who took the preliminary and qualifying subjects,
103 candidates, of the latter class, undertook options; so that the whole number at
the three branches of the examination was 740.

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Copies of the papers prepared for submission to the candidates at the Promotion
examination in May, and of those presented to the candidates at the Preliminary,
Qualifying and Optional subject examinations in November, together with the
names of the persons who passed successfully the three last-named ordeals, will be
found in the Appendix.

The Board deem it proper here to remark that, generally speaking, the candi-
dates who presented themselves at the qualifying examination in November last,
were very much under the average of the proficiency exhibited by the candidates on
former occasions. There were notable exceptions, but a considerable proportion
were wholly incompetent, and the fact of so many ill-prepared persons offering them-
selves, seems to indicate a very inadequate appreciation, on the part of the youth of
the country, regarding the requirements of its Civil Service.

During the six years of the existence of the Civil Service examinations
irregularities of more or less gravity have been occasionally practiced or
attempted, and, as the Civil Service Act embraced no provisions for the punish-
ment of such offences, the Board, early last year, deemed it advisable to recommend
certain supplementary clauses to the said Act, which, in their judgement, wouid
operate to prevent the repetition of those offences. The recommendations were en-
tertained, and the following penal clauses were enacted at the Session of 1888 --

" 2. Whenever the Board are satisfied that any irregularity or fraudulent prac-
tice has obtained. at any examination held by them, or by any person deputed by
them to hold the same, they may summon before them by an instrument signed by
the chairman or acting chairman of the Board, and may examine under oath or affir-
mation, any person who, in their opinion, is in a position to give ovidence in rela-
tion to any such irregularity or fraudulent practice; and if the person so summoned
neglects or refuses to appear, or having appeared, refuses to be examined upon oath
or affirmation concerning the premises, or refuses to take an oath or affirmation, or
having taken the oath or affirmation, refuses to answer such questions concerning
the premises as are then put to him, without offering any just and lawful excuse for
his refusa], the chairman or acting chairman of the Board shall be vested with all
the powers conferred in like cases upon a Justice of the Peace by section thirty-two
of ' The Summary Convictions Act.'

"3. Every oath or affirmation required for the purpose of such examination may
be administered by any member of the Board.

" 4. if any person is proved by such inquiry to have been conoerned in any fraud-
ulent practice, or to have been guilty of any breach of the regulations made in virtue
of section thirty-one of this Act, the Board shall report the same to the Secretary of
State, who may thereupon cause such person's name to be removed from the list of
persons who are found qualified.

" 5. Every person who, at any examination held under this Act, personates any
candidate, or employs, induces or allows any person to personate him, is guilty of an
offence against this Act, and is liable, on summary conviction, to imprisonment for a
term not exceeding six months, or to a fine not exceeding two hundred dollars, and,
if he is employed in the Civil Service, to be dismissed therefrom.

"6. Every person who surreptitiously procures from any printer or other person
and every person who, without authority, furnishes to any other person any exami-
nation question paper or any other paper relating to any such examination as afore-
said, is guilty of an offence against this Act, and liable, on summary conviction, to
imprisonment, with or without hard labour, for a term. not exceeding six months, or
to a fine not exceeding two hundred dollars, and, if he is employed in the Civil
Service, to be dismissed therefrom; and no such person shall be allowed to present
himself at any subsequent examination."
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From the above quoted amend ments, it will be seen that extra and responsible
duties, involving the exercise of much careful thought and, probably, of much time
and work, have been imposed upon the Board, thus largely counter-balancing any
diminution of the more mechanical labor which, it is anticipated, may result from
the reduction in the number of entrance examination candidates. The Board indeed
regret to say that grave irregularities occurred at the last examination which, it is
probable, will come under the cognizance and operation of the said amendments, and
in relation to which inquiries are now being instituted.

River in Nebraska, on the approach of winter moved hurriedly northward
to the region of light, dry gnowfall, where protection from the storms of
the season, and an abundant supply of naturally cured lodder could be
found in the numerous valleys and ravines.

The Ranching Regulations of the Dominion Goverument are liberal in
the extreme, the main features being that the lessee, after securing his
location, shall within two years of the date of his lease, place and maintain
upon the leasehold at least one head of stock for every ten acres of bis
holding, paying therefor a nominal rental of two cents per acre per
annum. A large district containing nearly 10,000,000 acres bas been set
apart for horned cattle and horses, upon which sheep are not allowed to
run.

The ranching interest, although at present in its infancy in the North-
West Territories, is growing very rapidly. While but a short time ago
the live stock of the country could be counted in hundreds, we find that
there were, according to the census of 1885, at the date of enumeration,
24,456 horses and mules, 86,528 horned cattie, and 19,398 sheep, while
large droves of stock of all kinds are being continually brought into the
country from Montana and other southern districts, as well as Ontario
and the Eat.

NoT.-The following article forms part of a report from Mr. Hector Fabre,
Canadian agent at Paris, on the possible extension of the trade betweon Uanada and
France.

PAaris, 26th February, 1885.

"1. Sia,-I have deemed it my duty, during the intercourse I maintain with
men of business in Fi ance, to keep the strictest reserve with regard to the proposed
Franco-Canadian treaty, which has, at varions times, been the subject of negotiations
with the Frentch Government.

" Though repeatedly asked to discuss the question, I have thought it prudent not
to allude to it in any way in the journal (Le Paris Canada) which I have been pub.
lishing for nearly a year in the leading journals of Paris, the columnias of which have
been kindly placed at my disposal, or in the public lectures I have given. In con-
lormity with my instructions, I have confined myself to asserting the claims of
Canada, in view of the advantages it affords as a field for Eniopean emigration, the
excellence and variety of its products, affording the most advantageous opportunities
for the enterprises of energetic business men ; calling attention to the great publie
works that have been undertaken, especially the Canadian Pacifie Railway and the
fertile regions it opens to settlers in the 19orth-West, and lastly, diffusing, as
widely as possible, a knowledge of everything that appeared to me likeiy to
advance the credit and good name of Canada and its several Provinces, in France
and in Europe generally.

" Nevertheless, I could not, in the course of private conversation, stop my ears
to the reception cf ideas with which individuals favored me on the subject. On the
contrary, while confining mysolf entirely to the theoretical side o! the question, I
made a note of all 1 heard, in order to ascertain the impressions made in poâtical
oircles and among business mon."

" 2. Our commercial relations may be seriously endangered by the adoption of
-treaties between foreign powers and by the modification of their present Customs
tariffs. t is necessary, therefore, to find means of insuring the prosperity of our
export trbde, ard guarding it against tariff alterations by commercial treaties cover-
ing lengthy periods, protecting it against injurions effects of foreign treaties which
may afford special advantages to our rivals, and by creating new outiets for our
commerce.

" Moreover, there can be no surer way of promoting the interior development
of the Dominioni. And without a flourishing external trade, the success of the great
railway undertakings and public wai ks which have, up the present time, absorbed
our resources, and the attention of the Government, may, if not actually jeopardized,
be seriously delayed.

" The effect of an expansion of our commercial intercourse would be to greatly
promote the colonization of our public lands by immigration; it would also benefit
in a like degree, our industrial and agricultural interests. Public credit itself would
-of necessity be enhanced."

" 3. The subsidies granted to new linos of steamships clearly show, moroover,
the importance attached to it by the Dominion Government, and their confidence
that valuable results will ensue froin these undortakings. The concluding of advan-
tageous commercial treaties is a far surer means of insuring the usefulness of these
linos, by furnishing then with the elements necessary to their existence, than sub-
sidies, which must, of necessity, be limited and temporary.
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" It is to the continent of Europe, more especially, that the Dominion Govern-
ment should, it would seem, direct the efforts of its commercial policy. Cnnada pos-
sesses there, strictly speaking, but one market, the English market, which is no
longer sufficient.

t If, for any cause whatever, such, for instance, as the existence of a war in
which Enigland was involved, our sole European market were closed, we should be
greatly at a loss, and it is easy to foresee the extent and gravity of the crisis which
would enbue. We should find ourselves, moreover, at the mercy of our neighbors,
on whom we should becone dependent and who would of a certainty, compel our
traders to pay dearly for their services as brokers.

" Without supposing that such a state of affairs is likely to come about, it is
well to begin now to take example from our neighbors, to follow them into al] the
markets in which they have established themselves, and compote with them in the
disposal of products which are common to both countries; in short, we must extend
to all the markets in Europe the competition carried on between Canadian and
Americati traders in the English market."

" 4. There are several reasons which seem to indicate that our first efforts should
be directed to concluding with France a convention regulating our commei cial rela-
lions with that country.

" The French market is the most accessible to our trade; our farm products,
lumber, mineralis, fresh and preserved fish, and even some of our manufactured
articles, are more likely to be well recoived and largely consumed there. The state
of the Customs tariff of that country renders it possible to secure a highly advan-
tageous position for Canada; the concessions to be made by us would leave unim-
paired the system of protection we have adopted and only imperceptibly affect th,
public revenue."

" 5 In addition to these and many other reasons (and notably the immense
resources in capital and mon with which France can supply us) which it would take
too lonb to develop here, comes a last reason, which would be sufficient to show the
expediency of renewing now negotiations which were merely interrupted-and that
with the sincere desire of a favorable issue-viz., the approaching inauguration of a
lino of steamships between the two countries.

" The establishment of this line, in fact, furnishes a good opportunity in justifi-
cation of fresh steps on the part of the Dominion Government leading to a renewal
of these nogotiations, and an additional argument in favor of obtaining botter terme
from the French Govern ment: the Canadian subsidy granted to the company."

"6. Holland, Denmark and Greece are now the only countries which have not
made commercial treaties with Fiance. No country situated outside of liurope han
concluded a treaty with her.

" The Oustoms duties established by the international treaties constitute, in
France, the schedule of duties called the converntional tarift. The only producta
admitted to the conventional tariff are the prcducts (natural or manufactured) of the
European territories of States under treatv with France.

" The most favored nation clause relates to everything concerning the transit,
storage, export and re-export, local dues, brokerage, Castoms formalities, samples,
manufacturers' designs, and to everything connected with commerce and manufac-
tures.

" All countries not mentioned as having treaties with France are subject to the
general tariff.

" Sach is, at preosent, the position of Canada ani the United States.
"7. Canada having no difforential tariff, tha admiiiion of Fraoca to the sama

treatment as the most favored nation would make no change in the present situation.
And on this point we should ba gaining nohing in return for the advantage that
article of the treaty would give us in France. But in'the event of negotiations with
the United States for the conclusion of a reciprocity treaty, we might find ourselvea
impeded in our freedom of action. It would, therefore, be necessary to provide or
that contingency, and stipu late distinctly that Canada raserves to herself the right
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to conclude a treaty with the United States, and would be bound to make France a
party thereto only in the event of our granting the same privileges to a third power.

It must be remarked, in this connection, that the ' most favored nation clause'
would place us in a better position than the United States, the latter being subjected
to the general. tariff of France, and would perhaps inure to our benefit in. any future
negotiations wlth them."

"8. There is, perhaps, a chance of obtaining, moreover, from France reductions
on other articles, which would strengthen still more our privileged position as
compared with the United States, on which I would insist as the chief benefit we
should derive from a commercial treaty with France An examination of the Amer.
ican trade with France shows the products in which Canadian competition might
be brought to bear. The combined export and import trade between the two countries
amounted to no less than 755,300,000 fr-ncs in 1882, being the 4th in importance for
France. and comirg immediately after England, Belgium and Germany."

-9. The exports from the United States to France for the same year were
390 000,000 francs, exceeding by 25,300,000 francs the importation from France to
the United States. The figures are as follows:

" 10. Canada must strive to secure its share of this vast trade; its geographical
position, the superiority of its canais, and the general advantages afforded, during
the season of navigation, by its rivers and maritime highways, justify us in attempt-
ing to direct a portion of the trade of the west for our own benefit. The new
French line of steamships, and above ail, the privilege of a French tariff specially
zeduced for the exclusive benefit of Canndian exporters, could not fail to help largely
in attracting the trade of the west with Europe (both exports and imports) by way
of the St. L wr ence."

" 11. Wliat Canada should look to in this case is to take care that she is not
treated worze than other countries. Now, Germany, Belgiuma, Italy and Austria, to
say nothing of the Uinited States, export to France cereals to the value of 344,400,-
00 francs; live stock to the value of 178,400,000 francs, and horses to the value of
28,800,000 francs, and we can rely on it that these countries will bring a salutary
amount of influence to bear upon the decisions of the French Chambers and Legista.
ture. If a reduction were gra'ted to one of those nations, Canada would be certain
to enjoy it also, in virtue of the clause embodied in her treaty."

" 12. It would aiso be well to ask for a reduction on sewing machines, furniture
and other articles in wood, preserved meats and fish in boxes. The imports of fresh
and sait meats into France from the United States, which had risen in 1b60, to 43,-
400,000 francs, fell in 18d2 to 2,400,000 francs. The reason of this is found in the
tact that the importation was prohibited on account of the appearance of trichinæ.
MaUny persons who were well informed as to the whole matter look upon this as
aimply an act of retaliation against the United States and a pretext taken advantage
of by the protectionists. It is extremely important that we should strive to get our
(anadian products of like nature admitted without restriction and, if necessary,
under a reduction of the general tariff."

" 18. Within the last few years the knowledge of Canada has made great pro-
gress in France. Those who have paid attention to what has taken place must see
that public opinion in France has really turned its attention to ou country as a land
ef promise, towards which the eyes of all are directed.

GAME IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

British Columbia has, perhaps, a greater variety of game than any
other part of America. There are several distinct kinds of grouse and a
great variety of wild fowl, some of them being peculiar to that region.
Quail and snipe are killed both on the islands and mainland, and the com-
mon deer of the country abounds. The so-called elk (the wapiti) is found
principally on the mainland, as well as the cariboo, and the mountain sheep
and goat are in all the ranges. The Rocky Mountains are the home of the
grizzly bear, but he too is kilied throughout the mainland, as are the com-
mon black and cinnamon bears. The mountain sheep and goats afford
excellent sport, and the flesh of all those mentioned, excepting the grizzly
bear, is excellent food. The country must always remain in parts a rich
fur-hunting ground. Trapping is still a favorite way, with some men, of
making a living, and it pays good wages. On the mainland there is ex-
cellent trout fishing, and every bay and shallow of the coast is stocked
with fish of varions kinds.

S[MPLICITY.-DARWIN.

Virtues such as simplicity are often found to be only superficial ; when
the mind becomes unhinged by sorrow or despair the self consciousness of
the natural man is revealed. When Mr. Darwin lost his favorite child at
Malvern, ho gave way to no public expression of his loss; the gravestone
under the cedar to the north of the Priory Church bears only, in addition

Ito the ordinary information, the simple and touching expression, " a good
land dear child." Again and again it has been our fortune to see those
fflords, and every time we see them they move us more and more. This

igenuine simplicity extended itself to uvory action of bis life. Never was
33
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there a man who tbought so little of fame or who so littie thought he
deserved it, and never was there one to Whom the advice of Mark
Pattison-" Shun above all that worst of slavery, the resting your happi-
ness on the good opinion of others "-could be less appropriately given.
Evidences innumerable of this central characteristic are to be found in the
letters, as they were in the correspondence with Mr. Hancock.

We call it the central characteristic, for it is that from which many
others flowed. It found expression in the " intense and almost passionate
honesty " on which Prof. Huxley bas insisted, for Darwin saw things as
little through a glass darkly as mortal can ever hope to see them; it led
him to see his own faults so distinctly that ho was able to admire others
unreservedly, to recognize bis errors, to accept criticisms, and to avoid
controversy; and it brought him, lastly, the esteem and admiration of the
world, for "honor," as Solomon tells us, "shall uphold the humble in
spirit.-The Athenoeum.

THE NORTH PACIFIC SEAL OATCHING INDUSTRY.

1. By the presariptive right of occupation the territory of Alaska was, until 1867,
recognized as a Russian possession, at which date it was purchased by the United
States, so that it now forms part of the American Union.

2. In 1821, or 47 years before the transfer, the Emperor of Russia issued
an edict assuming to grant to his subjects " the right to the pursuit of
commerce, whaling and fishing, and all other industry on all its lands, ports
and gulfs, including the whole of the north-west cost of America, beginning froin
Behring Straits to the 51st degree ofnorthern latitude; also the Alentian islands to
the eastern coast of Siberia, as well as along the Kurile Islands, from Behring Sea
to the South Cape of the Islands of Arup, viz., to the the 45°50' of northern latitude,"
and also prohibited " all foreign vessels not only to land on the coasts and islands
belonging to Russia, but aiso te approach them within less than 100 Italian miles,
and the transgressor's vessel ws subject to confiscation, along with the whole cargo."

38
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3. The edict having been communicated to the Governments of other nations,
and among others to the American Secretary of Stato at Washington, Mr. Quincy
Adams, who then occupied that office, expressed great surprise and vigorously
protested against the extraordinary pretensions so set forth. In his judgment it was
indispensable before any authoritative delimitation of the boundary between Russia
and the United States was promulgated "that the same would have to be arranged by
treaty between them " ; and, moreover, " that to exclude the vessels of American
citizeons from the shore beyond the ordinary distance to which territorial jurisdiction
extends (3 miles) had exctted stil greater surprise." Mr. Adams further inquired of
the Rusian Minister on what Igrmunds ofright, upon principles generally recognized
by the laws and usages of nations," the claims of Russia were warranted ?

4. The answer of the Russian Minister'was to the effect that the possessions of
iRussia in the north-west coast of America were opposite to her possessions in Asia,
and that they considered the intervening waters as a shat sea (mer fermée). Upon
these grounds the Russian Government had judged itself authorized to exercise the
right of sovereignty therein, and, especially, that of interdicting the entrance of
foreigner6.

5. Mr. Adams replied forthwitb, " that from the period of the existence of the
United States as an independent nation, their vessels had freely navigated these seas,
the right being a part of that independence; and with regard to the suggestion that
they belonged to Russia, that power might, for the reason alleged, have justified the
exeicise of sovereignty over the whole Pacific Ocean as a close sea, since it owned
territory on both its American and Asiatic shores, which on the said sea, in latitude
51 north, is not less than 4,000 miles wide." Mir. Adams concluded as follows;
" The President is persuaded that the citizens of this Union will remain unmolested
in the prosecution of their lawful commerce, and that no effect will be given to an
interdiction manifestly incompatible with their rights."

In 1821 and 1822 or prior to the protet of the United States the British
Government had, with equal decision, repudiated the extraordinary pretensions of
Russia, and shortly afterwards by conventions with that country an end was put to
them.

We row come to the strange phase of this question of jurisdiction over the open
sea as exhibited by the United States in total disregard of their own vigorously
expressed protests against the exercise of a similar authority by Russia, before the
transfer of Alaska to the former country.

It would seem that the United States have, for valuable considerations, leased
the fisheries on the eoast of Alaska to a company, whose rights they are therefore
bound to protect, and it also seems that the company claim ail the privileges which
Russia vainly tried to establish in 1822.

6. On' the ground of these pretended privileges the United States' steamer
" Corwin," sometime during the summer of 1886, seized three British Columbian
sealing schooners, viz.:-the Onward, the Carolina, and the Thornton, with their
creW s, outfits, and a considerable quantity of seal skins, and towed them to
Ounalaska. These several vessels according to the sworn testimony of the officers
of the " Corwin " themselves, were captured long distances from the land (one 70,
one 75, and one 115 miles) and towed away, as just stated, to the isiand of
Ounulaska, where legal proceedings were instituted by the Attorney Generat for the
United States, and as there was no question as to the fact of the said vessels having
taking the seals in the seas claimed by the Alaska company as thoir preserves,
they were adjudiciated as forfeit, with their cargoes and ail other beloagings.

7. The Imperial Government having been informed of these proceedings
directed Sir L . West, the British Minister at Washington, to remonstrate with the
view of obtaining a reversal of the judgme-its, and sBch reparation as would
indemnify the owners of the captured vessels. On the 3rd February, 18S87, ir.
Bayard, the American Secretary of State, replied that " without conclusion, at this
time of day, of any questions which may ba foand to be involved in these cases of
seizure, orders have been issued by the Presidonts direction for the discontinuance
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of all pending proceedings, the discharge of the vessels referred to, and the release of
all persons under arrest in connection therewith."

8. As will be seen later on, the orders of the President were not acted upon, and
on the 10th of August, 1887, the Marquis of Salisbury wrote again to Sir. L. West, stat-
ing that information had been received by the Imperial Government of the seizure of
three more British Columbian sealing vessels at great distances from land, and that
several others were seen in course of being towed into Sitka. He also desired the
Ambassador to stale to Mr. Bayard that Her Majesty's Government had assumed, in
view of the assurance above referred to (Mr. Bayard's note of 3rd February) " that,
pending a conclusion of the discussion betwecn the two Governments on the general
question involved, no further similar seizures of British vessels would be made by
order of the United States Government." The Marquis of Salisbury further desired
that copies of the records in the proceedings against the sealers in the court at Sitka
should be furnished to him-which was done-and instructed him besides, to call the
attention of Mr. Bayard to the fact that notwithstar ding his promise to have the first
vesmels, which had been seized, discharged and further proceedings discontinued,
several other similar vessels had bcen captured a long distance from Sitka and taken
thither.

9. To this representation Mr. Bayard answered that "he had received no
information of the seizure of these other vessels, and that he would immediately
cause proper inquiries about the matter to ho made. But in regard of the assumption
of the Imperial Government, based upon bis note, engaging to discontinue t1be pro-
ceedings in respect of the vessels previously seized, and undertaking to have them
discharged, etc., uto., that no future seizures would be made, h. slid not find on refer.
ence to said note that it contained any grounds tor such an understanding." His
letter relerred si mply to the first cases ot seizure, but had no relation to other cases!

10. Resuming the narrative, it now appears that oi the 26th January, 1887,
the American Secretary of.State (Mr. Bayard) in consequeLve of the representations
made to bis Government by the British Minister at Washington, addressed a tele-
gram to Judge D, wson at Sitka (who bad ordered the confiscation of the three sealers

riicady named,) directing hirm. as bofore stted, te discontinue the legal proceedings,
to discharge the vssels, and to release the crews : that the judge received the mes-
sage and immediately acted upon it, so far at least as ta give the necessary instruc-
tions, but that, subsequently on the assumption that the telegram was a forgery, had
rescinded the ordcr, and allowed matters to remain as they were before. That the
message received by the judge was authentie is proved by the statement of Mr.
Bayard himself in his notc of the 3rid February, eight days after its dispatch, but
there is no evidence that this me.sage was confirmed by a subsequently written
order. It would probably have required two or three weeks for such an order to
reach Sitka by mail and possibly four, but up to the middle of August, or more than
six mrionths later, nothing of this kind apparently had been doue, for the vessels
remainied under seizure.

11. On the 10th of September the Marquis of Salisbury again brings the matter
to the notice of Sir Lionel West (the British Ambassador at Washington) and
recapitulates the whole case, ending as follows : "l tr Majestv's Government feel
sure that in view of the considerations which I have set forth in this despatch, which
you will communicate to Mr. Bayard, the Government of the United States will
admit that the seizure and condemnation of these Biitish vessels, and the imprison-
meret of their masters and crews, was not warranted by the circumstances, and that
they will be ready to afford reasonable compensation to those who have suffered in
consequence, and issue immediate instructions to their naval officers which will pre-
vent a recurrence of those regrettable incidents."

12, On the 15th of September the Hon. G. E. Foster, Minister of Marine at
Ottawa, made a report on the facts to the Privy Council, in which he also recapitu-
lates the most essential particulars, and in very nervous language comments upon the
want of attention on the part of the American Government to the representations
which had been made to them. The reportr closes as under: " It is respectfully

40
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submitted that this condition of affairs is in the highest degree detrimental to the
interesta of Canada and sbould net be permitted to continue. For nearly two years
Canadian vessels bave been exposed to arbitrary seizure and confiscation in the
pursuit of a lawfui occupation upon the high seas, and Canadian cit zens subjected
to imprisonment and serious financial loss ; while au important and remunerative
Canadian industry bas been threatened with absolute ruin. This course of action
has been pursued by the United States officers in opposition te the contention in the
past of their government in regard to the waters in which these seizures have taken
place; in violation of the plainest dictates of International law, and in the face of
repeated and vigorous proteste of both the Canadian and British Governments."

13. " The Minister advises that Her Majesty's Government be again asked te
give its serious and immediate attention te the repeated remonstrances of the Canadian
Government against the unwarrantable action of the United States in respect of
Canadian vessels in Behring Sea, with the view to obtain a speedy recognition of its
just rights and full reparation for the losses sustained by its citizens."

14. After a good deal more of correspondence in regard of the continued deten-
tion of the tbree sealers, whieh Mr. Secretary Bayard had on the 2eth January
ordered the officials at Sitka to release- wbich order they had singularly enough
cbosen te consider a forgery, but the authenticity of which they could have ascer-
tained by telegraph in a very éhort time-on 13th October (nearly 10 months after-
wards) he states to Sir L. West that " owing to some miscoiception and mistake on
the part of the officiai te whom it had been addressed, the order had not been acted
upon." He then adds that " a new order bas gone forward for their release." The
order did apparently find its way to the Sitka officials, for on the 5th becember the
United States Marshal at that place, informed the owners of the schooners seized,
"that orders for their release had been sent to their custo tiers at Onnalaska."

15. But the officials in question had their own views on this subject also, for as
the cargoes, arms and ammunition wore not mentioned in Mr. Bayard's order as re-
quiring to be restored, the vessels only were offered back, and the arma and ammu-
nition were sold for the benefit of the United States, at least " the court concluded
that they must be sold and gave directions ace irdingIy."

16. The owners of the vessels, however, were not quite se ready to repossess
themFelvcs of them as the Marshal had meemed to imagine they would, and Ris Ex-
cellency the Governor Generai of Canada in a h tter to Sir Henry Hot land, under
date of e9th January, 1888, specifies the reason for this disinclination, thus : " The
information rcceived by my Minister (of Marine) is to the effect that the condition
of these three vessels, owing te the leogth of time during which they have been on
the shore, is now such as to render it questionable whether they could, under present
circumstances, be repaired and removed with advantage. The difficulty of doing
this would be increased from the fact that the vessels have been released at a soason
of the year in which, owing to the great distance between Victoria and Ounalaska, it
would be scarcely possible for the owners te fit out steamers for the purpose of going
up to Ounalaska to repair their vessels and bring them home." His Excellency
closes his despatch as tollows: "I bave already dwelt at sufficient length uvon the
extent of the hardships involved te the crews and the owners of these vessels by the
action of the United States Governnient, and I will only, upon the present occ asion,
remind you that another fishing season is approaching, and that as far as mY Gov-
ernment is aware, no declaration bas been made by the United States in regard to
the policy which it intends te adopt during the course of the year which bas just
commenced."

17. (It may not be amiss just bore to state that the total number of seal skins
brought te Victoria, B C., in 1o87 (plus those seized and taken te Ounalaska of cou rse)
was 22,085, representing a value oi $140,302 50 there, and yielding te the merche.nts
on resale in other markets, probably not less than a quarter of a million of dollers.
These figures show the importance of the business te a comparatively small p 4ce
liko Victoria). 1

18. In the course of the correspondence between the Imperial Government and
that of the United States upon this subject, the latter was courteously invited to for-
mulate its views upon the main question, viz., the right of other parties to navigate
and fish in the Alaska waters, and also to state the policy it intended to pursue in
relation to such navigation, &c., in future, but Mr. Bayard merely acknowledged the
receipt of the communication without making a reply to the inquiries.

19. The British Ambassador also represented that a number of British Colum-
bia schooners were waiting to know whether they could sail on their projected voy-
ages with the certainty of not being molested, but this also failed to elicit a specifie
answer. It is, however, satisfactory to learn that, so far as is to the present known,
no seizures of sailing vessels have been made this season and there is therefore
reason to hope that the silence may be interpreted into an assent to the correctuess
of the positions taken by the Imperial Government and the Canadian authorities. It
is, however, to be regretted that the American Government has not consented to
the suggestions made for a regulation of the business carried on in those seas, since
it is ovident that it is in the interest of all parties concerned that seai catching
should be governed by rules which would protect the animals from slaughter at im-
proper seasons. Let us also hope that there may soon be a conference of the several
nations interested in this industry, by which regulations may be enacted and agreed
upon which will secure this impotant benefit.

The argument which follows is added in order to inform the candidates more
fully on the true bearings of the case, but they are not required to embrace it in the
"Précis."

Subjoined is a resum of the brief by Mr. Drake in support of the demurrer filed
in the court of Alaska on behalf of the masters and owners of four British Columbia
sealing schooners seized by a United States cutter for an alleged infraction of an Act
of the United States Congress, to provent the extinction of fur-bearing animals in
Alaska:

The Act is directed against killing seals in the waters adjacent to the Islands of
St. Paul and St. George, and does not refer to any other waters in Behring Sea; but
on referring to section 1,56 of the Revised Statutes, the language used is somewhat
different, prohibiting the killing of fur-bearing atimals within the limits of Alaska
Territory or the waters thereof. The first question then to be decided is what is
meaint by the waters thereof. If the defendants are bound by the treaty botween
the United States and Russia ceding Alaska to the United States, then it appears
that Russia in 1822 claimed absolute territorial sovereignty over the Behring Sea,
and purported to convey prautically one-half of that sea to the United States. But
are the defendants, as men belonging to a country on friendly terms with the
United States, bound by this assertion of Russia? And can the United States claim
that the treaty conveys to them any greater right than Russia herself possessed in
thete waters? In other words, the mere assertion pf a right contrary to the comity
of nations can confer on the grantees no rights in excess of those recognised by the
laws of nations. In enquiring what that right was and how far it was submitted to
by the other powers interested, namely, Great Britain and the United States, we
find the United States Minister at St. Petersburg in 1822, combatting the preten-
sions of Russia to a jurisdiction over the waters of Behring Sea for a distance of one
hundred miles from the coast (for this was the extent of Russia's claim in 1822)
in the following expressive language: " The existence of territorial rights to
the distance of 100 miles from the coast and the prohibition of approacbing to the
same distance from these coasts and from those of all intervening islands are inno-
vations on the law of nations and measures unexampled." We thus find that the
assumption of a limited sovereignty over the waters of Alaska was challenged by
the United States, and in consequence was not persisted in, and on the 17th April,
1824, a convention was concluded betwen the United States and Rissia, whereby
it was egreed, - that in any part of the great ocean, commonly called thte Pacific
Ocean, or South Sea, the repective citizens, subjects ot thu high contracting powers,
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ahould be neither disturbed nor restraned neither in navigation nor in fishing, or in
the power of resorting to the coasts or points which might not then already have
been occupied for the purpose of trading with the natives, saving always the
restrictions and conditions contained in certain articles attached to the treaty refer-
ing to illicit trade with the Indians."

THE RUSSO-BRITISH TREATY.1

The Government of Great Britain, on the 28th February, 1825, also entered into
a treaty with Russia in consequence of the same extravagant pretensions of Russia,
which treaty contains the following provisions:-" It is agreed that the respective
subjects of the high contracting parties shall not be troubled or molested in any part
of the ocean commonly called the Pacifie Ocean, either in navigating the same or
flshing therein, or in landing at such parts of the coast as shall not have been already
occupied in order to trade with the natives under the conditions and restrictions
speeified in the thon following articles." These restrictions are not dissimilar from
those attached to the treaty with the United States. In order to ascertain what,
were the pretensions of Russia which led to these treaties it is necessary to refer
to the edict of the Autocrat of all the iRussias. By section 1 it is enacted: -" That
the pursaits of commerce, whaling and fishing, and all other industries on all islands,
ports and gulfs, including the whole of the north-west coast of America, beginning
from Behring Straits to 51° of north latitude; also from the Aleutian Islands to
the eastern coast of Siberia, as well as along the Kurile Islands from Behring Straits
to the south cape of the Island of Bruck, namely, 450 50' northern latitude, is ex-
-lusively granted to Russian subjects. Section 2. It is therofore prohibited to all
foreign vessels not only to land on the coats and islands bolonging to Russia, but
also to approach them within less than 100 Italian miles. The transgressor's vessel
is subject to confiscation along with the whole cargo."

RUS5IA's CLAIM.
Thus it appears that Russia claimed 100 miles from the coasts of all the islands

as well as the mainland of Behring Sea, and south to 45° 50'. It was this claim that
led to the indignant remonstrance of the United States and Great Britain, and to the
treaties before referred to, and shows that Behring Sea was included in the term
" Pacifie Ocean." The pretensions of iussia were never revived, and the citizens of
Great Britain as well as the United States had free access at all times to these waters
in navigating and fishing without any restriction. And Russia's claim was never
revived until she purported to code to the United States a portion of Behring Sea.
Rassia could not sell what she did not own, and the.United States could not claim

that which it was not in the power of Russia to sell. The treaty with .England has
never been abrogated, and was in force when the cession to the United States took
place, and there was no need to protest against the extravagant pretensions of Rassia
in purporting to dispose of the high seas, as until last year no attempt has been made
to enforce such a claim. The United States have always been the strongest uphold-
ers of the law of nations, and on this head Kent's Commentaries, page 28: "'The
open sea is zot capable of being possessed as private proporty; the free use of
the ocean for navigation and fishing is common to all mankind, and the public jurists
generally and explicitly deny that the main ocean can ever be appropriated." Re
also refers to the claim of Russia, and in another place he states that " the United
States bave recognized the limitation of a marine league for general territorial
jurisdiction by authorizing the district courts to take cognizance of all captures made
within a marine league of the American shore." Seo Act of Congress, June 5, 1794.
And in Wharton's International Law Digest, page 32, the author says: " The limit
of one sea league from shore is provisionally adopted as that of the territorial sea of
the United States," and " our jurisdiction has been fixed to extend three geographical
miles from our shore, with the exception of any waters or bays which are so land-
locked as to ho unquestionably within the jurisdiction of the United States, be their
extent what they ray." Behring Sea is nnt a gulf or bay, and is not land-locked
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by the lands of the United States. Wiarton again states that " a vessel on the bigh
seas beyond the distance of a marine league from the shore is regarded as part of the
territory of the nation to which she belongs." And Mr. Seward in a letter to Mr.
Tassara, December 16, 1862, tersely states the principle as follows:-" There are
two principles bearing on the subject which are universally admitted, (1) that the
sea is open to all nations, and (2) that there is a portion of the sea adjacent to every
nation over which the Bovereignty of that nation extends to the exclusion of every
other political authority."

A third principle bearing on the subject is that the exclusive sovereignty of a
nation abridging the universal liberty of the seas extends no further than the power
of the nation to maintain it by force stationed on the coast extends. " Terre domin-
iumfiniture, abi fiaiture armarum vis " (the sovereignty of the coast ends where the
power to control it by force of arms terminates). It thus appears that by the
comity of nations, sanctioned and approved by American juriste, that the high seas
are open to all, that the territorial àuthority only extends to a marine league or, at
all events, not turther than a force on shore can protect the coasts.

It also appears that the United States, in claiming sovereignty over the Behring
Sea, is claiming something beyond the well-recognized law of nations, and bases her
claim upon the pretensions of Russia which were successfully repudiated by both
Great Biitain and the United States. A treaty is valid and binding between the
parties to it, but it cannot affect others who are not parties to it. It is an agreement
between nations and would be construed in law like an agreement between indivi.
duals. Great Britain was no party to it and therefore is not bound by its terms.

It is therefore contended that the proceedings taken against the present defen.
dants are ultra vires and without jurisdiction. But, in order to press the matter fur-
ther, it may be necessary to discuss the Act itself under which the alleged jurisdic-
tion is assumed. The Act must be construed by what appears within its four cor-
ners and not by any extrinsic document. It is an Act defining a criminal offence,
and an Act which abridges the privileges and immunities of citizens must be most
strictly construed; and nothing but the clearest expression can or ought to be con-
strued against the interest of the public in applying this principle to the present
case. The teims used in the Act itself are " the waters adjacent to the Islands of
St. George and St. Paul." " Adjacent," in Wharton, page 846, is held to be adjacent
to the coat and within the territorial jurisdiction of the country. This language
thon dots not apply to these defendants who are fifty miles from the nearest coast.
In section 1,956 the language is " the waters of Alaska." This must also be con-
strued by the universal law as applying to the territorial limit only. And in a letter
from Mr. Evaris to'Mr. Foster in April, 1879, referring to a case in which certain
American mercLant vessels were seized by the Mexican authorities for an alleged
breach of the revenue laws, although distant more than three miles from shore, it
was held to be an international offence and was not cured by a decree in favor of the
assailants by a Mtxican couit. So hcre it is submitted that a decree of your Honor's
court will not give any validity to the seizure here made, and the defendants in
filing their demurrer and submitting this argument do not thereby waive thoir rights
or submit to the jurisdiction of the court.

He takes out an Auctioneer's License, for which ho pays $200, and hires a store
for a maonth at $100, for which ho pays in advance.

THE ST. CLAIR FLATS CANAL.
From the official documents in the possession of the Dominion

Government, it is possible to trace the exact progress of the oon-
struction of the St. Clair Flats Canal. The first time the attention of
the Canadian Government was drawn to the improvement of navigation
on the flats of Lake St. Clair seems to have been in 1855. In that year,
a deputation from the Boards of Trade of Buffalo and Chicago, waited
upon the Canadian Government to ask assistance to deepen the channel
on the flats. Such an application would seem to argue that Canada had
a recognised claim to, and interest in the question. The result was that
the Canadian Government voted 820,000 to assist in the work. In the
following year the contract for the work was let, the United States
Government giving a grant also, and the use of government plant, the
assistance being valued at 860,000. The work on the channel and canal
thon proceeded.

A CANADIAN CLAIM ADMITTE0.
The contractor for the work, which was under the direction of the

United States Government, was one John Brown, a Canadian resident at
Thorold, county of Welland. The Essex Review says that during the pro-
gress of the work ho found it necessary to bring his timbers and other
materials from Canada. The United States Government insisted upon
the payment by him of the duty on the material thus, as alleged, imported
into the United States. Mr. Brown paid under protest on oach shipment,
the amount aggregating $60,000. On the completion of the work, Mr.
Brown demanded a remission of the duty, alloging that the materials used
were not liable to duty, as the work had been done entirely in Canadian
waters. The Governmont dispatched surveyors to the canal, and after
several weeks of labor, they decided that Mr. Brown was right, and the
money was accordingly refunded.

In 1858 the thon Commissioner of Public Works for Canada stated
bis belief that part of the St. Clair Canal was certainly in Canadian terri-
tory, but no point was raised until two Canadian vessels were seized in the
canal by the U. S. autborities for some alleged irregularity. Some fusa
occurred in connection with this, and the vessels were released. The
canal question then dropped.

SnI,-I have the honor to submit herewith reports from the several branches of
this Department, respecting the services performed during the year ending 30th
June last, and a partial report of their operations since that time.

I have ventured to delay its completion and submission until the final accounts
for printing the voters lista had been made up, and the greater part of the work
upon the annual blue books had been completed.

I have pleasure in calling attention to the highly satisfactory report from the
Superintendent of Printing in respect of both these matters. the work upon the
votera lists has been executed for a somewhat less sum than Mr. Senécals estimate
of last year. I think ho also shows clearly that the annual reports of the Depart-
ments have been turned out more promptly than in previous years, and better
workmanship has been secured, by a very small addition to the appliances hereto-
fore in use in the office, and the use of a somewhat better paper, without enhanced
cost. Had the press room in the new building been ready, still greater despateh
would have been secured.

In my report of last year, I ventured to express a hope that, by the beginning
of this financial year we might be able to begin the work of the Department in
the new building whioh was being erected for its use. But as the spring advanced
it became manifest that this hope would be disappointed, and that we could not
rely on the full use of the building before May or June, of the present year.
Desirous of attempting to improve the service if possible even with imperfect ap-
pliances, you submitted a report to Council recommending the lease of the promises
and plant of the printing contractors till the plant procured for the Goverument
ould be properly placed and ready for successful and economical operation. This
course was further rendered advisable by the fact that the contract for Depart-
mental work with Messrs. MacLean, Roger & Go., would expire on .the 31st Octo.
ber, 1888, and for Parliamentary on the 31st December last, and they were unwilling
to continue them for a less period than twelve months. If this had been done the
plant of the new premises would have remained idie, from June tili November, 1889,
and in part until the lst January, 1890. No other printer here oould have under.
taken the work for a single year, or performed it if undertake.

A. l8Ó9
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The contract was therefore approved by His Excellency in Council and entered
into for one year from the lst July last, the Superintendent taking possession of

the premises on that date. The sum to be paid for rental of the premises and
plant for the year was fixed at $6,000. A sum of 810,000 was also granted to the
firm for loss of profit on the unexpired remainders of their two contracte, being
nearly 20 per cent. les than shown (for a similar period in the previous year) by
their books, submitted for our inspection.

Mr. Senécal calls attention to some of the causes for delays in printing which
are assuredly not attributable to those in charge of the printing office. Hitherto
the printers and binders bave been made scapegoats for all delays, however caused,
in getting out work. The Superintendent pointa out that a portion of the blame
should be faetened on other backe.

In June last, after many months of severe illness, Mr. .as. Young, late Super.
intendent of Stationery died. The Government Stationery Office wae organized by
him in 1869, and for nineteen yeare he gave to its superintendence and manage-
ment, all the thoughtfnl care, zealous and skilled effort and untiring industry of
which he was cap*ble. The Government have had few more efficient or more
faithful servants.

He has been succeeded by Mr. H. J. Bronskili, who has brought great energy
and aptitude to the work, with a knowledge of the markets for advantageous pur-
chase, and an anxious desire to promote economy in the work entrusted to him.
But efforts to introduce better system are baffled in a greater or les degree by the
inadequate premises, in which he muet store and sort, and out of which he muet

deliver supplies. In fact attempte to complete the proper organization of the.
Department and its division of its work among the several branches are for the
same reason necessarily suspended for the time.

A circular was sent out early in the financial year to the several Departments
asking them to limit their issue of reports to those necessary for the supply of the
two Houses of Parliament, their own officers and clerks and exchanges with other
Departments; and in place of surplus copies ordered in past years and distributed

gratuitously a limited number have been secured as stock for sale by this Depart-
ment. The demand for purchase is gradually, though slowly increasing. To in-
duce the Departmente to limit their issues to absolute needs, and to teach the public
to purchase what they have been so long accustomed to procure for nothing will
require patient perseverance for a considerable period.

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After furtber deducting the small increase of $736.20 in the Queen's Printer's
work Account there yet romains, on ordinary supplies for both inside and outside ser-
vices, a net increase of $8,794.75 due to the increased demands made upon the office.

Referring to books, the increase of $4,733.97 for inside service is largely ex-
plained by an item of $3,001.80 expended in pamphlets relating to thé North-West,
and against the increase of 88,119.91 for the outside service should be placed the
incidental payments of 81,261.98 and $3,037.00, making together $4,298.98, for iln-
migration publications, there being no corresponding charge of this nature in the
accounts of the previ'us year, and also $1,663.86 increase for Supreme Court Library
books. These figures deducted leave a net increase on books of 62,157.07 on account
of outside service, and for inside service of 61,732.17.

During the year values have remaincd very much as previously. In some few
instances the tendency bas been upwards, but this bas been more than counterbal-
anced by purchases made at even lower prices for other goods. It may safely be
recorded that in no previous years has the office purchased more advantageously, or
received botter value for the expenditure incurred.

In further analysing the accounts perhaps 1 may be permitted to point out a
noticeable feature in the expenditure, namely, that the purchase of Canadian manu-
factured articles and other goods in the home market bas increased from $77,485.71
during last year to $126,280.73 in this year, an increase of something over 38 per
cent. This material augmentation indicates that the requirements of the servioe
are being much more fully met by Canadian manufacturers and business houses, and
in accordance with the expressed desire of the Uovernment conveyed through your
instructions, care will be taken to further develop the connexion when such can be
done.

Details of all the accounts will bq found in the statements hereunto attached,
'Viz.

(a.) A general statement of expenditure and issue of goods.
(b.) A comparative statement of the issue of gooda for the two fiscal years

1886-87 and 1887-88.
(c.) A statement of expenditure and issues by months for the year 1887-88 further

tbrought down to 31st December, 1888.
Consequer t upon the considerably increased disbursements there bas naturally

been a corresponding increase in the office work. Though performed under the dis-
.advantage and inconvenience of cramped accommodation, especially in respect of
-atorage, the various duties have been discharged with (generally speaking) a dili-
gence, accuraey and cheerfulness worthy of commendation, and that without anky
additional staff. These results are due, also, to the introduction of improvements i
manipulating details and to the larger experience gained in working under the ner
Act. I am striving earnestly, with every hope of success, to introduce still botter
inethods which the new and much more commodious promises will greatly facilitate.

Since my appointment I have been able to open several new and profitable
aources of supply, have effected larger linos of discount, improved the quality of
goods whenevor possible without increasing their cost. The stock bas been well kept
up and consequently arrearages in supply have been fewer and of shorter duratioo,
the filling of demands bas been expedited so that each day's business is comploted
daily so far as possible, and the general working of the office rendered more efficient.

The demands during the year reached to 11,251, an increase of 954 ; invoices and
.accounts have been entered to the number of 1,165 exceeding those of last year by
248; 958 letters (apart from invoices) were received and registered, and 3,712 letters
-were mailed, an increase of 479 In addition 3,733 packages of goodAs were dispatched
ty mail, as well as 16b cases of freight for the outside service.

Sia,-I have the honor to transmit herewith a report upon the stops taken

towards the organization of the Government Printing Establishment, and the
printing work executed under my superintendence.

VOTERS' LISTS.

Acting upon your report to Council of 7th December, 188' (subsequently
approved), steps were taken to seure the necessary building and plant to put these
lists in print here, preparatory to their future revision. These preparations were so
far completed that on the 10th March, 1888, work was begun and continued-from
twenty.five to fifty-five compositors being employed thereon-till the 31st ult., a
period of ten months. The work was then fully completed.

The votera' lista for the seven Provinces contain 974,899 names, making 6.418
pages of double demy, 4to. They are divided among 6,064 polling districts. Fifty
copies of each list have been printed and delivered to the Clerk of the Crown in
Chancery.

The subjoined statement shows that the cost has been about 83.50 per page--
the total cost, without including plant, but including the preparation of lista for the
printer, 822,463.90.

Upon reference to my estimate as embodied in your report to Counoil and
printed in the first Annual Report of this Department, it will be seen that this is
some hundreds of dollars within that estimate, viz., $23,059-and it will be seen that
this is a saving upon the first printing of $84,399.34. Eten adding the cost of the
type and material required, 863,849.80, there is still a gain of S20,549.54.

Two presses were set up in the leased premises and employed upon the printing
of these lists and other Departmental and Parliamentary work. The volumes of
the Report of the Labor Gommission, containing the evidence collected in Ontario
and New Brunswick were printed on these presses, and the matter put in type also
in the same office. These made 1,729 pages, costing 81,565.81.

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ORGANIZATION OF BUREAU.

During the early part of the year a considerable portion of my time was devoted
-as iÎ1887--th the eamination and purchase of the plant necessary for the new
establishment. This work was undertaken after careful examination of the nature of
printing services required for Parliament, and the several Departments of the Govern-
ment. Such materials as could be procured in Canada, in the time which I had sup-
posed to be at my disposal, were ordered from Canadian establishments; but for the
larger and more expensive printing machines it was found necessary to resort to the
United States. For a considerable portion of the plant for the bindery orders have
been sent to Great Britain. Altogether orders to the extent of about $125,000 have
been given and a considerable portion of the machinery has been for some time
ready, and awaiting the completion of the building for its delivery and putting in
place. The boilers and engines have been procured from the establishment of
Mesars. Polson & Co., Toronto, and do great credit to this great Canadian manu-
facturing establishment.

THE NEW PRINTING OFFIßc.

I had hoped and was given to understand that ere the winter set in, the building
now being erected for the use of this Department would be enclosed, and a portion
of it at least ready for occupation. A considerable portion of the plant had been
ordered for delivery as soon as possible after the 30th September. The boilers and
angines were delivered here at the end of September. The boilers are in lace ; but
the foundation for the engine has not yet been completed. nor is the floor of the
press room, or its heating apparatus, prepared to receive and place presses and set
them to work. As a'great proportion of the delay in the execution of work results
from the lack of sufficient presses in operation, this delay has been a serious disap-
pointment to me and a hindrance to the work.

DEPARTMENTAL PRINTING.

The Government havinig leased the premises and plant of the late contractors,
Mesrs. MacLean, Roger & Co., I assumed the management of that establishment,
pursuant to your orders, on the lst of July last, and have used every exertion pos.
sible to turn out the work as expeditiously and in as good a style as possible. The
amount of work is very large and is constantly increasing. It had altogether ont-
grown the capacity of the establishment turned over to us; there was no room fit for
setting up new and better presses. But some slight though far from adequate relief
was obtained by the occasional use of the presses set up at the office used for printing
the votera' lists.

tUnder the circumstances the undertaking was an onerous one; but with tbe
assistance of an efficient staff my expectations as to the possibilities of turning out the
work with reasonable expedition have been realized, as I trust to the general satis-
faction. At least I feel confident as a master printer of many years' experience that
it was not practicable to achieve more without incui ring an expense which 1 did not
feel justified in doing If the Government is prepared to pay the price of night work
ail the year round, a system under which much less work per hour is turned out, and
much more paid for it, some of the delays now complained of could be remedied.
With the increased fatilities of the new office there should be no need for
this. But to secure satisfactory promptitude, the work of the Departments
ordering the work must also be more punctually and methodically done. If
requisitions are issued in time so that no "rush" is necessary ; il proofs are
promptly read and returned and if the Stationery Office supplies the necessary stock
on which to print, good work and speedy work will assuredly be obtained. With-
out these aida all the exertions of the printers with the best appliances in the world
cannot do what is now expected of them. In every one of these respects this office
is açQW hindered in ita work. Requisitions are delayed tili the last moment, and thon
mredI "rush," Rushed work is pretty sure to bu of bad or indiere-nt guality. But
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that is not all; it often happons that the rushed work of the laggard who has been
late in sending in his requisition, unfairly interferes with the execution of that
ordered in reasonable time. Hence, very possibly dissatisfaction on the part of the
heads of the unoffending, as well as the offending Department. Proofs have been
kept for weeks, and sometimes months, in the Department, and that sometimes of
work originally marked "immediate" or "rush." Only portions of c(opy, or imper-
fect copy is often furnished, and long weeks elapse with jobs in type, ere the finish-
ing touches are given by the Department. With its present limited means, and limited
storage the Stationery Office finds it impossible to keep a sufficient stock of papers,
envelopes, &c., to meet many large, sudden demands; and this, also, is a fruitful
cause of delays, for which the printers receive the blame. It is to be hoped, that
in the much larger premises, now being prepared for that office, this cause of delay
will be very much lesened, if not altogether obviated. It is to be hoped, at the same
time, that a greater uniformity in the color of papers furnished by the contractors for
blank books will be secured. I have repeatedly been compelled to keep the presses
waiting after a job had been bogun to procure a change of paper, more uniform with
that already printed. A change also, is required from folded papers to flat, by using
which more perfect registration in printing, and correct ruling and faint-lining could
be obtainedd

PARLIAMENTARY PRINTING.

Up to the present time the principal Parliamentary work executed has been the
printing of Blue Books or Annual Reports of Departments, together with a few Bills.
With respect to the former, I may here remark that the paper furnished seems to
have been superior in quality and more satisfactory in every way than that em-
ployed in previous Sessions, and I am quite satisfied we have turned out botter work.

During the.printing of these Annual Reports for the present Session, I have had
ample opportunity afforded me to observe the several operaLions through which they
passed previous to their being Sent to the Distribution Office, House of Com-
mons. In the month of September I made applications for I printers' copy " of these
reports, with the object of keeping the men employed, as it was customary to suspend
a rumber of them during that month, and also to enable me to properly prepare for
the work consequent upon the Session of Parliament, but I regret to say met with
comparatively little success. As soon as the announcement appears in the Canada
Gazette that Parliament is about to assemble for the dispatch of business, a general
rush is usually made with just sufficient copy to place the sonder in a position to say
(if questions are asked) that the manuscript of the annual report is in the hands of
the printer, and this Is usually accompanied with the mild request that galley proofs
of the same be sent without delay. Some of the departments prepare their copy care-
fully and return their proofs promptly, but as a rule corrections and reprints are
numerous, with a tedious delay in the return of proofs.

Upon examination it will be found that the tabular statements of many of the
reports and those contained in the report of the Auditor General are identical.

Taking into consideration the fact above referred to, the Department of Marine
has set the example this year, by a considerable reduction in the size of their report;
a course which will no doubt recommend itself to the favorable consideration of those
in charge of the Annual Reports of the other departments for the ensuing year.
This would lessen the work and secure greater economy.

It bas been stated that the Parliamentary and Departmentat work is, as a rule,
not creditable, and the cause attributed to the inferior quality of the paper; to some
extent this statement is true, but worn type and partially worn ojit presses have
also not a little share in the kind of work turned out, and my experience is, that
where good workmanship is looked for, time must be allowed wherein to execute it.
From the present hurried manner in which the work is sent to, and demanded from,
the printer, much greater perfection in this respect muat not be expected.
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If arrangements could be made by which the " printers' copy " of the reports
closing on the 30th of June, could be sent in by the lt of September, it would result
in the following:-

1st. The compositors would be employed during a period in which they were
formerly suspended.

2nd. I would be much better prepared for the printing of the reports closing on
the 30th December.

3rd. The work would be performed during the day hours; consequently les$
expensive; and night work, that which is most objectionable to the workmen, not-
withstanding the fact that they are paid extra for it, would be avoided.

The appended statement will show that the reports have been delivered as a
rule, earlier this Session, than usual.
