An Act to provide for the election of Mayors of Cities in
Upper Canada, by the direct vote of the People.

HEREAS it is expedient that the Mayors of the several Cities in Preamble.
Upper Canada should be elected by a direct vote of the electors
qualified to vote for members of the Common Council of such Cities :
Therefore Her Majesty, &e., enacts as follows :

5 1 The Mayors of the said Cities shall, after the first day of January, Mayors after
1835, be such as shall be elected in the manner hereinafter provided, 1¢tJan, 1858,
by the male inhabitants entitled to vote for members of the Common Z‘feléi’e%hi?
