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BILL.

An Act to incorporate The Bytown and Montreal
Telegraph Company. -

HEREAS Joseph Aumond, John McKinnon, preumble,

Alexander Workman,-H. V. Noel, J. MacNider,
Zechariah Wilson, John Scott, John A. Torney, George
Patterson, Robert Hervey, Edward Sherwood, Robert
5 Farley, James Brough, John Atkins, Horace Merrill,
0. M. Brody, Edward McGillivray, Geo. W. Baker, John
(’Meara, Charles Armstrong, N. Sparks and John
Rochester, Junior, and other inhabitants of this Province,
having associated themselves together, have constructed
10 and are willing to keep up an Electro- Magnetic
"T'elegraph from Bytown to Montreal, keeping the main
road as surveyed by J. West, Pr ovincial Land Surveyor,
from Bytown to the Nation River, crossing the Nation
River at Jessup’s Falls and keeping near it on the east
15 side of the Village to Hatfield, joining. Mr. West’s
said survey at that place, and following the same to Cale-
donia Sprmfrs, thence on the main road leading north-
ward, passing through Hawkesbury and meetmtT the Ot-
tawa River at Waddell’s Ferry, and passing throwfh the
20 lands of John Waddell between the road and the said ferry,
and then to cross the Ottawa at that place and continue
through the land of the said John Waddell, in the Town-
ship of' Chatham, on the north side of the Ottawa River
to the mail road leading from Grenville to Carillon, thence
25 passing along the said mail road through Chatham, pass-
ing near the ‘Canal to Carillon, and from Carilion to Mon-
trea] passing along’ the main travelled road through St.
Andrews, Cote St. Plerre and Belle Riviere, thence cross-
ing the River Du Chéne on E. M. Leprohon’s Bridge and
30 foliowmor the main road through St. Martin’s, crossing the
little River on La Chapelle S Brldtre at L’ Abord a Plouf,
and keeping the same main road into Montreal ; and have
prayed to be incorporated for the purposes of this Act,
and it is expedient to grant the prayer of their petition :—

35 Be it therefore enacted &ec. ,

That the above-mentioned persons, together with all and Certain per-
such persons as are now Members. of the Association sons incorpo-
aforesaid, or shall become Stockholders' of the Com-
pany hereinafier mentioned, shall be and are hereby con-

40 stituted a body politic and corporate by the name of “The Corporate
Bytown and Montreal Telegraph Company ;” and they and Pove
their successors shall be in law capable of purchasing,
having and holding to them and their successors any lands
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(which word shall throughout this Act be understood to
include the land and gll that is upon or below the surface
thereof, and all the real richts and appurtenances there-
unto belonging,) for them and their successors and assigns,
for the use of the said Telegraph and works, without Her 5
Majesty’s Lellres &’ Amortissvment, (saving nevertheless
to the Seignior or Seigniors within whose censive the lands,
tenements and hereditaments so purchased may be situate,
his and their several and respective «roils d’ indemnité,
and all other Seigniorial rights whatever,) and also to 10
alienate and convey any of the said lands, purchased for
the purposes aforesaid; and any person or persons,
bodies politic or corporate, or communities may give,
grant, bargain, sell or convey to the said Company any
lands for the purposes aforesaid, and the same may re- 15
purchase of the said Company without Lettres d” Amor-
lissement : Provided always, that the real estate to be held
by the said Company shall be only such as may be neces-
sary for the purpose of building, using and preserving the
said Electro-Magnetic Telegraph and for objects immedi- 20
ately connected therewith; And provided also, that all
the estate and property, real and personal, of the said
Association, shall be and are hereby transferred to and
vested in the said Company, which shall be deemed to

be one and the same with the said Association, so that all 25

contracts and engagements and liabilities of the said
Association, shall be held to be those of the said Com-
pany, and all their rights and claims shall be held to be
rights and claims of the said Company, which shall be sub-
stituted for the said Association, to all intents and pur- 30
poses, by virtue of this Act, and may continue and
complete any proceeding, matter or thing which the said
Assoctation might have continued or completed.

Il. And be it enacted, That the said Company shall
have power to hold and complete an Electro Magnetic 35
Telegraph from the said Town of Bytown to the City
Mountreal, following the direction mentioned in the pre-
amble of this Act, or as near thereto as may be judged
expedient to make, construct, erect and hold such works .
as they shall deem necessary for the said Telegraph. 40

III. And for the purposes aforesaid be it enacted, That
the said Company, their deputies, servants, agents and
workmen, are hereby authorized and empowered to enter
into and upon any lands and grounds of the Queen’s Most
Excellent Majesty, not hereinafter excepted, or of any 45
person or persons, bodies politic or corporate, or colle-
giate, or communities or parties whatsoever, and ‘to sur-
vey and take levels of the same, or any part thereof, and
to set out and ascertain such parts thereof as they shall
think necessary and proper for making the said intended 50
Telegraph and other works hereby authorized, and all such .
works, matters and conveniences as they shall think
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proper and necessary for making, effecting, preserving,
improving, completing, maintaining and using the said
intended Telegraph and other works, and also to bore, dig,
cut, trench, get, remove, take, carry away, and lay earth,
5 clay, stone, soil, rubbish, trees, roots of trees, beds of
gravel or sand, or any other matters or things which may
be dug or got in making the said intended Telegraph or
other works, on or out of the lands or grounds of any
person or persons adjoining or lying convenient thereto,
10 and which may be proper, requisite or necessary for
making or repairing the said intended Telegraph, or the
works incidental or relative thereto, or which may hinder,
prevent or obstruct the making, using or completing,
extrnding or maintaining the same respectively, according
15 10 the intent and purpoase of this Act; and to build, erect
and set up in or upon the lands 1o be acquired for that
purpose under this Act, such and so many station-houses,
observatories, watch-houses, and other works, ways, roads
and conveniences as and where the said Company shall
20 think requisite and €onvenient for the purposes of the
said Telegraph; and also from time to time to alter,
repair, divert, and enlarge and extend the same, and also
to construct, erect and keep in repair any bridges, arches
and other works upon and across any rivers and brooks
25 for the making, using, maintaining and repairing the said
intended Telegraph, and to construct, erect, make and do
all other matters and things which they shall think conve-
nient and necessary for the making, effecting, extending,
preserving, improving, completing, and easy using of the
30 said intended Telegraph and other works, in pursuance of,
and according to the true intent and meaning of this Act;
they, the said Company, doing as little damage as may
be, in the execution of the several powers to them here-
by granted, and making satisfaction in manner heremafter
35 mentioned to the owners or proprietors of, or the persons
interested in the lands, tenements or hereditaments,
water, water courses, brooks or rivers respectively, which
shall be taken, used, removed, prejudiced, or of which
the course shall be altered, or for all damages to be by
40 them sustained in or by the execution o! all or zny of the
powers given by this Act; and that whensoever and
wheresoever the said Telegraph do or shall pass through
any wood, the trees and -underwood shall be cut down
for the space of fifty-eight teet on each side of the said
45 Telegraph by the proprietors of the lands upon which
such tress and underwood may be, and in default thereof,
that the 'said Company may cause the said trees and un-
derwood to be cut at the cost of such proprietors of the
lands; and this Act shall be sufficient to-indemnify the
%0 said Company and their servants, agents and workmen,
and all other persons whatsoever for what they, or any of
them, shall "o by virtue of the powers hereby granted,
subject nevertheless to such provisions and restrictions
as are hereinafter mentioned.
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IV. And be it enacted, That for the purposes of this Act,
the said Company shall and may by some sworn Land
Surveyor, and by an Engineer or Engineers by them to be
appointed, cause to be taken and made, surveys of the
iands through which the said intended Telegraphis oris 5
to be carried, together with u map or plan of the line of
such Telegraph, and of the course and direction thereof,
and of the iands through which the same doth or is to
pass, and also a book of reference for the said Telegraph,
in which shall be set forth a description of the said several 10
lands, and the names of the owners, occupiers, and pro-
prietors thereof, and in which shall be contained every
thing necessary for the right understanding of such map
or plan; which said map or plan and book of reference
shall be examined and certified by the person performing 15
the duties formerly assigned to the Surveyor General or
his Deputies, who shall deposit copies thereof in the
office of the Prothonotary of the Superior Court in the
District of Montreal, and in the office of the Clerk of the
Peace for the County of Carleton, and also in the office 20
of the Secretary of the Province, and shall also deliver
one copy thereof to the said Company ; and all persons
shall have liberty to resort to such copies so to be depo-
sited as aforesaid, and to make extracts or copies thereof
as occasion shall require, paying to the said Secretary of 25
the Frovince, or 1o the said Prothonotary or Clerk of the
Peace, at the rate of siz pence curient money of this Pro-
vince, for every hundred woids ; and the said quadrupli-
cates of the said map or plan and book of reference, so
certified, or a true copy or copies thereof, certified by the 30
Secretary of the Province, or by the Prothonotary of the
Superior Court in the said District, or by the said Clerk
of the Peace, shall severally be, and are hereby declared
to be good evidence in the Courts of law and elsewhere.

V. Provided always, and be it enacted, That the said 35
Company shall have fall power to keep set up or to set up
posts for the supporting the wires of the said Telegraph

,in and upon any public road, street or highway, and to
make the necessary excavations in the same for placing
such posts or poles; and such posts, and all wires and 40
other apparatus therewith connected, shall be, and be
deemed to be to all intents and purposes, the property of
the said Company, as shall also all such posts or poles or
apparatus as have been or shall be set up bythe said -
Company for the purposes aforesaid, although the lands 45
on which the same are set up be not the property of the
said Company.

VI. And be it enacted, That after any lands or grouhd‘s

&c. authorised gha]] be set out and ascertained, and the line of the said

Telegraph designated in manner aforesaid,#for making 50
and completing the said Telegraph and other works,
and other the purposes and conveniences hereinbefore
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mentioned, it shall and may be lawf{ul for all bodies poli~
tic, corporate, or collegiate, corporations, aggregate or
sole, communities, grevés de substifulion, guardians, cura-
tors, executors, administrators, and all other trustees or
persons whatsoever, not only for and on behalf of them-
selves, their heirs and successors, but also for and on be-
half of those wnom they represent, whether infants, issue
unborn, lunatics, idiots, femes-covert, or other persons or
parties, wno are and shall be seized, possessed of, or in-
10 terested in, any lands or grounds which shall be so set out
and ascertained as aforesaid, or any part thereof, or upon
or across which the said Company shall have occasion to
set up any posts or poles or other apparatus, or to acquire
the right of way or other servitude or right, to contract for,
15 sell and convey unto the said Company, all or any part
of such lands or grounds which shall, under this Act, be
set out and ascertained as aforesaid, or the right or servi-
tude so vequired by the said Company ; and that all con-
tracts, agreements, sales, conveyances, and assurances
00 so to be made, shall be valill and effectual in law to all
intents and purposes whatsoever; any law, statute, usage
or custom 1o the contrary thercof in any wise notwith-
standing; and that all bodies politic, corporate or colle-
giate, or communities, and all persons whatsoever, so con-
25 tracting or conveying as aforesaid, are hereby indemnified
for what he, she, or they, or any ofthem shall respectively
do by virtue of or in pursuance of this Act, and that all
such contracts, agreements, sales, conveyances and assu-
rances or notarial copies thereof, shall, at the expense of
30 the said Company or their successors, be deposited in the
office of the Prothonotary and Clerk of the Peace as
aforesaid, and true copies thereof shall be allowed to be
good evidence in all Courts whatsoever: Provided always,
that al! deeds, contracts and assurances heretofore exe-
35 cuted to or by the said Association shall remain valid, as
if made to or by the said Company, but the same shall be
deposited as aforesaid by the said Company.

VII. Provided always, and be it enacted, That any
body politic, community, corporatior. or other party, who
40 cannot i common course of law sell or alienate any lands
or grounds so set out and ascertained. shall agree upon a
fixed annual rent as an equivalent, and not upon a princi-
palsum, to be paid for the lands or grounds so set out and
ascertained as necessary for making the said Telegraph,
45 and other the purposes and conveniences relative thereto
and connected therewith ; and in case the amount of such
rent shall not be fixed by voluntary agreement or com-
promise, or by arbitration between the parties, it shall be
fixed by a Jury, convened and qualified, in the. manner
50 hereinafter prescribed, and all proceedings und litigations
in Court, shall, in that case, be regulated as hereinafter

prescribed ; and for the paymeut of the said annual rent,

and every other annual rent agreed upon or ascertained,

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and to be paid by the said Company for the purchase of
any lands, or for any part of the purchase money of any
land, which the vendor shall agree to leave in the hands
of the said Company, the said Telegraph and the Tolis or
emoluments to be levied and collected thereon shall be, 5
and are hereby made liable and chargeable, in preference

to all other claims or demands thereon whatsoever, the
deed creating such charge and liability being duly regis-
tered.

VIII. And be it enacted, That it shall be lawlul for the 10
said Company to apply to Her Majesty, and all the seve-
ral owners of the estates, lands and grounds through
which such Telegraph is intended to be carried, and to
agree with such owners respectively touching the com-
pensation to be paid to them by the said Company for the 15
purchase thereof, or for the right or servitude required
by the said Company in or upon the same, and for their
respective damages; and in case of disagreement between
the said Company and the said owners, or any of them,
then all questions which shall arise between the said 20
Company and the several proprictors of and persons
interested in any estates, lands or grounds that shall or
may be taken, affected or prejudiced by the execution of
any of the powers hereby granted, or any indemnification
for damages which may or shall be at any time or times 25
sustained by any bodies politic or corporate, or communi-
ties, or any other person or persons respectively, being
owners of or interested in any estate, lands or grounds,
for or by reason of the making, repairing or maintaining
the said Telegraph or other works incidental or relative 30
thereto, or connected therewith, shall and may be settled
by agreement of the parties or by arbitration, or if eiiher
of the parties shall not be inclined to make an agreement
or to appoint arbitrators, or by reason of absence shall be
prevented from treating, or through disability by non-age, 35
coverture or other impediment, cannot treat or make such
agreement or enter into such arbitration, or shall not pro-
duce a clear title to the premises which they claim an
interest in, then and in every such case the said Company
may make application to the Superior Court in the Dis- 40
trict of Montreal, or the Country Court, in the County of
Carleton, stating the grounds of such application, and
such Courts are hereby respectively empowered and
required from time to time, upon such application, to
issue a warrant, directed to the Sheriff of the said District 45
or County for the time being, commanding such Sheriff
to impanel, summon and return a Jury, qualified accord-
ing to the Laws of Upper or LowerCanada, as the case
may be, to be returned for trials of issues joined in civil
cases in the said Superior Court and County Court of 50
the County of Carleton, to appear before the ' said
Court at such time and place as in such warrant shall
be appointed, and all parties concerned may have their
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lawful challenge against any of the said Jurymen, but shall
not challenge the array; and the said Courts are hereby
respectively empowered to summon and call before them
all and every such person or persons as it shall be thought
5 necessary to examine as witnesses touching the matters
in question; and the said Courts respectively may; in
their discretion, authorise and order the said Jury, or any
six or more of them, to view the place or places or matier
in controversy, which Jury, upon their oaths, (all which
30 oaths, as well as the oaths to be taken by any person. or
persons who shall be called upon to give evidence, the
said Courts are hereby respectively empowered to ad-
minister,) shall enquire of, assess and ascertain the dis-
tinct sum or sums of money, or annual rent to be paid for
15 the purchase of such lands or grounds, or the indemnifi-
cation to be made for the right or servitude, or for the
damage that may or shall be sustained as aforesaid ; and
the said Courts respectively shall give judgment for such
sum, rent or indemnification so to be assessed by such
20 Jurors, and such said verdict, and the judgment thereon
pronounced, shall be binding and conclusive to all intents
and purposes against all bodies politic, corporate or col-
legiate, or communities, and all persons whatsoever.

IX. And be it enacted, That in all cases where a ver- goss of Jury,
23 dict shall be given for more money, as an indemnification &c. by whom
or satisfaction for any lands, grounds, hereditaments or P
property, or for any right or servitude in or upon the same,
or for any damage done to any lands, grounds, heredita-
ments or property, or for annual rent of any lands, grounds,
3¢ hereditaments or property of any person or persens whom-
soever, than had previously been offered by or on behalf
of the said Company, then all the expenses of summoning
_such Jury and taking such inquest shall be seitled by the
said Courts respectively and defrayed by the said Com-

less sum than had been previously offered by and on
behalf of the said Company,-or in case no damage shall
be given by the verdict, when the dispute is for damages
only,then, and in every such case, the costs and expenses

tively, and be borne and paid by the party or parties with
whom the said Company shall have had such controversy,
which said costs and expenses, having been so settled,
shall and may be so deducted out of the money so assessed
45 and adjudged, when the same shall exceed such costs
and expenses, as so much advanced to and for the use of
such person or persons, and the payment or tender of the
remainder of such money shall be deemed and taken, to
all intents and purposes, to be a payment or tender of the
3 whole sums so assessed or adjudged as aforesaid.

j0y suance ‘thereof, (of which rule,.order, or :by-law, when & &
produced; all Justices'are hereby réquired to take notice)
the levying and recovering of which fines and forfeitures
are not particularly herein directed, shall, upon proof of
the offence before any one or more Justice or Justices of
15 the Peace for the District or County either by the con-
fession of the party or parties, or by the oath or affirma-
tion of any one credible witness (which oath or affirma-
tion such Justice or Justices are hereby empowered and
required to administer without fee or reward,) be levied
2 by disiress and sale of the offender’s goods and chattels,
by warrant under the hand and seal, or hands and seals,
of such Justice or Justices ; and all such respective fines,
forfeitures or penalties by this Act imposed and inflicted,
or authorized to be imposed and inflicted, the application
25 whereof is not hereinbefore particularly directed, shall be
paid into the hands of the Treasurer or Receiver of the
moneys to be raised by virtue of this Act, and 'shall be
applied and disposed gfdor the use of the said Telegraph
or undertaking, and the overplus of the money raised by
30 such distress and sale, after deducting the penalty and
expenses of the levying-and recovering thereof, shall be.
rendered to the owner of the goods so distrained and
sold ; and for want of sufficient goods and chattels where-
of to levy the said penalty and expenses, the offender
35 shall be sent to the -Common Jail for the District of
Montreal or of ‘the County in Upper Canada where the
offence shall have been commiited, as the case may
be, there to remain without bail or mainprize, for such
term not exceeding one month, as such Justice or Justices
40 shall think proper, unless such penalty or forfeiture, and
all expenses attending the same, shall be sooner paid and

satisfied. .

XLI And be itenacted, That if any person or persons Persons ag-

shall think himself,. herself or themselves aggrieved by ag;;evﬁfi may
45 anything done by any Justice of the Peace, in pursuance
of this Act, every such person or perscns may, within
four calendar months afier the doing thereof, appeal to
the Justices of the Superior Court in the District, or of
the ~————— Court for the County, wherein the offence
50 shall have been committed, at the Session next after such

eonviction.
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XLIL. And be it enacted, That if any action or suit
shall be brought or commenced against any person or per-
sons for anything done or to be done in pursuance of this
Act, or in the cxecution of the powers and authorities, or
the orders and directions hercinbefore given or granted, 5
every such action or suit shall be brought or commenced
within six calendar months next after the fact committed ;
or in case there shall be a continuation of damage, then
within six calendar months after the doing or committing
such damage shall cease, and not afterwards; and the 19
defendant or defendants in such action or suit shall and
may plead the general issue, and give this Act and the
special matter in evidence at any trial to be held there-
upon, and that the same was done in pursuance and by
the authority of this Act; and if it shall appear to have 15
been so done, or if any action or suit shall be so brought
after the time so limited for bringing the*samej or if the
plaintiff or plaintiffis shall be non-suit, or discontinue his,
her or their action or suit, after the defendant or defend-
ants shall have appeared, or if judgment shall be given 20
against the plaintiff or plaintiffs, the defendant or defend-
ants shall have full costs, and shall have such remedy.: for
the same as any defendant or defendants hath or have for
costs of suit in other cases.

XLIII. Andbe it enacted, That the said Company shall 25
be authorized to enter into arrangement and co-operate
with any Company or Companies which may be formed
in this Province, and that the Company hereby incorpo-
rated shall have full power, if theg thall deem it advisable,
to treat with such Company or Companies, and enter into 30
such arrangements as may be necessary to unite the seve-
ral interests in one general association.

XLIV. And be it enacted, That the said Company
shall at all times when required by the Governor, or by
any officer or person thereunto authorized by him, 35
whether for any special occasion or by a general au-
thority previously granted, place their sole Telegraph,
and all the works and apparatus therewith connected, and
their operators-and servants at the disposal of the said
Governor or such officer or person, and shall transmit 40
such communications (and if required such communica-
tion only) as he shall require; Provided always, that the
said Company shall be reasonably remunerated for such
services and for all delay and loss occasioned by their
compliance with any such requisition. 45

XLV. And be it enacted, That this Act shall be
deemed and taken as a Public Act. :
