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Lawsuits getting expensive

During a press conference
Thursday morning John
Bosnitch stated that the ousted
SU may be forced to prepare to
sue the University of New
Brunswick and its President
James Downey (as co-
defendants) for one quarter of
a million dollars.

Mr. Bosnitch says that he
personally is more than willing
to be a party to this lawsuit as
he is no longer under any
restrictions such as gag con-
tracts.

Bosnitch claims that student
fees were collected under the
SRC name and that students
were informed by the Universi-
ty that their fees were being
paid to the SRC. Bosnitch
claims that the name “SRC”
belongs to the University of
New Brunswick Student Union
INC. as per articles of incor-
poration dating back to 1966.

Bosnitch said that “many
students didn’t know that the
student government had been
overthrown. It wasn’t until the
Brunswickan came out and
other people started talking
about it, maybe even in Oc-
tober, that the majority of
students on campus realized
that something had happened
on April 17th. So fully 5 or 6
thousand students at least were
paying their fees directly to
what they thought was the
government headed by the ex-
ecutive; me (Bosnitch), Tony
English, Micheal Bennett,
Hugh Brown and so on.”

Further, Bosnitch alleges
that “to take money from the
students telling them that it
was going to this group and yet
give it to another group...
would constitute fraud.”

In a written release, which
was read by Mr. Bosnitch prior
to question period it was stated
that an “Examination for
Discovery hearing was held in
January in which the proof of
Downey’s leading role in the
lockout of the Student Union
was established. This release
also indicated that:

“As a result of sworn
testimony given at Discovery
in January, this dispute has ac-
quired a criminal dimension.
It has now been established
that a member of Downey’s
“student governing council”
participated in an illegal bugg-
ing of a May 9, 1986 meeting

of the Student Union Council
held in the Monsignor Boyd
Centre of the local Catholic
church. The incident has been
reported to the Criminal In-
vestigation Bureau of the City
Police.”

The police, when contacted
Thursday afternoon, would
not comment.

Bosnitch has implicated a
member of the “student gover-
ning council” and an employee

of the Monsignor Boyd Centre
to the Police.

Bosnitch claims that a
member of the “student gover-
ning council” has approached
a member of the Student
Union Inc. seeking a consent
document for this “bugging”
after the fact.

Consent was refused.

Bosnitch also said that on
Sept. 23 that “their solicitor in-
dicated to our solicitor that

they may have a tape of one of
our meetings.” “In our Jan. 7
and 8 meetings however, they
admitted having a tape of our
May 9th Council meeting.
They admitted being of the
opinion that a tape had been
obtained through a taping
through the P.A. system. (at
Monsignor Boyd Centre)”

The release further stated:
“The Student Union has sub-
mitted evidence of the bugg-

ing, including a document
prepared by a solicitor for the
defendants. Until we learned
of this incident, we had not
realized the lengths to which

the members of Jim Downey’s
“student governing council”
would go to stay in power. We
believe the bugging to be an in-
fringement of our constitu-
tional freedoms and a violation
of the sanctity of the church.”

STU workshop on aging

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Terrorism claims 782 lives

In 1985 alone 782 lives were
claimed by international ter-
rorism. an article in Newsweek
suggests that terrorism may
become part of everyday life as
governments prey 'on each
other for revenge. On April 14,
1986 American F-11ls flew
over Tripoli and Benghazi
Lybia, hitting the cities with
2,000-pound laser-guided
bombs. 37 Lybians and 2
American were killed in the 11
minute raid.

All of the above have the
common link of terrorism, but
it was in 1985 that mideast
political violence took a turn
for the worse. As usual it was
the innocents who paid the

heaviest price. On May 22, a
carbomb exploded in Beirut,
killing scores of people. On
June 14, Shiite Muslims hijack-
ed a TWA flight and
redirected it to Beirut; one
American was killed. On
September 16, a Palestinian
terrorist hurled a grenade at a
cafe in Rome, injuring 38 peo-
ple. On September 30, four
Soviet Embassy staffers in
Beirut were kidnapped. One
was later killed. On October 7,
Palestinian gunmen seized the
Italian ship Achille and
murdered an American tourist.
On November 23, an Egyptian
plane was hijacked; 57 lives
were taken. In December,

gunmen, allied with Palesti-
nian causes, murdered 14 peo-

ple in the airports of Rome and
Vienna.

This all happened in 1985
and led to the American bomb-
ing of Libya in April of the
following year. The bombing
was condemned by many of
the United States’ allies, but
there have been few proven in-
cidents of Libyan-sponsored
terrorist attempts since.

The latest target for the U.S.
government to blame is Iran.
Secretary of State George
Shultz said recently that all the
Lebanese kidnappers had con-
nections to each other - and to
Iran. Iran has also been a sore
spot to the Reagan administra-
tion. The U.S. arms deal with
Iran, which has had Reagan in
trouble for the last 3 months,

with terrorists there is no
definite solution.

One year ago

Almost one year ago on
February 28, Olaf Palme,
Prime Minister of Sweden was
assasinated by a lone gunman
as he and his wife walked
down a snow covered
Stockholm street on their way
home from a movie. Called the
“Dove of Peace” Palme’s death
sparked a wave of speculation
about his death, which has
been linked to West German
terrorists. However, one year
later, his death is no closer to
being solved than it was the
day it occurred.

One year ago this month,
the world was delighted to
hear of the overthrow of two of
the most notorious dictators to
grace this planet - Ferdinand
Marcos and Jean Claude “Baby
Doc” Duvalier. Marco’s, from
his estate in Hawaii has at
various times threatened to
return to the Philippines while
in contrast, Duvalier spends
his days in leisure in France,
waking up at noon and
heading off to a fun-filled day
of tennis and a luxurious meal
at one of the only restaurants
in the resort town in which he
lives.

Meanwhile in the Philip-
pines, Corazon Aquino is at-
tempting to consolidate her
power after having won a
landslide victory in a national
referendum which will see a

revision of the Philippine con-
stitution. By all appearance,
the Philippino’s have accepted
her government but not
without some reservations.
The economy is still in dire
straits, unemployment is ram-
pant, and the Shining Path
Guerilla’s, a pro-communist
anti-government group is mak-
ing inroads in the small island
on the outskirts of the country.

Despite all the odds,
however, the “housewife”
turned “politician” has over-
come some insurmountable
obstacles during her short
reign as President of the Philip-
pines. Attempted coups, guer-
rilla fighting, riots in Manilla
streets as well as threats from
Marco’s that he will return
have kept Aquino with a
shakey hold on power.

In Haiti, one year after
Duvalier’s ouster, bitterness
and unrest persist as the same
social inequalities and
economic problems which
plagued the Duvalier regime
still exist. In fact, as one
farmer said in an interview
with Time, “It is worse now
because we were expecting so
much.” Almost half of Haiti’s
three million strong labour
force are unemployed and it is
estimated that eight out of ten
of the country’s population are
illiterate.

Prisoners

On June 13/1986, 18 year old Guadalupe
Chamarro was shot dead while watching a stu-
dent demonstration in Chile.

Several hundred other students, some as young
as 9 year old, were taken to police stations. One 13
year old reports being beaten, kicked and placed
in a tank of freezing water.

These are only a few of the horror stories
resulting from a student demonstration protesting
against the Government restrictions imposed on
the school system.

In Spain, Joaqin Olano was held by the Civil
Guard for 10 days and upon his release, he suf-
fered from a concussion and other injuries.
Amnesty International appealed to the Spanish
government through thousands of letters and they
are now investigating the incident.

Worldwide investigation into torture is continu-
ing. Former prisoners have been interviewed and
medical examinations used for evidence.

What is being done to Stop Torture

As of 1984 Amnesty claims one third of the
world’s governments have condoned or tolerated
torture. International public concern may change
things because, as Amnesty stresses, once people,
are aware of these infringements on human rights
then, “Life for the torturers and those who com-

mand them becomes harder.”

In Sri Lanka Amnesty has the names of over 300
men who have simply vanished. |

One case in which Amnesty intervened and suc-
ceeded is that of Maria Baez of Paraguay. She was
arrested in 1982 during a police round-up of
suspected members of a banned communist party.
She reports being beaten, burned and injected

Missing
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with drugs, then, left hanging from a rope tied to
her handcuffs for 6 days. In May 1984 she was
resentenced to 5 years of imprisonment. Amnesty
adopted her as a prisoner of conscience. As a
result, of continuous appeals for her release Baez
left Paraguay in 1985 to seek medical attention.
Hannah Lane, coordinator of the Fredericton
Group 39 states, “The testimony of former

prisoners and their families continues to inspire us.
With the close of Amnesty’s 25th anniversary year,
we’ve resolved to work even harder to get interna-
tional attention and help for the victims of human
rights abuse”. Therefore the members continue to
send letters, petitions or postcards to publicize and
prevent human rights violations.

Lane added, the work done by Amnesty is im-
partial and they condemn the torture or killing of
prisoners by both governments and opposition
movements. However, their campaign focuses on
governments because they have the legal respon-
sability to protect their citizens.

Finally,this voluntary movement has issued a 12
point program of political measures. for the
prevention of torture. By 1985 some of these
measures were starting to be implemented. One of
these points is that complaints and reports of tor-
ture should be impartially investigated. Another is
that “those responsible should be brought to
justice” and also “Acts of torture, should be
punishable offences under the criminal law”.

In the opinion of Amnesty, the torturers. are,
step by step, loosing the protection they need for
their trade. They are losing total secrecy and im-
munity. Now is the time for what Guatemalan
farmers call “Divine Madness”; the 10,000 letters
from people who plead for action, and get it. The
campaign continues to stop these cruel and in-
human actions inflicted on innocent people
worldwide robbing them of their basic hum
rights,
