DR. A. F. FALCONER, OF PICTON,
ELECTED MODERATOR.

INTERESTING REPORTS OF THE YEAR'S WORK.

In last issue we gave our readers in full
the excellent and practical sermon preach-
ed by Rev. Dr. Armstrong. In taking
leave of the chair the retiring moderator
said

“I'he time has arrived when T am called
upon to retire from this position of honr.
It is not for me to say how I have dis-
charged the duties of that position—with
what euccess or with what failure, I
have attempted to carry them out in such
a that the Church should not lose
anything, and, in doing so, I have been
supported by the conviction that I have
possessed the good-will and confidence of
my brethren. Besides, 1 have frequently
been helped by your words of appreciation
and affection.”

After a brief reference to various phases
of the work that devolved upon him, Dr.
Arimstrong continued:

“During the year very many have been
called from our ranks. We are called up-
on to mourn the less of our great treasurer,
Dr. Wanden Sinclair, of Regina; Hutehi-
son of Huntingdon; Prof, Morrison, Dr.
W. A, MacKay, Dr. James, of Hamilton;
Wilson, of Tanark, these among many.
They have been called to their rewand
and we march on,

“If T might be permitted to make a
modest suggestion, it would be this: That
the Church afford to its future moderator,
whoever he may be, a little relief, from
his regular pastoral duties in order that
he may be at liberty to devote himself
more unsparingly to the work of the
Church at large. Some such method is in
vogue in Scotland, and it might be adopted
to advantage on this side the water.”

The eléction «f the new moderator was
then taken up, the name of the Rev. Dr.
Falconer heing vroposed by Dr. Scott, of
Montreal, scconded by Principal Forrest,
and that of Rev. Dr. Somerville, of Owen
Sound, seconded by Rev. J. B. Fraser, of
Leith,

Praise for Falconer.

Dr. Scott said that the qualifications of
Dr. Falconer for the position were well
known. He was eminently fitted to fill it
with dignity and ability. A consideration
which should alo be taken into account
was the fact that ever since the union,
the eastern section of the Church had
been represented once in four vears, It

Dr. J. B. Fraser. of Anan, hoped e
would not be considered nresumptuous if
he placed another name hefore the assem
bly.  He wanted to suggest one whose
long, varied and valued services {0 the
Church should particularly commend him
to the consideration of those present. He
felt that it was about time the Chureh
was dropping the rights of a dividing line.
His nominee had given the Church unique
service in connection with the preparation
of the Book of Praise. For many years
he had been secretary of the home and
Augmentation committees, and. withont
l!lﬂlull'lg!l‘g any other man. the speaker
felt his nominee was more co wemsant with
these branches than  anyvone who
might be mentioned. 1f there Was any
difficult and delicate and important work
to be done Rev. Dr. Sommerville, of Owen
Sound, was the man to do it. Urbane and
tactful. he would conduct the business
with disvatch.

Princival Merchant. of the London Nor-
mal school, who seconded Dr. Sommer-
ville's nomination, said that he had a
warm personal appreciation of that gen-
tleman's abilities. and. if it were neces-
sary, he could emphasize and amplify al
ghu}t had been said in this conne tion, His
insight and sound judgment, his courage
and practical power well fitted him to
perform the duties of the office in ques-
tion.  Dr. Sommerville's abilities and ser-
vice should be recognized.

Dr. Sommerville remarked that if there
was anvthing he valued it wa< the good
Will of his brethren, but at the risk of
appearing ungracious he desired that his
vame should be withdrawn and Dr. Fal-
coner elected bv acclamation. The as-
sembly concurred.

Dr. Falconer then retired. was invested
with the robes of office. and, returning,
assumed the chair,

“I think if T know my own mind T
never had an ambition to occupy the seat,”
observed the new moderator, “Every man
should have ambitions, hut certainly this
was not one of mine. I am an average
man. and, T ought to sheink from the
honor you have done me. However that
may be, all T can say is that T shall trive
to discharge these duties to the best of
my ability. T must cast myself upon your
vonfidence and trust.”

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business was the unanimous adoption of
Dr. McMullen’s motion against the class
exemptions in the Lord’s Day Aet. A
committee was appointed to consider the
whole question of the office of Church
Agent, made vacant by the death of Dr,
den, to report on any advisable re
arrangement and reorganization of the
work of the office, and to submit a name
for appointment. The corporation of Knox
College was granted leave to sell the pres-
ent property on Spadina avenue, and to
erect new buildings on another site in clos-
er proximity to the University of Toronto.
The work of Queen’s University and of
the theological colleges at Montreal, Hali-
fax and Winnipeg was reported om, and
various  schemes for their enlargement
were approved. Tlome missions and Can-
ada's growing time, in all the Preshyter-
ies from Labrador to the Yukon, held the
attention and stirred the enthusiasm of
the public meeting in the evening, which
had many of the features of a Parlia-
mentary discussion of the Department of
the Interior, the estimates, Trade and
Commerce and Public Works. The dis-
eussion of the movements of population,
education, immigration and the Canadian-
izing of the new Canada was frank, intel-
ligent and purposeful,

Reception of Ministers,

At the afternoon session the reception
of ministers was taken up, and the names
of Nev. R. Gilwon Fisher, Rev. George
McLennan of Montreal, Rev. Mr. Soland
of Kingston, Rev. J. A. Mustard, R. E
Welsh, R. han. Dr. Herbert C.

ev. W. H. Anderson of
London, Rev. W. Perey Spooner of York-
ton, Rev. A. B. Thompson and Rev. J.
Milsen of Red Deer were referred to a
committee to report.

Knox College.

In the ahsence of his Honor Lieut.Gov-
ernor Mortimer Clark, chairman of the
Board of Management, Principal Maclar-
en presented the report on Knox College.
He referred generally to the -ondition of
the college work. The two aew profes-
sors had added greatly to the strength of
the staff. Tt was for the whole Church
to consider getting a larger supply of stu-
dents for the ministry.

The sixtywecond annual report of the
college showed sixty-four students enrolled
in the theological classes during the past
session, of whom fifteen received their
diplomas at the close of the academic year,
twelve of these holding university degrees.

The net receipts for the ordinary fund
amounted to $26.960.90, and expenditure
2651271, leaving a balance in hand of
#4810, Under the head of the ordinary
fund is included a gift of $10,000 from the
late Dr. Warden, which he directed should
he applied in the first instance in this way,
but as this fund does not call for such a
special addition the amount had been
passed on to the endowment fund.

Mr. J. K. Macdonald. in moving a reso-
lution regarding the change of site of
Knox College, stated that the present
building was not convenient and needed
extensive repairs, which would cost $75.000
or $80,000. It would be easier to raise a
much larger sum for a new building. A
fairly liberal response was already indicat-
ed, and on the adoution of the motion
steps would be taken to approach the al-
umni. -

Rev. W. J. Clark seconded the resolu-
tion in a speech of hearty endorsation.
Some might be frightenod at the sum
asked. but the millionaire and multi-mil-
lionaire. new words to t-lu::n who built
Knox thirty years ago, are rare today,
and (he Church should elld:o:,:no
the rapidly increasing wealt] meme
beriip for this great educational purpose,

&
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Bir Thomas Taylor supported the resolu-
tion, remarking that he had assisted in
preparing the esolution for the sale of
old Kpox College property on Grenville
and Grosvenor streets a thind of a century
ago,
Mr. John Charlton made a plea for the
consolidation of the three colleges in On-
tario and Quebec. There was no need of
these three colleges. Now was the time
to consolidate. Tf this was not done stu-
dents would continue to go to the States.
The Church wanted a powerful theological
achool to which the students would flock
instead of going abroad.

Principal MacTaren thought Mr. Charl-
ton sndke without warrant. The English
and Scotch and United States colleges had
declined in exactly the same way ar those
of Canada. and to an even greater extent.
He regretted this decrease in the number
of students offering for the ministry, but
they had no exodus of students to the
United States.  And certainly if the
Church were beginning de novo and es-
tahliching but one theological college in
these central Provinces, that one wonld
he located at Toronto. Tn the face of the
facte of the case and of the history of
nresent conditions it would he the ntmost
folly to remove Knox College from Toron-
to or to arrest its healthy development.
The resolution war adopted unanimously.

Princinal Falconer presented the report
of the Preshvterian College, Malifax. e
spoke with hopefulness and enthusiaem of
the work and prospects of the college,
The tide had turned and the outlook for
etudents is good. The exodus of students
to the States is far less than ten years
ago.

Tn the judgment of the hoard a material
addtion should be made to the salaries of
the professors, and the General Assembly
was asked to remit the whole matter to
the Synod of the Maritime Provinces, with
power to issue the matter. Tt was aleo
agreed, in view of the debt now on the
fund and the other claims upon it. to ask
for $17.000 for the college fund during the
present vear, of which congregations are
requested to econtribute not less than
8,000,

54 The Montreal College.

Principal Serimger, in the regretted ah-
sence of Mr. David Morrice. chairman of
the hoard, presented the Montreal College
report. He had nothing in the way of rad-
ical change to bring hefore the Touse,
The falling off in students had reached ite
lowest ebb, and he expected an inerease
in the next few years. Only one student
in four vears had gone to the States. TIn
a supplementary report it was recon-
mended that Rev. D. J. Clark be contin-
uved as lecturer in Church history, and
that authority he given to arrange with
the Congregational College for instruction
in Old Testament history, anologetios and
exegesis, He thought the three colleges
in Montreal in connection with the nego-
tiating Churches would, in case of union,
become one.

The Board of Management of the col-
lege reported a financial position somewhat
improved as compared with last year, ex-
tensive repaire on the original building
erected over thirty years ago having pre-
vented a more favorable statement. Fx-
cept, however, for the delt of $24.450
still standing against the huilding fund, all
balances were on the right side. The
total balance amoumts to $265162.49, of
which #256,216.24 is in the endowment
fund.

Rev. Alfred Gandier moved the adop-
tion of the report, which was unanimously
agreed to. e thought that young men
feared they had not the qualities which
wonld enable them to sueceed in the min-
istry, so they turned elsewhere,

Progress of Queens,

Principal Gordon. in presenting the re-
port of Queen’s University, Kingston,
pointed out the striking increase of stu-
dents in the university. Thev numbered
1002, or 5 over last vear. The number
of theological students fluctuated less than
in any other college. The growth of

Queen’s warranted them in the effort for
an additional 8500000 of endowment.
Speaking of the Government grant, he
said that on $he question of Government
aid the position always consistently taken
by Queen’s was that the Provineial Gov
ernment should not confine its help to
any one institution or centre. The policy
pumened in all welledueated countries was
agninst centralization. By a variety of in-
stitutions they got a variety of tmining
which was of advantage to the country.
Certain sources of revenne were closed to
Oueen’s through ite connection with the
Church, on which. therefore, rested a re-
sponsibility to secure its adeqnate snp-
port. A strong regand waz paid in Queen's
to the nohler aims of life, and through
it the Church could exercise a mighty in-
fluence in moulding the life of the country.

On the motion of Professor Baird the
report was unanimonsly adopted. Profes-
eor Forrest, who seconded the motion,
thought it would he well to have a college
committee to look after the colleges in the
intercsts of the Assembly.

Mission Work in the East,

After the opening services the evening
sederunt  was entirely devoted to home
missions, Rev, J. S, Satherland. Hali-
fax, Convener of th ecommittee for the
eastern section. presented their report.
The field of the committee includes the
Maritime Provinces, Newfoundland, part
of Quebee and part of Maine, with a pop-
vhitfon of 1100000 of whom 160000 are
Preshyterians. Distinet progress had heen
made, though the nopulation was prcti-
eally at a standstill. A new movement
had heen inaugurated among the lumher
men about Miramichi. They had observed
the golden rule of “Hoe vour own row.”
and not only supnorted their own work
but gave considerahly to other fields. e
naid a tribnte to the work of Rev. James
Ross, the Superintendent for New Rruns-
wick, whose work the commitiee wished to
extend to the whole Synod.

The Laborers too few,

“The darkest page in the cheering re-
trospect ix that which contains the record
of the scarcity of men to supply some of
the fields which so much needed addition-
al lahorers,” was a keynote in the report
of the committee,

“Our ordained ‘missionaries have num
hered 22, as against 21 for the nreceding
vear, and 34 for the year 100304, These

22 ordained missionaries have supnlied
congregations which have 60 preaching

stations, 3871 of ap avermage Sabbath at-
tendance, 1,066 families, 148 single nersons
not  connected with families, and 1615
communicants, of whom 101 were added
during the year. The mission charges
paid for the services of their missionaries
£6,177.16 and contributed for the schemes
of the (hurch 8114327, of which $#203.51
was for home missions, These congrega-
tione have received grants from the home
mission fund aggregating 400410, heing
%66.57 less than the amount given to the
same branch of the service during the pre-
ceding vear. and £1,088.01 Jess than during
the vear 100204,

“The number of catecdhiste emnloved Tist
summer was 44, as aeainet 54 during the
preceding svmmer. These catechists sup-
plied 51 fields, which had 110 preashing
stations, an average Sabbath attendance
of 5470, 1558 families, 200 gingle nersons
not connected with families, and 1505
communicants, of whom 11 were added
during the year, as against 114 additions
during the previous vear. Our people in
these fields paid for the services of their
micsionaries no less than 2711408, hesides
contributing 30718 for the schemes, of
which 19680 was for home missions. To
assiat these mission fields the committee
made grante amounting to £1.957.60, a
somewhat larger sum in proportion to the
number of laborers than that which was
paid in 1901-05."

Carrying Their Training West,

The duty of the workers in the Mari
time Provinces, declares the report, “ap-
pears to be the careful training of the

children and voung people in morals and
religion, so that they may furnish the
material for Church building in other Pro-
vinces of our country. The resulta may
not he apparent to ve who labor in the
Maritime Synod, hut they are everywhere
manifest thronghout every section of the
great Northwest. Our labor is not lost by
the shifting of population, as the stati -
cal returns prove conclusively.”

A gratifying statement of finances was
presented, &howing receipte of 10501,
with a halance from last year of 05,
There were also receipts for the North-
west of %1000, making in all 2,000 over
last vear. Besides this there were he.
anests amomnting to 31201, The expendi-
ture for the vear was 810308, leaving a
credit halance on March 1 of 3,105

The Great Western Field.

Rev. B. D, McLaren presented a re-
eolution to receive the report of the Home
Mission Committee (western section), ex-
pressing apnreciation and satisfaction with
the work that had heen done and grati-
fiention at the liheral response made tor
the sunport of the work, TTe referrad in
feeling words to the death of the late Dr,
Warden, who would be more missed in
home missions than any other department,
Me thonght that in spiritual resulfs the
past vear had heen the most =uccessful in
all the operations of the missians, tat
he had two things he wished to speak of.
On the eharacter of the incoming ponula-
tion he wanted to soimd a warning to the
Assembly, s he had already done in the
congregations for two vears pist- the
the warning of the danger of try-
i ta eettle wn the magnificent inher
ea west of the oreat lnkes immednte-
Iv jrresnective of where the people come
from.  TTe had prepard a map. which he
thonght suggestive, showing the settle-
ments of the foreign population.

Where Illiteracy Reigns.

There were 70.000 Galicians, srd he
conld drive thirtyv-five miles in one diree-
tion in a straicht line and fifty miles in
another where he could not fnd one single
Finglish-speaking man or a =ingls school.

‘Thev
must &0 nreach that heredity would he
overcome for gond hy the redemptive for-
ees of the Gospel,

Rev. Dr. Herdman epoka of the swift-

Alien Population,

The alien population offered wany per-
plexing problems,  “Ihe number of Ua
licicns, Poles und Bukowinians (who all
use the Ruthenon or Little Russian lan-
guage) is about 70,000; and these Ruthen-
1ans are tound in large colomes in difter-
ont parts of Manitoba, Saskatchewun
Alberta,  Many of these people are not
only alicns in speech and in all their con-
ceptions and modes of life, but are also
ignorant of the hirst principles of vespons
sible government, and incapable of sym-
pathizing with our traditions and aspira-
tions,  What effect their presence 1s to
have upon the spirit of our national hite
will depend upon  the way they ave dealt
with and the influences that are brought
to bear upon them during the ewlier years
of their residence i Canada,” Five
nissionaries have been appointed to labor
in this field,

Mormon Obduracy.

“In some respects the work of the mis-
gionaries 1 ‘the Mormon belt’ 1s the
most discouraging of all.  The noun Mor-
mon element in the population of the
district is so dishearteningly small, the
influence of the Mormon Church is 80
trerendously overshadowing, the organ-
ization of the system is so complicte and
the power of he priesthood go absolute
that the missionaries, if they arc not
to grow weary in well doing, must be
men of great faith, It is a cause of
profound thankfulness that in the renun-
ciation by at least a few individuals ot
the tenets of Mormonism your mssion-
aries have been permitted to reap the
first fruits of their patient, judicious ‘oil.
Even if no such encouragement had been
given, however, the duty of prosecnting
this work could be neglected only at ser-
ious peril, The Mormons, who settled

iginally in the hwestern corner ot

Alberta, are steadily pushing northward

and eastward, and Mermonism is a sub-
jeet of which Canadians ave likely to hear
more fully Dbefore many years lave
elapsed,”

THIRD DAY.

London, June Sth—Prinapal  Patrick’s
address, in presenting the report on

Manitoba College, Winnipeg,

was the litst matter of importance at the
sederunt of the General Assembly after the
opening ol devotional exercises and Ui
transaction of routine business. The board
and senate, he said, recorded a year ot
honorable and successiul work, The wis
sion was given him several years ago to
raise 350,000 to commemorate bis honored
and  beloved  predecessor.  Alter making
all allowances they bad added over $52,00
to their capital. This had nearly all been
contribiied by the west, few or no ap
peals having been made in the east. last
year the most complete eooperation bad
been effected with Wesley College in arts
and theology, the students thus receiving
the benefits accruing from the combined
labors of the staffs of the colleges. The
extent to which mstruction in connection
with the degree of B. D. had been taken
advantage ot said not a little lor the min-
isters of the west, six ministers having
passed an examination of high standard
and searching character.

The old question ol the paucity of stu-
dents was wrgent i the west, which had
never in its history given anything like
its true proporion. The causes usually
assigned he did not think apphed.  Skep-
ticiem did not tell in the least degree in
the west, nor was the absence of students
due to religious indifference. The west
compared tavorably even with Scotland in
its religious lite, and the worldly spirit
did pot aficct vie matter, The causes, he
thought, were three: Lirst, the most ob-
vious was the exceeding attractiveness of
other pursuits.  Ministers received less
income than artisans, and in some instan-
cos less than laborers. Especially in the
west they should not have less than §1,000
and a manse. The exceeding laboriousness
of the work bad been depicted in the
home mission address, and their physical
hardships, to say nothing of intellectual
difliculties, drove men away. Had the
Church sought, he asked, to inculcate in
the minds and hearts of the most brilliant
of her sons the grandeur of the opportu-
nities of the Chrstian ministry?

Rev. Dr. Milligan, in a brilliant address,
which was received with mingled applause
and laughter, moved the adoption of the
report. The resolution expressed gratifi-
cation at the completion of the King me-
morial fund. Dr. Milligan felt strongly
with the Moderator with regard to the
Church sacraments and religious life in
the home. dle approved of Principal Vat-
rick's suggestion of bringing a pastoral
before the whole Church on the subject of
the shortage of students.

Rev. F. B. Duval, D.D., of Winnipeg,
seconded the resolution.

Are They not Orthodox?

Rev. Kenneth McLennan, Ph.D., attrib-
uted the shortage to the fact that parents
would not permit their sons to attend the
colleges on account of the Bible teaching
given,

Rev. Wm. Gregg, D.D., took the same
view. The professors, he said, did not
believe in the Bible, or that Moses wrote
the Book of Deuteronomy. They did mot
believe that Christ was infallible. This
was the real cause, and ministers did not
believe the grand doctrines which Christ
taught.

The Senate of the college reported the
number of students still increasing, the
attendance this year being again the high
est in the history of the college.

Ottawa Ladies' College,

Rev. Dr. Armstrong introduced the re-
port of the P'resbytevian Ladies’ College,
Ottawa. There are 176 pupils on the roll,
& in residence, average for the year 59,
and average attendance of day pupils 81,

age daily roll of 140,

Exact figures could not be given in regard
to finances, the session not  being  yet
closed, but the income will more than
cover all expenditure, even with heavier
expenses owing to Ingher prices for pro-
visions, increased local improvement tax
and higher wages and salaries. Ou the
motion of Rev. Dr. D. M. Ramsay and
Protessor Baird, who referred to the en-
couraging nature of the report, it was ad-
opted,

A telegram was read from Sie Wilivid
Lauvier stating that all due considers-
vion would be given the ropresentat o
made on Sablxth observance,

Rev., E. D, Melaven moved the adon-
tion of the report on St. Andrew’s Col-
lege, e paid a tribute to Principal Mae-
donald, and peinted out the advantage of
having the children of the Church train
ed under its auspices, Mr. Hamiiton Cas-
sels, K.U., seconded the motion, which
wus agreed to.

Queen's Endowment,

At the afternoon sederunt Rev. Robert
Laird presented the report of the Queen's
Endowment Fund Committee, on which
little had been done until April, 1905, Mr,
Laird was appointed financal agent last
August, Last June $125,000 had been pro
mised, and the total amount now assured,
including cash contributions, subscriptions,
and sums secured by bequest, was §237,000,
Of the subscriptions $60,000 had been paid.
Mr. J. K. Macdonald moved a resolution
approving the plan and clling on congre-
gations to forward the movement with
vigor and enthusiasm. Rev. Dr. W. 1.
McMullen seconded the motion, which was
unanimously adopted.

The consderation of the report of the
Committee on Home Misions (western
section) was concluded, and the report, as
a whole, adopted. The recommendations
as to travelling expeuses ol the w ol

an tion of students
wae agreed to. The scheme of examina-
tion for candidates for the status of cate-
clusts was adopted, and on motion made
applicable to all persons desiring o enter
upon mission work.

Expansion all Along the Line,

The report of the Committee on Sta-
tistics was presented by Rev. Robert Tor-
rance, D.D. It was the most satsfactory,
be said, in the history of the Church.

The organization ol three mew Presby-
teries, Yorkton, Arcola and Battleford,
raising the number in the Dominion w0
60, was the first point mentioned in the
report, which is an exhaustive document,
ecmbracing statistical report and financial
statement by Presbyteries of the congre-
gations and stations in their bounds, with
Presbytery rolls; the Assembly’s theologi-
cal colleges; home mission fields of the
Churel, eastern and western sections; the
augmented congregations of the Church;
French evangelization fields of the Church;
comparative table of statistics; statistics
of Nabbath schools and of young people’s
societies, and the average contributions.

Tuking the summation of the totals
of Synodical statistics, the following in-
creases appear in the items specitied:  Bit-
tings in churches, 18,976; in manses 30,
and rented houses 2; in families, 4,810,
and in single persons irom outside quar-
ters, 2,871; there was an increase of 1870
in the numbers entering the Church on
their own profession, and of 806 on certi-
fiate, but there was also an inerease of
493 in removals by certificate, with a de-
crease of 243 in removals by death or
otherwise. There is a reported increase
of 8,777 in communicants, of 281 infants
and of 200 adult baptisms, and the number
of ruling eldems, which gives a total of
8,226,

For all purposes the payments were $3,-
080,173, which gives each family an aver-
age of $23.58, an increase of $1.43, and
$12.75, a decrease of 82 cents per com-
municant.

On the motion of Dr. Torrance, second-
ed by Rev. J. R. Dickson, Ph.D., the re-
port was adopted. A vole of thanks was
accorded Dr. Torrance for his work on
the report.

A GREAT UNDERTAKING,

Nowhere perhaps in the world has clec-
tricity been applied v conditions more
dificult and exacting than those in the
St. Clair Tunnel; conditions which have
been carctully studied for ome years both
by the railway authorities and by electric
experts. The installation will be a eredit
W the Grand Trunk Railway System as
well as to the electricians who have solved
the problem, just as the opening of the
tunnel itself was, over [ourteen years ago,
to the Grand Trunk Railway and its ex-
perts who cut the tunnel. Since then the
Hudson at New York city is being tun-
nelled, following the Grand Trunk's pion-
eer example in this important submarine
work. The length of the St. Clair tunnel
proper is 6,025 teet, and of the open por-
tals, or approaches, 5,603 feet additional,
or more than two miles in all. It is a
continuous iron tube twenty feet less two
inches in diameter, the total weight of the
iron being 56,000,000 pounds. The tunnel
cost $2,000,000, and passenger trains began
ronning through it on Dec. 7, 1801 Dhe
electric Jocomotives to he used will em
ploy the alternating current, and will be
capable of hauling a passenger train on
the grade at a speed of 20 to 25 miles an
hour, and a 10,000-ton freight train at 10
miles an hour
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CHURCH UNION,

At @ time when there is so much talk
about inter-denominational co-operation
and church union in the air, the frank
and iriendly message comveyed  to the
Presbyterian General Assembly at London
by an Amenoan depuiat on pereeptibly
Barrows the chasms which have so long
yawned between Protestant denominations,
It may be that organic union between de-
bonunations which have been for several
Yearns taking advanced steps in Wooing
vach other s still a considerable distance
off, yet these triendly and sympathetic
advances indicate greatly improved inter-
denomimational teehng, a better and larger
appreciation of each other's good points,
4 distinct mimimising of the differences
existing between them, and encourage the
hope that ere long they will discover that
N the great  essentials of the Christian reli-
&on they are to all intents and purposes
one. Possibly this may not eventuate in
organic church union, but it will at least
Jay a solid foundation for loyal co-opera-
tien between  evangelical Protestant de-
nominations in promoting the cause of the
Divine Master and bringing great moral
and spiritual blessings to many thousands
ol our fellow-countrymen, foremost in
which is the great work ot Christianising
and  Canadiamising  the polyglot  peoples
drom all nations who are tlowing into our
wountry,

The cordial and friendly grecting extend-
ed to the Preshyterian Assembly by the
Aunglican deputation, and the frank avow-
al made by the spokesman of that deputa-
tion that the Anglican Chureh is prepared
to discuss religious union and to promote
the work of “healing the breaches in the
Church of Christ,” strengthens the belief
that no valid reason exists why Anglicans
and other evangelical Protestant denomin-
ations should not cordially o sperate and
reciprocate in the blessed work of carry-
ing the Gospel message to the people of
all nations, in lengthening the cords and
strengthening the stahes of the Kingdom
of Jesus, and in promoting the derelop-
ment of a higher and purer Christian lite
among the professed followers of the Lord
in this Canada of ours, Altogether apart
from organic church union—which may
not at present be within the realm of prac-
ticability—such co-operation would prove
an cffective force in building up that
“righteousness which exalteth a nation.”
And that of itself would be a great bless-
ing for Canadw and her churches,

He thought they were more
at one with the Church of England than
any other body, especially as te the nature
of religion.

Rev. Dr. McMullen, who had presided
at a sederunt of the Union Conference in
188, said the Church would be delighted
to enter into negotiations for union.

The motion was adopted by a stanling

Foreign Missions.

Forcign Missions occupicd the whole of
the evening.  Rev. B. D, Miller, D.D.,
resented the report ol the committee,
and moved that it be received und con-
sidered al a subsequent sederunt, coup-
ling therewith an expression of sorrow
for the loss sustained by the deatn of Rev,
J. D. MacKay.

Rev. W. J. Martin, Convener of the
Western Section Committee, supported the
resolution in a brief survey ol the various
ticlds,

The report of the committee (casiern
section), stated that the history of tie
operations carvied on during Uie year had
been such that the Church had o sing
ot both mercy and judgment. In the New
Hebrides  the new  Martyr's  Memorial
chureh was opened at Dillon's Bay, Eero-
manga, on the very spot where John Wil-
lams was slaug'tered and caten i 1836,
amd the Synod was ovened with wayer by
the son ot the head counibal on that ve
casion. Dr. Annand has been granted o
furlough atter 22 years' alsence trom Can-
ada. Rev. W, Jo Jamizson, Phb., Oil
Springs, Ont,, has taken up the work in
Lndad. British Guana suffered by the
aceidental drowning of two missionavies
tiere. Rev. R. G. Fisher, formerly with
the Methodist Church, which body lad
not wkeu up this particular work, became
s0 dnterested in the missions among East
Indiane in British Guiana that he has de-
voted lnmselt to them. Both bere and in
Trinidad there is a large popukation trans-
planted 1rom India. In Ionidad the Mo
sammedans  amoug the Hindus seemed,
said Rev. A W, Lhompson in his report,
“to have been inspired by Jewons this
year,”  They wset themselves to break
down the mussion work, and the natives
and the Hindus among the immigrants
were summoned to concerted action against
the missionaries,

A night oi way which bas been i use
for fitteen years belonged to a Mohamme-
dan, it was claimed, and a mission worker
Wwas arvested tor trespass.  lostead of tak-
ing legal action Mr. Thompeon arranged
W buy it over. Lhis won the approval of
the community, who recognized the pro-
ceeding as fair and honorable, It has been
proposed Lo organize in Corea a Union
Presbyterian Chureh, consisting of mis
sionaries and Corean Christians connected
with the Presbyterian Chruches of Can-
ada, of the United States, Norta und
South, and of Australia. This proposal
has been approved by the missionaries on
the field and by the board and General
Ascmbly of the Presvyteran Vhaveh o
the Umted States, North. It was favor-
ably regarded by the committee and refer-
red to the General Assembly for its con-
sideration and action. A proposal for unit-
ed action for certain specitied purposes be-
tween the Presbyterian and the Methodist
Churches in Corea has akso been made,

The receipts for the foreign mission fund
during the year from all sources have been
$12,101.65. These receipts have so far ex-
ceeded expenditure that the fund is now
out of debt and has a balance to its
credit of $32095. While only G5 from
bequests has been carvied to the eredit
of the fund, there was #,00 1aore
received still to be placed to its credit.
The expenditure, including that required
for the wiping off of the debt of $2,789.58
due last year, was $41,864.70, The outlay
on the operations of the year was %30,075.
12. Of this the New Hebrides got 3,763,
Trinidad $19.964, British Guiana $3,007,
and Corea $9,006.

The Western Committee Report.

In Formosa the staff has been strength-
ened by two additions, Rev. Dr. Ferguson
taking up the longsuspended medical
work and Rev. Milton Jack evangelistic
and educational duties. Two ladies were
also appointed to the girls' school.

The throb of new life is felt everywhere
in China, and Honan shares the awaken-
ing. Th~ total number of belicvers was
1,053, and 406 had been received into full
communion. During the year 53,768 pa-
tients had been treated by the medical
missionary, and here, as elsewhere, this

Reports From Workers,

The personal reports are full of fascin-
ating ghmpses of the work in forcign ficlds,
The medical work has been mentioned,
and the long death voll is suggestive of
the arduous and unhealthy conditions of
sston service,  One asosoraek, oo, widh
the constant toil in the wequisition of
strange tongues, In Indic an industrial
department resulted in some profit, print-
ing and bookbinding, the manuiacture of
cotton, cloth, towels, napkins and woollen
rugs, and gardening work showing watis-
{actory returns,

The work among the Chinese in Canad
is regarded as successtul, The Chinese, it
is said, are industrious, sober, peaceful
and Sabbath-observing for the most part.

Work among the red Indians was passed
in review, and appeared to be satisfae-
tory. The plan ot directing the missions
from Winnipeg instead of Toronto 1s now
under trial.  The Regina Industrial School
shows a balance on the right side, a deficit
of $2,852 having been cleared off. The ex-
penditure was SILI2E, and 244 s car-
ried forward.

The receipts for the western section of
the tund were $170,110, a deficit of $19,734
being extinguished, and a balance carried
forward of $688, The total expenditure
for both sections is thus upwards of §20s,-
000

In the New Hebrides,

Rev. J. Armand, D.D., missionary to
Ranto leland, New Hebrides, gave an in-
teresting account of this oldest mission,
where cannibalism is not yet extinet,
The greatest factor in work with the
heathen, he said, was living a Christian
lite among them,

Rev. S, F. Coffin, Ph.D., San Fernando,
Trinidad, described the Hindu and Moha
medan communities in that island.  In
their opposition to Christianity they would
spend a whole day discussing the Johan-
nine question.  Disintegration was in pro-
gress among the Hindus, he declared.

Rev. J. 1. Taylor, from Mhow, Central
India, gave an account of the revival, sim-
ilar to that in Wales, which had spread
through his district. Perhaps their great-
est difficulty was to creale a sense ol sin
among the natives,

Rev. W, McWhinney, Crowstand, Sask.,
spoke of the mission work in the North-
west, and the benefit of the Indian sehools
there.

Rev. John Griffith, Changtefu, Honan,
China, said that Chinese Christians had
the best idea of the salvation of China.
1t would not be by change of outer con-
ditions, but by the lives of individuals.
Ile believed in the yellow peril, but the
degree to which it was to be feared de-
pended largely on Christendom. He would
be uncomfortable if China entered the fam-
ily of nations backed by a great military
power. In the words of Sir Robert Hart,
the only safety for the rest of the world
depended on a miraculous spread of Chris-

tianity.

A remarkable thing about Dr. Arm-
strong's charge, St. Paul's, Otlawa, s
that ot has juenished three moderators
the General Assembly, all ot whom are
present at s mecting, These are the
venerable Dr. Wardrope, of Guelph; the
venerable  Principal Melaren, of  Knox
College, Toronto, and Dr, Armstrong.

The Rev. W, DL Armstrong, DD, I'h,
D, gastor of St Paul’s church, Ottawa,
the retinmg moderator, who preached the
opening sermon, s a g man, both phys-
wally and intellectually, He is besides a
bandsome man.  In his preaching he s
strong and “solid” ravher than showy, He
s distinguishad graduate and  medalist
o Torouto University ; has been in his pres
ent charge over 32 years, and is not only
an able preacher and pastor, but distinetly
a man of affairs. During his moderator
ship he has represented his chureh at all
state and other functions requiring lus
presence with dignity and honor.  Both
as 4 man and a minister, there are few
citizens of the Domimion Capital more in-
fluential. Dr. Armstrong is one of the
most Kindly of men, with a sense of quiet
Lumor, which makes him the most delight-
ful of Iriends and companions,

Among some of the commissioners the
question is being discussed as to why this
democratic Canadian ehurch _should not
somctimes elect o laymau as its mode
tor? ‘Lhe Southern Preshyterian Church
ol the United States bas this year ele ted
a distinguishel Tawyer as its presiding othi
cer. This is the third time tae Southern
Church, which is one of the most conser-
vative Presbyterian churches in the world,
bas elected an elder to the  highest
position ot its gitt.  Other Preshyterian
churches have doue the same. We pro-
fess to Lelieve in “the parity of Preshy-
ters.” Why not carry it out in practice?
That splendid moderator, Hamilton Cas-
sels, K.C., or Iis Honor Licutenant-Gov-
ernor Clark, or the Hon. George W. Ross,
ot Toronte; John  Mclntyre, K.C., of
Kingston; Justice Maclennan of the su-
preme court, Ottawa; Judge Forbes, St
Johng Hon. Colin 1. Campbell, attorney-
general of Manitoba; or James MoQueen
ol Vancouver, would do. And there are
scores of others,

Mo Walter C. Murray has perhaps
the linest philosophical mind of any man
in the cMurch, except, o course, Watson,
of Queen's. He is as delightiul to wmeet
as his books are to read.  Dr. Forrest
“goes like the wind” when he gets going.
He das been principal of Dalhousie Col-
lege and University for over twenty years,
and has made his institution a splendid
success, Dr. McCurdy, the eastern chureh
agent, is beloved and  trusted by the
whole church. His Honor Judge Forbes
never misces an assembly, and there is
no more useiul man in the supreme court,
The Hon. Senator McGregor, New Glas-
gow; Hon. 11, M. Goudge, George Mitehell,
and Hon. B. Rogers, are other
1ent elders from the east.

From British Columbia come Rev, D,
McRae, of St. Paul's, West Victoria, of
gentle, yet heroic, mold, who has given
a quarter of a century of splendid service
to the west, Mr, McRae, who was reared
in Glengarry, was the first moderator of
the Synod of British Columbia and Alber-
ta. Dr. John Campbell, of the fine old
First Chureh, Victoriag came from Argyle:

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MY KIRK SESSION,

From “St. Cuthbert’s.”"—Robt. E.Knowles,

He would need a brave and facile pen
who would venture to portray the session
ol St. Cathbert's church. For any kirk
se=sion s far trom commonplace, let alone
the session ot such a church as mine.
Kirk sessions are the bloum of Scottish
character in particular and  the crown
and glory of mankind in general. Piety,
eobivicty, severity, these are the three
outstanding  graces which they illustrate
supremely; but interlocked with these are
many other gitts and virtwes in varying
degrees of culture.

In St. Cuthbert's the pride of eldership
was chictly vested in their wives and daugh-
ters,

“Ye mauna be ower uplifted aboot yir
father's oflice,” was the oftorepeated ad-
monition of the elder’'s wite to the elder's
cliuldren, and the children were not slow
to remark that her words were one part
rebuke and ten parts pride. For to mo-
thers and bairns alike he appeared as
one of God's kings and priests when he
walked down the wisle with the vessels of
the Lord.

Muny of these men were poor, grandly
and pathetically poor, but none was poor
cnough ¢ to appear at  the sacramental
hoard withont his “blacks,” radiant with
the lustre of open love and sacred sacri-
fice, This 1 atterwards learned was their
wives' doing, and wondrous i my eyes.
Ah me! How many a decently apparelled
husband. Low many a white-robed child,
has come torth out of great tribulation
not their own! Indeed, uncounted multi-
tudes there are who shall walk in white
betore the throne of God, whose robes
the secret sacrifice of loving hiearts hath
whitened as no fuller of earth can whiten
them,

My first meeting with the kirk session
of St. Cuthbert's was an epoch-marking in
adent. Twenty-cight there were who sat
about the session-room, every man  but
one an importation from Caledonia’s rug-
ged hills. Roxburgh's covenanting heroes,
Wigtonshire's triumphant mantyrs, Dum-
Iriesshire and her Cameronians, with their
great namesake's lion heart; Aymshire with
her bloody memories of moor and moss-
bags, of quarry and conventicle, of Laud
and liberty—all these had filtered through
and reappeared in these silent and stal
wart men.

Of these cight and twenty faces at least
one score had the cast of marble and the
stamp of eternity upon them. 1 felt like
a hillock nestling at the foot of loity
peaks, for 1 do make my oath that when
you are begirt by men in whose veins
there flows the blood of martyrs, who
#ave been slowly purtured upon such
stately doctrines as are their dialy food,
who actually believe in God as a liviog
participator in the affairs of time, whose
metal pabulum has been Thomas Boston
and Samuel Ruthertord and Philip Dodd-
and who have used these worthies
but as helps o climb that unpinnacled
hill of the Eternal Word—when you get
such men as these, multiplied a hundred
fold by the ®tern consiousness of a reli-
gious trust, il you are not then among
the Rockies of flesh and bleod, | am as
one who sees men like walking trees, ig-
norant of the true altitudes of human life.

Jut 1 was yet to learn, and learn by
he (the great medium of all real char-
acter), that many a fragrant flower may
bloom in secret clefts of rockbound hills,
frowning and forbidding though they be.
For God loves to surprise us, especdally in
happy ways; and his is a sanguine sun.

It should now be stated that 1 began
my ministry in St. Cuthbert’'s with the
handi of an lrish ancestry. How was
1 then to wear the hodden gray?

HOMESTEAD

REGULATIONS.

Any even section ot Dy Lands In Manitoba or ibe
North-West Territories, excapting 8 and 26, which has not been home-
steaded, or reserved to piride wood lots for settlers, or for other
burpoges, may be bhomesteaded upon by any persun who ls the sole head
of a famlly, or any wule over 18 years of age, to the esteut of one
quarter section, of 160 uctes, wore or leas.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES,

A sottler who has bewn erantedd an eatry for a homestead s required
by the provislons of the Dominton lande Act and the amendments
thereto, to perform the conditions connected therewith, under one of
the following plans:—

() At least slx months' resllence upon and cultivation of the land
in each year during the term of three years,

(@) If the father (or mothicr, If the father 18 deceased) of the home-
steader resides upon & farm in the vieinite of the land entered for
the requiremonts as to peehlonee may be satisfied by such person re-
8iding with the father ar mother,

(N If 2 sottler was entltlo] to and has obtalned entry for a secont
homestead, the requirements of this Act as to residence prior to obtala-
Ing patent may be satlsfied by resldence upon the first homestead, If
the second homestend 18 In the vielnity of the first homestead.

() If the settler has his permanent  resldence upon farming land
owned hy him In the viclnlty of his homestead, the requirements of this
Act as to resldence may bo sitistied by resldenee upon the satd land,

The term “vielnity™ usad above 18 meant to Indicate the same town,
township or an adjolning or cornering townghip,

A settler who avalls himgelf of the provislons of Clauses (2), (3) or
(4) must cultivate 30 acres of his homestend, or substitute 20 head of
stock, with bulldings for tuale accommodation, and have besldes 80
acres substantlally fenced,

The privilege of a second entry 18 restricted by law to those sett'.re
only who completed the 4 upon thelr first homesteads to entitie
them to patent on or hefor e 2nd June, 1880,

Every homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestead law 1s llable to ave his eutry cancelled, and the land may
be agaln thrown open for entry,
