POWER FROM GARBAGE.
A report prepared by Dr. Hodgetts, Secretary of the Provincial 

Board of Health, shows that 143 municipalities in England 
possess incinerating plants for the disposal of garbage. Of these 
120 supply, without extra cost, electric light or power for street 
railways, waterworks or sewerage systems. Three cities of 
Scotland and eight in Ireland thus dispose of all their refuse. 
This plan has not been adopted anywhere on this continent, 
though several United States cities are considering it The 
City of Brrmingham recently completed a plant at a total cost of 
$175,000. This develops electric power enough to be used in 
several municipal establishments, and saves the city $5,000 a year 
in this respect, in addition to destroying refuse in a sanitary 
manner.
