FEEDING THE

UNEMPLOYED

Seventeen Thousand Three Hundred lien Are Out
of Employment at Winnipeg

A despatch from Winnipeg says:
Seventeen thousand three hundred
men are out of gmployment in Win-
nipeg at the’ present time, accord- |
ing to W. Hammond, past presi-
dent of the Building® Trades Coun-
cil, at the executive council of the
Amalgamated Trade Unions in the
Labor Temple. He arrived at his |
figures by a-consideration of trade
unionists now idle. He says 25,000
will be idle by Christmas. There |
are in- Winnipeg over thirteen
thousand trade unionists. -Over
fifty per cent. of these are idle.
These are mainly men skilled in the
building trades. These men have

helpers amounting to at least a
number equal with their own. That
makes nearly fourteen thousand.
He estimates that, conservatively
speaking, there are three thousand
five hundred other idle men in the
city—clerks, office men, railroad
construction men and laborers.
Several Western cities arefeed-
ing their unemployed under muni-
cipal organization, notable among
these being Vancouver and Bran-
don. The towns in- Northern Sas-
katochewan and Alberta have passed
the crisis by reason of the fact that
many men have gone from them to
the lumber camps of the country.

PACKAGES MUST BE STRONG.

Must Meet Requirements of Cana-
dian Freight Classification.

The Canadian Lines notified their
Agents at various points to refuse
all freight in fibreboard, pulp-
board, or double faced corrugated
strawboard packages, unless the
packages are fully strong enough
to carry the contents. Complaints
have been received from time to
time, indicating that these pack-
ages are reaching destination in a
damaged condition, evidence that
shipments are being sent to the
railways in packages that are not
of sufficient strength to safely
transport their contents. Agents
have, therefore, been notified that
henceforward they must positively
refuse to accept shipment of any
nature in fibreboard, pulpboard or
double-faced = corrugated  straw-
board packages that do not comply
fuuy with the requirements and
specifications provided in the Can-
adian Freight Classification. In
the past agents have had the right
to accept such packages at an in-
creased freight rate of 20%. From |
now on agents have no option in
the matter, and must refuse such
packages.

He was workiag en one of
the lower stories of the building with a
fellow workman, George O'Grady; when
a brick, which fell from one of the upper
stories, struck him and rendered him
unconscious. His skull was badly frac-
tured, and when he was: placed on ‘the
operating table of St. Michael's: Hos-
pital he presented a gruesome. sight.

In
consequence, the international fed-
eration was hatched in which Sir
Charles took a leading part. Twice
he wenti to the United States on the
same errand.

The silkworm is by no means the
only creature that produces silk.
Spiders make their.webs, nests, and
egg-coooons of a kind of silk that is
well adapted for certain ‘of man’s
uees. The filaments of spider-silk
are much finer, than those produced

latively stronger. = The webs of
some of the large apiders of tropical
tangle small birds.

As early as the seventeenth cen-
tury, pravellers in Paraguay found
that the natives made clothing from

genus to which the common garden
spider belongs. Spider-silk has
been used for cemturies in China,
India, and West Africa; notably in
the Chinese province of Yunnan,
where the so-called “‘silk of the
Eastern Sea’’ is produced.

In the year 1708 a French jurist,
Monsieur Guenaux of Montpellier,
succeeded in making several pairs
of gloves and stockings from the
silk of garden spiders. The first
really practical experiments, how-
ever, were made by an Englishman:
named Rolt. By his process, he
drew the silk directly from: the body
of-the spider; and the material he
obtained was much stronger than
that spun under normal conditions,
The end of the filament he attached
to a bobbin, which was revolved by
steam. The process does not seem
to. incommode ‘the spider. After
she has been robbed of all her silk,
she rests for tem days, and is then
ready to' yield amother supply.

As the silk comes from the spin-
nerets it is covered with a viseous
substance, which is washed off in
running water. Tho filaments are
very fine; from eight to twenty-four
must be combined to form a single
thread. The fabric that these
threads produce is much lighter
than ordinary silk. For that rea-
son, cords of epider-silk are espe-
cially suitable for the nets that en-
close balloons.

At present the most promising
experiments in the production of
spider-silk are oarried on in Mada-
gascar. They use a large epider
called the halabe. At the school in
Tananarivo they pay the natives
eight cents a hundred for the spi-
ders, each of which yields a fila-
ment from 1,000 to 1,300 feet long.:
The silk is of a superb glossy yel-
low, but its color is not permanent.
