MONARCH
TOTAL WRECK

Heroic Effort of Brave Seaman
on Canadian Lakes—Saves
Crew of Doomed Ship.

P

Port “Arthur, Dec. -16.—The Mon-
arch which went ashore on Isle ROy-
ral -during the recent-storm is a to-
tal wreck.

During the gale and snow storm
the ship was driven out of her course
and she suddenly struck the rocks.
In_descrilfing the situation the Times
Journal says :

James McCollum, a deck hand and

a prother of the sccond mate volun-

teered to attempt a landing on @

rope. A linc was tied

the surface of the water. He was

then swung pendulum ‘fashion as farf .

out from.the boat as possible. Twice

. he was thrown’against the rock, but
on each occasion his numbed fingers
slipped on the icy surface and he was
washed intd the lake. Bleeding pro-
fusely and almost opercome from ‘the
cold, he made a third attempt and
the rope broke. It was thought he
was surely lost, but in some unac-
countable manner. the ' courageous
sailor managed to grasp a ledge of
roek, to which he clung until he had
regained sufficient breath and stren-
gth to crawl to the top. -

A lagder was thén handed to him
and a tow line throwni over. WV .th
the ladder he experienced compara-
tively little difficulty in climbing to
the shore above the rock, end he
soon made theerope fast to a tree.

Onthis line most:-ef the sailors in-
cluding . Miss Mg,Oox‘mick, and all
but onc of the passengers made their
way, hand over hamd, to the land.

Capt. Robertson stated that al-
though -he was less than a quarter
of ‘a mile. off his course, he had ab-
solutely no way of knowing that hic

was near the rock on which his ves-
sel stranded. It was by sheer good
fortune. that the ‘ Monarch escaped
heing dashed to pieces on the dan-
gerous Canoe rocks in which event
all hands must have surely perished.
