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ALLEGED MURDERER 
HIS OWN COUNSE.

Accused of Killing Miss Norling and Charles 
Wilson While in a Frenzy.

Fireworks at Political Meeting Injure Five Per­
sons at Buffalo.

New York. Oct. 26.—Frank H. Warner, 
formerly a prosperous hat dealer, insist­
ed upon acting as his own lawyer when 
he was. put on trial in the Court of Gen­
eral Sessions to-day, charged with two 
murders. Counsel had been assigned by 
the court to defend Warner, but the de­
fendant said he would defend himself. 
“I have got forty or fifty witnesses 
h»ï\». some of them important business 
men in the city of New York,” he also 
told the court.

Judge Foster assured him that his 
witnesses would l>e subpoenaed for him, 
and directed that the ease go to trial. 
Warner began personally to examine the 
tahsmen, but after a time he gave way 
to the attorneys who .had been designat­
ed t » defend him.

Warner is charged with the murder of 
Esther C. Norling, cashier in a haber­
dashery store in East Forty-Second 
street He shot the girl down in the 
doer way of the store. After killing Miss 
Norling he escaped after a sensational 
chase through the crowded street and 
went down town and killed Charles Wil­
son a business acquaintance. A police­
man who failed to capture Warner dur­
ing the chase after he shot Miss Norling 
w is shot, was publicly degraded and dis­
missed from the Police Department after 
h * had ben tried and found guilty on a 
charge of cowardice.

Fireworks Explode.
Buffalo. Oct. 26.—One person was pos­

sibly fatally injured and four others re­
ceived hurts that demanded the atten- 
ti in of a surgeon as the result of the 

. explosion of fireworks at a political 
ttte« ting held last night at 1338 Broad­
way.
• Tin piece of fireworks that caused

th* accident was a sort of a bomb that 
wis supposed to explode in midair after 
it had been sjet off. The bomb exploded 
on the ground and the fragments of 
the shell scattered into the crowd of 
spectators.

at the Broadway gathering.

Mr. Hand, who had charge of the dis­
play, touched a match to the bomb that 
caused the damage, according to the 
story told to the police by witnesses. He 
ran from the spot and the bomb let go. 
Instead of going into the air the-bomb 
sh >v into the crowd of three hundred 
persons who lined up on the sidewalk 
to witness the spectacle.

Hand did not have time enough to 
g°t but of the way before the explosion 
occurred. A stampede followed, and 
though there were several policemen on 
the scene, it was with difficulty that the 
crowd was controlled so that the injured 
eo.iU be gathered together.

The project has the able support of 
Mr. Fraser, of Fraser & Randall, and 
he is doing all in his power to help it 
along. Mr. Erdos, who is coming here 
next week, is a graduate of the Univer­
sity of Buda l’cst, and his wife, who is 
coming with him to teach in the school, 
is a trench lady, with an excellent edu­
cation.

ST. PETER’S HOME WILL 
LIKELY BE CLOSED.

Suggestion That Country Might Use it for Home 
for Incurables.

City Patients Will Be Cared For in Institution 
Being Built Now.

It was intimated on good authority in 
the City Hall this morning that the 
death of Miss Chow ne, matron of St. 
Peter’s Home, would probably result in 
the closing of that institution. This 
was talked of at the time of the death 
of Rev.. Father Geoghega 11, founder of 
the home, bul the board of directors de­
cided to continue its operation under 
Miss Chowne’s management. Up to the * 
time of Father Geoghegan’s death, the ' 
home was largely self-sustaining, poul­
try? pigs and cows being raised 011 the 
grounds. East year the city’s grant 
amounted to about $635. The city pays 
23 cents for every patient it sends there 
direct, and 3 cents for all oilier patients. 
There is-a Government grant of 7 cents 
a day, and for tlie remainder of the 
funds;.private charity is depended on, 
although the relatives and friends of 
some of the patients pay for them. 
There was on an average about iwentv- 
four patients in the home. The building 
of the new Home for Incurables will 

care of a large mull lier of these. 
Miss Chowne had been connected with the 
home since 1890, when it was founded, 
and gave her. services free. It is doubt­
ful if anyone else could lx* induced to 
do this, or operate the institution with­
out «staff to help, as Miss Chowne did. 
The city would not be likely to contri­
bute to this, after "building an expensive 
home for incurables . It has lx*en sug 
gested that the county might take over 
St. Peter’s Home, which is outside the 
city limits, improve aud fit it up for 
county patients, instead of building an 
expensive institution.

Eleven cases of diphtheria have been 
reported to the Medical Health Officer 
during the week. Five of these are in 
three houses on Macaulay street, east of 
James. The families came in contact 
with each other before it was discovered 
a mçmbcr of one of them was suffering 
from diphtheria. Dr. Roberts adminis­

tered antitoxin to the other members of 
the family. The other five cases are 
scattered around the city. Other infec­
tious diseases reported included three 
cases of scarlet fever and one each of 
whooping cough and mumps.

The Hydro-Electric Power Commission 
has prepared the figures for the various 
municipalities which have passed by­
laws for the supply of electric energy 
from Niagara under the plans of the 
commission. These figures have now been 
sent to Galt. Hamilton, Stratford and 
011c or two smaller places. Toronto has 
already received the figures for the 
city. Those places which have got the 
figures will now be able to decide wne­
ther they are sufficiently low to war­
rant the municipalities entering into 
contracts for a supply of energy.

Miss Chowne was a graduate of the 
Florence Nightingale School of Nurses, 
a ni she came here about 25 years ago, 
entering the City Hospital in her capa­
city as nurse. She was not there long,

however, being moved to the Girls’ Home. 
Whei St. Peter’s Home was opened for 
th.* care of old and infirm people, Miss 
Chowne offered her services, which were 
gladly accepted. On the death of Rev. 
Failie-- Geoghegan, the founder and man­
ager of the home. Miss Chowne took 
charge of the institution, ami did her; 
1> * ".v for the host of old people in her 
charge, until the time of the accident. 
Mar.; tears were dropped by the old 
folk; when they heard of the death of 
tin ir friend.

Miss Chowne was identified with many 
Chrif.tian enterprises, and she was a 
loving worker in all charity, and there 
will be many who will miss her cheery 
sm le and pleasant ways, that endeared 
he * to all with whom she came in con­
ta :t.

THE SLUMP IN COPPER.

When the Hydro-Electric Commission 
made its estimate copper was fluctuat­
ing between 15 and 18 cents. They 
thought and not without some reason, 
that the figure was a high one.

The report prepared by Walter 
Ingalls, of the “Engineering and Mining 
Journal.” presents some interesting facts 
concerning the productive capacity of 
producing refined copper at these Neva­
da properties in the Guggenheim inter­
ests. It is shown that at the Ruth and 
Eureka mines of the Nevada Consolidat­
ed Copper Company the average cost is 
slightly over 7c. per pound; ranging 
from 6.3c. to 7%c. The cost of produc­
tion at the Cumberland-Ely properties 
is S.57c. per pound.

TURGEON ELECTED.
DECISION IN THE PRINCE ALBERT 

ELECTION CASE.

i Mr. Bradshaw Appeals to Supreme Court 
With a Number of Ballots, and a Long 
Fight May Result—Proceedings Be­
fore Returning Officer.

Prince Albert, Sask., Oct. 25.—Hon. 
Mr. Turgeon, Attorney-General of Sas­
katchewan, was to-night declared elected 
by a majority of 65 over Mr. Bnulshaxv,. 
the Provincial Rights candidate, with 134 
ballots still to be pronounced upon bv 
the Judge of the .Supreme Court.

The. preliminary court of revision, 
whieh sat last week, completed its duties 
on Friday, but a further appeal agiin>: 
ts decision to the Judge of the Supreme 
Court upon the ballot» in dispute is

allowed. When Returning Officx’r Mc­
Guire began his official count this morn­
ing representatives of both parties ap­
peared to exercise this right, the Liber­
als appealing against 104 votes and the 
Provincial Rights party against 27. 
Under this procedure 86 of the supposed 
Bradshaw x-otes, 17 of xVhich are belicx-ed 
to be marked for Mr. Turgeon, arc xvith- 
draxvn from the count until they can be 
takn before the judge.

Among the appeals ten by Bradshaw 
and eighteen by Turgeon are in respect 
of votes disallowed by the revisnn 
courts. This tieup places Bradshaw at 
a disadvantage for the present of 69 
votes, and although it Is possible for him 
to eventually win the seat as a «•esn’t of 
appeals, the returning officer must omit 
from his count all appealed ballots, aiid 
declare the candidate elected xvho l.aa 
the majority of unnppealed votes.

,Vancouver, Oct. 25.—City Solicitor 

CVxwau prepared a resolution to be sub­
mitted to the City Council on the immi­
gration question.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS

ANT even numbered section ot Dominion 
Lands In Manitooa or the North-West 

Provinces, excepting 8 and 2ô, not reserved, 
may be homesteaded by any person the sole 
head ot the family, or male over 18 year a ot 
age. to the extent of one-quarter secxlon, ot 
160 acree, more or leas.

Application tor bomstead entry must be 
made In person by the applicant at the of­
fice j>t the local Agent or Sub-agent. Entry 
by proxy may, however, be made on certain 
conditions by the iather, mother, son. daugu- 
ter. brother, or sister c-t an intending home-

An application lor entry or inspection made 
personally at any Sub-agent's oitlce may be 
wired to the local Agent by the Sub-agent, 
at the expense ot the applicant, and it the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt ot the 
telegram such application is to have priority 
and the land will be held until the neces­
sary papers to complete the transaction are 
received by mall.

In case cf “personation'' the entry will b» 
summarily cancelled and the applicant wi* 
forfeit all priority of claim.

An application for inspection must be 
made iu person. The applicant must be eli­
gible tor homestead entry, and only one ap­
plication for inspection will be received from 
an individual until that apnlicatlon haa been 
disposed ot.

They love and hate like other wo­
men, and when they experience the 
divine joy of motherhood they are just 
as proud aud devoted as the mothers 
who are not queens. They coo over their 
babies, and talk baby talk to them, and 
listen with ecstasy to the goo-goo lan­
guage which i» understood only by, mo­
thers and angels.

Of all the queen mothers, none is more 
idolized by her children than the Prin­
cess of Wales. She was a favorite 
daughter-in-law of good Queen Victoria, 
and the English people love her because 
she stands for the home and i ■ as faith­
ful a housewife and as fond of her 
children as may be found in that home- 
loving country. Si e has done much to 
raise the level of purity and domesticity 
in the home life of England.

Princess Knits Husband’s Socks.
The Princess of Wales is a noted 

housewife, and not only knits all of Jiçr 
husband’s socks, but see» that lie wears 
them. She is never without some sort of 
needlework, and looks after the comfort 
of the prince and of her children aa care­
fully as any tradesman’s wife among,her 
subjects. Not long ago at a garden 
party, she. appeared leading two of her 
children by the hand, and seemed anxi­
ous that they should enjoy themselves 
and "have a good time.” She has taught 
the children to be democratic, and Prince 
Edward, who may be the King of Eng­
land some (lav, recently begged to be al­
lowed to ride on the ton of an omnibus 
“with the other people.”

The princess lias no fads whatever. 
She says that wifehood and motherhood 
gave her no time to cultivate them. $Ue 
is thought to be shy, in .public,, but in 
lier home she is all artleasiibss and .joy. 
She bathes her babies with bet own 
hands, eats her meals with them ns 
often as she can. and is jealous of the 
queenly duties that sometimes separate 
her from them.

Two years ago. when she went to In­
dia with the Prince of W^ies. she- sor­
rowed greatly at being absent from her 
children, and worried about them all the 
time she was gone. Before she left she 
wrote out the menu of every meal to be 
served in tlie nursery during her ab­
sence. drew up a long list of precautions 
to be observed by the nurses,, and ..set 
some tasks for the childrcptodo before 
her return. The Princess of Wales is 
deeply religious, and nil her children 
were christened with water from the 
River Jordan, and they are taught obed­
ience to their parents as a virtue. 
Queen Maud Puts Home Before State.

Another queen mother who thinks 
more of her children than ofHier high 
station is Queen Maud of Norway. At 
the time of her marriage the princess 
Maud rejoiced that she would not be 
troubled by affairs of state. While hçr 
husband was merely a lieutenant in the 
English army, and had no prospect, of 
being the ruler of any nationt the prin­
cess passed her hours in the home; . Af­
ter the prince was chosen rubèr £f Nor­
way and became King Haakon'. Quwo 
Maud still looked after her babÿ £ûd 
would not trqst him to mime» iw<t 
maids. She had a mother’s jealousy of 
handing her child over to strange^ and 
hirelings, and is happier with- little 
Prince Olaf than she is presiding over 
the social life of Norway’s court.

She is anxious to do everything 
possible for them With hei r own hands, 
and would lie happy if she were a wood 
chopper’s wife and had nothing to do 
all day but cook her husband’s meals aud 
look after the comfort and happiness of 
her children.

At first Crown Princess. Maria was 
received with coldness in Roumania, but 
she was such a good wife and devoted 
mother that the people forgave her foi* 
being a stronger. She is beautiful and 
kîbù of heart, and the Roumanians have 
learned to lové her.

Czarina Fond of Daughters.
Tire Empress of Russia is one of the 

mûrçt devoted of mothers. She shared 
thç Czar’s sorrow, of course, because all 
Her vftrst children were girls, but she 
h>Y«d the little misses as fondly as any 
mother in the land. $he wounld .not 
have them spoiled by too much petting 
or display, for her mother love was wise. 
They wore white cotton dresses and 
studied as hard aiul lived as simply as 
tip* children of the-people.
I After the Crown Prince Alexis was 
horn the Czarina devoted herself to the 
little fellow. She looks after his diet 
herself, confining him to bread and milk 
and plrfiu porridges. In all the grandeur 
and distractions of the Russian court 
she dipgs to her children, and is never 

happy as when she can spend the day 
long with the little grand duke and his 
fopppisters.

Victoria’s First Thought is of Son.
Ever since her marriage the Queen of 

Spain has been the object of th<* interest 
and affection of the women of the whole 
world, and when she became a_mother 
there was almost as much rejoicing in 
England ami America as in Spain. Prin­
cess Ena, now Queen Victoria, was just 
a lkholesome. warm hearted girl, and 
now she is just a loving, devoted mother. 
To see that her baby is well fed and well 
cared for is her greatest delight. She 
likes to give him his baths, and if they 
would let her she would dress him. and 
rock him to sleep, and do everything for 
him with her own hands.

AVhen the duties of the Spanish court 
call her away from the child for a time 
she is beset by all a mothers’ worries 
and anxieties, and the minute she is free 
she flies back to liis side.

There is anoth­
er movement on 
foot in England 
against fe:e cen­
sor of plays, who 
during the past 
year has been 
subjected to
much criticism.

A petition to the English Premier is in 
circulation, and it is being signed, it is 
reported, by leading dramatists, novel­
ists. critic» and others whose coitibined 
judgment as to the question of the util­
ity or the uselessness of this function­
ary would soCni to be conclusive. In fact, 
it i« more than a question as to mere 
utility or uselessness, for men promin­
ent in London dramatic and literary cir­
cles declare that if the censorship shall 
be maintained it will drive desirable 
writers from the stage.

The latent acts of the censor that 
have newly aroused «qq**>sition to his 
function have been refusal* to permit 
the. representation of certain plays ht 
Eng-hdi dramatists. The Lord Cham­
berlain is figuratively the censor of the 
drama,* as he is the master of ceremon­
ies and all matters that relate to social 
life in his environment. Literally, how­
ever. the censor is George Alexander 
Bedford, “the examiner of plays.” whose 
word and judgment naturally arc effect­
ive in the premises, the Lord Chamber­
lain acting upon hi* advice.

The law provide* that one.copy of 
every new play, prologue or epilogue, or 
addition thereof, intended to Ik* produc­
ed at any theatre in Great- Brit a in. must 

. Ik* sent to the lx>rd ("hamberlam at least 
seven days before it is first acted, and 
lie may refuse a license if he considers 
it fitting for him to do so. Against his 
decision there is no appeal. Not only is 
a fine of £51) levied on any person who 
presents a piece either before it has been 
allowed or subsequent to its taing disal­
lowed. but the license of the theatre 
where it is presented becomes void. Any­
one who give* information against an 
unlicensed performance is entitled to 
half the fine of £50. One guinea is the 
charge made for the license of a one-act 
play and two guineas for two acts and 
over. There are. however, exceptions to 
this law,. If. for instance, a person 
should, write a play which it was intend­
ed to produce at, a private party or be­
fore the members of a dramatic society 

if nothing be paid for admission—the 
sanction and license of the tard Cham­
berlain would not be required. The li­
cense is only required when the per­
formance becomes a public one.

This provision relating to a society or 
“private” performance has enabled lib­
eral-minded amateurs of the dramatic

After some shows have been on the 
boards a few years they are vastly 
changed from what they were on the 
night of their first presentation. In some 
instance* the changes that come over the 
pieces are- not so important, but with 
other shows 'the transportation is" radi­
cal, Whole acts are eliminated or 
changed around. New songs are put in 
and new jokes are written. Sometimes 
the scenery and costumes are changed 
from what they were in the beginning.

George Cohan’s “The? -Talk of New 
York" is an adaptation of his former 
play. “Popularity." which failed to meet 
the success that the present attraction 
is winning. The former play, in fact, was 
the nearest approach to » failure that 
the clever Cohan ever turned out. while 
thé piee^ in which Victor Moots now is 
starring a* Kid Burns is his greatest 
success. The plots of the two plays are 
similar: so similar that there is little 
doubt that the author drew on his 
earlier play for the later production.

George Ade’s “Artie” underwent sev­
eral changes while it was in Chicago, the 
entire first act having been rewritten be­
tween the*day that the play was put on 
and the one. on which it was taken off. 
“Artie” didn’t get started just right and 
Ade hurried up from his farm at Brook- 
land to inject a little more action into it. 
In the same way the second act of “The 
Girl Rangers.” the Nesbit and l^ederer 
attraction, had to be rewritten while the 
show was in its maiden run.

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HOLD-UP, SAY
SCREW WORKS.

“An Insulting and Dastardly Letter,” Is Opinion 
Of the Aldermen.

Ward Foreman Nelligan’s Solicitor Demanded 
That Charges Be Disposed of Definitely.

A caustic letter from Cahill & Soule, 
solicitors for th“ Canada Screw Works, 
charging the aldermen with trying to 
break faith over the agreement made 
with the company by which it exchanged 
land in rear of the City Hospital for 
the old city yards on Wellington street, 
brought forth some unpleasant remarks 
from the members of the Board of 
Works last night.

Shortly after the exchange was made 
the company pointed out that it was 
doubtful if the city had the title to a 
strip of land, one foot wide, on the north 
of the property. After this it made ap­
plication to close a portion of Cathoart 
street. Permission was granted on pay­
ment of $600. The aldermen Say it was 
distinctly understood that this-was on 
condition that the company made no fur­
ther claim for any alleged shortage. The 
company disputes this. Here is the 
legal firm’s letter:

*‘l duly receix'ed your letter of the 
10th inst.. with enclosure as stated. On 
conferring with my clients as to the en­
closed clipping from the Board of XX orks 
"of Aug. 12 last in regard to the execu­
tion of an agreement that no claim l>e 
made by’ the company for any alleged 
shortage in the quantity of the land 
comprised in the city yard, we are in­
structed to say that they are very much 
surprised at what they consider to be a 
further attempt to hold up this company 
in connection with the matter. Both 
Mr. XVliitton and Mr. Callaghan, who 
were present at the meeting in question, 
state that, they were no parties to any 
such agreement, and that the portion of 
Cathcart street to l>e elosed was to be 
conveyed to the company simply on pay­
ment ol' the price fixed by the Board of 
XVorks, pamely, $600. Our clients have 
an. agreement with the city, set forth 
iu city by-law No. 640. regarding the 
exchange of property whereby it was 
agreed that the exchange should be on 
the .basis of giving foot for foot, ami 
this agreement our clients will strictly 
adhere to, and they expect that the city 
will do likewise. They cannot under­
stand -why the aldermen will as a body 
attempt to break agreements which they 
would he ashamed to do in their indi­
vidual capacity.

“XX’e return herewith draft deed ap­
proved, and are prepared to pay over 
the purchase money and to close the 
matter immediately on execution of the

City Solicitor XX'addell said it was spe­
cifically arranged at the time that there 
was to be no further claim made. Mayor 
Stewart and the members of the com­
mittee were solid in backing up this 
opinion. A suggestion was made to have 
a committee look into the matter, but 
the Mayor advised against reopening the

Some of the aldermen made sarcastic 
remarks about the letter. Aid. Baird 
said: ‘The. idea of sending such a das­
tardly letter to this honorable hoard and 
talking about gentlemen in that way! 
Don’t vou forget that they stole part of 
Cathcart street before they purchased it, 
because it was a steal.”

Chairman Sweeney talked, too, about 
"people trying to hold the city up and 
ttien get out of it in this way.”

to run, and the Cataract Co. would not 
install the Nernst lamps for the same 
reason, unless the city guaranteed it 
would receive, in gross receipts, before 
the contract expired, the price of put­
ting up the lights. A sub committee was 
appointed to make the best possible ar­
rangement.

Would Preserve Mountain.
The suggestion of Thomas Myles for

OVER SIX HUNDRED
TERRIBLE DEVASTATION WROUGHT

IN CALABRIA BY EARTHQUAKE.

Each Ruined House a Tomb—Inhabitants 
Who Remained Are Semi-Nude— 
Troops Working Bravely at Rescue,

Rome, Oct. 25.—A correspondent suc­
ceeded in reaching Ferranazzo on horse 
back yesterday. He found the town a 
mass of ruins, there being scarcely 
single house standing. The roads, or 
rather mule tracks, leading to the place 
have been blotted out by landslides, or 
carried away by floods.

Each ruined house has been ■ con 
verted into a tomb, occupied by the 
dead and the living.

A majority of the survivors have fled, 
Those remaining are hoping that they 
will be able to rescue buried relatives.

The inhabitants are seminude, most 
of them wearing the night clothes they 
had on when the earthquake came. They 
are drenched through and through, hav­
ing no shelter from the steadily falling 
ram. Mute desperation and terror are 
depicted on their faces, and many of 
them weep silently.

Th latest reports from the affected 
districts place tne number of dead at 
over tHK) and the injured at 1,000. The 
troops are doing their utmost to dimin­
ish the suffering of the people. They 
work steadily unmindful of fatigue, 
burying the dead, rescuing the living, 
distributing food and clothing and pro­
viding shelter.

The torrential raih which fell during 
the shocks added to the discomfort 01 
the people, who, after the first quakes, 
rushed from their houses, and even yet 
refuse to go under cover for fear of 
other shocks. More would doubtless 
have been killed had it not been for the 
fact that the majority of the inhabitants 
rushed to the open after the first shock 
and escaped to the hill and plains.

The most damage was done in the 
southern end of the Calabrian peninsula, 
where two villages were almost com­
pletely destroyed and m&nv dwellings 
damaged in others. Rocella. Ionica, Reg­
gio, Cosenza. Briatico, Cittanova, Palmi, 
Gerace Marina and other villages are 
among those damaged by the shock.

Among the terrifying scenes during 
the quakes was the panic of the prisoners 
in the jail at Catanzaro. They mutinied 
at the first shock and screamed and 
pounded on the doors, and were quieted 
with great difficulty.

Shocks were still continuing last even­
ing, and the the earthquake was said al­
most to equal the quake of 1905 in ex­
tent and devastation.

WAS A FRAUD.
MAGISTRATE DENISON’S OPINION 

TORONTO SPIRITUALIST CASE.

Rev. Clarence Howland and His Wife 
Were Committed for Trial—Mrs. 
Lowe Was Shown Spirit of Her 
Mother-in-law.

Toronto, Oct. 2th—“This is a most 
ridiculous fraud, and if these seances 
continue the Chief Inspecter had better 
lay another case, and 1 will send these 
people down without bail,” said Magis- 
irate Denison in the Police Court yester­
day, when investigating the charges 
brought against Revs. Clarence and 
Elizaueth Howland and Satnuel and Mrs. 
Rynex, who were arrested after a spirit­
ualistic seance held in the home 01 the 
Rynexs at 572 Bathurst street last week. 
This statement was made as a result of 
Chief lnsjiector Archibald having drawn 
the attention of the court to the fact 
that the prisoners were still conducting 
seances while the case wae before the

the Magistrate decided to send the 
case to a higher court.

Mrs. Lowe in the witness box claim­
ed that she had been defrauded. She 
was shown the spirit of her mother-in- 
law, and at first believed it was she, 
but she was afterwards shown another 
spirit, which looked very much the 
same. So she came to the conclusion 
that the spirits were all the same per- 
son. It wae claimed by the defence 
that nothing had been promised definite­
ly to any one by the Spiritualists. Mr. 
Howland had said when taking the 
money that “anything might happen 
from impersonation to materialization.’*

Mrs. lxwe admitted having gone on 
that night as a confederate of the police.

Mr. ix>we, who also claimed that he 
had been grossly deceived, offered Mrs. 
Howland $500 if she would produce his 
mother’s spirit under his own condi­
tions. Mrs. Howland said she could imt 
guarantiee to do that.

Magistrate Denison in committing 
them for trial said it was clearly a 
ridiculous fraud, and could only deceive 
the most ignorant people, on‘which J. 
M. Godfrey, acting for them, said they 
were quite willing to give a seance in 
the court room. His XVorehip did not 
grant them permission, however.

COW AND CALF KILLED.

East Zorra Township Farmer Collects
Heavy Damages From Railway.

Woodstock. Oct. 2—The C. P. R. 
Co. has agreed to pay Herman Bol- 
lert, of East Zorra township $1,500 
for the loss sustained by the killing 
of a pure-bred Holstein cows and 
yearling calf in August. The claim 
was that owing to a defective gate 
in the railway fence the cow and calf 
wandered on the tracks during the 
night and were killed by a train. The 
cow was a very valuable animal, and 
held the world’s record, thirteen and 
one-quarter pounds of butter having 
beer made from her milk in seven 
days. ______ ^

Writ for $15,000.
Ottawa. Oct. 25.—A writ for $15.000 

was filed to-day on behalf of Mrs. 
Catharine Ogara. widow of the late 
Philip Ogara. against the Ottawa 
Electric Company and Mr. John La- 
batt. Mr. Ogara was killed on July 
26 by an electric shock whila work­
ing on a bottling machine in Labatt’s 
brewery. The coroner’s jury accredit­
ed his death to the transformer be­
ing out of order.

DUNDAS NEEDS 
HIGH SCHOOL.

NEW ONE NEEDED TO SAVE GOV­
ERNMENT GRANT.

Commencement Entertainment Held 
Last Evening—Presentation of Cer­
tificates and Championship Medals— 
—Funeral of the Late John Harries 
—Death of John Enright.

Dundas, Oct. 26.—That great annual 
event, so full of interest to the pupils, 
parents and others interested in the 
Public and High Schools of the Valley 
Town—the High School commencement 
entertainment—came off for the present 
year, in the Town Hall last eveijing. As 
is always the case, the hall was crowded 
to its fullest capacity. Mayor Moss 
presided. The Sherlock Male Quartette, 
of Toronto, furnished the vocal part of 
the programme, furnishing eight selec­
tions, besides answering to encores from 
each appearance. The singing by this 
quartette is always highly appreciated 
by Dundas audiences. Mr. Dixon also 
contributed a solo, which was .well ap­
preciated. A pleasing feature of this an­
nual event is the presentation of the en­
trance and High School graduation cer­
tificates. In presenting the entrance cer­
tificates for this year, Princapal Moore 
said that during the thirteen years he 
had been principal the Public School had 
sent up 395 pupils for the entrance., of 
whom 361, 91 per cent., had passed. This 
record stood unequalled by any other 
school in the Province, a record he had 
been able do achieve only by the aid of 
probably the best staff of assistants in 
the Proxince.

In presnting the High School gradua­
tion certificates. Principal Saunders said 
that in face of some unusual difficulties 
the past year’s record had been equalled 
in only two former years of its exist­
ence. The attendance was at the pre­
sent time the largest in the history of 
the school, and never, he believed, was 
better work being done, notwithstanding 
many recent changes in the staff, which 
was in one respect the reverse of ormer 
years, as it is now made up of two fe­
males and one male teacher, instead, of 
two males and one female teacher during 
the past. He also spoke very highly of 
the acquirements during the past two 
years of the Cadet Corps.

Colonel Ptolemy, ih a few compliment­
ary and pleasing remarks, presented the 
Cadet cup. shield and badges, won during 
the past two seasons, to the Cadet 
Corps, and Chairman of the Board. J. J. 
Steele presented to Eddie - McCirdel the 
championship medal, won fry.him at the 
last school sports day, and in doing so 
complimented the town on the highly ef­
ficient and prosperous condition of the 
schools.

Mayor Moss explained the High 
School situation. Briefly,..it was this: 
The High. School was ,ov,er.ei:owcle>l 
and so was seven out "ot - the ten 
rooms of the Public School. The de­
partment had been urging the neces­
sity of providing" this additional room 
for some years, and threatening that 
if not provided the High School grant 
would be withheld as it had been in 
other places, and the only way to 
meet the difficulty was to give up 
the present buildings to Public School 
purposes and put up an up-to-date 
building for the, High School. Just 
as sure as anything, if this were not 
done the time was near when the de­
lta rtment would allow only the num­
ber of pupils permitted by the regu­
lations to attend the seven overcrowd­
ed room in the Public School, and Qie 
grant withdrawn from the High School 
would leave this beautiful Valley 
Town without a' High School.

TWO SORTS OF CONSUMPTION.

Only One Kind Curable, British Royal 
Commission Reports.

London, Oct. 24.—The second and in­
terim report of the Royal Commission 
on Tuberculosis suggests that there 
are two forms of the disease, one of 
which is rapidly fatal, and the other 
tending to undergo spontaneous curt;

The report contains an account of 
elaborate inoculation experiments car- 
red out by Dr. Cçbbett on a variety 
of animals with human tubercle bacilli. 
The results were remarkable and con­
stant. One group of bacilli caused a 
rapidly fatal general tuberculosis. The 
other, when given in far larger doses, 
had only a slight local effect, leading 
to cure itself.

The report does not assume that any 
new discovery has been made, but the 
results tabulated suggest that further 
experiments--may establish that there 
are two types of the disease, the hope­
less and the hopeful.

WOMAN SHOT.
SERIOUS FAMILY QUARREL IN A 

TORONTO HOUSE.

Mrs. Ida Swift Wounded in the Temple 
and Jacob Cohen’s Leg Frac­
tured—Their Alleged Assailant,
Jacob Soble, is Under Arrest.

Toronto, Oct. 26.—A family quarrel at 
42 Phoebe street last night culminated in 
the shooting of Mrs. Ida Swift and an 
attack on Jacob Cohen, whose leg was 
broken. The woman is at her home, the 
bullet wound not being very serious, and 
the man is in the Western Hospital. Mrs. 
Swift’s son-in-law, Jacob Soble, 37 years 
old, a tailor, who fired the shot and used 
an axe upon Cohen, is under arrest, 
charged with shooting with intent to kill.

, Trouble has been brewing since the be­
ginning of September, when it developed 
that Soble when lie married Mrs. Swift’s 
daughter, Fanny, was already a mar­
ried man. The man admitted that pos- 
sifrly he was a bigamist, but smoothed 
matters over somewhat for the time 
being by giving Mrs. Swift a note for 
$100, payable one month after date. The 
note was not met at maturity, and Mrs. 
Swift ordered the man out of the house, 
but he would not leave.

Two weeks ago Mrs. Swift told the 
police she found Soble in her room, and 
again last Friday she claims she awoke 
in time to see him searching about for 
something. Running out, shp got a 
match, and, lighting the lamp, found 
Soldo secreted in a closet. Again Mrs. 
Swift told him he would have to leave 
the place.

There were in the kitchen of the house 
at the supper hour last evening a 
Polish servant, another roomer, Mrs. 
Swift, and her son-in-law. Mrs. Swift 
was standing near the sink, when she 
asked the man when he would be likely 
to vacate her house. There was an argu­
ment ns to who paid the rent, where- : 
upon Soble, it is alleged, pulled a 32- 
ealibre revolver from his hip pocket and 
fired direct at Mrs. Swift, the bullet j 
taking effect in her right temple. As she ! 
fell over on the table the man dropped I 
the revolver on the floor.

A jug was thrown at Soble by a 1 
boarder, and Cohen, who had only re­
turned from San Francisco, rushed from 
the dining room to the assistance of, 
Mrs. Swift. Her son-in-law. however, ; 
did not reach for the revolxrer • again, 
but instead picked up an axe which was 
in the room, and struck at Cohen, who 
fell helpless to the floor.

After he was down lie was brutally 
kicked, and his friends say that it was 
then liis leg was fractured.

CHILDREN S MONEY.
JUVENILE SHAREHOLDERS IN YORK 

LOAN ENTER CLAIMS.

Almost Nine Thousand Claims in This
Class, Amounting to $56,092.66— 
Question, as to the Right to With­
draw Stock Being Considered.

Toronto, Oct. 26.—Almost nine thous­
and children are concerned in the session 
of the York County Loan & Savings 
Company proceedings in investigating 
wliat share these holders of “juvenile 
shares” are to have in the assets ot 
the defunct corporation. The question 
of their claims came up yesterday^ af­
ternoon before Referee Mr. George Kap- 
pcle. It was presented by Mr. XV. H. 
Hunter.

The "juvenile” shareholders are de­
signated as class nine claimants and are 
sub-divided into three classes.

First, including those who liad given 
thirty days’ notice of demand of pay­
ment, and whose notices had expired 
prior to the winding-up order. Of these 
there are 316, and their claim amounts 
to $1,650.19.

The second class consists of those who 
bad demanded payment of their shares, 
but whose notice of such demand had 
not expired at the date of the winding- 
up order. For these it is argued that 
the shares were withdrawable at any 
timv, that notices of withdrawal were 
not; necesearv, or had been waived, and 
that the holders of these shares should 
be oounted as creditors to the extent of 
95 per cent, of their payments. Of 
thef-e there are 175, and the claim 
amounts, less the 5 per cent., to 
$1,772.29.

Seven thousand nine hundred and 
eighty-seven children, with claims 
amounting to $52.661.18. form class three 
of the juvenile shares. These are share­
holders who did not demand payment 
befqrt- the winding-up order. It is asked 
that these claims be entered on the 
claim shoots,.for the full amount paid in.

Mr. Hunter, for these claimants, ex­
amined Mr. Stuart Lynn, ex-aecretarv- 
trensurer of the company, as to the 
method of dealing with these cases. The 
liquidators claimed that the right of 
withdrawal ceased with the making of 
the winding-up order and that all of the 
terminating or withdrawable shares 
which had not l>een withdrawn and can­
celled prior to that date are entitled to 
rank upon the estate of the company 
only as shareholders, with no claim to 
preference or priority.

The examination dealt largely with 
this point. Mr. Lynn said that the 
usaget. of tho company in dealing with 
thes - stockholders were different from 
those with regular holders, as the ‘'ju­
veniles” were permitted to withdraw ac­
counts even with leas notice than thirty 
days. The hearing of the class continues 
on Friday. November 1st.

I RICHARDSON’S SENTENCE.

Seven Years for Owen Sound Man for 
Bigamy.

Qwen Sound, Oct. 25.—Thomas A. 
Richardson, convicted bigamist and 
thièf, was sentenced this morning to 
seven years in Kingston Penitentiary. 
Married September 2nd, he was ar­
rested for bigamy on October 19th’, 
and committed for trial. Arraignei 
this mornjng before Iris Honor Judge 
Widdifield on the bigamy charge and 
one of theft of a fur-Hned overcoat 
from Mr. J. 8. Findlay, a former em­
ployer, Richardson pleaded guilty to 
both charges and was sentenced to 
seven years in penitentiary for the 
bigamy charge and three years for 
the theft. The sentences will run 
concurrently.

It is found in all 
parts of the United States and in Can­
ada, England, Switzerland, Australia, 
China and Japan. There are 900 chap­
ters, organized in 24 denominations, 011-

with the Canadian Council, it is a fact, 
nevertheless, that every Chapter holds a 
meeting every Sunday morning at 10 
o’clock, of a purely religious character.

By the observance of the two rules, 
men grow strong spiritually. They de­
velop within them deeper desires for the 
salvation of their fellow-men.

Then dies for gold coins of the denoni 
illation .of $5 were engraved by Robert 
Compbell and still others were designed 
by James M. Barlow, a jeweller and den­
tist. There is some uncertainty as to the 
Campbell designs, as the only records ob­
tainable say that the fir, dite made 
were broken white coins \»ere being 
struck. Whether any pieces were struck 
is not definitely known.

The Barlow designs were similar in 
many respects, all the denominations of 
1849* and 1850 showing the same gen­
eral design with trifling variation?. The 
twenty dollar gold piece showed on the 
obverse an eye, above which was the 
mitre of Mormon Bishop, .surrounded by 
the inscription “Holiness to the Lord.” 
On the reverse the principal device was 
two clasped hands, the date ami the in­
itials “G. S. !.. t". P. G.." or Great Lake 
City Pure Gold, xvhile at the bottom were 
the words "Twenty Dollars."

It has always been the boast of the 
Mormons that they «ere the first, to 
issue a gold piece of the denomination 
»f $20, which as a matter of fact is 
the truth. In 1849 .fames B. ’xm/acre 
designed the preetnt United States rou­
ble eogle. hut only one specimen < f jt 
xv,in struck in gold from the «lies m ti-at 
year. Tiii? solitary specimen is now tc- 
garded ns the rarest ,*oin in the Ameri­
can series. The regular coinage ut t! tie 
pieces did not begin till |gôv.

A number of the Mormon tw.uw dol­
lar gold pieces were struck in ;+ttt „„d

of “Pure Gold,” this statement is opeu 
to question.These early coins were first struîk 
from gold brought from California by 
the Mormon battalion that served in 
the Mexican war. duet and nugget? be- 
iug melted and reiined in the cellar of 
an old, building on South Temple str?«t, 
Salt Lake City. On the first floor of 

Drignniu j the same buiiding was the primitive 
xvas first coinage machine, which, like the dies, was 

* of Mormon manufacture. It is a well- 
known fact that the California gold 
contains a high percentage of silver. It 
is said that all the Utah coins up to 
1860 varied greatly in fineness, contain­
ing silver to the extent of the average 
of California gold. Their average of 
fineness waa about .886.

The intrinsic value of the twenty dol­
lar piece ranged from $16 to $18 and the 
fineness from .899 to .900. The value of 
an uncirculated specimen to a collector 
is now placed at $150. but it would prob-

The tc/i dollar gold piece of the same 

serie«, dated 1849. of simila'r design. Is 
the rarest of all the Mormon denomina­
tions, and so far as known there are not 
more than two in existence. Up to about 
1880 the-v was not a single specimen 
in the possession of any of the big coin 
collectors! Some time after that year a. 
specimen was offered at an auction sate 
and, no one apparently being aware of 
its rarity, it was sold for $22.

Should such a coin be sold now its 
price would probably equal the highest 
premium ever paid foç a territorial gold 
coin. This was $1.310. paid for a speci­
men of the J. S. Orfnsby ten dollar gold 
piece struck at about the same time in 
Sacramento. Cal. The only specimen rf 
the Mormon gold piece now located is 

| in the possession of a coin collector nam­
ed Callahan, at present living in Salt 
Lake City, who has a complete series of 
the Mormon gold isFues.The live dollar piece of 1849 is the 
same in design as the two preceding 
pieces, but shows “Five Do." on the low­
er part of the reverse. The intrinsic 
value of this coin varied between $4.2” 
and $4.50. It is not nearly so rare as 
some of the others of the sgme series.

The $2.50 piece bore the same design 
the others, but had “Two and Half 

Do." on the reverse. This coin, like the 
rest of the 1849 series, had a plain edge.

In 1850 there was Struck another vari­
ety of the fix-e dollar gold piece. This | showed «a different form of the eye' and | 
mitre, and around this central design 
was a circle of nine stars. In fine condi­
tion this coin is now held at about $20.

In 1858 President Brigham Young de­
sired a change iu the design of the five 
dollar gold piece and new dies were pre­
pared. On the obverse of this coin xvas a 
representation of a lion reclining on the 
ground. Around the edge was ân inscrip­
tion in so-called Mormon " characters 
meaning “Holiness to the Lord.” eBlow 
is the date when the coin was first 
struck, “I860."

On the reverse xvas an eagle, or phoe 
nix, with a beehive in front, while 
around the edge was inscribed "Deseret 
Assay Office Pure Gold 5 D.” The edge 
of th* coin was deeded, and a fine speci­
men is noxv xvorth about $40.

Before this, new design was issued * 
pattern piece xvas struck in gold from 
the die* and presented to Brigham 
Young. This coin showed the regular ob­
verse, with the usual inscription and 
date, but the reverse was plain with the 
exception.of the central device of eagle 
and beehive.. Mr. Young wor this com 
as a charm on h> watch chain, and up'CS 
his death the watch, chain and coin were 
sold by his executors for $300.

The dies for the later issue of coins 
are said to be still in the possession of 
the Mormon authorities at Salt Lake 
City. The entire Mormon coinage was 
finally suppressed by the same national 
law that put an end to the issu» of gold 
coins by private persons in California.

I Hear 
an Angel Sing," respective­
ly. John de Angells, father 
of Jefferson, went on the 
stage In that city. W. Ber­
nard started hie career there, 
and became a member of 
the old San Francisco Min­
strels. which netted him 
$600.000. Others on the bill 
with Lotta were "Ben” Cot­
ton. George H. Coes and 
"Joe" Murphy, who la now 
worth half a million, and 
was made famous by Fred 
Marsden'B “The Gerry Cow.”

Everybody who was any­
body "got there,” but Lotta 
was- the most popular of the 
lot.. Ten years after her 
debut she bade good-bye to 
her miners, arid went to 
New York. There she made 
her debut at Nlblo’s Garden, 
and after scoring a rousing 
success started on a West­
ern tour.

For thirty years she play­
ed in the United States 
and England. She took the 
part of Topey in “Uncle 

Tom's Cabin,” the Marchioness in “Little Nell,” and 
played In "The Little Detective,”"Firefly,” "Musette,” 
“Nitouche" and "Fauchon the Cricket."

Lotta was" fortunate in choosing her parts, select­
ing those of diminutive characters. Sbe was so pe­
tite and winsome herself that she inevitably made a 
hit. It was John Brougham who called her the "dra­
matic cocktail."

She was wise In Investing her money as she made 
jt, usually In real estate. She retired fifteen years ago, 
the wealthiest actress In America.

Lotta owns a home in New York, but spends most 
of her time at the home of her brother. Jack. Here 
she divides her time between raising flowers and her 
horses. Wherever she goes Lotta Is followed by her dog. 
In her stable she has a pet monkey.

Lotta has only recently begun her racing career. 
But the fever lias got Into her blood. So.'dbn't bo sur­
prised if she develops into the foremost track enthusi­
ast of the country. . For she says:

"I am passionately fond of trotters. • and always 
have been. If seems so wonderful, to me how they 
can do It—how they can lift their feet so swiftly, and 
let them fall so swiftly, and endure it all. mile after 
mile. 1 don't believe the public half realizes quite how 
wonderful It is.

"Which do I .prefer, form or speed? Well, form 
makes smooth speed, of course, although there Is really 
no rule about it. Sonoma Girl’s driver say3 that when 
he is driving her .he really doesn’t realize Just how 
fart she is going, because her gait is so smooth and so 
poetically graceful.

"Oh, I certainly prefer form to sheer brute strength 
in a horse even at the sacrifice of a little speed and 
endurance.

"What do I l.ke best about horses? Why, game- 
ness is the chief quality that I admire in them. But, 
of course, speed counts. There must be some of both 
in a horse, but I really prefer courage and pluck in 
a horse of moderate speed rather than faint-hearted- 
ivess In a faster animal.

"Out on the ■ ranches,” Lotta declares, “a girl will 
go to the corral, single out a bronco and ride bare- 
back like the wind with that easy graceful swing 
over the mountain roads that none could imitate In a 
tight-fitting riding habit.

"Nature Is my one great passion; I always prefer 
what is most natural In animals or people. Not but 
that I love to see the Eastern girls riding so easily
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horses. Each knows its name, and when she calls them 
they gladly gallop to their kindly mistress!

A tiny girl when her father died, scarcely able to 
lisp, depending largely .for her care and food upon the 
honest but coarse-grained miners of the Pacific slope, 
Lotta’s career has been one of the most picturesque, 
romantic and successful of any woman who has played 
on the American stage.

Her success is testified by her wealth. She is con­
sidered to be wortli more than $1,000.000, and owns valu­
able property In New York.

For sheer pluck and bravery, however, a southern 
woman la well In tho lead. Some women have done 
heroic deeds from motives of self-preservation, but the 
most notable of Miss Etta E. Bolton's achievements— 
one of the most notable. Indeed, tn tho entire history 
of the R F D. service—was done to save, not her own 
sweet life, but the United States mall.

At the time of this Incident she was the only woman 
mail carrier in Alabama. She operated a zoute from 
Mobile.

A heavy rainstorm hud occurred during the night;

CLEANING FURS.

An Effective Method Used 
Russians.

Juet at this time many owners of furs 
are receiving them from the summer 
storage and finding them dead locking 
and lustreless, a condition in which exeu 
handsome furs are not attractive.

This is usually due to the fact, says 
‘the Technical World Magazine, that 
'the fur is simply soiled, and it may be 
cleaned and brightened to a remarkable 
extent by a simple method, without the 
slightest danger of injury to the arti­
cle. This is the method employed by 
the Russians, who are certainly the 
most extensive users of and probably 
the best informed on the subject of furs 
of any nation.

Rye bran should be heated in an iron 
or earthenware vessel, being stirred all 
the while, until it has become as hot 

.as is bearable to the hand. The bran 
should then be poured upon the fur in 
liberal quantities and thoroughly rubbed 
in. The fur should then be brushed

with a clean brush or shaken and pound­
ed until all the particles of bran have 
been remox'ed. *

The result of this treatment will be 
that all dark furs have regained their 
freshness and lustre, and that white 
furs appear like new.

MAKING BREAD.
Some cooks prefer to set a sponge 

when making bread, allowing it to rise 
in the shape of a well-beaten batter be­
fore adding flour enough to do the 
kneading. "Sponging”' makes a fine­
grained bread, but it lengthens the time 
required for making as two risings arc 
needed after the sponge is light.

Bread may be made from xvater alone 
instead of "half ami half,” as milk and 
water bread is called. Water bread is 
tougher and sweeter and keeps better 
than that made from all milk.

A good test of whether bread has been 
kneaded enough is to leave it on the 
board dr molding cloth for a few minutes 
When you take it up again, if it does j 
not stick it is ready to put in the bread- j 
pan. Ae iVMtij !

If you want to Make bread in a hurry 
simply double the amount of yeast — 
that is, if you are lining compressed 
yeast. Jt gives no yeasty flavor, 
although brewers’ and homemade yeast 
does leave a slight taste when more 
than the prescribed quantity is used.

Should the oxen be too hot, set a pan 
of cold water in it for a few minutes.

Milk, bread broxxnis more quickly than 
water bread, so du not imagine because 
your loaf is a nice chestnut brown that 
it, is baked, (live it time enough, which 
is from fitly to sixty minutes for brick 
loaves four inches thick.

If you are detained from getting bread 
into the pans, when it has risen suffici­
ently. take a knife and cut down the 
dough till xcu arc ready to attend to 
it. this allows the gas to escape and 
there is no danger of souring if you can­
not return to it for half an iiour.

The collars are 
often shown with the fur carried 
down to the waist-line in the back, 
where it ends with a Center head, 
and two sides that hang some nine 
inches below the waist.

business, the cases of .imprisonment do 
not exceed fifty a .year, while in some 
less populous districts with less court 
business the number reaches 500 a year. 
But it would seem that on the whole the 
indulgence shown -to delinquent debtors 
is steadily decreasing, for the cases of 
imprisonment in the country have decen­
nially increased as follows under the ex­
isting law: In 187l>. 4.228; 1886, 5,486; 
1806. 8.100: 1906, 11.986.

“Technically the imprisonment is for 
contempt of court. The Judge orders the 
debtor to pay before a given day. failing 
which he may be jailed for contempt, 
not exceeding forty days, however, in 
any case, and he is released at once if he 
pays in the meantime.”—From Daily 
Consular and Trade Reports.

tingham that imprisonment for debt was 
nominally abolished in England many 
years ago. but the actual number of 

i cases of imprisonment has since annually 
i increased faster than the population. He 
j continues: "Much more judicial option 
j is possible than formerly was the case,
! and is exercised under the existing law.
I A debtor against whom judgment is ren- 
1 dered may be summarily required to pax- 
before a gixen date on penalty of impri­
sonment. This power of committal re­
sides in the judge of the court. Some 
judges exercise it much more freely than 
others. In Nottingham county impri­
sonment for debt is rare. In other popu-
