The decis.on v 
the gox cm ment is due to the uppu 
sitlon of labor and advanced rad.va 
members of parliament to the Ameri­
can trusts.

It was explained by officials of tLt 
war office that the government’s ac­
tion was iu accordance with Its re­
gular policy. In case any company 
with which the government dealt be­
came In serious HUgatioo, the govern­
ment Immediately refrained ffom 
giving '.i contracts. Britti* firms re­
ceived the same treatment under the
