Lumbermen Are 
Asking For Stump- 

age Reduction
St. John, N. B., Aug. 10—Several 

matters of importance came before 
the Provincial Government which 
met in session here this afternoon 
and evening. Premier Foster presid­
ed and all members were present. The 
most important quustion to come up 
was that of stum page rates in this 
province, a delegation of prominent 
lumbermen waited on the Government 
in the afternoon when this and other 
matters pertaining to the crown lands 
were considered. In the evening 
a delegation was heard protesting 
against the height of the bridge the 
C. P. R. is constructing across »h=» St 
John River at the Falls. It is the 
intention of the members of the Gov­
ernment to visit the power develop­
ment taking place at Musquash to­
morrow.

In the afternoon a delegation con­
sisting of Hon. J. P. Burchill, Angus 
McLean. F. M. Anderson, Donald 
Fraser. W. B. Snowball, F. W. Beat­
ty, James Robinson, John E. Sayre 
and R. W. McLellan waited on the 
Government. A memorial was pre 
sented dealing with different ques 
tions in regard to the administration 
of the crown lands and requesting 
that certain changes be made in re­
gard to colonization. It was also re­
quested that the method of scaling 
be changed and that of Quebec be 
adopted. The delegation asked that 
the stumpage rate on spruce be re­
duced to $2.50 a thousand, this rate 
to be retroactive for last year’s cut, 
It was contended that this action was 
necessary on account of the bad con­
dition of the lumber market the de­
preciation in the value of last y?ar‘s 
cut and the large quantity of lumber- 
now on hand that there is ro market 
for. The Government promised con­
sideration of the requests made.

The announcement is made that 
the School Book Department of the 
Province of New Brunswick has ad 
vanced the prices of school books 
one hundred per cent on an average 
of books of all classes. The decision 
to make the advance was reached by 
the Provincial Government Thursday 
morning and a formal announcement 
was made by C. L. Sypher. School 
Book Superintendent.

Forced by High Costs 
This action has been forced by the 

extremely high costs of textbooks of 
School Book 

Department showed a deficit of 
$8.000 and in 1920 one of $14,000. The 
Government considered those amounts 
as contributions toward free school 
books. This year a decreasing reven­
ue with an enormous advance in the 
cost of books the prices have beer 
advanced so as to meet the bare cos* 
of laying the books down in Frederic 
ton. The Government still will pay 
the cost of repacking freight cartage 
and administration. The Department 
wilj continue to show a deficit.

Peak cf Publisher's Costs 
Books are ordered a year in ad­

vance. Up to date New Brunswick 
has been the only province of Can­
ada still selling school books at pre­
war prices. During the present year 
the peak publisher’s prices has been 
reached and an increase to the con­
sumer will be paying the bare cost of 
manufacturing.

Orders Coming in
With the opening of the school 

year about three weeks away orders 
for textbooks already are being re­
ceived. The new prices will be in 
effect for all even those already re 
ceived. Scribblers are not handled by 
the Department now. a change hav­
ing been made last year.

REDUCTION IN
COAL PRICES

Sydney Post: An announcement 
made Saturday at the office of the 
Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Company 
is to the effect that a reduction has 
just been made in the price of coal 
for commercial use. The reduction is 
25 cents a ton in the price of run of 
mine coal and 75 cents per ton for 
screen coal. A change in the selling 
price of coal for domestic use has al­
so been made. Formerly coal has been 
sold to the householder at a price of 
$6.72 a short ton of 2000 pounds 
The price from now on will be $7.00 
a long ton of 2240 pounds, --which 
means a reduction of about fifty 
cents.

It is understood that the same re­
ductions in the price of coal for ship­
ment outside has been made on this 
side of the water by the Dominion 
Coal Company. The price of coal for 
domestic use is already on a level 
with the latest price across the water,
