THE DAIRY INTERESTS.

Prof. Robertson Visits Middle Southamp-
ton and What He Said.

A valuable subscriber to Tur HerALD
who takes a lively interest in all that per-
tains to elevate the farm and farmer, has
kindly sent us the following address,
which we publish with thanks:

Having received timely notice from
Julius L. Inches, secretary for agriculture,
and Prof. John W. Robertson, dairy com-
missioner for the province, that Mr. Rob-
ertson would address the farmers here in
the interests of dairying, on the 2lst of
Nov., notices were posted and at the ap-
pointed time the school house was well
filled with representative men and women
of the community. W. S.. Tompkins
was appointed chairman of the meeting,
with F. C. Brown, secy.

The chairman introduced the sabject of
the evening in a few well chosen and
pithy remarks and then called upon Mr.
Robertson, who among a host of other
good things said : There are twenty-one
factories in the province, and visiting these
and holding such meetings as this filled
up his time. He congratulated the gov-
ernment and the farmers of the province
on the advancement of the dairying inter-
est in New Brunswick. Our Carleton Co.
cheese took the silver medal at Liverpool,
Eng., ic open competition with that of
other countries. This year New Brunswick
got eight medals at the World’s fair, Chi-
cago. He was satisfied New Brunswick
could produce cheese equal to any country
in the world. He then told us how these
meetings originated, said our representat-
ives from. New Brunswick travelling
through Ontario, found that the Ontario
farmers were very much more prosperous
than New Brunswick farmers. They be-
gan to make inquiries and learned that
the Ontario farmers had gone into dairy-
ing. They (the representatives) were anxi-
ous that the condition of the New Bruns- 1
wick farmer should if possible be improy-
ed, and asked the daxry commissioner &t
Ottawa what course they had better take.
He advised that a man shousld be sent to
see if the conditions in New Brunswick
were favorable for dairving. A man was
sent, his report was favorable, provided the
farmers were properly informed in that
line. New Brunswick was even better in’
some respects than Ontario. We have for ]
instance a better climate, our cool nights
and cool clear air, our abundant springs of
clear pure water, were all better for the
purpose than they had 1a Ontarip. We
have good pastures, but this must be sup-
plemented by some green food gdwn for
the purpose. Having then, the climate,
soil, and water, all we needed was the
cattle and the knowledge of feeding them
and caring for them, and that was what
these meetings were held for. The next
step was the New Brunswick goyernment
communicated with the dominion govern-
ment, and as a result he was employed by
the New Brunswick government this and
last summer to inform the people how to
start factories and to hold these meetings
and-talk up the dairy business. He was
rather pleased than otherwise that the
people were taking up thé matter slowly,
as then they had a chance to inform
themselves, etc. Referred fo th~ ten P. E.
I. factories and their product, 6000 boxes
sold for $50,000, and formerly the people
there had but poor satisfuction from mar-
keting their butter. Said people argued

that if so many factories were built the'

market would be glautted. To them he

bad to reply that the New Brunswidk |’
“pounds of salt, three ounces of saltpetre,

cheese were all sold now and-we could sell
ten times more. New Brumswick has to
import cheese. Ten thousand dollars
annually are paid out by New Brunswick
for dairy products that might be produced
here. New Brunswick paid out $50,000
for provisions imported that might be
grown home. No better country in the
world to grow pork. If we can’t-grow
corn in sbme localities, we can grow oats
and potatoes which have proved as good
for-pork. Said our system of farming was
all wrong. Land has been ploughed too
much, mowed too much, and thus been
robbed of its fertility, much of which has
been sold off the farm without any proper
return of plant food. Plants require food,
if not they become weak and poor, and
the relationship between the farm™and
farmer being so intimate, the farmer be-
comes poor as the product of the farm de-
cline. If this is the result, the system is
wrong. We do not urge the people to go
into dairying to the exclusion of every-
thing else. We urge the farmer to pro-
duce that which will bring the best results.
Ontario farmers followed our system
till they could produce nothing but
thistles, and found out their mistake
ten or twenty years ago. ' The remedy for
poor land was, feed it and let it rest. Take
one crop of hay and then pasture. Hay
five or six years robs the land perhaps
more than anything; since changing their
system the Ontario farms and farmers
have improved their condition until there
is now no more prosperous country in
America than Ontario. He gave some
good illustrations to show that the first
half of any work was the hardest, most dis-
agreeable and poorest paid part of the
work, while the last half was generally
easy, pleasant and best paid for, and
then applied it to the furmer who grows’
hay and oats and potatoes, etc., and gells:
them off the farm as they come from the
field. Said fariners who did thies did the
hard, disagreeable half of the work and
let some one else have the better half to
do, and not only this, but they robbed
themselves and their farms by so doing.
The man who converts these products in-
to food upon the farm, will not only get
the higher and better price, but will also
have the lighter and more agreeable part
of the work. The latter way is how they
do in Ontario. They have stopped grow-
ing turnips and grow mangles and carrots
instead. Instead of hay for five or gix
years, they grow corn and get as much
food off half an acre as from three or four
acres of hay. The way to determine the
relative value of crops is by their food
velue, not their bushels. Said we could
make more money off five acres well crop-
ped than 150 acres poorly cared for.

One objection farmers have to keeping
cows is that they eat their heads off in
winter. Two tons of hay will wintera
cow, at $9 per ton, this will be $18 ; this
is too much. Ontario farmers don’t feed
hay, they feed three quarters ensilage,
some oat straw and some chopped oats,
and the cows like the oats first rate.
Keep noanimal on the farm that will not
help keep the owner; weed out the poor
animals; cows go dry about this time of
year and remain dry till spring and no
wonder if we leave them out in the fields
with nothing but frozen stubble to eat and
the lea side of a rail fence for shelter.
Advised us in the spring to sow half an
acre or two acres or whatever would at
first suit our circumstances, of peas and
oats where they would be convenient to
get at, and in the hot dry part of the sum-
mer; when the pasture feed got short, cut

"

this and give the cows some of it twice a
day. Here he gave some good illustrations
showing difference between well fed and
poorly fed cows. He would not in the
present state of market advise growing
beef. it costs five and five and a quarter
cents per pound to produce, and the profit
must come from what is realized above
that. Nextcame milk. Cow’s milk is the
best food we have, it can be converted into

‘| butter and cheese and the cow can thus

be made to pay her way every day in the
year. A good cow ought to be worth $50
or $60 a year and the cost of keeping not
more than $20 or $25 if fed on the ensilage,
straw and mashed oats, cows should give
milk ten months in the year and thus pay
their way in winter. There are plenty of
cowslin eyery community that will do this.
Tests were made at the experimental farm
and hay and oats were found to be per-
haps the best food but were too expensive,
and good results could be obtained from
tood costing only one third as much.
After the cow comes the pig, which pays
well for its feed. Sheep from present
prices of wool, lambs and mutton would
not now pay ; 'like the beef business they
had declined. He was pleased as he came
along, to 3ee our new cheese factory, said
it would be the making of this community
if properly supported by the farmers, and
managed on busginess methods. Explain-
ed at some length the advantage of the
factory saving of labor, of time, of worry,
producing a uniform article commanding
& better price in the market, etc. etec.
Said that in five years the farmer who

-employed the new method and adopted

the better system would double his in-
come. Admonished us to be honest with
the cow, give her good food and attention
and with the milk, not to be afraid that
it was too thick or toorich, etc. Explained
the chemical changes that took place from
the time the milk was drawn from thé
cow till it was butter, and why the cow
should have a variety of food, and gave the
women & lot of valuable information as to
management of the milk, cream and but-
ter. Then the meeting was open for ques-
tions, and for half an hour the professor
was kept busy answering questions as
to the construction of silos, growing
and storing ensilage, feeding different
farm animals, etc. At the conclusion of
Mr. Robertson’s address, remarks were
made by the president of the cheese manu-
facturing  company, J. N. Graat, and
by: the cl4n1rman, after which a vote of
thanks to Professor Robertson and to the
chairman brought the meeting to a close.

Our 'people especially those interested
in the cheese factory, were greatly pleased
with the straightforward and convincing
manner of the Professor’s address and we
have a number of practical farmersin this
locality who are going to benefit by the
information received.

On the 22nd Nov. Mr. Robertson held
another meeting in the adjoining district
of Campbell Settlement, which, though not
so largely attended on account of a heavy
storm, was an entire success.

TO CURE BACON AND HAMS.

The Country Gentleman gives several
receipts for the cure of hams and bacon,
and have proven good by those who have
long madg use of them. Asthere is more
or less variation in the proportion of the
ingredients, the tasté of the user must
decide which is best for him:

No. 1. One ounceof salt to every pound
of meat; one otince of saltpetre to twenty
g&\)mds of meat; five pounds of sugar to

pounds of meat ; water to cover.
No. 2! For 100 pounds of meat, nine

three pounds of molasses sugar, one ounce
of bicarbonate soda, six gallons of water.
Leave in pickle six weeks, and smoke to
taste, using fragrant woods.

No. 3. For 100 pounds of meat, nine
pounds of salt, four ounces of saltpetre.
three pounds brown sugar.

No. 4. Dry-curing— Mix one pint of
fine salt with one pint of coffee sugar and
rub every part of hams for three days,
As moisture oozes from meat, lay in pans,
and dip it over meat as you rub on the
galt and sugar. In three or four weeks
smoke, rub a little black pepper on sur-
face, put in cloth. bags and whitewash.

No. 5. Hampshire bacon — In a shallow,
wide tub, put brine strong enough to float
an egg. To each peck of salt add two
ounces of refined saltpetre, and one to
two pounds of brown sugar or good mol-
asses. After being six weeks in the pickle
take out meat and smoke it; or, when
dry, rub with wheat flour, wrap in news-
paper, and put in dry place.

THE ARK BEATS ALL.

Speaking of ancient ships and shipbuild-
ing, Prof. J. Harvey Biles said that,
though Great Britain and’ America had
made such ‘great strides in shipbuilding,
none of their wooden ships approached
the dimensions of -the Ark, which was
450 feet long, 75 feet broad, and 45 feet
deep. He caleulated that this was the
size of this vessel from the Bible measure-
ments, taking the cubit to be 18 inches.
This, he thought, was the correct measure-
ment. The largest wooden ship afloat
now did not nearly approach the size of
the Ark ; the vessel was the Shenandoah,
and her dimensions were 299 feet by 49
feet broad and 29 feet deep. Even the
Campania was much smaller than the
Ark, except in length, and the dimen-
gions of the Ark had only been exceeded
in the case of the Great Eastern. In 1856
a prize was offered for the best model of
a ship made by any one in the United
Kingdom, and the models were on view
at the Royal Institution. The prize was
awarded Lo a model six times the beam to
the length, and ten times the depth to the
length, these being the same proportions
as those of the Ark.

TORN TO PIECES.

A dreadful fatality took place Monday
in one of the machine shops of the Mon-
treal rolling mills. William Wilson, who
was over 50 years of age, had been in the
employ of the firm for some time past,
and was supposed to be too careful a man
to become the victim of such a terrrible
accident as that which occurred Monday
forenoon. Wilson was alone in one of the
rooms, when it became evident to those
outside that something had gone wrong,
and sure enough upon running into the
apartment where:the poor man was last
seen alive an awful sight met their eyes.
It appears that Mr. Wilson had been
caught in a belt propelled at lightning
speed and his body hurled upward to a
frightful death. When found the trunk
alohe remained, as both legs and arms had
been torn from the body. The fragments
were got together and the mangled re-
mains of the unfortunate man were re-
moved to the general hospital.

TREATMENT OF DIPTHERIA.

Some Good Hints Regarding the Treat-
ment of Diptheria.

New York Independent.

An obseryant and thoughtful country
doctor in the Freuch village of Neuville-
Champ-d’O’lsel, about nine miles from
Rouen, made an important experiment
last year, which may be the means of
eaving many lives if the knowledge of it
comes to be widely diffused. A violent
epidemic of diphtheria broke out,and the
deaths were appallingly numerous, and
his usual methods of treatment seemed a
total failure. He remembered that the
FEnglish had used petroleum (kerosene) as
an anispasmodic and antiseptic; he de-
termined to try it on a little girl of seven,
whom he had given up. He explained to
the parents that, with their consent, he
would make the experiment, and at once
commenced swabbing the throat with the
petroleum. He was careful not to have
an excess of the material on his brush, as
a drop too much might strangle in the
disabled condition of the throat and
larynx. . To his astonishment there was
improvement after the first application.
He continued the treatment, and the child
recovered; and he used it successfully
with many patients afterwards—in fact,
he lost none.

Lest this should turn out to be too good
news to be true, and it should prove that °
he had been treating false diphtheria,
which go closely resembles the true that
only &xination by an expert bacteri-
ologist can determine its nature, he sent
proportions of the expectorated mem-
brane to Prof. Francois Hue, bacteriologist
of the medical college of Rouen, and he
reported the presence of numerous bacilli
of diphtheria. :

A little observation and reflection show
how the potent fluid works. The mem-
brane of diphtheria consists of a most:
rapidly growing plant, and among the
other elements in petroleum is a large
amount of sulphur, which is very inimi-
cal to diphtheria membrane. Did you
ever notice how effectually a handful of
common salt will killa taft of thrifty
grass? There is something in this oil
that is just as fatal to the diphtheria
plant; at once the membrane seems to
become thinner, i. e., it ceases to grow and
that which had attained its growth breaks
down under the softening of the oil, and
eventually disappears.

We are thus careful in detailing the use
of this remedy, for supposing a person,
far from a physician, is attacked with a
malady which produces “ white spots on
the throat.” Whether it is false or true
diphtheria, it is an undesirable inmate,
very liable to be communicated to others,
for it only wantsa throat slightly inflamed
by a cold to find its natural habitat —a
soil where it will thrive.

Of course the family has kerosene in
the house, and a bit of soft old cloth
wrapped about a smooth stiek will answer
in the absence of the camel’s hair brush
always recommended in regulation arti-
cles on applications tosurfaces ; the point
is to get that oil or to the white spots and
kill the bacterial growth then and there.
The operation should be repeated once an
hour. The careful ridding of the brush
or swab of any superfluous drop prevents
choking.

The person applying the oil should be
carefull to stand a little at the side, so that
should the patient cough, no particle of
expectorated material can get into the
eye of the operator, as the human eye is
of all culture mediums for diphtheria
bacilli about the most favorable, and to-
day many a lost eye is owing to want of _
carefulness. It is said that the patients
experience relief at the first application,
and if the brush is properly shaken be-
fore using, the only discomfort they ex-
perience is a disagreeable taste for a short
time.

We wish that a warning word might
make people more vigilant as to the care
to keep the disease confined to the orig-
inal sufferer. Among the ignorant and
poor, where comforts are . scarce, it is
spread by using the same handkerchief
for the sick and well, allowing them all
to drink from the same glass, etc.

A German family of five children were
swept off within nine days by simple care-
lessness in these matters, but let every
one remember that diphtheria is the most
eagily communicated of all the “catching”
diseases, that its period of incubation is
very short, not generally more than two
days, and that it fastens on the very gates
of life— the breathing apparatus — and
that it is one of the most rapidly progres-
sive of maladies, No harm can come of
the use of the remedy above recom-
mended, and its prompt use may save
some precious life.

THE ARMY AT MARYSVILLE.

Through the kindness and generosity of
the members of the Reformed Baptist
church at Marysville, the Salvation army
have been granted the privilige of holding
meetings in their church every Monday
evening. The meetings are remarkably
well attended, and the conduct of the
young people who attend is highly com-
mendable and greatly encouraging to the
army soldiers who, in mfany instances, we
all know, are subjected to great annoy-
ance and rough treatment, in very many
of what are called Christian communities.
But this is only fulfilling the old saying
that God’s people have always been a per-
secuted people. “Marvel not if the world
hate you, ye know that it hated Me be-
fore it hated you.” The Salvation army
have a perfect right to protection by our
civil authorities, from the assaults and in-
sults of evil disposed people, some of
whom are to be found in every commu-
nity. The objects of the army are very
praiseworthy, and must commend them-
selves to the mind of every right think-
ing person, and every place in which they
have established themselves, men and
women have been made better in their
moral and social habits.

A REMEDY THAT TOOK HOLD.

A preacher’s righteous soul was sadly
vexed hy the talking and gigling of some
of the junior members of his congregation.
Breaking off in the middle of his dis-
cousse, he looked straight at his tormen-
tors, and said :

‘“Some years ago there happened to sit
right in front of the pulpit a voung man
who was perpetually laughing and talking
and making silly faces. I stopped short
and took him severely to task. At the
close of the service a gentleman stepped
up to me and said :

“‘Sir, you made a great mistake ; that
young man is an idiot.’

“Since that time I have not ventured
to reprimand any persons who behave
themselves indecorously, lest I should re-
peat the same mistake and inflict censure
upon an idot.”

There was exemplary silence during the
rest of the service.

DEATH OF DR. ARCHER.

The death occurred at St. John this morn-
ing of Dr. Andrew Archer, a gentleman for
many years resident in Fredericton, and
widely known, especially in literary circles.
The deceased was a Scotchman by birth,
but came to Fredericton when a young man,
practising his profession of dentistry for
some time. He soon_ drifted into literary
work however, and connected himself with
the press. He wrote a valuable text book
on Canadian history, and was the editor of
the Farmer from 1879 until 1883. Since
that time he has mostly resided in St. John,
and if we mistake not, has done consider-
able work for the Telegraph. Dr. Archer
was a well educated honorable man, and
though peculiar in some respects and al-
ways eccentric, he had many warm friends
in this city who will sincerely regret to
hear of his death.

TROUBLE IN THE TORY CAMP.

On several occasions the Dominion
government have shown their utter dis-
regard for the St. John tory members—
indeed have trampled on the necks of
Hazen, McLeod and Chesley, but the
greatest indignity heaped upon these
gentlemen and their constituents, is about
to follow an order from Sir Hibbert Tup-
per, who no doubt is acting with the full
knowledge and consent of his colleagnes.

Some time ago Tupper sent down word
from Ottawa requiring that ferry steamers,
tugs, etc., should have certifiel masters.
The law was obsolete for ten years, so far
as St. John was concerned, but when the
orders came down the officers of the
ferries procurred the necessary papers.
Now the Dominion government has noti-
fied the city that it will sue for collection
of the penalties incurred in the period
before the officers obtained certificates.
Fred. E. Barker has been instructed by
the department of justice to take proceed-
ings against the city as owner of two ferry
boats, and, unless satisfactory arrange-
ments can be made for the penalties, pro-
ceedings will be commenced for their
recovery. The common council has been
notified. C. R. Croker, inspector of hulls,
also notified the corporation that the
ferry boats will have to carry life boats
and life preservers in accordance with
the steamboat inspection act. The boats
only ply across the harbor. The Sun,
the conservative organ, attacks Sir Hib-
bert Tupper. Itsays: One would have
supposed the minister of marine had al-
ready gone far enough in his absurd and
impracticable course in this matter. This
law might be sufficiently alive to support
prosecution, but the sense of justice in the
community is of much more value. The
government will do itself great injury and
injustice by these strange interpretations.”
Concluding the Sun says: “There are
statesmen who meet great emergencies
manfully and successfully, only to be
strangled by a hair. Sir Charles Hibbert
Tupper, who ought to be best known by
the services which he has undoubtedly
rendered, seems determined to win fame
by finicky enforcement of obsolete regu-
lations. St. John returns three conser-
vatives, but Sir Hibbert Tupper pays no
heed to them.”

All of which goes to show that the
tories are a yvery unhappy family. They
are united only on one point—securing
the spoils of office. Up to date, the St.
John members show no sigh of kicking
against Tupper and the government. They
* will submit to anything rather than give
up some personal ambition which the ad-
ministration has the power to satisfy.
Mr. Hazen wants a position in the cabi-
net, Mr. McLeod would like to be chief
justice, and Mr. Chesley has some other
axe to grind, so the government knows its
ground.

INHABITED NOW.

Everybody who has read that thrilling
piece of fiction, Robinson Crusoe (and
who has not) will be interested in know-
ing that the island of Juan Fernandez,
Crusoe’s home, is at the present time in-
habited. Two valleys, winding down
different. directions, join a short distance
back from the shore, and here now stands
a little village of small huts scattered
round a long, low, one-storeyed building,
with a veranda running its whole length.
In this house lives the man who rents the
island from the Chilian government, and
the village is made up of a few German
and Chilian families. The tiny town is
called San Juan Bautista, and the crater-
like arm of the sea on which it is situated,
and where Alexander Selkirk (Robinson
Crusoe) first landed, is now called Cum-
berland Bay. The island is rented for
about £200 a year. The rent is partly
paid in dried fish. Catching and drving
the many varieties® of fish, and raising
cattle and vegetables, wholly occupy the
contented settlers, and much of their little
income is obtained from the cattle and
vegetables sold to passing vessels. The
cattle need no care, and the vegetables
almost grow wild. Turnips and radishes,
first shown here by Selkirk himself, now
grow rank and wild in the valleys like
weeds. There is also a race of wild dogs,
which completely overrun the island, de-
pending for \existence mainly upon seals.
They are the descendamts of a breed
of dogs left by the Spaniards. At
the back of the little town, in the first
high cliff, is a row of caves of remarkable
appearance hewn into the sandstone. An
unusual path leads to them, and a short
climb brings one to their dark mouths.
About forty years ago the Chilian govern-
ment thought that a good way to be rid
of its worst criminals would be to trans-
port them to the island of Juan Fer-
nandez. Here, under the direction of
Chilian soldiers, thege poor wretches were
made to dig cavestolivein. In 1854 they
were taken back again, however, and the
caves have since been slowly crumbling
away.

The narrow ridge where Selkirk
watched, is now called “ The Saddle,” be-
cause at either end of it a big rocky hum-
mock rises like a pommel. On one of
these is now a large tablet with in-
scriptions commemorating Alexander
Selkirk’s long and lonely stay on the
island. It was placed there in 1868 by
the officers of the British ship *Topaz.”
A small excursign steamer now runs from
Valparaiso to Juan Fernandez igland.
The yound trip is made in six days, and
three of these may be spent on the island
in fishing and visiting those lonely but
beautiful spots which, nearly 200 years
8go, were the haunts of Robinson Crusoe,

SUFFERING IN AUSTRALIA.
Australia seems to be rivalling the
United Statesin the amount of destitu-
tion existing among the people. The
country passed through a very severe
financial crisis last summer, and is now
feeling its full effcct. There are tens of
thousands of people absolutely without
means to obtain a*night’s shelter, sleeping
in the streets and squares of the great
cities and wherever covered spots can be
found around the public buildings, scantily
clad and able to beg little more than
enough food to barely sustain their mis-
erable lives. Though this sad story of
distress is old and familiar in the colonies,
the marked increase in the extent of the
poverty has of late forced the press to give
to the matter publicity such as has hither-
to been avoided as much as possible. But
travellers arriving at Vancouver by the
Australian steamers tell of distressing
sights beyond even thoae mentioned in
the newspapers.

The facts are that there are infinitely
more people in Australia than there is
work for, and that there is little liklihood
of securing employment for this surplus
Jabor until there is a radical change in the
economic systems of the colonies. In
New South Wales, for example, nearly all
articles of manufacture are imported from
the old world, and, though the prices of
these cheap products of English or Ger-
man or other continental labor are very
low, this is small consolation to the
thousands of idle and penniless persons
who might have found employment in
making them at home. In the country,
the condition of affairs parallels that in
the cities; the good land is given up to
the raising of sheep by the million at the
rate of one acre for each sheep, and the
number of men employed is infinitesimally
small compared with the occupied area,
which includes the best and most accesible
farming lands in the colonies. The arro-
gant attitude of labor and the high rate
of wages demanded have undoubtedly
had much to do with making home
manufacture an impossibility, und have
been a main cause of the present deplor-
able condition of affairs. An appeal has
been made to the mayor of London for
assistance.

OUR FISH EXHIBIT THE BEST.

The department of marine and fisheries
at Ottawa, have received word from Chi-
cago, that three awards have been granted
to the department for its exhibits at the
World’s fair, the jurors pronouncing the
Canadian government’s fishery exhibit
the best in the entire building. J. W.
Collins, chief of the department of fish
and fisheries at the Chicago exhibition,
has written Mr. Larke, the Canadian
commissioner, at the close ¢. their official
intercourse, expressing his hearty appre-
ciation of the part taken by Canada in
making the fishery department at the
fair successful. He contiuues: “I amsure
that the great collections sent here by
your country, and so fittingly installed,
must result materially to the advantage
of those of your citizens who are engaged
in commercial fishing, fish culture, or
otherwise interested in fish or fisheries.
In no other direction, perhaps, has Cana-
da occasion for greater pride than she can
feel in connection with the representa-
tions made of her fishing interests.”

Turre is no reason or excuse for the
arbitrary action of General Herbert in
abolishing the Infantry School band.

GRreAT Brrrain is about enlarging her
colonial territory by the seizure of the
Gilbert Islands in the Paecific Ocean, which
are said to be very rich in natural re-
sources.

Harwoop, Liberal M. P. for Vaudreuil,
Quehec, against whom an election petition
was pending, has been confirmed in his
seat.

The Late Governor Boyd's Will

At St. John, letters testamentary of the
will of Governor Boyd have been granted
to Mrs. Boyd and Robert Cruikshank. The
estate is entered at $25,000 real and $5,250
personal property, besides $400 real estate
in Kings county. The document is in Mr.
Boyd's own handwriting and is very short
and to the point. It bears the date of Jan.
7,1880. It bequeaths to Mrs. Boyd, for her
own use, all the real and personal prcperty
of every kind, wherever situated, of which
Mrs. Boyd died possessed, subject to the
following conditions: That she should pay
all his personal indebtedness, and should
give $100 each to Catherine Simon and
Esther Stout, faithful servants in the house-
hold, also $100 to Patrick McDevitt (since
deceased) who worked for Messrs. Daniel
& Boyd ; that the sum of $1000 be divided
share and share alike among the children of
Robert Cruikshank and a like sum among
the children of St. Clair Jones of Wey-
mouth, Noya Scotia., and that $100 should
be paid to Harold Boyd Schofield. These
are the only bequests, and the reason
that nothing is left to charity is explained
by the following clause in the will :

“Other bequests I intended for friends

and public institutions in this city, I have
to omit, as my property has been so largely
lessened by those who returned me evil for
good, and but for whose sad doings I would
have been able to live a happier hife, and to
have given largely to many persons and ob-
jects that I had in view.”
It is said that during its business career
the firm of Daniel & Boyd lost more than
$1,000,000 by failures among its wholesale
customers.

SELF MURD.ERED.

Mrs. Thomas Gass and Rev. Cyrus H.
Rioe Seek Death With a Pistol.

8t. John was startled Tuesday morning
when the news spread that Mrs. Thomas
Goss, of that city, had the previous night,
at her home with her step father, Chas.
G. Turnbull, cooly put a bullet through
her own heart, killing /derself instantly.
It would seem that the suicide was de-
liberately planned, and must have been
accomplished about midnight Monday.
Mrs. Gass was in excellent spirits all day
Monday, entertained some friends to late
dinner, and had callers in the evening.
The first information that she was dead,
was gained when the servant went to
call her in the morning. Her bedroom
adjoined the parlor, and as the servant
stepped into the latter, she was surprised
to see the light burning on the table. A
glance about the room showed her some-
thing was wrong. An instant later she
noticed Mrs. Gass

LYING DEAD ON THE SOFA.

No thoughts of a tragedy entered the
girl’s head. She rushed out and gave the
alarm, and pretty soon Ernest Turnbull
and several neighbors arrived. Dr. P. R.
Inches, the family physician, and Coro-
ner Hetherington were also summoned.
They reached the house in a very short
time.

Up to the time of their arrival the
neighbors who had gathered had not dis-
covered that death was self-inflicted.
They thought heart disease was the cause.
The sight that met the doctor’s gaze was
a tragic one. Mrs. Gass was lying on a
sofa drawn up in front of the fire dressed
in a loose night robe. Her head was
tilted back on the pillow with the eyes
and mouth partly open. The face,
though pale and ghastly looking, did not
show any signs of pain. A small stain of
blood was seen on the white dress on the
left side almost over the heart. A darker
stain also attracted the attention of the
doctors and they sawat a glance that it
was a powder mark. Lifting the dress
the bullet hole was seen beneath, and its
position just below the heart, and the
calm, peaceful countenance convinced the
doctors that death was painless and in-
stantaneous. The right hand of the de-
ceased hung over the sofa, almost touch-
ing the floor. It was raised, and about
the thumb and fore finger farther powder
marks were seen.

The position of Mrs. Gass on the sofa
and the powder marks on her dress and
hands, convinced the physicians that the
case

WAS ONE OF SUICIDE

and not of murder. They looked around
and soon found the weapon with which
Mrs. Gass ended her life. It was lying on
the rug beside the sofa and not a foot from
her right hand. It was a large “vest
pocket self-cocker” of 38 or 40 calibre.
Only one of the five chambers was empty.
Many things about the room indicated
that Mrs. Gass had prepared for death.
Her clothes were neatly folded up and
hung over a chair. The revolver was a
new one and had never been fired before.

When the doctor reached the house the
body was quite cold, and Mrs. Gass had
been dead for some hours, Mrs. Turnbull,
the mother of the deceased, is an invalid,
and was up stairs in her room, The two
little children of Mrs. Gass were asleep
and the maid was the only other person
in the house. Mr. Turnbull and his
daughter, Miss Turnbull, were absent in
Fredericton.

Mrs. Gass was nearly 30 years of age,
and was married in 1884. Her father
was & member of the dry goods firm of
Staples, Hampson & Whitley. Her hus-
band, Thomas Gass, was left a large sum
of money, but ran through with it and
then seemed unable to settle down and
make a living for his wife and children.
He left St. John a little over a year ago,
and has since been residing in Boston.
He recently wrote his wife a letter stating
that he was in very poor circumstances
and this is thought to have preyed on

her mind.
THE INQUEST.

Coroner Hetherington held an inquest
on the body of the deceased.

R. Keltie Jones, the last person to con-
verse with Mrs. Gass, testified: On
Christmas night about 9 o’clock I went to
call on Mrs. Gass to wish her the compli-
ments of the season. On entering I found
Miss Sharpe there, and Mrs. Gass was un-
usually bright. We three carried on a
conversation until a few minutes to 10
o’clock when Miss Sharpe’s brother called
for her. Those two left about five
minates after 10 o’clock. Shortly after
that, Mrs. Gass from being very bright
became very despondent, and stated that
she had been acting but wished to speak
as she felt. She then talked about the
children and her husband, mentioning
them with terms of endearment, and
stating that Christmas was always a very
trying time to her. Twice during the
time which we were talking, which was
an hour and a half, she gave a sudden
gasp and said that she had a stitch in her
heart and said it caught her breath and
hurt her.

This finished the evidence, the jury re-
tired, and after an absence of half an hour
returned a verdict that the deceased came
to her death by a bullet discharged from
a pistol operated by her own hand.

Gass came to 8t. John Tuesday for the
funeral. He says that the relations be-
tween him and his wife were not of an
unpleasant character. She was & woman
of highly nervous temperament and sub-
ject to fits of despondency.

Methodist Minister Suicides,

A sad tragedy yesterday at the resi-
dence of Hon. Senator Lewin, Lancaster,
St. John, resulted in the death, by his
own hands, of Rev. Cyrus H. Rice, a
prominent young minister of the Metho-
dist church. Mr. Rice, arrived from
Grand Manan, where he has been labor-
ing since June. When he arrived he
complained of feeling unwell and has
ever since been confined to his room.
Dr. MacLaren prescribed for him, but on
Thursday it was noticed he was very
nervous. Shortly before one o’clock in
the afternoon yesterday, he left his room
and entered the bath room. A moment
or two later one of the maids called Mrs.
Richard Lewin and said she heard a very
peculiar noise, like an explosion, com-
ing from the bath room. Mrs. Lewin
went to the door and heard moans. She
tried to open the door, but found it
locked, and then called to Mr. Rice to
open it. Receiving no response she sum-
moned James Rice, brother of the de-
ceased, and the servant man. With an
axe they broke open the door and on en-
tering the room found Mr. Rice on the
floor, dying. A small wound on his
breast, from which the blood was flowing,
and a revolver on the floor Ly his side,
told the sad tale. Death took place al-
most immediately.

The suicide was the eldest son of Rev.
S. H. Rice, one of the best known minis-
ters of the Methodist conference, at pres-
ent stationed at Cornwall, P. E.I. The
deceased was just twenty-one years of
age, graduated last spring from Sackville,
and at the last Methodist conference he
was admitted a probationer, and sent to
labor on Grand Manan. The field was a
heavy one, and being a very conscientious
worker, there is no doubt that he used

himeelf up mentally and physically.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World in Brief— The
Cream of Our Exchanges,

Charles Fawcett’s foundry at Sackville,
was burned to the ground Sunday night.

John L. Sullivan got into a row at San-
dusky, Ohio, on Saturday, and was locked
up by the police.

Mrs. Murchison, the doctor’s wife who
was knocked down and kicked at Bon-
shaw, died at P.E.I. yesterday. It is said
she was enciente. :

Thirteen animals of the Ontario agricul-
tural college herd, at Guelph, have been
slaughtered because of tuberculosis devel-
oped by lymph.

As a feature of the coming winter car-
nival at Quebec, it is proposed to hold a
grand caribou hunt on the ice in the
harbor. The idea is to capture a dozen or
more of these deer alive, and to liberate
them on the ice in front of the city, let-
ting the local nimrods hunt them down in
canoes or otherwise.

A despatch to the news agency at Lon-
don, from Capetown states that native
runners have arrived at Fort Salisbury
bringing confirmation of the reports of the
annihilation by Matabeles of Captain Wil-
son and the force commanced by him
The runners state that Capt. Wilson was
surrounded by Matabeles on Dec. 8, and
that not a single man of the British force
escaped with his life. I

On Christmas day, one of the Freeman
brothers, colored, recently convieted at
London, for the murder of policeman
Rankin at Chatham, now in the penitent-
iary at Kingston, Ont., ate three two
pound currant loaves, besides meat, etc.,
for breakfast, and for dinner, after .con-
suming his allowance of meat and veget-
ables, he ate seven and a one-half pounds
of plum pudding. His equal asa gour-
mond, has not been seen within the pris-
on walls,

Wednesday was declaration day in
Prince Edward Island. Twenty-three
government and seven opposition sup-
porters were declared to be elected. Of
the vote polled for the various candidates,
only about sixty per cent were cast on the
prohibition plebescite, and the vote stood
four to one for prohibition. All the cities
and towns, as well as the rural districts,
went strongly for prohibition. There is
no liquor law of any kind in force in the
Island at present.

At White Bread, a station on the Erie
and Huron Railway, near Chatham, On-
tario, Alfred McDougall, twenty-two years
of age, attempted to shoot Ella Sutherland
because she refused to marry him. The
cartridge failed to explode, and the intend-
ed victim's screams brought othe members
of the family to the room.  Young Me-
Dougall escaped to the yard, where he
tied one end of a string to the trigger of
his gun and the other end to a post, and
holding the gun to his head blew half of
it off.

Four men were drowned in the Symonds-
Kaye gold mine at Montague, ten miles
from Halifax, at midnight on Wednesday.
At a depth of seventy-five feet is a tunnel
running 250 feet east and west. The
gang working at the east end of this tun-
nel fired off a blast. There was supposed
to be a distance of fifty feet between this
tunnel and an old working, but instead of
fifty there was only five feet of wall. The
blast drove a hole through this thin par-
tition, through which water from the old
workings rushed with great velocity and
the men were drowned like rats in a trap.

Three Rivers, Quebec, post office,at an
early hour Thursday morning. The
burglars forced the outer porch door at
the front of the building, then bored away
the woodwork of the door proper, so that
the door would swing outward. The safe
inside the enclosure was drilled about
ten inches below the combination, and
the door blown out with dynamite. A
small locked box inside the safe, contain-
ing registered letters was pried out.  The
burglars took away some $400 worth of
stamps, $100 in money orders, and ten or
twelve registered letters. It is supposed
by some that the burglars got wind of a
certain letter, supposed to contain a lot of
money mailed by La Banque du Peuple,
addressed to Mr. Scott, of the Basse Laur-
entides railway. This letter is missing.
In connexion with Lord Aberdeen’s
choice of a chaplain, it is of some interest
to know that the selection fell on a form-
er Moncton pastor now resident at Ottawa.
Rev. Mr. Winfield, .ast spring he gave up
his charge of the Reformed Episcopal
Church, at Ottawa, because of conscienti-
ous conyictions which led him to join the
Presbyterian Church. It is understood
that the salary is to be $1400. He happen-
ed to preach in St. Andrew’s Presbyterian
Church soon after the Governor-general
came to Ottawa,and His Excellency, who
was present, was apparently impressed by
the sermon* A day or two later he asked
Mr. Winfield to visit him at Rideau Hall.
This probably led to the present appoint-
ment. Mr. Winfield formerly was rector

of St. George’s (Reformed Episcopalian) |

church, Moncton.

A POLITICAL PLOT.

Mr. Harrison gives the Facts about
the Foss Note.

The enemies of Charles B. Harrison, the
popular and respected member for Sunbury
in the House of Assembly, are endeavoring
to make capital against him, because of his
connexion with the Foss note, which isal-
leged he endorsed to provide Foss with
means to assist in Mr. Harrison’s last
election. Tue HEeranp, having heard the
version of the matter opposed to Mr, Har-
rison, sought out that gentleman when he
was in the city Thursday, and learned his
side of the affair, which is given below.
Mr. Harrison’s word is respected and be-
lieved wherever he is known, and the public
will accept, without hesitation, his state-
ment of the facts.

Here is his recital as it was

Taken from His Lips:

“On the night before the last local elect-
ion, John Foss came to me with a note,
drawn up for $60, and said to me: “If
you'll endorse it I'll spend part of it for
your election.”. Isaid: *“’Don’t you spend
one dollar for me in the election.” Before
endorsing the note, I added: “ Foss, when
this note matures you will be prepared to
takeit up.” He said: “I have a yoke of
oxen to sell, and before the note matures,
I will turn them into money to take up the
note.” * With that understanding I en-
dorsed the note,” and it was cashed by
Thos. McElroy of Oromocto. ,

The three months expired, and he came
to me to renew it. He said then that his
boys, who were working in the woods,
would be home with $500 or $600 before the
renewal expired. I endorsed the rernewal
and he paid the interest both times. The
note was renewed a second and third time
with my endorsement, and after maturing
the last time, Foss came to me and wanted
me to make some arrangement with James
Kenny, Supervisor of Roads in Burton,
whereby Mr. Kenny could draw $100 over
the usual grant to retire Foss' note with. I
of course absolutely refused to do that, and
he then wanted me to speak to Wm. Jones,
bye road commissioner, to give him work to
do on the roads, that he might earn money
to retire the note. I absolutely refused to
be a party to any such transaction. Then
he let the note go to protest. Later,without
my knowledge, A. R. Miles bought the
note, paid the amount of the note and inter-
est, and sued Foss. At his examination
before Raymond, J. P., Foss tried to create
the impression that the last note was
forged, but the man who wrote the note
swore that it was the note prepared for
Foss to bring to me for my endorsement,
and my son saw Foss sign the note. Pre-
vious to the note passing out of McElroy’s
hands, I received a letter purporting to be
signed by Foss, stating that McElroy
wanted his money as soon as possible, and
for me to attend to it at once. I saw Mc-
Elroy, and he said he had never authorized
Foss to make such a demand on me.
He did not want his money then, only
wanted it secured.

I may say that when I endorsed the note
I thought Foss owned the farm he occupies,
but afterwards learned that it isin his wife's
name.

To return to the trial before the magis-
trate, Miles got judgment, and a capias was
1ssued and placed in constable McMonagle's
hands, who arrested Foss and brought him
to me, to go his bail. I said the matter was

Out of My Hands,
refused to go his bail, and advised the con-
stable to go to the magistrate. Foss failed
to get bail and was taken to jail. The point
was then raised whether or not a levy could
be made on Foss’ property while he was in
jail, and he was released.

After the levy, the constable was putting
up some grain, and was accosted by Wm.
Foss' son, Rainsford, who threatened to put
the pitchfork into him if he attempted to
remove anything. Young Foss alleged that
everything about the premises belonged to
him. The constable emptied out the grain
he had put up, left the place, and swore out
a warrant for the arrest of Rainsford Foss,
who was apprehended, had an examination
before Charles Higgs, J. P., at Waasis, and
was committed for trial in the couuty
court, giving bail for his appearance.

In the meantime the constable completed
his levy, and the sale is to take place Satur-
day to satisfy the amount of the note and
costs.

These are the simple facts as they are
personally known to me, or have come to
me from the mouths of reliable men, and I
am prepared to substantiate my statement
by affidavit as to the circumstances under
which Foss obtained my endorsements and
his propositions regarding the payment of
the note.”

Mr. Harrison. in closing the conversation,
expressed his sincere belief that the whole
business was a scheme engineered by his
political enemies to make" capital against
him, and injure him in the eyes of the
people.

The Bangor and Aroostook Rallway.

Messrs. Simmons and Burpee, of Gibson,
were home to spend Christmas. They have
about completed their contract with the
Bangor and Aroostook contractor, C. P.
Treat, and have during the season built
twenty-eight bridges, of trestle work, on
that line, the largest being 700 feet long, and
some of them nearly forty feet high. They
have been built to carry heavy trains until
the iron is in position. David C. Burpee
had charge of the work and gave entire
satisfaction to the contractor. The track-
layers were not able to overtake him though
at one or two points they were in sight
when the bridge was completed. The most
of the timber (native) was taken from the
forest along the line. About 200,000 feet of
southern pine had to be hauled ahead of
the tracklayers, to be used as stringers, etc.,.
on the bridges, and to be put on before the
tracks reached those points, so as to pre-
vent delay, some of it a distance of nine and
a half miles. The firm have a job this win-
ter driving piles for foundations for four or
five stone bridges, and are using a steam
pile driver near Brownville. They are also
driving piles for a new bridge for the town
of Houlton. This firm have engaged to do
the balance of the work in. wooden bridges
on the whole line of the B.and A. line,
which, when completed to Caribou, with
its branches to Ashland and Fort Fairfield,
will be 210 miles long, and runs (with the
exception of forty or fifty miles) through
the garden of Aroostook county, and must
prove of great value to the people of that
fine section.

THE QUEENS COUNTY SHOOTING

To THE EDITOR OF THE HERALD ;

S1r,—In your issue of the 2nd inst., ap-
pears as a concise statement of facts as
brought out at the enquiry of the infor-
mation laid against the Brown boys, re-
lating to the shooting of the boy, Abner
Rathburn.

It is true that many incorrect and sen-
sational reports. went to the press con-
cerning this matter, yet there are many
persons that believe substantial justice
has not been done, nor a sufficient penalty
attached to insure peace, law and order, a

roper observance of the Sabbath, and a
guarantee against the dangers of life by
a too careless use of firearms. It goes
very commonly, that the expression, “I
will shoot you,” has been of a very com-
mon occurrence in this locality, for some
time past with those boys. They may
not be vicious, but they need to be made
to realize that their conduct is dangerous
to the good order of the communitypand
that their parents are in a large measure
responsible for this state of affairs.

There is a strong and quite general
opinion that a crime has been committed,
and many are curious to know if it is of
such a nature that the machinery of law
is not sufficient to reach it. It may be no
law that the statement made by the de-
ceased, subsequent to being shot, is not
admissable in a court of law ; that such a
statement was made, has been proven by
geveral witnesses under oath. Of this, I
presume a higher court would be more
competent to pronounce. But- aside from
that evidence, it appears there are other
grounds upon which substantial evidence
could be gleaned and a strong case made
out, which would show deliberateness to
some degree, and go far to break down
the theory of accidental shooting. But,
before referring to those points, I wish
to draw your attention to the argument,
that appears to me, has led the mind of
many from the main issue. It has been
used very strongly to show that it must
have been accidental, because the boys
were all such good friends and had been
most of their lives. This is gratifying to
know, because if a crime has been com-
mitted, I presume it would lessen the
penalty, as there would be no grounds to
plead malice aforethought. Bat, are all
critnes void of malice aforethought, to go
unpunished ? Isnota life as precious,when
taken without malice aforethought, as if
'so taken, and are not safeguards to be up-
held against such cases as the former,
when, if the circumstances point strongly
in that direction? We will refer again to
the friendliness of those boys. If so was
the case, and such it appears was, what
would prompt the deceased to make such
a false charge against one he had thought
8o much of? Is it not the most natural
thing in life, to suppose he, of all
persons, would have stated that Judson
Brown was innocent of every intent or de-
liberateness, when it was shown by evi-
dence that he had little to build a hope of
life upon? Could it be possible, that he,
seventeen years of age, nearing his dying
moment, soon to pass to his judge, should
in the face of his kindly affection to-
wards this boy, make a false charge, that
would at least, leave a stain upon this
boy for life? Or more; if upon trial, his
statement was believed, place Judson
Brown’s life in peril, or a lengthy period
of confinement. I think this argument
has two sides, and by careful judgement
must bear strongly upon the case from
this point. But apart from the statement
referred to, we will take up another cir-
cumstance which will bear more convinc-
ing testimony than all others.

In the first place, Abner Rathburn was
from four to five, or more inches higher, I
think, to judge from appearances, than
Judson Brown. Now take Dr. Casswell’s
evidence, which was that the course of
the charge was at right angles with a line
through the body, neither upwards or
downwards, and that the charge entered
his left side, three inches to the left of the
navel, and about one inch and a half be-
low. Now take the boys, D’Arcy and
David Brown’s evidence, which was that
the gun was discharged while in Judson’s
right hand, with his arm extended down
its whole length by his right side, which
would be well down near the knee, or at
least half way between the hip and knee,
and that the gun was in a horizontal po-
sition. Now put those two persons on a
a level plain, an1 the charge could not en-
ter the body at all. Again, where Abner
stood, was with his left foot on a root run-
ning out from the trunk of the tree, from
eight to ten inches above the level of the
ground near the tree, as sworn to on evi-
dence. Again, the ground where Judson
stood, some ten or twelve feet from the
tree, was some inches lower than at the
tree, some thought from five to six inches,
or more. Now take the difference in the
heighth of the boys. The root being
eight or ten inches above the ground, the
difference of heighth of ground at the
tree and where Judson stood, with Dr.
Caswell’s, D’Arcy and David Brown’s evi-
dence, how could the charge enter up in
the body? It seems to me, to be one of
the impossibilities. Now D’Arcy Brown,
in answer to Justice Palmer, said that the
stock of the gun was lowered towards
the ground, with the barrel turned up-
wards, while David Brown said the stock
was on the ground. Now, as stated by Dr.
Caswell, the course was “neither upwards
or downwards,” and that through fleshy
matter, without passing by any bony sub-
stance to change its course, makes this
theory very doubtful.

Again, D’Arcy in answer to further en-
quiries of Justice Palmer, and the clerk of
the Peace, that he did not see any of the
boys at the moment the gun went off. How
then, could he swear that the hammer
was down on the cap, or how could he

see the gun? In fact, this is substant-
iated, if report be true, that others have
climbed the tree to where D’Arcy was,
and found it impossible for him to have
seen where Judson stood, because of the
mass of boughs on the tree. Again at the
coroner’s inquest, both D’Arcy and David
Brown, swore that Judson had the gun in
his right hand down by his side, in a
level position. Now it appears, if the
distance from the wound to the sole of his
foot, allowing for boots or shoes, which
can be ascertained, as the measurement
was taken, and measure that distance up
the trunk of the tree above the root
where Abner stood, and taking a level
from gaid heighth, to where Judson
stood, you have the heighth of the gun
when discharged, for according to the
doctor’s evidence, it must have been on a
level with the wound to make its course
at right angles with a straight line through
the body. Besides, the body would be
in a perpendicular position, as Abner
stood on the root of the tree, with his
right leg around it and his right hand
grasping a limb above, for the tree is a
very straight one. It is also stated by re-
liable persons, that the gun from wﬁich
the shot was fired, that killed Abner
Rathburn, is a safe gun, as they have
used it at times for years.

It would be a gross injustice to charge
the boy Judson Brown unjustly, but it will
require further enquiry to convince many
disinterested persons thatall the deceased
said was a false statement, and that the
shooting was accidental, '
