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Mr Peters’ Return.

WHEN the Legislature opened on
Monday last, Mr. Srederick Peters,
of Victoria, British Oolumbia, was
among the members who took their
seats in the Legislative chamber.
Mr. . Peters, it will be remembered,
was Premier of this Province at the
time of the general election in 1897,
and was elected to serve as a member
of the Legi-lature, for the Fort Aug-
ustus district. But instead cf atten-
ding to the duties devolvirg upon
him as the representative of that dis-
trict he resigned the Premiership, al
though still holding on to his seat,
and turning his back on' his constitu
ents -hied him across the continent
and took up his abode on the Pacific
coast, where the prospect of gaining
gold is much greater than . here.
From that time till the present, those
who elected him to the 1 7islature

remained unrepresented. Now be
comes, at the eleventh hour and
cooly takes his seat. e may be

very sure he does not do this for the
sake of his constituetfis ; but in order
to do a service to his political friends,
who saw .certain defeat staring them
in' the face should this constituency
be thrown open in consequence of M-
Peters’ remaining away any longeér.
Reduced to short order the case
stands thus: Mr. Peters was elect-
ed to represent the Fort Augustus
distrid$ ; but be turns his back upor
it and ceases to be a resident of
the Province ; now he eomes back
and takes his seat without even say-
ing to those who elected him: “by
your leve.” Those who elected
him are not taken into account at al,
be simply comes to the rescue of bis
party. utterly regardless of the rights
of his constituents. Such is Gritism !
Mr, Peters’ return to his native
Province seems to have beén,
from the very start, somewhat after
the fashion of Casar's advance
of the conquest of Gaul, by
forced marches. Detective Bucket's
celebrated cLase in search of Lady
De:adlock, in Dickens' “Bleak House,”
pales into insignificance in com-
parison to the*rapidity with which he
was hutled from the Pacific to the
Atlantic. The Government of Can
ada places special trains gt his dis-
posal over the Intercolomial and
Prince Bdward Island Railway, and
the steamer Stanley, is 6rdered. across
the Straits on Sundaytobring this great-
man over from Pictou. You would
almost imagine you heard-a repetition
of that everlasting “ burry” of Hacvey
Cheyne's mother in Kipling’s “ Oap-
tains Courageous,” as the Lord’s day
was desecrated by the ordering out of
steamers and railway trains for the
conveyance of this wonderful man.
We would like to know what Premier
Farqubarson, Hon. Peter Sinclair and
other strict 8abbatarian members and
supporters of the Government think
of this Sabbatb desecration! Why
was this rush ? Simply in order that
Mr.?Peters might connect with the
opening of the Legislature on Mon-
day.

way - for the steamer specially
built for winter navigation. The
Stanley eame into this port about
seven o'clock Monday evening.
It is not much wonder that those
in charge of her should feel guite
cheap, coming in here in the track
of the Princess. Several reasons
are given why the Stanley did not

- to do so in .consequence of the
presence of Princess in Pie-
tou. Jn the first place it is hinted
that she was kept at the George-
town end until Mr. Peters was
safely landed on this side; for
fear any delay might be caused by
her possible detention in the

One or the other of these reasons
may have caused the delay ; but
in any case the fact of her being
kept so long away from 'this port
shows how little Sir Louis Davies,
Minister of Marine, cares for his
constituents.

Provincial Legislature.

The Provincial Legislature
opened with the usual formalities,
on Monday afternoon last. His
Hoaor the Lieutenant Governor
having taken his seat, opened the

SPEECH.

Mr, Speaker and Gentlemen of
the Legislative Assembly :

It gives me much pleasure to
again meet you as representatives
of the people of this Province in
Parliament assembled.

Notwithstanding - that the har-
vest of the past year was not as
bountiful as anticipated, yet a
kind Providence has bestowed
peace and abundant prosperity up-
op our people.

During the past year as you
are aware, her Majesty was pleas-
ed to appoint the Earl of Minto
Governor General of Canada. It
is g source of gratification that a
gentleman kpowing -the wants
and having the interests of this
fair Dominion so much'at heart
has been sent to rule over us.

The increased interest mani-
fested in Agrienltyre and Horti-
culture, combined with the success
of our bairymeu, must be a eanse
of great satisfaction to all con-
cerned and should call forth spe-
cial legislation for the further en-
couragement of our farming popu-
lation, During recess, through
the courtesy of the Minister of
Agriculture, this' Provinee was
favoured with a visit to from Pro-
fessors Robertson and Macoun, of
Ottawa. These gentlemen ad-
dressed seversl meetings in the
three ' Counties, and the large at-
tendance indicates that the farm-
ers are alive to the importance of
their honorgble calling. The in-
formation ‘afforded by these. ad-

cided manner to the advantage of
our people, In this connection, a
mensure will be submitted for
your approval having for its ob-
jeet the appointment of a Dairy
Inspector for ‘%—ince Edward
Island. \

In yiew of the proposed action
of the Dominion Government to
span the Hillsborough River with
a Bmlway bridge, you will be call-
ed apon to participatc in its con-
struction in order that our people
may have the double advantage
of a railway and a general traffic
bridge combined, thus doing away
with our antiquated ferry system,
its many attendant evilsand ex-
penss, A bill providing for this
most important yndertaking will

The decision of the Judical
Committee of the Privy Council,
recently delivered, brings this
Province within measyrable dis-
tance of the realization of some of
its long-agitated claims against the
Federal Government.

ments. You will also be gratified to
learn that this decision of- the
Privy (Council has revealed the
fact that the Proyincial Legisla-
tures are the proprietors of the
fore-shores, bays and rivers of the
several Provinces, and that the
Dominion has-a legislative juris-
diction only. That the beds of all
ungranted waters situated within
thgrt::r?&rial limits of a Erovince
are the property of such Provipce
and pot of the Dominion. It
therefore becomes essential that
Jegislation defining the regpsgtive
rights and interests of the parties
involved should be-earefully con-
sidered by the Federal and Loeal
Governments, op the: lines laid
down by the Privy Council, with
a view of reconciling existing
differences,  Anticipating such
legislation, my Government in
conjunction with the Governments
of Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick, sent a delegation to Ottawa
early in January of this year to
confer with the minister of Marine
and Fisheries op this vital mat-
ter, a report of which, with a bill
in accordance therewith will be
laid before yon,

MR. A. C. MACDONALD
(King’s P. E. L) Mr. Speaker,
notwithstanding the long debate
we have had on the Address in
reply to -the Speech from the
Throne, I will claim the privilege
of making a few remarks before
the debate closes, and in doing so,
Sir, I will just refer for a moment
to some of the remarks that fell
from my hon. friend the Minister
of Customs (Mr. Paterson). In
the course of his speech he refer-
red, like many of the other hon.
gentlemen who preceded him, to
the great prosperity of this coun-
try under Liberal rule. He also
referred to the immense increase
in the foreign trade of this coun-
try. With respect to this, Sir, I
would just say that I wonder
where the prosperity of this coun
try would be today, I wonder
where the trade would be today,
if it were not for the centinuance
of the National Policy inaugurat-
ed by the predecessors of the hon.
gentlemen opposite.  With res-
pect to the foreign ‘ trade of this
country it is my opinion, at least,
that the great increase in this
trade is largely due to the good
crops that have prevailed through-
out the country and to the con-
tinnance of the National Policy
that has cnabled our factqries to
continue their operations. . Now,
while I agree, in the main, that
there has been prosperity owing
to these two causes, there are
parts of this Dominion where
neither one nor the other of these
causes exists. What do we find ;
We find that in the maritime
provinces we have not good crops,
we have not the manufactories,
and, therefore, we haye not the
prosperous times that exist in
other parts of this Dominion. Iu
the province from which I come
we have no manufactories, and I
regret to say that our crops have
been, to a very great extent, a
failure. If I am’ to judge the
other maritime proviaces by the
state of the provinee from which
I come, I think I have no cause to

the prosperity of the gcoyntry.
The hon. Minister of Customs has
told us that the factories of this
Lcountry are working now as they
never worked before. I would
sk that hon. gentleman where
would these factories be today if
they had not continued the policy
of their predecessors by continu-
ing the protection that enabled
these factories to start under the
National Policy? Qn the other
hand where would the wealth and
money of this country be going to
if it were not for these factories
that were nurtured and brought
into existence by the National
Policy 7 They would be going to
the people to the south of us, very
largely. We have, thanks to the
National Policy, begcome indepen-
dent of those oytside of ys to a
large extent; we can depend on
our own factories for the produc-
tion of our own goods, our own
cottqng, our own boots and shoes,
our own clothing, our qwn hats
and caps, and in fact everything
that the general run’ of people, or
the farmers require to earry them
over from years end to year’s end.
If it were not for the National
Policy we would be sending our
woney out of this country to pay
foreigners and to pay for what we
are now able §g do at home. The
hon. gentleman, in the course of
his. remarks, referred also to the
regiprocal tariff, in referring, I
resume, to the preferentisl tariff.
ow, a tariff to my mind, to be
reciprocal, must be beneficial to
both parties. In the matter of
preferential trade between us and
England, Canada has to give
everything to England without
any advantage to the J)::plﬁ of
Canada. Therefore; 4 deny that
there is any reciproeity in that
tariff. - It is one-sided, itis prefer-
ential only in so far as England is
congerned and is of no advantage
whatever to Canada, The Minis-
ter of Customs (Mr. Paterson) told
us that the Government had a
surplus, and whether Grit or Tor
rules we are all glad to hear that,
But, Sir, when these hon. gentle-
wen have a surplus is it not time
for them to think about reducing
the taxes upon the people. They
have preached in that line for  a
good many years, but I fear that
when the- Budget comes down, it
will give evidenge of another
broken pledge in this direction.
The hon. gentlemen on the Trea-
sury benches claim that there is
great prosperity in Canada. It is
perhaps worth our while to ‘en-
quire as to what they have done
to bring about the prosperity
which they say exists. ell, it
does not take very much study to
discover that thejr policy has not
tended in the direction of prodye.
ing prosperity, because they have
increased the taxation, and no-
body will contend that that is
conducive to the welfare of the
people. When the Conservative
Government went out-of power
the taxation per head was about
$3.77, but these hon. gentlemen
opposite have succeeded it jp-
creasing the taxation until at pre-
