The daylight saving idea is al-
most as old as the United States,
and our country _can rightly
claim the credit orall the ad-
vantages which.may accrue from
it, as well'as receive the blame
for all the disadvantages which
may follow in the wake of its

iirst conceived the idea.

On an early morning walk
vong the streets in London in
L784 the thought first came to
1im, and-in passing it along to
the world at large he said:

“In a walk through: the Strand
and Fleet street one morning at
7 o'clock I observed " there was
aot one shop open, although it
had been. daylight and the sun
1p above three hours, the in-
habitants of London choosing
voluntary to live by candle light
wnd sleep by sunshine; and yet
dften complaining ‘a little ab-
surdly of the duty on candles
wd the high price of tallow.”

Soon thereafter, in the Journal
ie Paris, he published an article,
later appearing among his essays
ander the' titled “An Ezonomieal
Project,” - which farther élabor-
wed the advantages of daylight
“aving; namely, 'of “Turning the
“:lock forward an hour” so that
"sverybody would ' live one hour
onger'by daylight and one hour
‘ess by artificial light. :
