As s00n the next morning as I thought
it would be proper I went to the Gov-
ernment House, and was shewn into an
ante-room where were several others wait
ing their turn to seethegreat man, and
when my turn came I handed my de-
spatch to the orderly in wasiting, and
sfter again waiting & while longer I was
called 1nto the presence of the Secretary
of War who stared rather supercilliously
at me,whichI did notmuch wonder at,for
I really was not over clean,whilst he was
in an Astrachan military coat be-frogged
and corded to the fullest extent, and
everythiog about him being of the same
style.

families ; but s!l that seemed to be as
nothing te Sir Francis Bond Head and
his secretary, living in luxury at the dis-
tance of two hundred miles from all onp
grievances ! However, as it wag yet a
month before we got the route for home,
I shall give you one or twe incidents
that caused considerable amusement on
Walpole Island while I was away.

Boston, Mass., Dec. 28.—The splen-
did new Slater memorial museum at
Norwich, Conn., which was opened with
a great gathering of learned men two or
three weeks ago, is intended as an ex-
emplar of art, as well as literature and
learniug, and in order to make it equal
to sny in the land, William Slater pur.
chased in Europe a rare collection of
statuary, ancient and modern, which he
desigued to present to the new museum
for the instruction and delight of the
future, as well as the present inhabitants
of Norwick. Some cf the people of the
town, however, belong to the class which
swathes piano legs to hide their naked-
ness. There is quite a number of these
prudish persons in Norwich, snd they
sniffed the danger afar off.

Heat over the fire uotil it
looks biack, add two tablespoonfals of
vinegar ; let it boil up again and pour
over the eggs, which have been kept hot
in & dish on the range. .

county, I am deeply thankful that my
brethren of the Bar should feel that dur-
ing the course of my association with
them in the active duties of the profes-
sion, I have done nothing to forfeit their
respect and esteem, and that they are
thas enabled, without loss of professional
or personal dignity, to greet me tonight
upon terms of the most complete equal-
ity. More than ten years have passed
since I began to practice here and they
have been bright and happy ones, and
during that time I have naturally ferm-
ed—ana principally smong the members
of our professiom, having necessarily
been thrown into more immediate con-
tact with them—friendships which are
not of & transitory character, but which
will, so far as I am concerned at anyrate,
last ontil I cease to breath. I shall
never forget the kindoess I have receiv-
ed upon all hands from the official and
privats members of the profession. I
would be one of the basest of mankind
if I did. It certainly should be and is
s great satisfaction for me to be able to
say that while I have had iutimate busi-
nees relationships for many years wity
almost every member of the county Bar,
I leave no enemy béhind, but carry with
me instead your hearty and sincere
good wishes for my success. This is some-
thing to be proud of —something to look
back to with deep gratification. Now,
gentlemen, I think you will agree with
me that I am placed in rather an awk-
ward position tonight. It is a poor
subject yon have given me. I would
rather speak about anyone else than my-
self. So many pleasant ccmplimentary
and too eulogistic remarks have been
made to and about me for some days
past that Ithought I must have been
daring that period looking down upon
my friends from aloft and hed simply
heard the echoes of the recital of those
virtues that after my decease it had been
found I possessed. (Laughter.) But
I am more fortunate than many, in that
I am having this honcr done me and
hearing the pleasant expressions of good-
will while in the flesh ; (renewed
laughter,) and although it might by some
be thought more becoming were I simply
to again thank you for your kindness,
and thus bring my remarks to a close, 1
cannot refrain from mentioning at slight-
ly greater length the subject of my early
departure, and of saying s word
or two about the Bar of this
county and the profession generally.
As many, if not all of yo., are aware, I
have livad here, with the exception cf
a year or two, the whole of my life, and
I am now among the thirties. Many of
the friends of my youth are still living
here, as well as all, or nearly all, of
those of my mature years. I have been
for over ten years a member cf a firm
being, and I may be pardoned if I say
80, a large business, and I am proud te
say that the relationship of the different
members of the firm has never been
stirred by a single jar. Of course, there
is no special honor to be extracted from
the fact that I have not quarreled with
the senior member of the firm ; I would
be unworthy of your consideration or
the honor you are now paying me, and
worthy only of and entitled to nothing
but the scorn and contumely of every
honorable and self respecting maun did I
not revere and honor him. (Loud ap-
plause.) Baut the ties that have govern-
ed my association with my immediate
senior in the firm are of a different char-
acter, viz., those of friendship, not of
consanguinity ; and thoee ties, I think, I
may be permitted to say, are not merely
of a business, but of a personal charac-
ter. During the whole course of our
long business and student connection an
angry word has never passed between
us. (Hear, hear) And I am proud of
this. Have I not canse to be, and who
will begrudgze me the satisfaction I de-
rive from it ? Can you wonder then, gen-
tlemen, that the severance of this cloge
partnership and personal friendship
should bring to my mind feelings not al
together akin to those of gladness.
Then, also, I am leaving behind me dear
friends, upon whose faces I now look
and whose friendship—close, endearing
friendship—I have enjoyed for many
years without interruption or cessation,
the memory of which shall never fade
from my recollection. Are these not
things one should hesitate to lose?
While I may.not be given to much dis-
play of feeling—and I have been told
that T am not—I do not believe that
there is & man living who puts more
confidence in sincers friendship or who
values it more than I do; so that you can
readily believe that before I dectded
to leave my comfortable home—tha home
of my relatives and friends, the home
around which cluster s0o many pleasant
and some sad recollections—I gave the
matter most careful and earnest consid-
eration and consulted those whose in-
terest in my perscnal prosperity over-
came their natural inclinatiops ; and so
it was decided that the plunge should be
made. and I should go. It may be said
that I have taken a bold step in jumping
into the midst of the keenest competi-
tion, where the fight for leave to work is
vigorous and incessant,and it might with
more truth perhape than friendship be
predicted that my career would be short,
and that failure, not succe:s, would be
my pertion. Bat, gertlemer, I tell you

application can evert it. ( Lpnd_npplanu.z
It was not without trepidation that
took the step, but having taken it I am
bound to succeed, if it is in me to do so,
(Hear, hear.) Iam Soo&oh_onoqgh for
that. I have a distinct object in view
and that Iam bound to attain, God
willing. (Cheers.) I start out with the
firm conviction that the statement of a
celebrated novelist (I may not hpvo his
exact words but [ have his meaning) can
be verified in everyday life, and it is
this : That the hill has never yet lifted
its face to heaven that perseverance will
not gain the summit of at last. That is
my motto. (Applause.) To that I in-
tend to hold with deathlike ten-
acity snd wy determination will
be greatly strengthened . and in-
creased by the many expressions of
goodwill and encouragement I have re.
ceived from the members of the Bar of
the County of Huron, young and old.
Then, gentlemen, perhaps I may be per-
mitted, as now no longer a member of
it, to say something respecting the I.ln
of the County of Huron. I do not think
I am going beyond the mark when I say
that, ootside the Iarge cities, there is not
an abler Bar in the Province. lndeed,
I have heard that statement made by at
any rate two gentlemen who are now on
the Bench. And there sre s number of
rising men at the Bar in this couaty,
who are around the table tonight. I
won’t be invidious but I ocvuld name
some who are destined to vocupy s high
place in the profession sud the souner
they arrive the better I will be pleased.
(Hear, hear.) The legal pr_olouion, to
sume extent arouses antagonism amongst
ite members, not necessarily bitter—in-
deed it never should be so—but simply of
friendly fivalry It is very much to be
deplored that business strife should de-
generate to personal enmity. Ambition
is most lsndable. The man who is not
the possessor of it will never attain to
eminence,no matter what his calling may
be. (Hear, hear.) But when ambition
dwindles into envy, 1t ceases to be a
virtue. It is & curse. We should be
thankful that we _have had ncthing of
the kind in this county. (Applause.)
We have each gone on in his own way
and never felt envious of our brother’s
success We should, and, I believe, we
do gloryin it. Of course we would
be much pleased to be successful our-
selves, but because we cannot attain to

uite the high position of our brother,

od forbid that we should be envious,
Let our coaduet when hearing of the
success of another be such that the poet’s
lines,

“Base envy withers at another’s joy.

And hates that excellence it cannot reach.”,
cannot be applied to us. Our profession
is & noble one. What a pity it is that
some of its members occasionally forget
themselves and thus call down upon all
the cothers an odium they do not de-
serve, because there is no doubt that a
wean action, unprofessional conduct,
or dishonorable dealing reflect not only
upon the guilty one, but upon every
member of the profession, who conse-

quently bears the  burden of
another'snsins, (Loud applause.) Gen-
tlemen, let us guard with  jealous

care the honor of our profession. Let
no one of us do a single thing that the
most scrupulous brother wou!d be asham-
ed of, I feel that while I am leaving
you and am no longer a member of the
Bar, I have a high character to uphold
among these of wider experience and
greater knowledge than I have, with
whom I am to come in contact, and,
Gentlemen, I assuie you that I would
rather this arm should wither to the
socket than that 1 should forget to en-
deavor to uphold the honor and dignity
of the Bar of the County of Huron, or
do anything that would bring a blush of
shame to the cheeks of any of my
friends, or cause them to regret, no mat-
ter how small an extent, the compliment
they have paid me tonight. (Hear,
hear.) Gentlemen, I thank you again
and again for the honor you have done
me. (Loud and prolonged sheers.)

At tha conclusion of Mr. Cameron’s
speech the toast list was taken up by Dr.
Holmes, who called for toast, song and
sentiment in his happiest style.

*“The Bench” was coupled with the
names of Judge Doyle and Master in
Chancery Malcomaon,

Judge Doyle was. warmly receivea.
He accepted the hearty manner in which
the toast had been received not as a
perzonal compliment to himself, for his
connection with the Bench had been of
a comparatively recent date, but as a
tribute to those who had occupied the
position in years past, and borne the
heat and burden of the day in - the judi-
cial work of the county. He regretted
that business had called his senior away,
but was pleased to have an opportunity
of doing honor to the guest of the even-
ing. He had known him from his in-
fancy, and had known him closely for
the past fifteen years—that being the
time that had elapsed since Mr Cameron
had begun the study of law. He (Judge
Doyle) endorsed everything that had
been 80 well said by the chairman, and
had attended no dinner with so much
pleasure.

| Mrs Molom (. Field Wods Mr Windsor Bat

lie Bocun’s Know Is,

A Wichits, Kan., despatch says: A
strange case of delusivn, real or pretend-
ed, was brought to light in the Probaie
Court to-day, when Mrs Helen 0. Field
was tried as w her sanity at the in:tiga-
tion of Perry Windeor, a prominent so-
ciety man and manager of a leading lcan
and mortgage company here, to whom
Mrs Field imagines that she is married.

Mrs Field's mother testified that dur-
ing last June and Jaly her daugfiter had
been very sick &nd acted very queerly.
She theo insisted that she wah eogaged
1o Mr Windsor, and one day went to his
place of business and on her return told
her mother that they were to be warried
that afternoon. :

"HE COMETH NOT ” SHE SAID

Alrs Field dressed herself in a white
dress and stood on the frout porch that
afternoon awaiting the coming of the
groom. Mr Windsor did not appear, of
course, but she continued t> dress her-
self in the same fishion for two days,
and then Ler mother went to Mr Wind-
sor and asked him if he intended wedding
her widowed daughter. The gentleman
said he had no such intention, He add-
ed that he had been receiving anony-
mous letters aud postal cards and also
little packages of luwers, eic., from Mrs
FicMd, - containing allusions to certain
matters of which he had no knowledge,
and that ho wanted 1t stopped. It was
ther. that Mrs Field's mother corcluded
that her daughter was insane, and guing
home she told her what Mr Windsor
said, and advised her daughter to drop
the matter.

BUT SHE WAITED IN CHURCH AT MIDNIGHT,

About that time she also began to talk
of the Church aud said she would not
allow her luver to come between her and
her God, as she thought he wished to.
She would dress i1n her best and go to
church at 10 or 11 o’clock at night and
sit there, and on returning home would
say a portion of the marriage cre-

Then little pill boxes with flowers and
poetry began to pour in and the rambl-
ing letters increased, Mr Windsor savs
he wrote to Mrs Field to discontinue
this correspondence, and after her mother
had called on him her letters did stop.

About that time he was informed that
there was a blackmailing scheme being
worked by Mrs Field and he was asked
if he was engaged to her.  He, of course,
said no. His idea was that the black-
mailing theory was correct, and he took
precautions accordingly.

Some of Mrs Field's letters and notes
were produced in court. One was a
card giving Mr Windsor free passage

The Cars of Russia.

At Moscow and St Putersbng the
street cars are similarly constracted to
those in Paris, but are a little larger.
They are almost as long as the passen-
ger coach on a steam road, have double
decks or two storied, and accomodate
over sixty passengers without crowdiug,
A stairway winds up at the rear of the
cars leading te the long seats above, over
which is a wooden roof or canopy, and
the passengers have the privilege of a
seat in the breeze ahove wr in the en-
closure heluw, the latter being like the
interior of American street cars. Eight
horses are used when there is snow
on the ground, four of them beiag hitch-
ed abreast. In the summer fonr horses,
two abreast do the pulling. Three men
run the car, & conductor, a driver, and a
man who rides the off horse hitched in
the rear. The driver rings a bell con-
tinwously, and when anyone sttempts to
- 'oss the track in close proximity he
rings more vigurously and rails in seven
different languages. The fare is usually
twenty kopecks, whioch is about ten
cents. ‘The street cars in Russia are not
old institut:ons and are not very liberally
patronized.

Restoring Wornout Lands,

When reading regarding the sabject of
wornout lands and methods of restoration
ure suggested, we feel like sayiog, ‘*don’t
doit.” We do not accept the idea of as
much worn-out land as some would claim,
If 1t may be said of a field that it is worn-
out, we should say let it go; don't spend
any energies upon any such fleld, but
rather work upon those fields that are
not wornout; make them vastly better by
the labor and expenditure that would be
required to restore & wornout field. A
wearing out may consist only of injudic-
ious cropring or treatment and ouly re-
quires a change of base. It must be re-
membered that Nature is a bountiful
provider, and that the soil has locked
within its recesses elements of fertility
which, by = suitable application of man-
urial substances, may be rendered avail-
able. Because a soil will not produce
certain crops is no certain indication ef
being worn out ; while it may be largely
9xhsnlud of all the principal elements,
it may be s0 unbalanced by the absence
of one element as to render it unsuitable
for cropping. This fact demonstrates
the necessity for individual experimen-
tation,

The Value of Clover as a Fertalizer.
To thé Editor of THE SIGNAL.

[The following written by a prominent local
seedsman and agriculturist will prove ef in-
terest to many of our readers amongst the
agricultural community.—ED. Si@NAL.|

We shall not attempt to estimate the
value of clover to us, as it is inestimable;
Nor will we dare to compate the loss we
have sustained by its partial failure this
past few seasons. Clover has been
truthfully called the  great renovator of
our country,” and it is well worthy of
that title. Its lomg, penetrating root
reaches down into the subsoil, raising

to the sarface much of the richness|

there contained which would otherwise
be lost. Not only shis bat its broad,
numerous leaves are continually drinking
in' from the atmosphere those elements
that are so essential for its existence,and
placing them in such a form that they
may be readily taken in by succeeding
crops. From this it will be seen it derives
nearly all its nutriment from scurces that
would not be taken e any great extent
by any other plant; in fact it is the
scavenger that collects its richness from
above and beneath, and dies that others
may feast on the store it has provided.
Perhaps the casual observer would
hardly credit the amount of fertilizing
qualities returned to the soil even by the
bare reots themselves. A good set of
olover roots have beer found to weigh
upwards of three tons per acre and found
to contain nitrogen, potash and phos-
horic acid worth at market value nearly
20.00 consequently leaving this large
amount in the soil to be the direct pre-
pared food for.the wheat that should
follow, of course if the whole crop was
ploughed under, the value of the clover
crop would be increased, but not in the
same proportion as the roots, and it no
doubt is more profitable to cut the crop
for hay snd return the manure to the
soil, than to plow under, or elseto pas-
ture off, which would amount to the
same. Of late years, it is not profitable
$0 leave a clover sod more than one year,
as after that it begins to die and simply

good things are usually expensive, and
done up in exceedingly small parcels as
well ; and as for the “‘affurd,” we must
ask ourselves can we afford to ultimately
roin our farm? Can we cease to raise
wheat, which we positively muss, if we
do not continue clover? If we can do
this, then we need not sow clover but
until we make up our minds to this, sow
it we must, Buat some will say we will
sow timothy instead of clover, as it is
so much cheaper. 8o it is, but it would
be a great blessing to the country if tim-
othy seed was $10 per bushel and clcver
seed $2. But we cannot make that
change. It would pay vastly better to
pay even $10 for clover than (o pay $2
for timothy and neglect clover. It
must be remembered a heavy crop of
timothy hay taken off* land suited for
grain will abatract as much from the soil
asa crop of wheat yielding 30 bushels
per acre, besides returning almost noth-
ing to the soil, in reot of any value, and
it also makes the soil solid and unsuit-
able for any crop that may follow, while
the very opposite may be said of clover.
Much of the failure of fall wheat of late
years is owing to the diminution of the
amount of clover sown, and without we
turn right about face it is hard to say
whither we will drift. There are only
three things that will enable us to in-
crease the fertility of our soils and en-
able us to raise our former crops of
wheat &c. The first is Clover ! the
second is CLOVER !! and the third is
CLOVER !!! and, we might add, less
timothy.
