Outlook Improving.

The outlook is decidedly more
cheering. It is now apparent that the
main objective of the Teutonic drive
in the East has not been reached, Ger-
man strategy has failed as it failed
twelve months ago in France. The
sirategy of twelve months ago was to
destroy the French Army. That fail-
ed. The strategy of the movement of
the past month was to destroy the
Russian armies. Germany now ad-
mits that this objective has not been
attained and that the taking of War-
saw and the Polish salient is an inde-
cisive event.

ammunition. The news too from the
Dardanelles is encouraging. Fresh
gains have been made and new land-
ings effected. The most important of
the new movements, so far as has
been disclosed is the great work being
done in the mountainous region of
Sari Bahr. This region is about 200
square miles in extent.

| Seek to Awe Banks

Providence Journal Reports an Ef-
fort to Stop Participation in Loans
to the Allies.

I'rovide..ce., R.1., July 30.—The
Providence Journal says: “A move-
ment to force American financial in-
terests to stop all participation in
war loans to the Allies is in process
of organization among a group of
German agents in New York. The
Providence Journal has secured the
facts of this movement from one who
has worked among the German agents
since the inception of the scheme.
The headquarters for the movement
is on the thirteenth floor of the build-
ing at 15 Nassau Street, New York.
“The movement means, in brief,
that the banks under German-Ameri-
can control will be used as a medium
to ma}(e impossible American partici-
pation in future loans to the Allies.
To accomplish this result the propa-
gandists will warn loan participants
that such .action would be met by
cancellation of their business rela-
tions. When they began their activi-
ties these men stated that they were
renting the suites of five rooms on
Nassau Street for the purpose of hav-
ing headquarters for a new German-
American paper. A large clerical and
stenographic force was employed, and
the excuse at all times was that an
effort was being made to raise $2,-
500,000 for the publication of a daily
paper to be printed in English, but
to support the German cause.
“However, this shield has now been
abandoned, and the clerical force is
compiling statistics that show the
strength of German-Americans in the
banks of the country. To date they
have completed their figures from the
Atlantic coast to the Mississippi Riv-
er. The facts in their possession now
show that German-American predom-
inate in banks having a combined
capital and surplus of nearly $900,-
000,000.

“This is virtually one-third of the
capital and surplus of the 25,576 fin-
ancial institutions of the nation. It
is the belief of these men that when
the figures for the whole country are
completed they will show German-
Americans control one-half of the
banking power of the country.

This he rais-
ed two inches from the ground, insert-
ing in the bottom a cone-shaped
screen large end downwards. Under
this cone he placed a banana skin.
The whole contraption he nailed to a
post on a street corner. The flies did
the rest. In the first month, from one
hundred traps scattered through the
business section of Redlands, he had
emptied and burned fifty gallons oi
flies—3,750.000 of them. There are
now 500 of these fly-traps in Kedlands,
and, according to the natives, all the
flies are in them.” Mr. Chapman, it
appears, estimates that there are 75,-
000 flies.in a gallon.

Alfred Nobel, Kim and Bjornstjerne-
Bjornsen and the Swedish steamer
Fridland, consisting of farm produce,
meat from the great American pack-
ing houses and lard, which lave been
detained by the British Government.

Sir Frederick claimed that the en-
tire cargoes should be condemned on
the ground that they had been intend-
ed for Germany; that the claimants
had failed to prove their innocent in-
tentions, and he alleged fraud on the
part of packers.

Department of Commerce reporis
show that the annual consuinption of
fish per capita in the United States is
about 20 pounds. This, says the
Marine Journal, with our large inland
territory, of course, means that a
considerable proportion of our popu-
lation eats more than that amount.
But we are not large fish eaters as
such go when it is known that this
consumption is nct quite half that of
the inhabitants of Great Britain per
capita, but it is much larger than that
of most countries. Our total exports
of all kinds of fish under normal con-
ditions average about $11,00,000 a
year, and the popularity of our sal-
mon is evidenced by the ract that of
this total canned salmon is valued at
$7,000,000, fresh salmon at something

over $1,500,000, dried, smoked, cured’

and pickled fish at $1,000,000 and
shellfish at very nearly $1,000,000.
