Roumania's Peril.
We do not need an In­
timate knowledge either 
of military tactics or of 
the local topography to 

realise how serious is the plight of 
Roumania at this hour. The most 
casual examination of the map will 
reveal her present danger. Like Ser­
bia last year, though not in like meas­
ure, she is the unfortunate victim of 
geography, both her position relative­
ly to her enemies and her peculiar 
configuration making her particularly 
vulnerable to such an attack as that 
she is fighting desperately to ward off. 
Events have only followed the course 
which it has been feared for some time 
that they would take. In a country so 
poorly served with them, railways are 
more than ever vitally necessary, and 
the invaders are rapidly getting con­
trol of one of the most important 
Falkenhayn’s troops have got all the 
way to Craiova; next they will take 
Slatina. Thus they are actually be­
hind, or to the east of, the consider­
able Roumanian army, which has no 
railway over which to retreat Even 
when it does retreat it must run 
almost into the jaws, of the northern 
army which is pressing south from the 
region of Kampulung. It is a desper­
ate situation. * "

There would seem to be only one 
escape. It is to keep the Jaws of the 
closing vise open, and this can only 
be done by the use of such reinforce­
ments in men and artillery as our ally 
may not have at her command or may 
not be able to send quickly enough 
to the scene. As a direct result of the 
latest developments» we shall probably 
see the come-back in Dobrudja, which 
was progressing so favourably, again 
checked. For the present Mackensen 
can do little harm, but if Falkenhayn 
can effect a junction with him the ef­
fect will be tremendous. It is impos­
sible not to feel the deepest concern 
for Roumania, but the fact must al­
ways be borne in mind that nothing 
short of her complete elimination is 
likely to advantage Germany much. 
The latter is staking a lot on a throw 
which is obviously dictated In large 
part by moral and sentimental con­
siderations. What she is losing by it 
is apparent elsewhere and the strik­
ing victories on the Ancre and at 
Monastir may be the prelude of events 
which will outweigh anything that 
she may achieve against Roumania.

Germans Are Not
Inventors.

London Chronicle: “Let us get rid 
of the superstition that the Germans 
excel In inventiveness»” says Colonel 
Gablonsky, the Swiss military critic. 
It should not be difficult The diffi­
culty would be to discover what real­
ly great thing the Germans have-done 
for the enlightment of the world and 
the progress of civilization. A Ger­
man professor, Beckmann, wrote, a 
"History of Inventions,” but his own 
country makes a poor show in its 
pages, and, coming beyond the period 
it covers, the Teutonic record is a 
sorry one. To take some of the great 
famaliar things Germans did not in­
vent, there is the steam engine and 
steamboat, the telegraph, the * tele­
phone, wireless telegraphy, the aero­
plane, even the balloon, of which the 
Zeppelin is a monstrous perversion. 
An English Bishop devised the first 
universal language, and* a German 
professor stole the idea.

Many Narrow Escapes 
in the Somme.

In the fighting on the Souime where 
legions of men face death daily, nar­
row escapes from sudden extermina-- 
tion become trifling indidents to be 
joked about at the end of the day. A 
sergeant in a Yorkshire regiment de­
clares nothing a man may do seems to 
affect his chances of becoming a 
‘casualty.”

"I’ve seen careful men get winged 
before the daredevils,” said the ser­
geant, “and I’ve seen the careless 
man get hit when the cautious one es­
capes. Recently one of the men in my 
ÿlatoon was hit in the mouth. The 
bullet came from an angle, broke one 
of his teeth and glanced off; just graz­
ing his lip. Ten minutes later, a ‘bul­
let dented his Identity disc and later 
still a bomb exploded in his pocket, 
bursting outwards and badly bruising 
his side.”

Doctors tell of one man in the fight­
ing near Le Bars, who went thru the 
experience of having three bombs ex­
plode in his pocket without hurting 
him. A corporal, wearing a steel hel­
met, was hit by a bullet which went 
in at the front of the headgear, passed 
around his head, and went out the 
back, smashing the steel of the hel­
met. His head showed no marks.

Three soldiers were standing to­
gether when a bomb burst at their 
feet A sergeant was blown Into the 
air and badly wounded while the 
others were unscratched.

WAR REVIEW.
LONDON, To-Day.

The Austro-German forces pushing 
eastward through southwest Rouma­
nie have captured the town of Crai­
oval, and the Roumanians who are 
rettreatlng down the Jtul Valley and 
other points from Transylvanian 
Alps region apparently are in danger 
of being cut off . The troops of King 
Ferdinand in the Jiul Valley have 
reached Filiasi, -but here they are out­
flanked by the Teutonic Allies at 
Craioval, and without the aid of the 
railway to convey them eastward 
seemingly must be caught on the 
plains of Wallachia in the vise of the 
Austro-Germans which is closing in on 
them both from the north and south. 
An added peril to the Roumanians in 
this region is noted in the continued 
advance of the Teutonic Allies in the 
Alt Valley south of the Roumanian 
Pass, where Petrograd admits the 
Roumanians are retiring slowly to the 
southward. An advance eastward 
along the railway 25 miles to Slatina 
would give the Austro-Germans this 
important railroad town and compel 
the retreating Roumanians in the Alt 
Valley also to take to the high roads 

**• in an ehdeavor to escape in the direc- 
^ tion of Bucharest. Little lighting is 

reported from any of the other fronts. 
In the Somme region in France a 
heavy fog has hung over the entire 
battlefield and on Tuesday nothing but 
artillery duels took place. Bombard­
ments and minor infantry attacks have 
occurred in the Italian theatre. In 
Macedonia, according to Paris, the 
Entente troops north of Monastir are 
still pressing the German and Bul­
gare. West of Monastir the Italians 
have repulsed counter attacks deliver­
ed by the Teutonic Allies. An un­
official despatch from Salonika says 
the Serbians have captured seven vil­
lages west and "itorthwest of Monas­
tir, made many prisoners and taken 
field guns, machine guns and a quan­
tity of war material.

from a Vienna News Agency, which re­
ported that the Emperor had been suf­
fering some days from a slight catarrh­
al affection. Subsequent reports from 
various sources more or less conflict­
ing, represented his condition as be­
coming worse, but none of them indi­
cated his illness threatened to reach 
a critical stage. From Vienna came 
the assurance that he was still able 
to give audience to one or more Min­
isters daily. What gave some credence 
that condition was much graver than 
the official bulletins indicated was the 
report, which still lacks official con­
firmation, that it had been decided to 
associate the heir to the throne, Arch­
duke Charles Francis with the Gov­
ernment of the country and that he 
was to assume the position on Decem­
ber 2nd on the 68th anniversary of the 
Emperor’s ascension to the throne. So 
far as is known here Archduke Char­
les is still at the front in command of 
the army. Archduke Charles Francis, 
grand nephew of Emperor Francis 
Joseph, became heir to the throne of 
Austria-Hungary by the assassination 
of Archduke Francis Ferdinand prior 
to the outbreak of the war. He has 
been in command of the Austrian ar­
mies on the various fronts during the 
past two years. Archduke Charles 
Francis was born on August 17th, 
1887. His wife was Princess Zeta of 
the Bourbon House of Parma ; his fa­
ther was Archduke Otto, who was 
the younger brother of Francis Fer­
dinand.

A ROYAL EXAMPLE.
LONDON, To-day.

The Times understands that the 
King has ordered every unmarried 
man of military age of the royal staffs 
at Buckingham Palace, Winsor Castle; 
Balmoral and Sandringham, in what­
ever employment, to report for service 
with the colours. At the beginning of 
the war the King released as many 
men as then could be spared for ser­
vice in France under the Derby 
scheme ; all the remainder attested. 
The present action further depletes 
the royal establishments.

NEW GOVERNMENT IN NEW
SOUTH WALES.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., To-day.
Complete reorganization of the Gov­

ernment of New South Wales, Austra­
lia, is announced in a cablegram from 
the Australian Trade Commission re­
ceived here yesterday. The change 
was brought about through the di­
visions of the labor party over con­
scription. The fact that a number of 
members of the Labor Government, 
including Premier Holman gave sup­
port to the recent referendum on con­
scription was looked on as a breach 
of faith of the labor movement, and 
the party became divided. A new Gov­
ernment has now been formed with 
Holman as Premier. The Cabinet con­
sists of equal ministry of Liberal and 
Labor members, while Beeby at the 
head of a comparatively new party 
known as the Progressives, has been 
given a portfolio as Minister for La­
bor and Industry. Durack is leader 
of the Opposition.

A NEW FORM OF PIRACY.
MARSEILLES, To-day.

The Greek steamer Grisses has ar­
rived here and reports that she was 
stopped by a submarine which seized 
118 sacks of mail and forced her to 
throw her cargo overboard.

THE AUSTKIAN EMPEROR.
LONDON, To-Day.

News of the death of the Austrian 
Kmperor was received in London too 
late to catch the ordinary editions of 
papers, so no editorial opinion is avail­
able as to the probable effect if any 
it will have on the course of the war, 
or on the Austrian people. The Daily 
Mail in a late special edition publish­
ed a short obituary in which it says 
that Emperor Francis Joseph has been 
politically defunct for two years. In 
the present war he played a very in­
significant part and it is exceedingly 
doubtful whether, had he been in vig­
orous health, he would ever have con­
sented to become a passive agent of a 
German plot. The initial disasters 
tyhich befell Austria weighed heavily 
upon him. The’loss of Galicia in the 
autumn of 1914 he felt as a crus^pg 
blow. From then onwards Germany 
assumed virtual control^ of the Do­
minions of the once proud Hapsburg.

The Chamber sat in secret for 
a short time, then resumed the public 
sitting, during which the debate be­
came tumultuous. At one time De­
puty PieUfe Brizon, Socialist, was fi­
nally deprived of the use of the floor 
for immoderate language. The Cham­
ber’s strong confidence in the Govern­
ment was shown by a vote of 460 to 
38.

RECORD OF PIRACY.

BERLIN, To-Day.
An official communication issued to­

day gives the following information 
concerning the ships of enemy and 
neutral countries which have been 
captured, sunk or blown up by mines 
during the war. During October 146 
hostile merchantmen of 36,500 tons 
have been brought into port or sunk 
by submarine or torpedo boats of the 
Central Powers or lost owing to mines. 
Neutral merchantmen numbering 72, 
and of 87,000 tons, were sunk because 
they were carrying contraband to the 
enemy. Since the beginning of the 
war 3,322,000 tons of hostile shipping, 
of which 2,560,000 tons were English, 
have been lost owing to the war 
measures of the Central Powers.

BULGARIANS MAKING A STAND.
PARIS, To-Day.

Energetic resistance is being offered 
by the Germans and Bulgarians on 
the Macedonian front north of Mona­
stir, the War Office announces. The 
advance of the Entente forces was de­
layed by a heavy fog. Five hundred 
more prisoners were taken. The Bul­
garian forces are accepting battle on 
a line running from Snesgevo (?) 
north of Monastir to Rill 1050, south­
west of the town of Makova, which is 
13 miles northeast of Monastir.

AMERICAN BARK IN DISTRESS.
LONDON, To-Day.

The American bark Manga Rova was 
in distress in the Atlantic Ocean off 
the coast of France and possibly may 
have been lost, according to a despatch 
to Lloyds from Falmouth. The bark 
was last reported as arriving at Lon­
don on Nov. 5 from Rotterdam, and 
was probably west bound.

Sea Agaio.

The S.S. Nascopie, Capt. Mack, 
which recently returned from Hud­
son Bay, sailed from this port this 
morning for Cardiff, after getting 650 
tons of bunker' coal. We learn that 
the furs, etc„ which she brought from 
the Far North were landed here to be 
transhipped to Montreal to the own­
ers. At Cardiff the ship will load coal. 
It is understood that the 'Nascopie 
will be engaged by the Russian Gov­
ernment again this winter and spring, 
bringing supplies through the White 
Sea. It is a certainty, we hear, the 
ship will not prosecute the 1917 ' seal- 
fishery.

SIR JOSEPH BEECHAM.
Though one of the greatest adver­

tisers of the time, Sir Joseph Beech- 
am preferred to keep himself out of 
the limelight, as b£ truly told the 
Royal Commission on Advertisements 
some time ago. Tljpugh he had a 
house in London and stayed there 
some days every week, he was totally 
unknown to the vast majority of Lon­
doners till the public musical activi­
ties of his son, Sir Thomas, directed 
attention to him. In the last few years 
he was a familiar figure at the opera, 
especially during the performances of 
the famous Russians. He was himself 
in his youth more than a fair organ­
ist and was a shrewd judge of music. 
He was typical of all that is best in 
the North-country industrial magnate. 
I remember that once he purposely 
shocked a very superior young, must 
cal amateur, who was rhapsodising 
with futile superlatives about the 
Russian opera, by saying that in mu­
sic as in everything else, the thing is 
“to deliver the goods." Another typi­
cal remark of his was when a musi­
cian kept him waiting for an appoint­
ment. He said, "I have never been 
late for an appointment in my life, ev­
en when it was with an office boy to 
sack him.” He was methodical in 
small things. On the Underground lie 
did not have a ticket, but travelled 
without one in virtue of the railway 
director’s golden key which he car­
ried. Sir Joseph Beecham wasj an ex 
tensive picture collector of nineteenth 
century English pictures. So far as I 
recollect he had a dozen of Turner's 
late Italian water colours, and his 
chief treasure was Turner’s famous 
picture of the St. Gothard diligence 
overturned in the snow. My impres­
sion of his oil pictures was .that the 
quality varied sharply, and that while 
a number of his Constables and mas­
ters of the Norwich school would do 
credit to any collection, many of 
them would have been weeded out by 
a careful collector. I remarked to 
him that he seemed to have come 
through many stages in his art inter­
est, and in reply he told m6 how he 
began to collect. He said, with a 
frankness that characterized all his 
doings, that the first picture he bought 
was a plate issued by a sporting paper 
of the redoubtable Tom Sayers, who 
met Heenan in the famous fight in 
1860. He was a boy then, very keen 
about boxing. He had it framed and 
hung in his bedroom, and he added to 
it plates of other fistic champions. His 
art interests enlarged, and by and by 
he gave up sporting plates and col­
lected pictures.

step in a well-matured plan to realise 
the ambition -of Germany to become 
the first shipping Power of the world. 
“When war broke out official Ger­
many had so organised its machine 
shops that only the presence of a but­
ton was required to switch all the 
works on to munition making. All 
that is happening now shows that at 
the psychological moment the same 
procedure will be adopted, with this 
difference—that Germany machinery 
will make wares for the world’s marts 
instead of munitions for the Father­
land.” It is not presumably intended 
to ignore the fact that at the end of 
the War we are likely to have a con­
siderable number of machine shops to 
"switch on” to the world’s marts, too. 
The point urged is the necessity of 
perfecting without delay the organiza­
tion tor a co-operative commercial 
campaign upon at least as large a 
scale.

TRADE AFTER THE WAR.
A correspondent—the managing di­

rector of an engineering concern— 
writes to emphasise the significance of 
the German scheme of linking up the 
Krupp firm with the North German 
Lloyd Steamship lines. The Essen 
firm has now purchased an interest in 
the stgamship company, and one of its 
directors is to have a seat on the 
board. In view of the correspondent 
this adroit move of forging a new link 
between the Essen works and the

ZEPPELIN WRECKER WOUNDED,
One of the first British airmen who 

wrecked a Zeppelin was in the casu­
alty list of October 23rd. Squadron 
Commander Reginald Marix, D.S.O., 
who has been severely injured, was 
leader In the successful attack on the 
Dusseldorf airship shed in October, 
1914. It was one of his bombs, drop­
ped from 500 feet, which hit the shed, 
went through the roof, and destroyed 
a Zeppelin. Nothing remained of the 
airship but ruins and ashes, and even 
German papers had to go as far as to 
report next day—"Zeppelin shed 
slightly damaged.” It was the first 
airship ever destroyed single-handed 
by an aeroplane. The machine driven 
by Marix was only one of those little 
Sopwith biplane scouts known among 
aviators as “Tabloids.” After their 
work was done Marix and his two 
companions had to abandon their ma­
chines outside Antwerp, where they 
saw them smashed by German artil­
lery. Reginald Marix was a well- 
known aviator before the war. He 
joined the Naval Air Service in 
November, 1912. After his Dusseldprf 
exploit he worried the Germans in 
Flanders a lot with a powerful ar­
moured motor-car.

SYNTHETIC MILK.
On the invitation of Mr. William 

Lawton, the cookery and dietetic ex­
pert, a large company visited on Oc­
tober 24th the rooms of the Society 
of Medical Officers of Health, where a 
new synthetic milk for household pur­
poses was exhibited. The substance 
may be prepared at home with half 
the usual amount of cow’s milk, 
thereby reducing the outlay to 4d. per 
quart. Allegations have been made 
against the farmers and dairymen. 
“Let the consumers put their heads 
together,” Mr. Lawton says, “and 
milk prices will come down with a 
run.” His “synthetic milk improver' 
is a sweet smelling powder, “redol­
ent of the meadows,” which was mix­
ed with water and boiled for a few 
minutes before being added to an 
equal amount of cow’s milk. . After 
being strained and cooled the mixture 
is found to be practically indistin­
guishable from new milk. The pow­
der is stated to be composed solely of 
bone-forming and body-building con­
stituents. It is partly composed of 
cow’s milk, but the rest is Mr. Law­
ton’s secret. A dozen ingredients are 
employed, requiring careful mixing. 
Mr. Lawton assured me that the object 
of his crusade was to force the hand of 
the milk dealers and that there was no 
commercial purpose in view. Apart 
from the immediate controversy, he 
appears to have evolved a milk sub­
stitute free from peculiarity of taste, 
which should be as useful to the milk 
drinker as it appears to be for the 
making of the varied dishes that were 
submitted for tasting.

TO HAYE A PRETTY ARM.
To have a pretty arm is a boon 

craved by most women. But arms are 
not all pretty, and to make them so 
will require treatment and lots of 
patience. One must remember that it 
is harder to build up than to tear 
down. However, there are simple 
treatments that will work wonderful 
improvement, if not entirely correct 
the faults.- Exercise may be adopted 
that will perfect the circualtion and 
take away from or add to any part of 
the arm. Should the arm be thin the 
exercise should be mild, but if there 
is too much flesh the exercise should 
be vigorous.

An ideal method of plumping the 
arms is to wrap them with oiled band­
ages to be worn at night. Before ap­
plying the bandages, the entire arm 
should be bathed with warm water for 
eight or ten minutes. In addition to 
cleansing the skin it opens the pores 
and better prepares the skin to ab­
sorb the oil.

The bandages should be strips of 
linen about two inches wide, which 
are first soaked in olive oil and then 
applied. Begin at the wrist by wind­
ing the bandage around the arm, 
working upward until the whole arm 
is encased. The bandage should be 
put on firmly, but not so tight as to 
retard circulation. To prevent ones 
clothing or bed clothes from becoming 
soiled, oiled silk may be used to cov­
er the bandages.

The oil may be applied by mas­
saging the arms but the bandages are 
better. The arms should be bathed 
again in the morning and after being 
thoroughly dried a small amount of 
oil again rubbed into the skin by 
friction, after which the arms1 should 
be wiped with a soft cloth and then 
powdered.
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CHRISTMAS TOYS.
As the Christmas toy season draws 

nearer the big wholesale London dis­
tributing firms have been able to esti­
mate more clearly what toys will be 
available. Generally speaking, toys 
will be dearer, and some of the cheap­
er kinds for which we look to Ger­
many in peace time will be practical­
ly unobtainable. The toy trade, I am 
told by an expert, centers round the 
supplies of cloth, metal', wood and la­
bor. Since the war commenced the 
price of wood has gone up three times 
that of metal two or three times, while 
plush, of wheih the quaint animal toys 
are made, has increased enormously 
in cost British manufacturers have 
come to the rescue so far as the box­
es of metal soldiers beloved of the 
small boy are concerned. Oil the 
other hand, though there is a fairly 
plentiful supply of clock-work me­
chanical toys, the small working 
steam engine is practically extinct. 
High-class engineering toys of this 
description are still made in this 
country, but the cheaper varieties, 
which varied in price from a shilling 
to a guinea were made in Germany. 
So the child with an engineering bent 
may have to content himself with con­
structive engineering sets.

It must be added that the proceed­
ings of our Government have been 
complicated by the necessity of con­
sidering the interests of our Allies. 
At a very early stage both Italy and 
France, asked the British Governntent 
to help'them in maintaining their sup­
plies OF wheat, just as they had pre­
viously asked that we should help 
them with their meat supply. Our 
Government agreed subject to the very 
reasonable condition, which was at 
once accepted, that the three Govern­
ments should not compete with one 
another either in the wheat market or 
in the tonpage market. The Board ’of 
Trade, as far as can be learnt, Have 
done their best to hold the balance 
with absolute fairness between the in­
terests of the three countries concern­
ed, but each has had its own difficul­
ties to contend with. At an early stage 
the Italians were very remiss in un­
loading ships, largely, it appears, 
through the action of the doêkers’ 
Unions. Similar difficulties seem still 
toxbe experienced in France, possibly 
through the deficiency of dock labour. 
We may assume that the same kind of 
Departmental difficulties which are 
constantly befalling our own Govern­
ment are not absent in either France 

' or Italy. Even a war for national ex­
istence will not prevent Government 
Departments from fighting with one 
another regardless of the public in­
terest. More serious still Is the pos­
sibility, which we must certainly fil ce, 
that the new Government organization 
for wheat purchase, however energetic 
and patriotic its members may be, 
wiU not be able to secure such good 
results as a multitude of private trad­
ers competing with one another for 
the chance of a bight profit. We may 
even find our halfpenny Préss a few 
months hence clamouring fdr the re­
instatement of the “profiteers.”—The 
Spectator, Nov. 4, 1916.

SUPERI& Children’s Rubextraordinary rise, which has brought 

the price of wheat up to a higher 
level than it has touched since the 
Napoleonic Wârs, should have follow­
ed instead of preceding the recent 
drastic action of the Government. The 
mentality of the masses of our peo­
ple, and probably of every people, 
with regard to food prices is some­
what curious. As fab as can be ascer­
tained, public indignation at high 
prices is due less to the actual incon­
venience which the high prices cause 
than to the stasplcien that somebody 
is making an illegitimate profit. In 
the final resort this feeling probably 
arises from the reflection that evils 
which are inevitable must be borne, 
whereas evils which are the result of 
unfa'irness or selfishness ought to be 
combated. If the present range of 
prices had come into operation while 
the “profiteers” were still doing the 
main work of supplying this country 
with wheat, there might have been 
dangerous political agitation against 
these “enemies of mankind.” That 
evil, at any rate, has been avoided by 
the recent action of the Govenimént.

When the full story of the Govern­
ment proceedings in connexion with 
the supply of Wheat comes to be told, 
the country will probably learn Some 
very useful lessons in political econ­
omy. It will also learn, we haVe good 
reason for believing, that on the whole 
the Government have done their best 
in very difficult circumstances, and 
have prevented certain definite evils, 
while possibly, and almost inevitably, 
creating new ones. Very wisely the 
Board of Trade from the outset took 
the view that the essential problem to 
be solved was not the reduction of 
price but the maintenance of supply. 
About a, year ago the Government 
realized the Importance of accumu­
lating some rtsjerve of wheat in this 
country with n^ftview to contingencies, 
and took steps with the full know­
ledge of the corn trade ,to purchase 
an appreciable reserve. The actual 
amount of the reserve has not been, 
made public. It was never intended 
to be very large, and the trade was 
specifically informed, of the amount 
which would be purchased, and was 
assured that fBe Government would 
use this hoard to knock down the 
market arbitrarily. Needless to say, 
the Government had not only to ac­
quire the wheat, but had also to make 
provision for bringing it to our shores. 

• Very wisely, again, the Board of Trade 
decided that they would buy in North 
America rather than in South America 
or Australia because of the rapidity 
of delivery. The round voyage to 
Australia takes about five months, and 
within that period something like 
half-a-dozen voyages can be made 
from Liverpool to New York and 
back. Cohsèrantlÿ, in view of the 
shortage of Ujzmage, it was obvibusly 
wise to go Aft the sparest sohrce of

Paihs Men’s Women’s 
her Boots, Rubber Shoes and Gaiters, all 
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from the Argèntine to this country 
rose to a stupendous figure. Ingeni­
ous writers worked out that the price 
paid for carrying a quarter of wheat 
from the River Plate to the River 
Thames was equivalent to something 
like twopence on the loaf, and a 
scream was raised that the poor were 
being starved because the Government 
preferred to put money into the pock­
ets of the shipowners rather than to 
provide the country with bread at a 
reasonable price. As a matter of fact, 
so far as the price of bread was con­
cerned, the high freights from the 
Argentine were absolutely without ef­
fect; for the bulk of our wheat supply 
was all the time coming from North 
America, and it was that supply which 
fixed the price. Tfie relatively small 
quantity of wheat imported from. the 
Argentine had to be sold at the world 
prices, and- the effect of the high 
freights from the Plate to the Thatn'es 
was to diminish the price which the 
Argentine wheat-grower was able i o 
pocket, not to increase the price which 
the English consumer had to pay. If

Everything that is sent by the Wo- j 
men’s Patriotic Association is distri-j 
buted freely to Newfoundland men, ini 
addition to many other comforts which j 
are given to them in hospital and at 
the Front.

Since such rumours can only cause, 
pain to relatives in Newfoundland, I 
think it my duty absolutely to contra­
dict them, and I feel sure you, Sir, 
would be glad to give this letter the 
benefit of the large circulation of your 
paper.
