RED FLAG IN FRANCE.

BRES"Y, June 18.

Recognition of brave and gal-
lant deeds is usually, when pass-
ing through the various official
channels, apt to be tardy in ful-
filment, yvet though it is now
considerably over a year since
the heroic conduct of our sea-
men in facing death to save
life from the ill-fated Florizel
on that tragic Sunday in Febru-
ary, 1918, was presented to the
proper authorities, none will
cavil over the delay, in award-
ing to those daring spirits, so
conspicuous and foremost in
their successful endeavours at
rescue work, the distinctions to
which theéir superhuman cour-
age entitled them. Not that
they needed any decorative spur
to urge them on. Life was in
danger, and no matter what
perils lay in the track of the
rescuers they were determined
to overcome them or perish in
the attempt. The story of the
dauntless courage of the men
of the rescue steamers at the
wreck of the Florizel has been
written and recorded. It
stands as a tribute to their in-
herent bravery and to the high
spirit which animated them,
and so long as Newfoundland-
ers cherish those lofty ideals
of true valour, so long will the
epic of these men of the sea,
who so cheerfully faced death
in order that they might save
others, be an inspiration and
an incentive to succeeding gen-
erations to emulate their brave
deeds, and to maintain that
sterling reputation which has
been so long borne by the mari-
ners of Terra Nova.

A fresh laurel wreath has
been entwined, new names are
added to the roll of fame, and
upon the brows of the men who
did, the coronals are set, and
inscriptions to their steadfast
and undaunted heroism
carved in the niches of fame.

Prompt Assistance.

i An esteemed _correspondent, writ-
{ ing Hon. A. B. Morine, Minister of
i Justice, from Bonavista, under date
of June 16th, describes the recent
fire on the South Side of the Bay,
most graphically. He says:

Thank you very much for your
prompt answer to my wire on Bat-
urday for help for the 3 Ambherst
Coves. Had the fire continued at the
rate it was going when I reached
Amaerst “ove, all three would have
been wiped out within an hour. It
was a most appalling,sight. Half a
gale of wind was blowing and pre-
parations were made to evacuate all
women and children; and all move-
able furniture, bedding etc., were pil-
ed in the landwash, in a very short
time. Just as the first boat from
Amherst Cove was taking away a
load of women and children and a
gick man to King’s Cove, the first
beat from Bonavista arrived and was
at once put into the service. Car-
riages from Bonavista too began to
remove the women and children from
the Lower Cove abou: the same time.
The fire had reached the crest of the
hill above Joseph Littles house and
wan within half a mile of the Church
at Middle Cove, when providentially
the wind ceased, and the fire instead
of leaping began to go straight up.
Dut night was coming on and fearing
that a changs of w:nd might make
tlhings even worse, all the women and
children in the threce coves, were
placed in the motor boats and car-
ried to Bonavista, or King's Cove.
And all avzilable men from Bonavista
acd all the men of the Coves that
could be spared from guarding their
goods, etc.,, went to the forest to cut
“breaks” or to tackle the fire. The
later was regarded as a hopeless
suggestion, but incredible as it may
seem it is an actual fact that a mile
of forest fire was put out by a gang
of men. The fire had come along so
rapidly that only the foliage was
aflame. Water was abundant from
the brook and a chain of men passing
buckets did admirable work in check-
ing the fire at Middle Cove, while
another gang tackled the Upper Am-
herst Cove danger and beat it back.
When the wind did ‘spring up it
brought the rain and now all dan-
ger is past and the fire is complete-
ly extinguished and all <the peo-
ple are in their own homes again.
Our all night fight was not in wvain.
I went as far as Hodder’s, as soon
as I thought it safe to venture, in
search of a man who had left King's
Cove on Saturday at 2 p.m. and not
reported. I found him safe and
sound just leaving Hodder’s for home.
Hodder’s mill was not burnt, but
every tree from that to the water’s
edge and as deep as Terry's Bridge
on the way to Catalina, except the
green fringe around the 3 Coves has
been burnt. All the bridges need
looking to. Three principal ones are
destroyed. The bridge at the main
brook, that at Grassy Steady and the
one at Seal Cove pond. There was
only one fire and it originated it is
thought at Seven Mile Camp on the
Branch Railway.

BIGNIFICANT ACTIVITY.

AMERONGEN, Holland,
June 17.—The Former German Em-
peror’s palace of exile in Amerongen
Castle has become somewhat animat-
ed of late, after a long period of un-
eventfulness. Last night Lieut. Col.
Hoefer, of the Dutch Army, dined at
the Castle together with William
Hohenzollern and Dr. Krieg, direc-
tor of the German Foreign Office, who
had returned to Amerongen from
Berlin.

The Dog Nuisance.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—Allow me space in your
popular paper to state a few facts
which I think must be of interest to
all who desire the development of
agriculture in this country, and es-
pecially those interested in the sheep
raising industry. It is well known
that “the Barrens” as we often call
the extensive tracts of uncultivated
land, are in reality far from being
barren, and are admirably suited for
the pasturage of sheep, and are, in
this way, of great value to the coun-
try. It is equally well known that
the dog, which as a combination of
cruelty and uselessness is perhaps
without a parallel, is the chief ene-
my of the sheep, and one of the chief
obstacles to successful sheep raising
in this country. Let me say in sup-
port of this statement, that the men
of this village and\ vicinity have, dur-
ing the past two or three days found
about twenty-five sheep and lambs
some torn, others dead, and more al-
most entirely devoured by dogs, a
total loss to their owners of several
hundred dollars. I call this an out-
rage. A Government which professes
to encourage agriculture, and allows
a thing like this to occur is obvious-
ly a farce. I do not know if the
S.P.C.A. can do anything in a case
of this kind, which certainly is a case
of cruelty,—dreadful cruelty—to one
of the most harmless and inoffensive
animals in existence, and more, it is
a cruelty which could be prevented|
by proper laws. We have a law, so I
have heard, which provides that none
but thorough-bred collie dogs be kept

Dear Sir,—I was rather interested

The Value of Sawdust.

It is not very long since sawdust at
the mills was considered a nuisance,
and for the greater part was thrown
into the water, says the Canadian
Lumberman. If a small quqgantity of
it could be sold now and again, it
brought a price from 1 to 114 cents a
bushel. The largest mills in Norway
thought they did well when they couid
earn. from sawdust $2,000.to $3,000 a
year. Now this refuse has become
valuable, the price having risen from
10 to 15 cents, and from the large
quantities sold form a considerable
item in the incomes of the mills, some
cf them now earning from this source
$30,000 to $40,000 a year. The reasons
fcr this heavy rise in the value of saw-
dust are several. The high price of
coal and wood during the last few
vears has caused sawdust to be em-
ployed as fuel. However, sawdust at-
tained its principal value after the
cellulose mills commenced to use this
material; and thereby it has secured a
steady demand, and, what is very im-
portant for the future, a comparati-
vely high price, when the prices of
fuel again become normal.—Acadian
Recorded.

Hawker’s Ordeal. ﬁ%:

(From the Westminister Gazette.)

If Hawker and Grieve were ever
tempted to wish they had left the At-
lantic flight contest alone, .it must
have been when they arrived in Lon-
don. I imagine them both to be
modest men, and their welcome yes~
terday might have made the harden-
ed seeker after applause uncomfort-
able. Théy probably envied the
airman who escorted them, and who
looked -down on the King’s Cross
crowds from his solitude in the sky.
The crowd was so dense—and so ef-
fusive—that Hawker had positively
to be saved—by a mounted consta-
ble—from his friends. One of many
men who sat on the roof of a motor-
car some fifty yards in advance of
him, and who samed to have con=
stituted himself major-domo, prepar-
ed the spectators for the shock by
shouting, “He’s on a horse! He's on
a horse!” As for Grieve, hc was a
long way behind, the apex of a pyra-
mid of men ir another car. In fact,
the procession was hopelessly broke
en up and scattered, and Mrs. Hawke
cr was left scmewhere in the rear.
Hawker, in short, had the most tu-
multuous welcome on record, and I
shuddered to think what would have
happened to him had his flight been
successful. ’

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A Heroine.

England did well in paying great
honors to Edith Cavell. Among the
world’s heroes and heroines there is
none who occupies a place exactly
like hers in history. One of the wo-
men consecretated to the mitigation
of war’s endless sufferings, she was
given immortality by the stupid sav-
agery of the enemy because the dis-
tress of fugitives among her country-
men and others appealed strongly to
her womanly sympathies. Because of
her ‘courage and deyotion she became
the most celebrated feminine figure of
the war and sentiment inclined strong-
ly against those responsible for the
shameful penalty she underwent.
Dead, she fought more effectively for
