The Unreformed Hun.
It takes more than two years to 

regenerate the Hun.
Trade officials in the United States 

report that Germany is sending into 
their country inferior goods marked 
“Made in Great Britain” and into 
Great Britain inferior goods marked 
“Made in the United States.” Ger­
many doubtless looks for a twofold 
advantage from trickery of this kind. 
In the first place, there is the expec­
tation that the false labelling will 
overcome the difficulty presented to 
German traders by the British and 
American prejudice against goods of 
Teuton origin. In the second place, 
the inferiority of the goods—certain 
to be discovered in time—is probably 
counted upon to injure the British 
business reputation in the United 
States and the American reputation 
in Great Britain and so perhaps to 
make it easier for Germany to build 
up commerce in the open in subse­
quent years.

False marking, of course, is no new 
practice for the Germans. They em­
ployed just such dishonest tactics in 
pre-war commerce. But with the end 
of the war two years ago there came 
German assurances that the wrong 
practices of other years had been 
resolutely abandoned. The Germans 
would show themselves trustworthy. 
Perhaps there has been some im­
provement over the German stand­
ards of the days before 1914. But the 
report of the American officials shows 
that complete German regeneration 
is a work of more than two years. 
The Hun will still bear watching — 
Sydney Record.

SUGAR.
The Food Control Board, and some 

of Its satellites are busy trying to ex­
plain of how they saved the country 
seven cents a pound on sugar. We say 
“trying,” for not a solitary convtoc- 
their mere “say so.”

Now here are some further facts 
that the public should know.

The highest price that sugar has 
been quoted at in Canadian markets 
during the middle of the summer be­
fore the recent severe decline was 
25 cents. Any importer who keeps 
in touch with sugar markets can 
vouch for the truth of this.

It is openly stated in St. John's 
that during the last few weeks a 
shipment of sugar of 900,0000 pounds 
was imported invoiced at eleven cents 
per pound. Adding freight charges, 
etc., this sugar would cost landed not 
over 15)4 cents. This sugar is sold 
to the public for SO cents a pound. 
Who is getting the hundred per cent, 
profit? Is it the F. C. B. or whom?

The Chairman of the F. C. B. and 
also the editor of the Advocate does 
not deny that this eleven cent sugar 
was imported.

How long are the public of this 
country going to put up with such an 
outrage. Further, more investigation 
has been made into the thousands of 
sacks of Government sugar stored, 
and it is found that the rats have 
been getting cheap sugar while the 
public is deprived.

St. John’s papers say that some 
200 sacks have *een separated from 
the main bulk because they had been 
so gnawed by the rats and partly had 
been thrown aside unfit for human 
consumption, while in the main bulk 
nearly every sack bears evidence of 
the attentions of rats. The whole 
scene is one of indescribable waste, 
neglect and filth. And this is what 
people are paying S2 cents a pound or 
over for. _

GREAT HARDSHIP ON PASSEN­
GERS.
The drastic regulation recently 

made law by the Ottawa authorities, 
which went into effect yesterday, 
caused untold annoyance and loss to 
passengers arriving here this morn­
ing on the steamer Kyle. The steam­
er docked at the terminus at 6.30, 
when the work of examining the 125 
passengers, together with their bag­
gage, etc., commenced. Then it was 
that the 126 people on board were 
suddenly made aware of the fact that 
all must be vaccinated before being 
allowed to leave the shed. This 
naturally caused a great commotion 
among those of the passengers who 
were never vaccinated, as well as 
those who were, inasmuch as all 
would have to bare their arms which 
meant a delay and probable loss of 
boarding the westbound express.

About forty or more persons were 
compelled to be vaccinated. In one 
case a man had to have his four chi! 
dren as well as himself, vaccinated, 
which lessened his limited pocket- 
book to the extent of $5.00. In all 
there were about a dozen children 
who were vaccinated. One result of

Sugar prices in Canada toppled down 

$1.50 a hundred on Monday.
Flour prices went down 70 cents a 

barrel.
News of the price changes came to 

Sydney wholesalers in telegrams from 
the sugar refiners and the flour mill­
ers, a wholesaler told The Record this 
morning.

The lower price of sugar will be­
come effective here at once, hut the 
effect of the reduction of the price in 
flour at the mills will not be quickly 
apparent. The reduced flour price will 
be effective in the case of shipments 
made from the mills in the future and, 
of course, so far as Cape Breton is 
concerned, this will mean some slight 
delay.

A second wholesaler gave the flour 
reduction as only fifty cents a barrel 
and put at 10 days the length of time 
before the reduction would be felt 
here.. He added the further hit of in­
formation that mill feeds had dropped 
$5.50 a too.

The Fishery Regulations, we 
are told, cannot be blamed for 
the existing condition of affairs 
on the South and West Coasts.

Business stagnation is in uni­
versal evidence and no im­
provement can yet be noticed. 
In other years, and during the 
war even, the West Coast towns 
and fishing settlements were 
hives of industry. Every man 
was engaged at the fishery. 
There was no let up from Janu­
ary to December. Fish could be 
sold easily and at good prices. 
Provisions and outfits were com­
paratively cheap, and much 
money was being circulated. 
Prosperity shed its influence 
over all and merchant and fish­
erman alike enjoyed the bene­
fits thereof. Now a chalîge has 
taken place, a change of not 
quite a year ago, and the result 
of that change is most depress­
ing. Few people are fishing and 
fewer still are buying fish, ex­
cepting that taken on account. 
Cargoes are going to market, 
but the sailings of these are not 
witnesses that any special pro­
gress is being made. These car­
goes had to go. They are made 
up of the fall, winter, and spring 
voyage and perforce had to be 
exported, but their export is not 
an index of present conditions. 
They belong to the past season’s 
catch, but the unfortunate part 
of it is that there is no immedi­
ate catch, consequently the 
plaint of the West Coast is the 
plaint of the people of Burnt 
Islands, who directly charge 
that the Fish Regulations are 
the cause of the distress which 
prevails.

The story of Rose Blanche is 
almost identical with that of 
Burnt Islands, both places hav­
ing a community of interest in 
trade and business relations, 
and a great interchange of per­
sonal views is constantly being 
carried on between them: hence 
anything affecting the one place 
affects the other.
Rose Blanche are, as a unit, en­
tirely fishermen, as also Harbor 
Le Cou, which is but a few miles 
over the hills to the northward, 
and connected by road. Rose 
Blanche and Harbor Le Cou are 
two of the most enterprising 
fishing places on the South West 
Coast. In winter and summer 
early and late, the hardy toilers 
continued their calling, and 
more fish in proportion to the 
population was brought in at 
these places than at any others. 
The Rose Blanche men bore the 
name of “fish killers,” and right 
well had they earned their title 
to that distinction. The fishing 
was to them the one means of 
livelihood. There are but few 
gardens at Rose Blanche, the 
soil not lending itself kindly to 
agriculture, being mostly reck, 
but such few gardens as are 

; cultivated have been made. 
;That is, earth has been brought

Wide and Paralleling 
Jukes and Cleary.

Upon Inquiring at the office of the 
St. George's Coal Fields, Limited, 
this morning, we were informed by 
the Manager, Mr.' T. J. Freeman, that 
recent advice from Mr. Furlong, fore­
man at the mine, states that they 
are now opening up a new seam of 
coal about 70 feet west of the Jukes. 
This new discovery was recently 
made by Mr. Furlong in the bed of 
the river. It is about 4 ft wide and 
contains coal of excellent quality.

The new seam runs parallel to the 
Jukes and Cleary, and the three 
seams can be worked from the one 
main shaft, as they are within a 
space of 100 feet This find, we were 
informed, will be opened up imme­
diately by a prospecting tunnel 
through the side of the hill.

The table land between the Bara- 
chois and Robinson Rivers overlaying 
these seams is about 350 feet above 
the river level where the seams out­
crop, and all the coal on each side of 
the Jukes and Cleary Coal Trough, 
say, six seams in all containing about 
20 feet of coal, can be successfully 
and economically recovered down to 
the river level, and the mines can be 
drained into the Barachois River 
thus saving the enormous expense of 
pumping. We understand the seams 
are so situated that several hundred 
thousand tons of coal may be mined 
without having to pump a gallon of 
water. The development work on the 
seams opened up in June last is now 
finished and the seams may be seen 
and inspected at any time of the year.

The Company is to be congratula­
ted on having a man of Mr. Furlong’s 
ability in charge of their prospecting 
work. Coal, like gold, is where you 
find it, and there can be no doubt 
with such enormous surface showing, 
that the St. George’s Coal Fields, Lim­
ited, will, and must, in the near fu­
ture, become one of the greatest coal 
mining centres in British North Am­
erica.

6000 OF THEM REQUIRE SHELTER.
Sister Mary Gebara one of the nuns 

from the Convent of Beyrout, Syria, 
arrived in the city on Saturday’s ex­
press. Sister Mary tells an interesting 
story of conditions in Syria at the pre­
sent time.

At the close of the war it was known 
that thousands of children from Chris­
tian homes were being held by the 
Turks. These children were rescued 
to the number of 6000 by the aid of 
the French military authorities and 
are now at Beyrout where the good 
sisters are doing what they can to 
keep them from starvation. The child­
ren’s ages are from 3 years to 10 years 
and they had been stolen from various 
parts of Syria and Armenia. Formerly 
the Convent at Beyrout was caring for 
about 300 children and of course, when 
6000 more were rescued from the 
Turks it was found impossible to care 
for them. They are now living in tents 
and camps and while the nuns are do­
ing everything possible for their com­
fort, the necessity for proper shelter 
is so great that it was decided to send 
twenty of the nuns to other countries 
to solicit aid. It is hoped to secure 
sufficient funds to construct suitable 
buildings, where these children may be 
sheltered and taught until they are old 
enough to support themselves as they 
are all orphans and must live by char­
ity if at all. Sister Mary is living at 
the home of M. Nikosey, 30 Cabot St, 
and will visit as many houses as pos­
sible to solicit aid from all who wish 
to help in this great work of mercy. 
She has letters from the R. C. Bishop, 
the Bishop of the Greek Church and 
the American Consul of Beyrout.

SPORT IN THE ARMY.
Experience gained during the war 

has induced the authorities to give 
a much larger measure of official en­
couragement to sport and physical de­
velopment in the Army than formerly. 
Especially in the later years of the 
fighting games of various kinds play­
ed a considerable part in the soldier's 
training, and in some Commands it 
was compulsory for every man either 
to play football or to take part in the 
other organised games calculated to 
afford the right kind of exercise. By 
the activities of the Army Sports Con­
trol Board this side of training lias j 
been carried over to the peace-time j 
routine as a considered policy, Major- 
General Sir C. H. Harrington, the De­
puty Chief of the Imperial General 
Staff, being the president of the new 
organisation. Although many Army 
sports clubs are already in existence 
both at home and abroad and have, 
in some cases, their own grounds, 
there has hitherto been no official 
guidance or backing. The idea of the 
new Board is to assist the various

Everyone of the 
58 have recovered to such an extent as 
to warrant his release on parole, and 
after a year not one has shown the 
smallest sympton of recurrence.

Announcement of this fact In the 
Journal of the Missouri Medical As­
sociation was confirmed to-night by 
Dr. Claude Lavindar, of the Washing­
ton Public Health Service.

“The starting point for this study 
was the observation that now and then 
the course of the disease (leprosy) ap­
peared to be favorably influenced by 
treatment with chaulmooya oil,” says 
an official representative. .‘‘The treat- 
mènt, however, was attended with 
many difficulties and could not be car-1 
ried out in all cases'. |

WEALTHY ENGLISHMAN NOW 

OWNS MILFORD HOUSE.
Milford Haven, a town of consider­

able antiquity, in Pembrokeshire, in 
Wales, has just been purchased by 
Major Hugh J. P. Thomas, a well- 
known land owner for #1,250,000.

This big estate comprises 1,000 
houses, a lordship of three manors, 
a fine castle, a mansion house and the 
market tolls of the town, in addition 
to the finest land-locked harbor in 
the world. . '

Commercially the port is in its In­
fancy, but with the development of 
the plans and schemes contemplated, 
it may eome day rival Liverpool and 
Southampton in the trade from the 
Americas. ,
1 The site of the town formed part 
of the possessions of Sir William 
Hamilton, who built the mansion of 
Castle Hall a hundred and twenty 
years ago; Castle Hall, as the home 
of the beautiful Emma Hamilton, 
was often visited by Lord Nelson.

The church near the haven was 
consecrated in 1808 and the font with 
the Hamilton arms was given by 
Lady Hamilton. In those days the 
mail coach from London brought the 
mails for Ireland to Milford.
