more prolonged, than ever rang through 
those old halls before. People hear them 
in the streets and rush frantically to the 
doors. Memberawho are smoking in the 
smoking-room throw away their cigars 
and rush, others eating in the dining­
room leave their chops ; they come crowd­
ing in at the dcors; seats cannot be 
found for them ; there is something like 
a tumult and Gladstone cannot go on.

H# stands looking down upon the table ; 
he will not withdraw his eyes from the 
golden maoe, for fear some one should 
see the sparkles of triumph m them. It 
was the great moment of Gladstone's 
life. He stood then and there unassail- 
ably the first man in England. Disraeli 
lay politically dead at his feet. The 
knife which he had prepared for the 
Government, which had so long been 
ready to leap from its sheath on the in­
stant of the generally expected announce­
ment of the treaty’s failure should be 
made, became now as the phantom dag­
ger of Macbeth. In one great moment 
Gladstone had become master of the situ­
ation to an extent which, in other nations 
and times, have enabled men to grasp 
crowns. With modesty, simplicity, with­
out a tone of self-approvalorof triumph, 
the Premier stated facts sufficiently elo­
quent in themselves.

The Geneva Arbitration.
Titusville, Aug. 1.—At a meeting of 

the colored population of this place reso­
lutions were adopted expressing regret at 
Senator Sumner’s course, and declaring 
their faith in President Grant.

Wilmington, N».C., Aug. 2, 2 a. m.— 
But few additional returns have been re­
ceived, but it is conceded here by nearly 
all the leading men of both parties’that 
the Democrats have carried the State.

New York, July 2.—The Times Raleigh 
special says that the Democrats claim a 
gain of 268 in Redeigh and Wake Counties, 
when the fact is that the Republicans 
have an absolute gain over the Conven­
tion vote of 100, and a much larger gain 
over the vote of 1870.

The Kingston Nomination.
Kingston, Aug. 1.

The majority for Sir John is 181, and 
1,889 votes were polled. The battle is 
over, and it may be considered a moral 
victory at any rate for Reformers. At 
the contested election between Sir John 
and Mr. O. Mowat, there were 1,268 
votes polled, and the Conservative ma­
jority was 811. The most unscrupulous 
means have been resorted to to defeat 
Mr. Carruthers. Men have been bought 
over of whom better things mig^t have 
been expected. One man, Edward Wil- 
mot, a discharged penitentiary black­
smith instructor, was rabid against Sir 
John, and spoke to that effect at Mr. 
Carruthers’ meetings, yet voted to-day 
for Sir John. The whole of the Custom 
House, Post-office, Penitentiary and 
Lunatic Asylum officials, with all the 
Grand Trunk hands, voted for Macdonald. 
Mr. James O’Reilly was called down yes­
terday, and has been indefatigable for 
Sir John. Money was used by the Con­
servatives to purchase votes with a pro­
fusion unprecedented. Had Mr. Carnith- 
ers taken a similar course of expenditure, 
notwithstanding the Government influ­
ence, he would have been elected. The 
excitement about one o’clock was intense, 
but so far there have been few breaches 
of the peace.

Mr. Deacon, the postmaster, voted. 
When he tendered his vote in Sydenham 
Ward, Mr. B. M. Britton said “ I consider 
pour voting contrary to law, and I .chal­
lenge your vote.”

Mr. Deacon replied, “ Well, I can’t 
help it: I did not mean to vote.”

“ Not mean to vote ?” Mr. Britton in­
terrupted.

“Oh!” ” At least that is,” said the 
uncomfortable postmaster, “I got the 
advice of the Minister of Justice, who 
told me to vote.”

Two or three officials tendered their 
resignation, temporarily of course, to 
constitute themselves eligible to vote, 
and men from every quarter of the 
Dominion, and some from the other 
world, were pressed into service.

The Reformers are in good spirits and 
view the result as a favorable symptom 
of the increasing strength of the party. 
The most flagrant corruption and un­
blushing briberies have returned Sir John 
A. Macdonald for Kingston, but the 
lesson it teaches will be read through the 
breadth of the land, to the ultimate 
benefit and triumph of the principles of 
Reform^

Mr. Carruthers’ friends met at the 
Committee Rooms which were densely 
crowded by his supporters. Three cheers 
were given for Mr. Carruthers, who 
mounted the table and briefly addressed 
his friends. He thanked his Committee 
for the exertions they had made and the 
electors and all parties who had aided 
him. Although he could not help re­
gretting the present result, yet he viewed 
it as a great victory to the Reform party 
considering the influence of the peniten­
tiary, the lunatic asylum, the post office, 
custom house, Grand Trunk, and other 
officials whose votes had, been estimated 
at over a hundred, besides the force 
brought from Ottawa and other places 
non-voters who had been employed to 
canvass against him. The committee, 
after carefully reviewing the result of the 
canvass, found that it had a pledge of 
715 votes, til doubtful votes being thrown 
out ; yet, the result of to-day is seen. 
The servants of the Trust and Loan Com- 
>any which* had left Kingston were even 
>rought from Toronto. The speaker 

considered that his supporters comprised 
the majority of the real estate owners 
and merchants of Kingston as well as the 
respectable and intelligent workingmen 
and mechanics, and not the raff ana rab­
ble which Sir John had stated on the 
hustings would come forward to support 
him. He would not detain them at pre­
sent, but again thanked them most hear­
tily for their untiring efforts in his be­
half and the good cause.

Mr Carruthers was loudly cheered and 
was followed by Mr. B. M. Britton, Mr. 
X S. Cartwright and others.

The vicinity of Sir John’s Committee 
Rooms when the result was announced 
was the scene of wild delight and a pro­
cession of hacks and carriages was for­
med in one of which Sir John was con­
spicuous ; as he passed through the 
streets he bowed and smiled. His smile 
said plainly, “ the gods deliver me from 
another snch victory.” Tie was accom­
panied in the carriage by the Mayor and 
Mr. James O’Reilly. When the cortege 
arrived at the British American Hotel 
there wm a considerable number of per­
sons awaiting Sir John’s arrival. He 
made a brief speech from the carriage, 
thanking the electors, and with his usual 
unblushing effrontery and untruth said : 
“Gentlemen, notwithstanding the large 
sums of money which have been so lavish­
ly used against me here, l am still yonr 
representative, and should he,” he said, 
“ ever feel like faltering in his future 
efforts for the welfare of Kingston, the
'lorions victory of to-day would nerve
tim to renewed exertions.’’

His worship called for three cheers for 
Sir John and three for the Queen. Short- 

after the crowd dispersed, and in a 
lort time the streets assumed their nor­

mal condition.—Globe.
