Parliament of Canada, I desire fo express. - *
the satisfaction I feel in resorting to
your advice and assistance, as well as my
deep sense of my own_good- fortune in
being permitted to associate myself with
you in your labors and aspirations for
the welfare of this Dominion. I rejoice
to think that my sssumption of office
should have taken place at a period when
thu‘ prospects of the couniry appear &0
full of promise, when peace and amity
prevail amongst all. neighboring nations,
and ‘vhen so many indieations are afford-
ed of the success with which Cavada her-
gelf is consolidating her political unity,
and developing her natural resources.
In accordance with the decision of Par~
liament, and to ecarry into effect the
legislation of last session, I have caused
a charter to be granted to a body of Ca-
nadian eapitalists for the construetion of
the Pacific Railway. The Company now
formed has given assurance that thie
great work will bo vigorously prosecuted,
and & favorable state of the money mar-
ket in England affords every hope that
satisfactory arrangements may be made
for the required capital. Thepapers and
correspondence relating to this subject
will be laid before you,
During the past year the surveys tor
the improvement and extension of our
system of Canals, for which appropria-
tions were made last session, have been
in active preparation, and Iam glad to
inform you that the plans and epecifica-
tions for the enlargement of the Welland
and the construction of the Bay Verte
Canals have been completed, and that the -
works can now be put under contract.
The surveys for the St. Lawrence
| Canals will, I am assured, be finished in
| time to commence to work at the begin-
| ning of next year. This will ensure the
| completion of all these great undertak=
ngs at the same period.
It is gratifying to know that the efforts
| made to enconrage immigration have mct
| with a great measure of success, aud that
| the numbers seeking a home in Canada
have been greatly augmented ‘during the

last year. 1 do not doubt your readiness
to make ample provision for the steadily
increasing stream of settlers that may
hereafter be annually expected t®add to
the population, wealth and strength of
the Dominion.

The Printing of the first census of
the Dominion approaches completion,
and this would therefore seem a fitting:
time to provide for the establishment .
of a proper system for the  accurate

lection -and _ scientif +
of statistical information, I commend '
this subject to your  attention.

1t is important that provision should ke
made for the consolidation and amend-
ment of the laws now in force in the
several Provinces relating to the repre-
sentation of the people in Parliament. A
measure for this purpose, and one for the
trial of controverted elections,will be gub-
mitted to your consideration.

Your attention will be invited to mea-
sures for the amendment of the laws re-
lating to pilets, to salvage, and to the
‘Prinity Houses of Montreal and Quebec,
as well as for the improvement of the
laws generally affecting our merchant
shipping. i

Experience has shown that the duties
now performed in the Offices of Secretary
of State, and the Secretary for the Fro-
vinces may be readjusted with advantage
to the public sasvice. A bill on the sub-
ject will be laid before you.
