S. Clarke of Vandalia, ' Michael
Link of Mitchell, Henry S. Sheppard
of Jerseyville and Chas. S. Luke of
Nashville. - Luke is now dead.

When -asked .if
he had received any money from i1-
son he réeplied: “It is nobody’s busi-
ness if I received money or not.”

In a subsequent interview Link said
he desired to withdraw that statement,
as receiving money under such’¢ircum-
stances would be accepting a bribe. .

Representative. Clark said’ that he
was unable to remembeér the St, Lotis
meeting with Wilson. Representative
Sheppard said-that he happened to bhe
in St. Louis on that occasion- referred
to, and met Wilson, Link and Tiuke and
Clark there, -as 'White had previously
stated, but said that he received. no
money there, and, furthermore, that he
got mo money at any time for \otmg
for Lorimer.

Mrs. Chas. Luke, the widow of ofie

She replied: “Yes, he did. . I .don't
remember the-exact date; but Mr.  Wil-
son motified him to meet him at the
Southern hotel in St. Louis some ddy
last summer, and my husband went
there and met him, and when he re-
turned home he told me that he got
some money from Mr. Wilson, but he
did not say how much.”

And, did Mr. Minty
just happen ito turn over the papers the
day before the subpoena struck him
which would have prevented him doing
so? ‘Well, maybe, maybe. Curious
coincidences do happen, and this may
have been one. But the onus of show-
ing it to be a coincidence is on Mr.
Minty. Till he 8oes so he must pardon
the humble public entertaining a dark
suspicion that the conference and what
ensued was . an 6 adroitly econcocted
stheme for getting the books and pap-
ers of these two companies out of
Manitoba before the Commission got
hands on them.

In Great Britain the Victorian league
organization is widespread. There ‘is
one central association and branches
extending out from this. They en-
deavor to begin with the youth of the
land. The association consults the
educational authorities and then the
teachers. They offer to co-operate
with them in making the facts regard-
ing the empire vivid to children in
connection with the history and the
geography lessons.

For example, in a portion of Great
Britain they took up the subject of
Canada. Several picture talks on
Canada were given. The association
has in its possession several pictures,
specimens of various kinds and photo-
graphs of and pertaining to Canada.
The schools can get the loan of these
and also of different books on the same
subject. If any children in Canada
would desire to correspond with pupils
who are attepding schools in Great
Britain, the association is in a posi-
tion to arrange such a. correspondence,
Thus the Victorian league is endeavor«
ing to stimulate interest and secure a
sense of Britain's citizenship early in
the child life.

A similar correspondence between
teachers of Great Britain and any of
her colonfes could be arranged by re-
ferring the matter to
league. ’

Now, in Calgary the Daughters of
the Empire is in existence, and any
assistance will be freely given by the
Vietorian league if requests are sent
to the Daughters of the Empire and
forwarding such requests-to the league.

DIRECT TO CALGARY
WITH C.N.R. STEEL

Grading. and Track Laying is Being
Rushed Towards Calgary

(Camrose Canadian)

The Canadian Northern steel arrived
here last Saturday, the diamond’cross-
ing the C. P. R. tracks being placed
Saturddy afternoon. The main track
and a half mile siding was laid on Mon-
day forenoon, the gang pushing south
from town on Monday afternoon. They
are now about six miles south of town
and are laying steel at the rate of two
miles per day.

The cooking outfit are on the siding
here and will not move until the siding
seven miles south of town is compileted.
The tank gang have completed the
tank at Lake de May and are working
south of town. A man has been placed
in charge of the Lake de May tank,
and water for the locomeotive is now
being obtained there. The telegraph
gang are about two and one-half miles
north and will have their wires strung
into town by the end of the week.

Mr. Webster, who has charge of the
steel outfit, stated that it would take
them about two months to 1ay the steel
to the end of the present grade, and he
was of the opinion that by that time
the graders would be very close to
Calgary and that véry likely he would
be able to lay the stecl into Calgary
before he left this branch. The fact
that two hundred thousand' tieg are
being. shipped from British. Columbia
over the C.P.R. into Camrose by thé
Canadian Northern shows that this line
is being rushed to completion as rapid-
ly as posible.
