In these two counties 
the straight Republican vote ehowaa fall­
ing off of nearly 175,000, while the Tam­
many vote equals ii it does not slightly 
exceed that east for Bryan.

Election Returns Show Sweeping Opposition 

Victory—Bank Directors on 
TrtaL

St. John’s, Nfld., Nov. 2.—Returns of 
the general election have been received 
from all but two legislative districts. 
They show that the apposition party, 
headed by Sir James Winter, hae carried 
21 seats, the government candidates 
holding only 13. Hon. E. Bond, colonial 
secretary, has been re-elected in the 
Twillinggate district, but his majority 
has been greatly cut down. The reeulte 
from the remaining two districts will 
probably be known to-morrow bnt in 
any event the Winter opposition have 
won a sweeping victory.

The long deferred trial of the direc­
tors of the defunct banks was begun to­
day before Sir David Patriot Chalmers, 
the former chief justice of British Guiana, 
who came from England to conduct the 
proceedings as the loeal judges were 
ineligible because more or less interested 
in the defunct banks.

Hamilton, Nov. 2.—Aid. Carscallen is 

mentioned as the probable Conservative 
candidate for one division of Hamilton 
at the provincial elections.

THE GEORGE VOTE.
It Possibly Suffered Through an Omission 

by the Election Supervisors.

New York, Nov. 2.—Whatever might 
have been the result had Henry George 
-survived the campaign, the indications 
'from the earliest -returns were that the 
-substitution of tbe son for the father as 
the mayoralty candidate of the Thomas 
Jefferson Democracy had proved a fail­
ure from any but the sentimental point 
of view. The George vote possibly suf­
fered by the failure of the supervisors of 
the election to supply a large number of 
the precincts with pasters to attach to 
the voting papers.

The law requires that in the event of 
the death of a candidate before the dale 
of the election and after the voting 
papers have been issued, there shall be 
printed and supplied to each precinct 
pasters upon which is printed the name 
of the person selected in -the prescribed 
manner to succeed the deceased candi­
date, the pasters to be attached 
to the ballot over. the name 
of tbe original nominee. Although 
in the case of the Thomas Jefferson 
Democratic ticket the person substituted 
was of the same name as the candidate 
who died, Henry George, tbe election 
board held that the letter of the law 
should be.observed, and pasters 
ordered printed and distributed in the 
prescribed manner. As already stated, 
the distribution was not done in all 
cases, and consequently votere were un­
der the necessity of writing in tbe name 
of the second Henry George or voting 
the ticket as it stood, neither of which, 
it is claimed, was a literal compliance 
with the law. .

In some eases citizens who had intend­
ed to vote for George couid not do so, 
anticipating that an attempt would result 
in the vitiating of the ballot as a whole. 
It has been held in previous cases of a 
somewhat similar character that the evi­
dent intent of the voter should be 
sidered by the judges and the vote count­
ed ai regular, and this rale haa in all

Bulletin boards, search lights, and 
readers on the stages of scores of the­
atres, told the story of the election. 
Thoee jubilating had recourse to the die- 
cordant fish horn to express their joy, 
while the saloons, closed during tbe 
hours while the voting was in progress, 
did business on a scale that promised to 
compensate for the period of enforced 
thirst. The streets Doth of New York 
and Brooklyn were crowded, noisy and 
brilliantly illuminated. The enthusiasm 
in the vicinity of Tammany Hall was 
particularly great.

Eeank-fobt, Ky., Nov. 2.—Election 
day was ushered in by a bloody encoun­
ter on the street between the Repiubli- 
cane.and Democrats, after 1 a.m^.re­
sulting in the death of three men and 
the wounding of two or more. The dif­
ficulty began by Frank Egbert, Republi­
can, organizing a party to head off a 
party of Democrats under the leadership 
of Ben Marshall, who, as Egbert claimed, 
had taken a number of negroes out to 
the country to prevent their voting to­
day.

Albany, N.Y., Nov. 8.—Returns from 
the state demonstrate that the Republi­
can landslides of the past two years have 
been reversed, if not by giving a large 
majority for the Democrats, at least by 
changing something like 240,090 votes. 
It is evident that the Republicans will 
etiil.control the assembly, although there 
will be a very largely decreased major­
ity.

Copies Were Sent to the Judges— 
It Must Not Ocenr 

Again.

A Busy Day Along the Water Front 
—Last Sealers of the Fleet 

Return.

The Full court yesterday dismissed 
with costs the cross appeal in Nelson & 
Fort Sheppard v. Parker and others. 
The judgment, which was read by the 
Chief Justice, Justices McCreight and 
Drake concurring, is somewhat interest­
ing in the fact that it contained a cen­
sure on the printing in one of the up 
country papers of what purported to be 
the defendants’ argument “ embellished 
with prominent head-lines.” The Chief 
Justice described the publication as con­
tempt of court, which would be dealt 
promptly with if repeated.

In the first place the Nelson & Fort 
Sheppard Railway sued the defendant 
Parker for trespass at Quartz creek, and 
obtained an injunction from Mr. Justice 
McColl restraining defendants from do­
ing anything that would cloud plaintiffs’ 
title to the land. Defendant moved be­
fore Mr. Justice Walkem, at Nelson, to 
set aside Mr. Justice McColl’e order. 
While not setting the order aside, Mr. 
Justice Walkem at the same time direc­
ted that the Nelson & Fort Sheppard 
could not apply for a crown grant till the 
case was settled. From this the Nelson 
& Fort Sheppard company appealed to 
the Full court and the appeal was allow­
ed. The defendants cross-appealed to 
the Full court, asking to have the whole 
of Mr. J ustice McColl’s injunction set 
aside.

This the«Full court yesterday refused 
to do, the following being the iudgment 
of the Chief J ustice :

“Iseeno reasonforinterfering with the 
order appealed from. This is an action 
of trespass and it is of elementary prin­
ciple that mere possession is sufficient 
to support an action of trespass. As in 
Harper v. Charlesworth, 4 B. and C.,

STONECUTTERS STRIKE.
The Local Union Decline to Be Paid by 

Piece Work.

The stonecutters to the number of 
ab°n* a dozen, who were employed by 
Mr. Thoe. Bradbury, contractor for the 
stone work of the terraces of the parlia­
ment building grounds, struck in a bodv 
yesterday. The trouble is over the fact 
that Mr. Bradbury has been paying two 
?r- tbto® Pen by piece work, whereas the 
Victoria branch of the Stonecutters’ As­
sociation of North America maintain 
that by the local rules governing stone 
cutting, piece work is not allowed, but 
that the wages fixed are $4.50 
per day of eight hours. This is the 
whole trouble in a nutshell, Mr. Brad­
bury maintaining that he has a right to 
pay by piece work, while the stone cut­
ters hold that according to their rules 
piece work is not recognized. A special 
meeting of the local association was held 
yesterday after the men had decided not 
to work, and it was decided that a com- 
mittee composed of Messrs. A. G. Hay, 
chairman of the local branch ; W. 
W. Thomas, W. Crabb and W. 
McKay, secretary of the branch, 
shonld wait on the provincial 
government to-morrow and make known 
their position in the matter. Mr. Me- 
Kay explained last night that the reason 
of this was not that the government were 
in any way considered as having any re­
sponsibility for the condition of things, 
bnt simply as the government would 
naturally wish to know why it was that 
the work was not going ahead, the stone­
cutters desired to tell their own side of 
the story.

grant the application for leave to appeal 
to the Privy Council in Madden v. Nel- 

and Fort Sheppard Railway. The 
case came np first in the County court 
of Kootenay before Judge Forin, Madden 
Brothers of Nelson sneing the Nelson 
and Fort Sheppard Railway for a couple 
of horses which strayed on the unfenced 
railway and were killed. Plaintiffs won 
and defendants took an appeal to the 
Full court on the grounds chiefly that 
the fence act of British Columbia does 
not apply to the Nelson and Fort Shep­
pard Railway as it was under the Do­
minion jurisdiction being a road for the 
general advantage of Canada and the 
Dominion act was silent on the subject 
of fencing. Plaintiffs applied for leave 
to appeal to the Privy Council, but the 
Full court decided yesterday that the 
sum involved was below the limit on 
which they could grant this appeal. It 

intimated, however, that applica­
tion might be made to the Privy Council 
direct, Mr. Gordon Hunter for plain­
tiffs (appellants); Mr. L. P. Duff for de­
fendants (respondents.)

A Rev. Dr. Campbell conducted the an­
nual sailors and sealers’ thanksgiving 
service in First Presbyterian church on 
Sunday evening. The church was filled 
with an appreciative audience, many of 
whom were mariners. The subject of 
address was: “The City of Refuge of 
the Mosaic Economy, a type of Christ, 
the Gospel Refuge of Man Sailing Over 
the Sea of Life.” (Num., 35, 11.) The 
preacher explained that if by accident a 
man killed another, and he succeeded in 
getting inside the City of Refuge, the 
manslayer could not touch him until he 
had a fair trial. If found guilty he was 
taken outside the city and executed ; but 
if innocent he was acquitted, but had to 
remain inside the city, for if the avenger 
found him outside he conld with im­
munity put him to death. Thus the slayer 
3ecame an exile from society, which 

showed the heinousness in God’s sight 
of taking human life even by chance. 
While the City of Refuge was not pro­
vided for the real murderer, Christ was 
the refuge, not for righteous but for 
sinners. Here the type differs from 
Christ. There were six cities of refuge 
for the sake of convenient distances, but 
only one Christ, the only way of salva­
tion. It was God’s in junction that made 
the man-slayer safe inside the city, so 
the sinner is sale in Christ because God 
has so ordered it. There is no condemn­
ation to those in Christ. The roads 
leading to the cities were kept in good 
repair, and so, upon that the man seek­
ing conld not go astray. So the gospel 
that pointa to Christ is so plain that no 
man seeking the way can err therein. 
Ministers of the gospel, evangelists and 
teachers are the finger posts which 
show the way to tne sinner’s 
refuge, the Son of God.

The Dominion government steamer 
Quadra arrived in Victoria yesterday 
afternoon on her return from Alaska, 
where at Skagway and Dyea the Yukon 
administrative party and the Northwest 
Mounted Police with their eighty-six 
dogs were landed. The latter was the 
noisiest detachment the Quadra ever had 
the honor of carrying, and kept their 
song and chorus up, known aboard as 
the “ Quadra’s Chorus ” by the “ Yukon 
Orchestra,” with but very slight inter­
mission, * until they were most gladly 
landed at Skagway.

Aboard the Quadra when she tied up 
at the Customs House wharf yesterday 
were Hon. Clifford Sifton, minister of 
the interior ; W. F. King, chief astron­
omer of the interior department, Ottawa ;
William Ogilvie, astronomer and sur­
veyor of the interior department ; W. T.
Jennings, the well known engineer ; A.
J. Magurn, of the Toronto Globe; and 
G. A. Strickland of Peterboro, who repre­
sents a Yukon trading company and took 
advantage of the invitation of the Minis­
ter to come south from Dyea with him.
Mr. King and Mr. Ogilvie went north 
with the minister to give him the benefit 
of their advice on subjects connected 
with the country, Mr. King being head 
of the Canadian Boundary Survey in 
laying out the line between the Domin­
ion and Alaska, and Mr. Ogilvie being so 
thoroughly posted by his stay in the 
Yukon on the mining and other con­
ditions of that country.

Arriving at Skagway on October 8, the 
Quadra lay for a fortnight at anchor off 
that place while Hon. Mr. Sitton, Major 
Walsh, commissioner of the Yukon ter­
ritory, and Mr. Ogilvie made the jour­
ney from Dyea to Tagish Lake, return­
ing via the White Pass to Skagway.
They found that the reports of the hard­
ships and difficulties to be encountered 
on these passes have not been exagger­
ated in the least, and the party was well 
pleased to return to the Quadra.

While the party were on their trip 
over the trail they arranged for the 
transportation of the supplies which the 
administration party had to take in, 
part being taken over the Chilcoot and 
some ten tons over the White Pass. At 
Tagish Lake they found that Mr. God­
son, of the Canadian customs, and his 
assistants had on hand about $20,000 
which they had collected in customs 
fees, and the payment of duties is being 
strictly enforced on foreign goods.

The party returned to the Coast by the 
19th, and even when they left the lakes 
the main Yukon was still unfrozen, evi­
dencing a somewhat unusually late fall 
for that part of the country. The day 
after the party returned to the Quadra,
Judge McGuire, who will sit as judge for 
the Yukon district, and the registrar,
Mr. F. C. Wade, started for Dawson 
City with an eeoort and provisions, Ma­
jor Walsh remaining behind to see that 
all the supplies were safely forwarded.
The intention is go ahead as rapidly as 
the provisions can be moved, but the 
party will stay by the supplies and camp 
along the route until everything is “up,” 
before trying to make another move.

Whilst the Quadra was at anchor in 
Skagway bay—a most exposed and deso­
late looking place, surrounded by snow­
capped mountains—two or three heavy 
gales, accompanied with snow and sleet, 
were experienced, when it was found 
necessary for the Quadra to ride with 
two anchors down and about 80 fathoms 
of chain out. Several vessels when these 
fierce gales came on have had to seek 
shelter at Portage Cove, some eleven 
miles down the inlet, but it was not 
found necessary for the Quadra to follow 
their example.

Skagway is quite a little town, a large 
number of houses having recently been 
erected and three wharves, which owing 
to the flats at the head of the bay have 
to extend a long distance from the 
shore, syere nearing completion when the 
Quadra left. Provisions are plentiful 
and cheap.

Rev. R. M. Dickey, the Presbyterian 
minister who accompanied the party and 
whose destination is Dawson City, when 
he can get there, held the first divine 
service in Skagwaÿ the Sunday after tb.e 
arrival of the Quadra, when them Vas 
flu oxoellent attendance of all tibriB and 
conditions of men, whq joined heartily 
in the services. The proposition to build 
a church was t^ken in hand at once and 
a plot of ground secured before the 
Quadra sailed.

From Skagway tiré Quadra proceeded 
to Juneau, and ttrence to the Taku inlet.
This inlet was examined by the minis­
ter in the Quadra’s steam launch, when 
the upper end of the inlet was found to 
be closely-packed with large masses of 
ice for upwards of two miles, through 
which no passage could be found. Some 
of these masses were as large as the 
Quadra, and there was a constant stream 
of large and small bergs floating down, 
the inlet to Stephens’ Passage. The 
Quadra anchored in a bight on the south 
shore, about seven miles up the inlet, 
the current setting the ice along the 
northerly shore.

From Taku Inlet the next place called 
at was Wrangel, where the minister 
made a short journey up the Stickeen 
river in the steam launch, and at this 
port Mr. Jennings unexpectedly arrived 
from Tealin lake and joined the Quadra.
It was when the Quadra’s launch was 
proceeding np the river that Mr. Jen­
nings’ boat was met. He had been 
gaged with Mr. E. J. Duchesnay and 
assistants exploring the trails from 
Teslin lake to Telegraph creek for the 
Dominion government, and by chance 
just hit the time right to meet Mr.
Sifton’s party.

Mr. Jennings reports the Yorke party 
all well, several of them being encamped 
at a place named Egnall’s Mountain 
about 30 miles from Telegraph Creek
and the remainder with Mr. Yorke at Socialist Pot to Work.

elected by Acclamation Reeve of Dresden, 
Ont., bfit in April of that year he re- 
roWeà to British Columbia, and engaged 
lb Tin extensive and lucrative practice of 
nis profession in New Westminster. 
Almost immediately after his arrival in 
that city he was appointed physician 
and surgeon to the Royal Columbian 
hospital, and in 1876 received the 
appointment of medical superintendent 
of the Provincial Insane Asylum, which 
position he retained for several years. 
In January, 1876, he was elected mayor 
of New Westminster, an honor again 
conferred upon him in the January of 
the succeeding year, and in March, 1878, 
a vacancy being caused in the repre­
sentation of the district in the Dominion 
House of Oommone by the resignations 
the then member, Mr. James Cunning­
ham, Mr. Mclnnes was returned. At 
the general election uf the same year, 
which took place in this province in the 
month of October, Mt. Mclnnes was 
again returned, being both times elected 
as an Independent, though a Liberal, 
holding the opinion that he could be of 
more service to his constituents by going 
to Ottawa untrammelled by any hard 
and fast adherence to any political party.

Mr. Mclnnes continued to represent 
New Westminster district in the House 
of Commons until the 24th December, 
1881, when he was appointed to the Sen­
ate, which after nearly sixteen years he 
now leaves to accept the position just 
conferred upon him. Mr. Mclnnes has 
been always an uncompromising advo­
cate of the representation of this prov­
ince in the Dominion cabinet, and has on 
three different occasions brought before 
the Senate the necessity of establishing 
a Dominion mint, by which all the gold, 
silver and copper required in Canada 
might be minted from our own ore in­
stead of the country being dependent up­
on a foreign nation ior its cofti,

He would also 
have complete reports on the Chilkoot 
and White Pass trails. Mr. W. T. Jen- 
nings, a very able surveyor, and others 
had been examining the Stickeen river 
district and Telegraph creek trail, and 
when that gentleman got back to Toron­
to and received the reports of his assist­
ants he would have accurate information 
of the river, the cost of building a rail­
way, and other necessary data. Tests 
were also being made of the navigability 
of the Hootalinqua river. He was not 
in a position to say now what route 
would be selected or how much money 
the Dominion government would give in 
aid of it, but he was prepar­
ed to say that he shared with 
his colleagues the determination 
to open a Canadian route to the Yukon 
(applause) ; not from an prejudice to the 
country represented by Mr. Smith (the 
united States), but from his duty as a 
member of the Canadian government. 
(Applause). As representing the West 
in the cabinet—and he hoped British 
Columbia would soon have one of her 
own residents there (applause)—he 
would give his strongest support to the 
opening of any reasonable means of com­
munication to the Yukon country at the 
earliest possible date. (Applause).

He could sav, after taking his short 
trip north and experiencing a taste of 
the hardships to be encountered, that it 
was quite useless to expect mining to be 
carried on in the Yukon without better 
means of communication. If in the 
spring another attempt were made to 
get in a large amount of supplies by the 
Lynn canal trails, the crush would re­
sults in it becoming impossible to keep 
the trails in order, just as was the case 
this year. He believes that a good 
mer route open for four or five months 
in the year would answer for freight pur­
poses.

As to the matters mentioned in the 
address that were not within his own 
department, he could not be expected to 
make any promises other than that he 
would bring them to the attention of his 
colleagues.

As to the question of trade, it was 
quite needless for him to say that he 
shared the desires expressed as to the 
outfitting for that trade being done in 
Canada. From the information he had 
obtained, he was led to believe that a 
great number of people would go into 
the Yukon this spring and that the trade 
would be of great importance to British 
Columbia and to Canada. That being 
the case, if his audience would forgive 
him for being frank, he would say that 
he‘had heard, though he did not vouch 
for the truth of the statements, that last 
summer it had not always been possible 
to get in Victoria all the classes of goods 
required for the trade and also that the 
goods were not always conveniently 
packed.

So far as the Canadian customs duties 
were concerned, they were literally and 
strictly enforced at the various posts by 
which the people bad to pass to get into 
the Yukon. (Applause). The govern­
ment would establish posts on the Dal­
ton trail—there were already posts at 
Tagish lake, where the people going 
through by Dyea or Skagway had to 
pass—inside of two months there would 
be one on the Hootalinqua and the Stic­
keen route, bo that every road of ingress 
into Canada would be protected, while 
strong detachments of the mounted 
police fully equipped and able to enforce 
the carrying out of the law, were at hand 
to assist the customs officers. In regard 
to the 100-lb exemption, this had been 
simply temporary lor this season; but, 
added Mr. Sifton,

“ I think when the first of January 
comes, you may rely on it the provision 
will-not continue.”

Hon. Mr. Sifton, after referring to the 
mail posts being established by the 
Mounted Police to the Yukon, turned to 
the subject of miners’ licenses. He had 
not yet formed a definite opinion on 
these licenses, he said, but he was not 
quite sure that the system of miners’ 
licenses would work as well as some 
people seemed to think in inducing 
everyone going to the Yukon to come to 
British Columbia cities first, because if 
a system of miners’ licenses was intro­
duced, it would be reasonably demanded 
that at every post on the different 
means of ingress to the Yukon the offici­
als should be authorized to issue them, 
and not necessarily to compel people to 
come to British Columbia towns. How­
ever, he was not particularly averse to 
having miners’ licenses, and he had the 
matter under consideration.

The mint was the next question 
touched upon, and one Mr. Sifton said 
with regard to which the people in the 
rest of the country should also be con­
sulted, affecting as it did the whole of 
the Dominion. He was prepared to say, 
however, that there would no doubt be 
an early decision arrived at.

As to the banking facilities for the 
Yukon, and an escort for the gold taken 
out, he thought the board could rely on 
that being attended to. Before leaving 
Ottawa be had consulted several prom" 
inent bankers with a view to having 
branches of one of the strongest banks 
in Canada established in the Yukon, 
and it was distinctly provided that the 
government would have a gold escort, 
and be responsible for the safe conduct 
of the gold. Another provision was that 
the bank which went in under the 
auspices of the government must pay 
fair value for the gold, 
give drafts on any chartered bank 
in Canada. If this were done the 
bank question would be satisfactorily 
disposed of for some time to come.

sides. It took a long time to settle, but 
it was an old saying, said Mr. Sifton 
smilingly, that when a man is too anxi­
ous to settle a dispute he generally gets 
the worst of it. He supposed Mr. Earle 
would not object to the compliment to 
the late government (laughter), and that 
they did all in their power to get the 
matter settled, and it was not their fault 
that a settlement bad not yet been ar­
rived at. One thing he would say, and 
that was that he was not going to give 
away anything to which Canada was en­
titled. (Applause.)

He noticed what was said about the 
Indian reserve -and incidentallv paid a 
compliment to Mr. A. J. McKenna who 
had been here going into the matter for 
the Dominion government. He was 
himself intending to see Hon. Mr. 
Turner on the subject, and hoped that 
some conclusion might be arrived at.

In conclusion, Hon. Mr. Sifton said 
that he would see that the various 
recommendations were brought to the 
attention of his colleagues and assured 
the meeting that he would retain very 
pleasant recollections of his visit to 
Victoria.

EXPRESSIONS^ OPINION.

Representative Business Men Reply to the 
Minister’s Observations.

In response to an intimation that the 
Minister would be glad to answer any 
questions or hear the individual opinion 
of any of the gentlemen present, Mr. D. 
R. Ker made a short address.

He explained, in answer to the. Minis­
ter’s remarks about the necessity of 
packing goods better for the Yukon 
trade, that last summer the rush of 
people was unexpected, but now such 
preparations were made by the 
chants that British Columbia would be 
perfectly ready to handle the trade in 
the best manner possible. He was glad 
that it was intimated that the 100 lbs. 
allowance on miners’ outfits would be 
done away with, as it had been grossly 
misrepresented by the irresponsible 
press in the United States into $100 in­
stead of 100 pounds, and even greater ex­
aggerations. It was desirable therefore 
that the government make it known, in 
no uncertain way, that after January 1 
there would be no further exemption. 
It was equally to the advantage of the 
eastern part of Canada to have the trade 
come here, as most of the goods used in 
Yukon outfitting were made in Canada. 
He was glad to hear Hon. Mr. Sifton 
speak in favor of cabinet representation 
for British Columbia, and the sooner 
British Columbia had that the better. 
(Applause.)

Mr. Piper spoke briefly on the hard­
ship of Canadians not being allowed to 
take up mining claims in the United 
States, while Americans were allowed 
full privilege to take up mines in Cana­
da. He did not thipk that fair.

Mr. Bannerman referred to the United 
States’ customs people charging Cana­
dian horses taken over the Lynn canal 
passes $30 a head, and thought there 
should be a similar amount charged for 
horses coming into the Yukon from the 
United States.

In reply to this, Hon. Mr. Sifton said 
that to do such a thing would have har­
assed Canadians as well as Americans 
and would not have answered any good 
purpose.

Mr. A. C. Flumerfelt emphasized the 
necessity of imposing miners’ licenses as 
proposed in the address. It would force 
foreigners going to the Yukon to come 
to British Colombia and would also give 
the government quite a large revenue.

Mr. H. Dallas Helmcken wished to 
impress on the Minister that Canada 
must have a fair show in the sealing 
question. It was a most important in­
dustry to British Columbia, and the 
United States were now trying to undo 
what had been accomplished by the 
Paris Tribunal. Canadians wanted to 
pursue the avocation of sealing in Beh­
ring sea which had been declared an 
open sea by the Paris tribunal. The 
regulations now in force were strong 
enough and we did not want to see 
them worse. He pointed out, too, the 
annoyance caused by the unnecessarily 
frequent search of sealing vessels, saying 
that such a mode of treatment Can­
adian vessels should not be subjected to. 
He hoped a conclusion might be arrived 
at on the Sqnghees reserve question 
very promptly and he urged the neces­
sity of a mint in British Columbia and 
cabinet representation for this province.

Mr. R. fi. Hall, in reference to the 
mining royalty, said that he had had the 
opportunity of’ hearing many intelligent 
mining men express their views upon 
this question, and they agreed that to 
raise a revenue by royalty would be ex­
cessively unpopular, and besides being 
hard to collect would be a hardship on 
the miners, for while one claim was rich 
and another only paying wages it would 
be manifestly unfair to have one uni- 

f form royalty. In his opinion it would 
be much better to raise a revenue by 
charging a tax for the privilege of min­
ing.

THE CITY.TELEGRAPH EXTENSION.
We are informed that more accurate 

weather forecasts could be made if there 
was telegraph communication with the 
north end of Vancouver Island. In view 
of the largely increased commercial inter­
ests, especially salmon canning and the 
large business which will result from the 
Klondyke gold discoveries, it is asked that 
the Dominion government undertake the 
continuing of the telegraph from Union to 
the north end of Vancouver Island.

EXPANSION OF CANABIAN T^ADK.
With the expiry of Great Britain’s 

treaties with Germany and Belgium, the 
Dominion government will be free to ne­
gotiate for improved facilities with those 
countries, and this board earnestly trusts 
that the fullest advantage will be given by 
the government of the Dominion of the 
opportunities afforded for opening out an 
important and extensive interchange of 
trade. The products of this province alone 
can be largely extended, if practical effect 
be given in the direction indicated.

TRADE REQUIREMENTS RE­
VIEWED.

The Board of Trade Invite Consideration of 
a Variety of Important Subjects.

To the Honorable Clifford Sifton, Minister of 
the Interior:

De ar Sib,—We, the members of the Brit­
ish Columbia Board of Trade, desire to 
avail ourselves of the opportunity afforded 
by your visit to this city, the capital of the 
most western province of the Dominion, to 
extend to you a hearty and cordial wel­
come.

It is gratifying to know that your gov­
ernment is alive to the importance of the 
immense trade which will result from the 
recent discovery of gold in the Northwest 
Territories of Canada. It is to these mat­
ters which we would first refer briefly.

DUTIES.
You are doubtless aware that the outfit­

ting trade is at present principally in the 
hands of the Puget Sound and Pacific Coast 
merchants in the United States. The mer­
chants of British Columbia have made most 
strenuous efforts to divert it into Canadian 
channels, but for varions reasons, not least 

■being the gross misrepresentations in the 
United States press, this has not been ef­
fected to any appreciable extent. It was 
expected that the collection of the usual 
custom duties would have a good effect to­
wards the end sought, but the temporary 
aljowance duty free of 100 pounds of pro­
visions in addition to blankets, wearing ap­
parel and cooking utensils in use has .re- 
sul ed prejudicially to Canadian interests. 
It is therefore considered of primary impor­
tance that these allowances be discontin­
ued as soon as possible and that an author­
itative and explicit declaration be made ac­
cordingly. In any event it is hardly to be 
expected that this course will fully meet the 
case, and other expediencies are therefore 
suggested.

license. It is strongly urged that a similar 
law be enforced in the Northwest Terri­
tories. Such license should be issued 
personal application only in British 
umbia cities or other places along the 
southern boundary of Canada, where miners 
en route to the gold fields would be likely 
to pass. If miners knew that a license 
was necessary, many would get them be­
fore going North, and considerable outfit­
ting might be secured in this way. This 
matter we strongly commend to your favor­
able consideration.

Mr. Thomas Earle, M.P., was greatly 
pleased at having Hon. Mr. Sifton pres­
ent to give his views, but reminded him 
that as all the ordinary revenue of the 
Yukon went into the Dominion treasury 
the revenue derived would be large 
enough to pay for the government ser­
vices rendered in the district, without 
resorting to a large royalty on gold.

The fact of his having won 
for his cause the sympathy of Mexico, 
in itself had induced a number of his 
own countrymen to transfer their allegi­
ance to him, and when the Impérieuse 
sailed north on the 19th, Port Barrios 
was reported in the hands of the rebels, 
and Morales mustering his forces on the 
San Salvador border, with prospects of 
warm fighting in the near future.

It was when Cocos island was reached 
that the identity of the Admiral’s guests 
was disclosed, and the secret of tbe trip

Char
puted discoverer of the Cocos island 
treasure, and his companion, Mr. 
E. A. Harris, of Victoria, whom he had 
interested in his remarkable tale of 
buried millions. The island itself was 
found to lie 660 miles southeast of San 
Jose de Guatemala, although but 280 
miles distant from the nearest land—a 
little greener patch in the green sea, 
scarcely eight miles long by half that 
width.

Its inhabitants at the time the Im­
périeuse first landed a party, were Mrs. 
Gerssler, tbe wife of the German so 
soundly hated by Harford, and a new 
arrival from Nova Scotia, also German, 
and accompanied by hie wife. Gerssler 
himself was nowhere to be seen, nor was 
the negro servant who had played Man 
Friday to Harford’s Bobinson Crusoe. 
They had gone to the Mainland, Mrs. 
Gerssler explained—Gerssler had made 
away with the negro and then secreted 
himself, according to Harford’s quickly 
formed theory.

No time was lost in instituting pro­
ceedings at the island under Harford’s 
direction, and with the aid of his much 
discussed chart, which Mrs. Gerssler 
contemptuously descrined as “ only a 
copy of the one we have.” Digging for 
thirty millions is fascinating employ­
ment, and although it was raining hard, 
the watch responded with alacrity when 
Lieutenant Lee informed them that all 
hands were to go ashore and “ dig dia­
monds.”

The digging was commenced at a spot 
indicated on the chart and designated by 
Harford. At a depth of five or six feet, 
he said, a large flat stone or slab would 
be discovered, out of which he had pre­
viously chiselled the distinguishing num­
ber that it had Originally borne. The 
slab was found at the depth stated, and 
there was no lack of energy in compli­
ance when Harford next gave the order 
to dig ten or twelve feet deeper, when 
the tunnel would be struck leading to 
the cavern of gold and jewels.

The continuous rain made the work 
extremely difficult, but it was neverthe­
less continued until a depth of ten feet 
was reached with no disclosures. At 
this point the water had so filled the pit 
that a large overhanging rock waa seen 
to sway, from under-mining, and 
Lieutenant Lee retired his men just in 
time to avert a serious fatality. The 
rock completely filled the excavation 
made, and more than neutralized the 
work accomplished. Instead of blasting 
out the rock and continuing opera­
tions according to the original 
plan, Admiral Palliser ordered a blast in 
the hillside itself, and this being done 
without result, the Impérieuse turned 
her prow and steamed homeward, de­
spite the pleadings of Harford.

The “ parting shot ” of the flagship 
will make it considerably harder for 
those who come next to prosecute the 
search, but that they will continue the 
work there can be no doubt in the world. 
Practically all tbe Imperieuse’s company 
are converted to Harford’s belief that the 
treasure is there, and when Harford was 
landed at San Jose de Guatemala on the 
voyage homeward, it was generally 
understood that he had prevailed upon 
the commander of the U. S. S. Alert to 
return with him and again take up the 
hunt.

Admiral Palliser gives a denial to the 
report that the Amphion will now seek 
where the Impérieuse has sought in vain 
—or, at any rate, that she will do so un­
der orders. Her next duty will 
probably be, however, to eafe- 
guard British interests in Guatemala, 
relieving the flagship—and there is a 
chance that she too might take a run 
over to the famous island, for it is not so 
very faraway.

— (Special)—A 
terrific boiler explosion took place at 
12:40 to-day, while the power had been 
turned off for ten minutes to adjust 
some portion of tbe machinery in the 
Boyal City mills, and in two seconds the 
engine room was a heap of steaming 
ruins. Fortunately it was the men’s 
dinner time, and but three men were 
buried in the wreck.

VANCOUVER.
Vancouver, Nov. 3.—(Special)—“The 

English company negotiating for the 
purchase of the Blue Bell mine, Fred­
erick Arm, are to ratify the agreement 
in a few days,” says an interested party 
to the Colonist correspondent. “The 
sale is an excellent advertisement for 
the Coast in England. Every holder of 
Blue Bell stock will get one one-pound 
share in the new company for every 15 
shares of Blue Bell stock. Twelve thous­
and dollars will be paid into the Blue 
Bell treasury and almost unlimited 
capital will be guaranteed for working 
the mine. The sale was to be made on 
condition that the property proved up 
well under a certain amount of work ; 
the experts reported favorably.”

Mr. A. E. Band, in explaining the 
foreman’s report of the Athabasca, states 
that the trail from the Athabasca group 
to the Hall smelter was very bad, but 
shipments would not be delayed over 
two months. They had decided, how­
ever, to put a mill up of their own, 
which would be running next spring. 
The shipments they bad made to the 
Hall smelter, eight in all, approximated 
$12,967, the total being 166 tons, or about 
$78.60 per ton. This includes all grades 
of ore, the lowest being $26.56. This 
demonstrates that a dividend could be 
paid at once, but the policy of the 
company is not to pay dividends until 
they can be paid monthly without a 
break. They will be in shape to do this 
very shortly and to this end they are 
piling up ore on their dump. The com­

utes after the accident, on boards. Their 
prompt rescue from beneath the hot 
bricks and iron gave them a fighting 
chance for life. In seven minutes from 
the time of the accident the fire brigade 
had extinguished the flames and the 
work of clearing the wreck in search for 
other bodies had commenced.

The first intimation had by anyone of 
impending danger was the loud report, 
heard all over the city, and those living 
in the vicinity of the mills saw a huge 
upheaval of flame, smoke, splintered 
wood, and iron. The fire.bells rang 
throughout the city, and all the doctors 
were immediately telephoned for; the 
wildest rumors prevailed, and not until 
this evening could the actual results of 
the accident be obtained.

One hundred men were just entering 
the yards from their dinners up town 
and saw the accident. Ten minutes later, 
and the fatality would have been awful.
Mr. Ferguson, the manager of the mills, 
said to a Colonist reporter that he could 
give no cause for the bursting of the 
boiler. Several workmen expressed 
their opinion, but it was only an opinion.
No facts could be obtained. One work­
man said the boiler was comparatively 
new, built by the British Columbia 
Iron Works only last spring, a.nd 
at the time of the accident the engin 
had but a moderate head of steam on.
Another workman said the boiler was 
overworked.
boiler was old and rickety. The men 
coming back to work describe the acci­
dent as follows :

“ There was a great crash. A huge 
mass of iron shot one hundred yards to­
wards us and ploughed big holes in the 
wharf, littering the yards with iron 
tubing and splinters. The roof and side 
of the boiler house collapsed. The big 
smokestack fell on the tool house, flat­
tening it to the earth. One man was 
inside and ran to the creek, escaping.
The engineer was walking towards the 
boiler, room door when the explo­
sion occurred. He was struck on 
the leg with a brick, but escaped 
further injuries. Sully fell under the 
almost red-hot iron plate. His clothes 
caught fire and his flesh was burning 
when a fellow-workman seized the plate 
and lifted it off, burning his hands terri­
bly. The fourth man in the boiler-room 
was J. Martin. He was standing near 
the boiler. His clothes were literally 
stripped off him with the concussion but 
he escaped without a scratch.

THE JAPANESE CONSULATES.
Mr. Ncase’s Promotion to Chicago — An 

Agency to Be Eetablished at 
Montreal.

Vancouver, Nov. 2.—(Special)—Mr. 
Nosse, Japanese consul for Canada, said 
to the Colonist correspondent to-day : 
It is quite true I am leaving Vancouver 
for Chicago in about three weeks. My 
successor will be Mr. Shimezu, formerly 
acting consul here, who is to be pro­
moted to the position of consul for ail 
Canada. Mr. Shimezn was assistant 
Japanese minister at Honolulu. He 
will arrive by next boat. Some time 
ago money was appropriated by tbe 
Japanese government for the establish­
ment of a consulate at Chicago ; but 
although my name was mentioned. Ja­
pan was anxious to do nothing that might 
be construed as a slight to Canada, 
and tbe matter «as deferred as long 
as possible. Tne c mmittee on foreign 
affairs, however, ha.i to report on what 
had been done n-ganliog tne establish­
ment of numerous consular agencies, 
among them the Chicago agency, and I 
have at ku>t been instructed to proceed 
thither. It is of course decidedly in the 
nature of a promotion for me. My field 
is more important.

It has also been d* « ded by tbe gov­
ernment to establish an agency in Mon­
treal, with a sub-agenev here, and it was 
first suggested that Mr. Shimezu come 
here and I be sent to Montreal.

ROSSLAND.

The Flagship Brings Neither Gold 
Nor Jewels From Famous 

Cocos Island.

President Barrios’ Position— Mor­
ales Enlists the Support of 

Mexico.

H.M.S. Impérieuse, flagship of the 
Rear Admiral Palliser and of the North 
Pacific squadron, returned to Esquimau 
at ten o’clock yesterday morning, thus 
completing a cruise which, although of 
less than six weeks’ duration, was never­
theless as full of incident and adventure 
as any naval man can expect to enjoy 
daring piping times of peace. The log 
thus outlines the cruise in concise, busi­
ness-like saUor fashor : Left Esquimau, 
September 22; called San Luis Obispo, 
September 26 ; arrived Acapulco, Octo­
ber 3 ; coaled Acapulco, October 4 ; sailed 
thence for San Jose de Guatemala, Octo­
ber 5 ; arrived, San Jose de Guatemala, 
October 9; sailed thence for Cocos 
island, October 11; arrived, Cocos 
island, October 14; sailed October 16; 
called, San Jose de Guatemala, October 
19 ; arrived, Acapulco, October 21 ; sailed 
thence for Eeqnimalt direct, October 19, 
arriving in harbor at 10 a.m. Wednes­
day, November 3. It is between the 
lines of this itinerary that the story is 
written.

When the flagship left headquarters 
on the September date given, there was 
an element of mystery in regard to her 
orders which is not usually apparent 
even in the movement of ships of war. 
It was generally understood on board 
that the primary object of the trip south 
was to protect British interests which 
might have been placed in jeopardy 
by the outbreak under Morales in 
Guatemala. That there was some’hing 
more in the wind was, however, gener­
ally understood, and after weighing 
every theory that presented itself, the 
majority of officers and crew came to the 
conclusion that England had completed 
the purchase of the Panama canal and 
that their mission was to formally take 
possession of that important, bnt sadly 
mismanaged work in the name of Great 
Britain.

So convinced did they become that 
this was the true solution of the riddle, 
that by tbe time the shore line was lost 
to sigh*, the consideration of probabili­
ties had in a measure ceased, and the 
Panama euess was generally accepted as 
proven correct—very little attention be­
ing given in consequence to civilian 
guests of the admiral who journeyed 
with them, the one introduced as a cor­
respondent of the New York Herald, and 
the other as his interpreter. And yet 
these two were to be the principal actors 
in the most interesting scenes of the 
cruise.

While the flagship lay at anchor in 
the harbor of San Jose daring the 9th, 
10th and 11th of October, Admiral Pal­
liser had opportunity to visit Guatemala 
city and formally express the assurance 
that British intereste would be duly safe­
guarded, while the officers and men of 
the Impérieuse at tbe same time ac­
quainted themselves with tbe salient 
facts in connection with the rebellion, 
as they then appeared to the people of 
Guatemala.

It was this way, one of the flagship’s 
officers explained in conversation 
terday. President Barrios had proven 
himself more capable of handling his 
mercurial people than had any of his 
predecessors, thereby retaining the reins 
of power longer without serions internal 
disturbance, and so managing affairs 
that he was able to get for himself a 
million or more, and convert it into 
London and Paris securities standing in 
the name of his wife.

Disagreeing with Morales, his minis­
ter of war, Barrios precipitated the 
present difficulty by dismissing this 
member of bis cabinet, Morales with 
equal promptness deciding that if he 
could not be minister of war under Bar­
rios, he would make an endeavor to fill 
the presidential chair on his own ac­
count.

This was tbe way the trouble 
about, but at the time of the Iuipvr- 
ieuse’s arrival on tbe scene Morales had 
not apparently succeeded in obtaining

Greenwood City, B.C., Oct. 25.—Of 
all the branches of the Kettle river,
Boundary Creek is best known. Its 
name is synonymous with that of the 
mining country which it drains, though 
why it should be called Boundary I fail 
to discover. The creek itself is a consid­
erable river, and it drains a district that 
would make a good sized English county.
The river runs almost due north for 40 
miles to its source, and is fed by hun­
dreds of tributary streams. At Green­
wood, Copper creek joins it from the 
west : a few miles further up Eholtcreek 
enters. Eholt and Copper creek are the 
mam tributaries of Boundary creek.

The course of Boundary river lies' be­
tween a series of lofty and noble moan- 
tains, but ever and anon valleys of great 
beauty are formed by encircling moun­
tains, and through these the river flows 
sluggishly along. In one of these dimin­
utive valleys, about 10 miles north of 
Midway, are the infant cities of Anaconda 
and Greenwood. They are about a mile 
apart, and both are bidding for future 
fame and prosperity. Anaconda was the 
first-born, but Greenwood has far out­
stripped its rival. In fact, the Enter­
prise of Greenwood folks has made this 
town the trading centre of the Boundary 
country.

It dates two years back, and it has al­
ready a mayor and a board of aldermen 
Robert Wood, the mayor of the town, 
has led a life typical of the western 
pioneer. He landed at Victoria in 1862 
and hastened thence to the Cariboo 
country in search of gold. He was 
merely a youth then, and though he 
spent ten years in the Cariboo, fortune 
did not smile on him. Then he tried 
ranching in the Fraser river valley. But 
after ten years’ experience in ranching 
he moved hie household goods to Ver­
non, and began the life of a trader and 
shopkeeper, coupled with farming. He 
did pretty well, built a flour mill, but 
achieved no fortune. In 1895 he again 
sought fresh fields and pastures new 
Nearly 60 now, Mr. Wood found himself 
camped in the woods at the junction of 
Copper and Boundary creek?.

Referring to the fact that, although the 
so-called balance of trade is favorable to 
the United States, gold refuses to flow 
into that country, the Seattle Times 
asks, " Why not retaliate?”

This would be 
retaliation, and it would have the effect 
of making the European market better 
for Canada, Argentina, Australia, Russia, 
India, South Africa and other countries.

2 3TAMMANY.

The success of Tammany Hall in car­
rying the first election in Greater New 
York brings that political organization 
into greater prominence than ever. 
Powerful as Tammany has been hitherto 
in United States .politics, its strength 
will be tremendously augmented. A 
short review of its history will therefore 
be opportune.

The word Tammany is a corruption of 
the name of the Indian chief who sold a 
portion of Pennsylvania to William 
Penn. The old chief was a very decent 
sort of a fellow, hie name being equival­
ent to the English word “ affable.” 
Before the revolution there were a good 
many societies in Pennsylvania and 
Delaware, calling themselves after “ St. 
Tammany,” but one by oee they all 
dropped out of prominence, and only the 
New York organization was left to per­
petuate the fame of the chief and estab­
lish a new reputation for itself, as the 
greatest political club in America and 
one of the most remarkable organiza­
tions of its kind in the world.

The Tammany Society of the Colum­
bian Order, to give it its full name, 
organized in 1789 for fraternal and 
benevolent purposes. For a time it 
maintained its original character, but in 
the election of 1800 it was found fighting 
on the side of the Republicans, the pre­
decessors of what is now called the 
Democratic party in national politics. 
Thomas Jefferson was its candidate for 
the presidency, and he was triumphant­
ly elected. In 1811 the first Tammany 
Hall was built, and shortly after a
