Coast Indians Make Present to
the Duchess of Chief’s
Headdress

And the Duke Promises to Take
Their Greetings to the
King.

Vancouver, Oect. 3.—An enormous
crowd of people witnessed the depar-
ture of the Royal party from Vancou-
ver today. The Italian band was pres-
ent and played “God Save the King”
as the train moved out. The Indians
were admitited to the station enclosure,
all others were barred. The Indians
were go delighted with the graciousmess
of Their Royal Highnesses in consenting
to meet them thi& morning, that. they
decided to. present the Duchess with
the Kitiom-Shiamorgat, which being in-
terpreted means the hat of the chiefs,
an article regarded by them with the
greatest veneration and of priceless value
owing to its antiquity and association.
This head dress had been worn by Indian
chiefs for many generations. It is made
of wood elaborately carved. The top
is of fringe composed of hundreds of
hairs and bristles from the beards of
sea lions, Falling from the back of
this crown is a mantle composed of 100
ermine skins,

‘At 9:30 a. m. the Indians were pre-
sented to Their Royal Highnesses. The
gift of the Kitikom-Shamorgat seemed
to please the Duchess very much. She
accepted it with a few gracious words.
The Duke made the following reply to
the address of the Indians, interpreted
by the Rev, Mr. Green: :
To the Chief and People of Fort Simp-

son:

““Ihe Duchess and I sincerely thank you
for your kind greetings, we are touched
to think that you traveled so great a
distance to see us, and 'we trust that
you will wll return in safeby to your
homes.

DANGERS OF BATING.

Deadly Microbes Fasten
» Hxposed for Sale,

on Food

)

In busy and crowded thoroughfares
the practice of exposing food for sale is
open to the greatest objection. The air
of such places presents a terrible bac-
teriological history, and the. contamina-
tion of food sold in open places becomes
an eagy possibility. Street dust is full
of tubercle bacilli, from the detestable
habit of spitting; it also may contain
the microbes of pus, malignant oedema,
tetanus and septicaemia. It is true that
the taint deposited on food exposed for
sale may be purged in the process of
cooking and micro-organisms may be de-
stroyed, although it has been pretty
&troogly asserted that the cookery of fish
in particular has tot been effectual in
destroying the  typhoid bacillus, in-
stances of typhoid fever having been
traced to contaminatyy) vet cooked fish.
The avidity with' which certain foods
would appear to absorb moxious odors is
well knewn. - Milk is peculiarly liable
to take up unpleasant odors, and so also
is fish. The former is employed when
exposed in shallow trays to reduce the
smell of paint in a house. ¥Fish eannot
be placed in the same parcel as coffee
or other pungent-smelling, articles of
food, as it so rapidly absorbs the odorif-
erous principle. Busy streets are sei-
dom free from offensive effluvia, and it
is reasonable to conclude that these
would . easily affect many articles of
food exposed to. In our own
