Glasgow. May 3.—Oscar Slater, alias 
Otto Sands, who was extradited from 
New York last February charged with 
the murder in Glasgow of Marian Gil­
christ, was today placed on trial before 
Lord Guthrie and a jury in the his­
toric High Court of Glasgow, the scene 
of many historic criminal hearings.

The killing of Miss Gilchrist, who 
was 82 years of age, apparently was 
wanton. The crime has aroused in­
tense feeling north of the Tweed, and 
there is great degree of interest in the 
trial, which is expected to last for four 
days. Slater pleaded not guilty, and 
the calling of witnesses was begun at 
once.

As there are not opening statements 
by counsel at Scotch trials the proposed 
line of defence has not yet developed, 
unless a hint thereof is to be found in 
the reply of a female witness, who 
said she had heard rumors that Miss 
Gilchrist was a receiver of stolen 
goods and Slater's mother.

Amid frenzied 
cheers. Father Crowe defiantly retorted 
that the meeting would be held. When, 
however, the inspector proceeded to line 
UP his men the chairman and his friends 
thought better of it, and the demon­
strators proceeded to Bournea, where 
“grazierism" was duly denounced, and 
the usual resolutions were passed.

Berlin, May 3.—When Emperor Wil­
liam, says a noted writer, decided to 
devote his chief energies to the task 
of making Germany a first-class naval 
power, he had Krupp’s at the back of 
his mind. He thought the means at 
the same time that he thought the end.

On June 20, 1890, two years after his 
ascent to the throne, he was the guest 
of the great undertaking at the Villa 
Hagel at Essen. Before he left he as­
sembled round himself the heads of 
the departments and foremen, and told 
them of how "enormous" an tmport- 

the works were to the Father- 
land. And it would be safe to assume 
that on that occasion, as on others be­
fore and after, he discussed with 
Friedrich Krupp the part which the 
latter would play in the development 
of Germany's fleet.

Long before that the Krupp’s had 
been a national Institution, and almost 

It 
has even been alleged In the Reichstag 
that a private business connection ex­
ists between the firm and the ruling 
house. The story goes that after the 

of 1870-71, Alfred Krupp, Fried­
rich's father, found that his capital 
would' not permit him to satisfy the 
demand for guns made upon him by 
the German War Office. Accordingly 
he requested the government to ad­
vance him a loan. This was granted 
to him,,.but a large portion of the 
money aid not come out of the public 
pocket^ but was a private fund of the 
Hohenxollertls, who thus became to 
some extent partners In his enterprise.

Defended Hie Memory.
However; that may be, the connec­

tion between the Government and 
Krupp’g has ever since been a very in­
timate one. When Friedrich Krupp 
sank under the slanders uttered 
against his name, his sovereign rushed 
to the graveside and defended the 
memory of the dead man with chival­
rous championship. Nor has he ever 
lost an opportunity of showering fa­
vors and friendship on the family. On 
the other hand, the firm Is bound to 
the state by secret compacts, which 
doubtless restrict its freedom as well 
as Imposing obligations upon It In re­
turn it enjoys a practical monoply for 
the supply of various classes of war 
stores to the best of customers.

Reference has been made above to 
the filling in of a hollow on the Gorge 
road. It will take 5500 cubic yards of 
earth to fill it. When the matter was 
discussed at the City Council, one ald­
erman said that the work would cost 
? 10,000 and another said it would take 
at least $9,000. Earth is now being de­
livered there at 25 cents a cubic yard, 
which is one-eighth what the first ald­
erman estimated the cost would be. 
The appropriation for filling it is not 
more than one-third enough to do the 
work. The life of the bridge over the 
hollow is only put at a year. It has 
been shored up in anticipation of the 
traffic on the 24th of May. Within 
twelve months either the hollow must 
be filled or a new bridge must be built, 
and the cost of the latter will be about 
$3000. Would it not have been better 
to have appropriated the $1000 neces­
sary to finish the filling at once and 
have done with It, and if not why not? 
Examination of the locality shows that 
by the exercise of a little good judg­
ment a street wide enough for vehicu­
lar traffic could have been made out of 
the earth now being dumped in, if it 
had all been placed on the east side of 
the bridge, and in that event a straight 
sidewalk could have been built along 
the fence line. This, which to the 
neighbors seems to be the obvious thing 
to do, is not being done. The carriage 
way on the bridge and the foot path of 
the west side could then be left stand­
ing, and during the next few months 
the hollow could have been designated 
as a place for the dumping of suitable 
rubbish, whereby considerable expense 
could have bèen saved the city, when 
the decision is reached to fill up the 
hollow.

REVIVING INTEREST

Mr. Edgar Dewdney, wno has Just 
returned from a three months' trip to 
England, says that there is a great 
revival of interest in that country in 
the affairs of British Columbia and 
that the disposition of investors is to 
regard very favorably any investments 
in this province that have any sub­
stantial prospect of profit. This is in 
line with what others have reported, 
and it is certainly a matter for con­
gratulation.

Amor De Cosmos was gathered to 
his fathers more than a decade ago. 
Most of the people now living in Vic­
toria did not know him. Most of 
those, who have heard of him, have 
been taught to regard him as an ec­
centric individual who played a more 
or less important part in the days 
when the province was so new that al­
most any sort of a man could make 
his influence felt in the community, if 
he made the effort. We are not going 
to say anything much about Mr. De 
Cosmos, but we are going to say some­
thing about the De Cosmos scheme, as 
it was called. This was an enterprise 
intended to give Victoria railway con­
nection with New Westminster. Van­
couver was not on the map at that 
time. Mr. De Cosmos believed that 
Victoria was the proper out-port of 
British Columbia, and he proposed 
that a railway should be built from 
this city to Sidney, that a ferry line 
should be put on across the Gulf of 
Georgia to English Bluff and the rail­
way be extended from thence to New 
Westminster. He very nearly suc­
ceeded in his undertaking. We are not 
going to say anything about the rea­
sons of his failure, because we wish to 
avoid reflecting upon any one, and it 
would not do any good to tell the 
story over again. We think we can 
safely say, without hurting any one’s 
susceptibilities, that if the people of 
Victoria had stood together and joined 
hands with Mr. De Cosmos, the rail­
way would have been built. What a 
difference this would have made to 
this city no one can now measure. Any 
one who reads the reports on the Can­
adian Pacific railway issued thirty 
years and more ago will learn that 
there was less objection made then to 
ferrying cars to the Island than some 
people now make when cars are fer­
ried to the Island almost every day. 
Then the fact that Victoria 
Esquimalt are on an Island' was not 
considered a barrier to their becoming 
the terminus of the transcontinental 
railway. If the De Cosmos scheme had 
been realized, the first trains of the 
Canadian Pacific railway would have 
come directly to Victoria. Every one 
can judge for himself what that might 
have meant.

We speak of this now because there 
is a revival of railway talk. The les­
son of the past to the people of Vic­
toria is that there must be united 
tion; that we must make efforts to 
help ourselves; that we must put 
own shoulders to the

about a railway to Barkley‘Sound. The

000. The people of Victoria can build 
that railway if they want tq. There is 
hot the least necessity for us to wait 
for the Hercules of the Canadian Pa­
cific, or of the Canadian Northern or 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific to get 
ready to help us. There is not the 
least necessity for us to look longing 
to Los Angeles, or Detroit, or wherever 
the people live who own timber lands 
in the region which the line would 
traverse, and sigh because they will 
not come over and build up the coun­
try for us. The people of Victoria can 
build the railway themselves, and 
when they have it built three trans­
continental railway companies will 
want it. Is it possible to stir up suf­
ficient interest in this city in this im­
portant undertaking to get it launch­
ed? The De Cosmos scheme, if car­
ried out, would have brought a trans­
continental railway to this city years 
ago. The proposed railway will bring 
a transcontinental railway to this city 
immediately after it is undertaken. 
What are we going to do about it? We 
do not wish apy one to think that 
what we are now speaking about is in 
any way antagonistic to the greater 
plans for Island development. The 
railway to Barkley Sound is, or it 
ought to be, Victoria’s own special af­
fairs. It is the bait whereby 
attract transcontinental business.

One of the dangers of the situation 
is that if the labor organizations un­
dertake to assume charge of the gov-^ 
ernment of the country, and the exist-' 
ing authority proves unable to resist 
successfully, Germany may feel called 
upon to interfere. Herein, it seems 
to us, is one of the greatest dangers 
to the peace of Europe. In Germany 
there is a strong socialist and labor 
element. It keeps itself very well un­
der control, but the Kaiser is afraid 
of it. He is afraid of anything that 
has a tendency against absolutism. It 
is an open secret that he was opposed 
to the liberal movement in Turkey; he 
urged Austria to curb the plans of the 
Balkan states, whose ambitions, if car­
ried into effect, would have been a 
menace to absolutism. He would not 
sit idly by and see France pass under 
the control of the workingmen. There 
is very grave danger ahead, for the 
success of the Labor movement in 
France, almost surely would mean a 
demonstration in Germany against the 
rule of the Kaiser. Therefore it may 
seem wise to that sovereign to inter­
fere in France, not now, of course, but 
before very long. Much will - depend 
upon the workingmen of France.

Before Buying
New York, May 1.—Today is May 

Day, but so far as organized labor this 
year is concerned, according to des­
patches from some fifty cities, it is 
merely an ordinary pay day for the 
American workers, but not an occasion 
for strikes or labor demonstrations.

There are exceptions to this state­
ment, notably in the case of the Great 
Lakes region, where a strike of some 
30,000 employes of the Lake boats 
which has been partially dn effect for 
several weeks Is fprmally declared be­
cause the Lake Carriers* Association 
insist upon an open- shop policy.

However, reports gathered by the 
Associated Press within the past 
twenty-four hours from the larger 
cities of the United States are of a 
negative character.

“Quiet prevails,'* “Peace reigns/' 
‘ The horizon is clear,*k are phrases in 
the despatches. A comparison with 
the ructions of previous years cannot 
be definitely drawn, but it may be said 
that n%ver did a ïday Day find the 
country as a whole as free from labor 
disputes as does May 1st, 1909.

Coal Miners at Peace

Pekin, May 1.—Between living walls 
of soldiery, gendarmery and sailors, 
the funeral cortege of the late Emper­
or Kwang Hsu starts on its long 
journey from the forbidden* city, the 
scene of his troubled life, to the 
Hwang Ling imperial tombs, where 
amid the fastness of the sacred hills, 
the priests guarantee a propitious and 
peaceful resting place.

The preparations are on the most 
elaborate Oriental scale, 
falque will *be carried eighty miles, a 
five-days’ journey by relays, each 
consisting of 140 bearers. The great­
est precautions have been taken 
against the possibility of any unto­
ward events. Twenty" thousand troops 
have been detailed for the protection 
and escort of the catafalque.

Imperial and diplomatic representa­
tives participating will be confined to 
the Imperial City. All street crossings 
will be closed by immense stretchers 
of white cloth, a company of soldiers 
will be stationed at each crossing and 
one soldier will be detailed to every 
house along the line of march within 
Pekin. Similar precautions have been 
taken outside.

The Chinese press outside of Pekin, 
as well as here, has been prohibited 
from making any reference to the Of­
ficial anxiety or to the preparations 

„ taken to safeguard the catafalque.
Tourists Assembling

Fpr many days hundreds of tourists 
have been assembling at Pekin and

Constantinople, May 1.—The Minis­
try of the Interior is convinced that 
the attacks on Armenians in the Adana 
district were arranged from Constanti­
nople. They synchronize with the mu­
tiny of the troops here for the restora­
tion of absolutism.

‘Field Marshall G. Hazi Mouktar to­
day Bonfirmed the truth of the rumors 
that have been in circulation for two 
days to the effect that the massacre of 
all foreigners, in eluding the ambassa­
dors at Constantinople, was planned 
foç Saturday* April 24.

It was the original plan of Schefket 
Pasha, commander of the Constitu­
tionalists’ army to enter Constantino­
ple Sunday, the 25th, but when he re­
ceived a message from the city to the 
effect tpat the lower priests, the offi­
cials, soldiery and the fanatical mob 
leaders were planning to kill the for­
eign residents* possibly with the ob­
ject of causing the intervention of the 
powers, .he gave orders that his army 
enter the city Saturday morning.

Bombs in considerable quantities had 
been prepared for use against the 
banks, the embassies and other strong­
ly protected buildings.

Troubles Are Widespread.
Adana, May 1.—The conviction is 

held by the Armenians that the Mos­
lem attacks against them had their 
origination in Constantinople.

The massacres began simultaneous­
ly in the district covering one hundred 
miles around the Gtilf of Alçxandretta 
rand therefore' th^: mathtaiiL thlfor 
<ou!d. not have been, started from a lo­
cal ^ow in Adana, in which two Turks, 
were shot by an Armenian as he waa 
leaving a church with his bride, whom 
the Turks were trying to capturé.

Situation More Hopeful.
Beirut, May 1.—Mr. Kennedy, the 

missionary, has returned to Alexan- 
dretta from Durtyl and reported the 
situation as more hopeful and the pop­
ulace holding dut against the besiegers.

He says that 3,600 persons are 
homeless and absolutely destitute, 
that 746 houses are burned and that 
entire villages have been ruined. He 
reports that at Alexandretta confidence 
is far from restored. 4

At Adana 1,500 refugees are depend­
ing upon foreigners for existence and 
in addition to the terrible sufferings 
there and Want of food the health con­
ditions are extremely bad. He says 
the refugees at Adana require *$1,000 
daily for flour alone and that innumer­
able persons are sick or wounded, and 
they are in need of doctors, nurses 
and medicines.
