DILLON AND PARNELL.

Dillon is disheartened at the outlook in
Ireland. He discovers that his fellow-
countrymen are not insatiable, that they
bave faithin the new land law, and are dis-
posed to give it a fair trial. _Dillon is dis-
gusted at such conduct ; he thinks that it
will be impossible any longer to conduct
the land league movement on the old lines.
He has therefore decided to go out of pub-
liclife for a few months, and leave-the land -
leaguers who are friendly to the new mea-
sure unembarrassed.

THE MOST POPULAR PREACHER IN
TORONTO.

To the Editor of the Toronto World.

S1r,—Dr. Wild is undoubtedly the most
popular preacher in Toronto. The crowds
that flock to hear him every Sunday even-
ing testify to this.

A glossy
pair of patent leather boots adorns his feet,
and a white vest, nicely gotten up by the
laundress, encircles his ronuded Lreast; a
heavy goid chain hangs from a button:hole,
which displays a taste for worldly things.
When on the sireet, no head-gear of meaner
shape or texture than a well-polished stove-
pipe bedecks his heid: The latter is-well
shapen, rather large, which is necessary
considering the amount of knowledge
the doctor carries about with him. Any-
thing less counld not contain all that he
knows of the future as well 45 of the past
history of mankind ; and no_ nly of man-
kind, but of creatures less intelligent. Who
can forget . his fish story, or for a moment
doubt. the  tiuthfulness of his statement ?
Had not the world been wondering for
years; that coal“oil shoald bz drawn up in
such enormous gnantities from the bowels
of the earth ? Nonecould tell us how it got
there until Dr. Wild unravelled the mys-
tery. And then we saw and understood
well enough. And for the information of
those unfortunate persons who had not the
opportunity of - hearing the doctor’s ex-
planation, I will here relate it: ““You have
all heard of the deluge, when the world
was drowned—ghat’s the -time coal oil was
manufactured. All the fish was stranded
when the waters dried up, or receded to cer-
tain channels, and the fish died. ‘The oil
which they had contained “sasik into the
earth, and remained- hid away there until
a few years ago, when some enterprising in-
dividual discovered it.”
