The mild November winds of Indian summer

are sweeping arouad the corners and whistling
over the tops of the many turrets and chim-
neys, which havestood like sentinels overlook-
ing for more than a gquarter of acentury the
noble pile of buildings where centres the
ducational intelli of the Province of
Ontario. . The swallows, which last spring

Considerable discussion has taken place with
regard to the recent appointment of a graduate
of Oxford to the chair of Political Science, and
the crestion of a new chair in Enaglish
Literature has begun a fresh discussion
on the merits of Canadians. In the case
of Political Science, . we believe that a wise
choice was made in securing the present
incumbent, Professor Ashley, There were but
twoof the candidates Canadians ; one, Dr.
Bell, at present in Germany, and the other
Wm. Houston, the librarian of the parliament-
ary library. As far as we. can ascer-
tain, Dr. Bell's' case  was dismissed on
the ground that his health was poor, and Mr,
Houston was rejected,if the truth were known
because he was too much of a politician, and
therefore that there might be some pdlitical
ery raised about the methods of his teaching.
There seemed to be no alternative but to go to
England and obtain a man free from all bias,
one who had never identified himself with the
politics of the country, and who would be as
impartial as possible. Professor Ashley was
chosen, and the public will have an opportun-
ity of judging of his ability next Friday alter-
boon, when he delivers his inaugural address
on the subjeot: “What is Political Science "
