Contradictory Stories Told By
‘ Harry Hyams.

A Model of the Elevator Exhibited in
Court—Mabel Lattimer Tells How She
Was Sent on Messages the Morning of
the Tragedy—Harry Hyams Told Her
That Dallas Let the Weight Slip-
Harry Also Told Expressman Fox That
Pallas and Wells Were Fixing the
Elevator When the Weight Fell.

' When the court adjourned at B o’clock
1ast evening at the close of the second
dny of the preliminary examination of
Harry Place and Dallas P. Hyams,
charged with the murder of William
Chinnock Wells, the two prisoners looked
more cheerful than they have for some
days. There were many suspicious cir-
cumstances brought out in the investiga-
tion, the most damaging of which were
the contradictory stories told by Harry
P. Hyams after the tragedy as to how
jt occurred, but there was little more
than suspicion. The crown, however,
¢ claims to have some scnsational evidence
¢ in the background and to-day may wit-
‘mess some startling developments. The
array of counsel for the defence, Mesars,
Johnston, Horn, Murdock, Wellman and
Gooch, are fighting the case presented
by County Crown Attorney Curry inch
+ by 'inch,” and many sharp passage-at:
arms decurred between the opposing
forces.
The Good Looking Typewriter.

A pleasant-looking young woman of
19 entered the “witness box when the
name of Mabel Lattimer was called.
Mabel wore a dark green fur-trimmed
coat, which, like that of Old Grimes, was
“all buttoned down before.” A hat
built to match completed _the outiit.
Miss Lattimer was employed as type-

writer for the Hyams Bros. on the day |

of the tragedy. She told of the visit of
Harry, P. Hyams to her house at b p.m.;
Baturday, Jan. 14, and his request to
her to deliver three letters before com-
ing to the warehouse Monday morning.
Bhe delivered the letters and arrived at
the warehouse at 11.45. Mabel met
Harry Hyams, who told her that Willie
Wells had been killed. - i

It will be recollected Aylesworth
swore Wednesday that Harry Hyams told
him that he was mnot in the warehouse
when the boy was killed and did not
know how it happened. Miss Lattimer
swore that Harry told her that his
brother Dallas - -was fixing the weight
when it slipped and fell on Wells. This
is considered important by the crown
as showing the contradictory stories
told by Harry Hyams after the tra-
gedy. ;

A Womman Who Doesn't Get Excited.

To prisoners’ counsel witness said that
phe wasn’'t excited when Harry Hyams
told her of Wells’ death. *“I am not in

he habit of getting excited,” Mabel ad-

ed, and the cool and collected manuer
in which she gave her testimony bore
out the statement.

The defence apparently realized the
dmportance of Miss Lattimer's testimony.
For 30 minutes ' unsuccessful attempts
were made to shake the witness’ meinory
as to Harry Hyams’ remarks. The “pert
and independent” way/in which, accord-
ing to Mr. Juhuston,/(he gave her testi-
mony nettled the QC. Witness denied
that she had told one Paling anything
about the tragedy the day it occurred.
“] was not in the habit of talking fre-
quently to Paling,” said witness.

“No, you didn’t wish to be particularly
chummy with an auctioneer, perhaps,”
retorted the lawyer, and then the wit-
ness again appealed for the protection
of the court.

The line of the defence may have been
indicated by this question: Do you
know that Wells was in the habit of
riding a bicycle around the landing and
that he was repeatedly warned of the
danger of doing so by Harry Hyams ?

Witness said that Wells did cecasionally
ride a bicycle in the building, but she
vever knew of his having been warned
that it was dangerous.

Only Addressed Envelopes.

To destroy the significance of the send-
Ing of Miss Lattimer on messages Mon-
day morning in order that she
might, eay the Crown, be out
of the way, the prisoner’s counsel es-
tablished that Mabel had been previous-
ly sent upon messages, but not fre-
guently. '

It also came out that, although Miss
Lattimer was employed by the Hyams
ostensibly - as a stenographer and type-
writer, she never did any typewriting,
but was solely employed in addressing
envelopes and copying /Dun Wiman's re-
gister. The defence will endeavor to
prove that the Hyams were conducting
& mercantile agency and that they were
mot simply giving Aylesworth and Wells
something to do because they had secured
possession, of their money.

Didn't Want Her Pictare Printed.

Bloodstained Panis.

Witness next told of a request made
to her by Harry Hyems to wash a pair of
light drab pants for him. These pants
were bloodstained below the kuees. Mrs,

Joseph Fox, expressman in the em-
ploy of the Hyvams at the time of

o’clock a.m., to consult the brothers with
reference to some cartage. Both doors
of the. warehouse were locked. Witness
was about to turn away when Harry
Hyams came to the door and admitted
Fox. The latter noticed that there was
blood on Harry’s hands and said, “Hello,
what’s the matter 7”7 Hyams replied that
a terrible accident had occurred—that he
thought Dallas and Willie Wells were
doing something to the hoist when the
weight fell and Wells was killed. Harry
Hyams said he had cut his hand lifting
the weight off Wells’ head. He also said
Dallas had gone home in a hack upon
being told that the body was in the
basement. Fox descended and seaw the
deceased lying face downward on the
floor mnear the hoist. ' The hands were
outstretched. There were a pair of old
gloves on his hands which witness had
seen Wells wearing about the warehouse
when he was carrying up coal. The head
of deceased was about two feet distant
from the spot where the weight would
have descended. The right side of the
head was all smashed. The weight was
lying up against the casing.
The Eievatoer's Condition.

To show the condition of the elevator
Mr. Fox was next interrogated. He
had often used the hoist. Shortly after the
Hyams went in Fox discovered a defect
in the ‘cage Of the elevator and Mr. Fen-
som of Duke-strect repairedit. The only
thing he noticed wrong with it subse-
quently was that the boxing in which
the weight ran was not cased in at the
top and in the basement.

The morning after the accident Fox
again visited the warehouse. Harry,
Hyawms was in the basement clearing up
the blood on the floor. Hyams asked
witness to hang up the weight again.
After washing the weight off with a
broom he attached it to the rope.

Experiment With the Weight

Witness then explained at length the
condition of the weight and rope. The
rope was all right and the hook by
which it was fastenedr to the weight
fitted accurately. The crown considers
this a strong point, as showing that
the weight could not have accidentally
slipped off the rope, as claimed "by the
prisoners. Witness described a plat-
form which had been erected in the top
story for the purpose of resting the
weight, should it be necessary to remove
it from the rope and introduce another
weight for the -purpose of running
lighter goods. He also described an ex-
periment made by dropping the weight
down the casing, It shot down with
terrible velocity. The crown will at-

tempt to prove that had the weight
fallen, as described, it would have
smashed Wells’ skull far more complete-
ly than it was crushed.
. A Model of the Elevator.

Before entering upon the cross-exami-
nation Mr. Johnston caused a model of
the elevator, which had been construct-
ed under the orders of the defence, to
be brought into court. The model, Fox
testified, was a fairly accurate one of
the elevator in the Colborne-street ware-
house, 4
Witness admitted that the elevator
was a - very rickety affair, even after
it had been repaired. The habit Willie
Wells had of riding around the floor of
the warehouse was known to Fox, who
stated that Dallas Hyams had sent for
a carpenter, and put gates in front of
the shaft for fear that Willie might meet
with an accident and fall into the base-
ment. Fox had often observed Willie
Wells trying the elevator. He had also
heard Dallas Hyams tell young Wells to

Then
Mr. Johnston eaid he would call sever-
al witnesses to prove that it was not
the same hook, that as a matter of
fact, while the hook
was a galvanized one, that on
the rope January 16 was of
iron and much longer in the shank than
that produced—they would indeed bring
forward the blacksmith who changed the
hooks. Thereupon Fox said he was not
prepared to say that the hook had not
been changed. But he would not admit
that he told Coroner Aikins that he had
doubts about the hook being the same.

Could the Hook Have Slipped O ?

Then the defence essayed to show that
it was quite possible that the weight
might have slipped off. Witness denied
positively, however, that he had ever
known the weight to come off the rope
prior to the day of the tragedy. The
cage descended suddenly omne day while
be was in the warehouse, and he heard
a rattling in the casing. Harry Hyams
said the weight had fallen off, and wit-
Jiess saw the weight, detached from the
rope, in the cellar. He would not deny,
however, that the rattling in the cas-
ing he heard may have been caused by
the rope and hook. He always thought
the elevator a dangerous eort of ap-
paratus, It was the case of the hoist
that he was afraid of, not the weight.

The Docter Who Was Summoned,

Dr. Edmnnd E. King told of a visit
Harry Hyams made to his gffice between
9 apd 10 o'clock on the morning of Jan.
16. Hyams said a terrible accident had
occurred, ‘““for God’s sake, hurry 17

The doctor went to the warehouse and
found Dallas T. and ‘Harry P. Hyams
there. The body of deceased was lying
on the floor in the basement. Wells was
lying on his back. The head was flat-
tened. It was quite consistent with the
wounds and the condition in which the
body was found that deceased had been
looking up the easinz and the weight had
fallen upon his’ head. Witness asked
how the s#ccident oceurred, and one of
the two brothers replied that the weight
had caught in the box and fallen down.
that Wells was under the weight, and
it struck him. He also said that the
weight caught owing to an irregularity
in the boxing, -and that they h&g to get
‘a carpenter to fix.it. They eaid they
attempted to 1lift the weight off Wells’
head, and then Harry had gone for wit-
ness.

Then Mr. Curry launched into mathe-

The
Doctor acknowldgged that he wasn’t
professionally vp 4n  mathematics, ‘but
he knew.somethiig about pile driving,
and gawe a few illustrations.

Aitermaking his examination Dr. King
reuedted Harry Hyams to send for a
coroner.

Hen. Mr. Angers Replies to the Olbjections
of the Montreal Butter Dealers—Pro-
tection Asked For in Canadian Alaska
—Emigration Traffic Has Its Disadvan-
tages—QOcean Race of Fishing Schooners

Ottawa, Feb. 28.—Considerable emula-
tion has been aroused among the fishexr-
men of the Maritime Provinces as a re-
sult of the prizes offered last year ‘by
the Government for the best models of
fishing vessels combining speed and sed-
worthiness. Some splendid models were
then sent in. So keen has the rivalry
become that ‘a project is now well under
way for an ocean race of fishing bogts.
The course chosen is from Halifax to
Cross Island, in Lunenburg County, &
distance of 60 miles and return. The
race will take place about the end
April, when all the vessels will be_in
good trim. The citizens of Halifax hve
subscribed a purse of $500, and in addj-
tion there will be a sweepstakes of $20.
All boats will. average from 90 to 100
tons, and will make as trim a fleet of
fore and aft schooners as can be found-
on salt water. The Government pro-
tection schooner, Kinglisher, a remark-
ably fast sailing vessel, will take
part in the race, not for a prize, how-
ever, but to show her sailing qualities.
Imimtgration Traflic Kot an Unmixed

Blessing. }

The announcement that trans-Atlantje
steamship lines entering New York had
decided to boycott the Grand Trunk
Railway created some talk here.  An
official of the Interior Department was
asked what probable effect this action
would have on immigration to Canada.
He was not aware, he replied; that Ca-
nadian immigration would be in the
trouble. *‘ This
question 'is purely one between the
steamship companies and the railways.
As to any advantages to us in having
emigrants for' the United States traus-
ported through Canada, they mostly ac-
crue to the - transportation companies;
one of the disadvantages to the counm-
try is the danger of having contagious
diseases introduced by those European
emigrante en route.

“The emallpox epidemic which broke
out on an emigrant train on its way
to Winnipeg last year involved the
country, one way or another, in con-
siderable expenditure, both on the part
of Ontario and the. Government of the
Dominion. It is just as well that the
public should know now, if they didn't
know it at the - time, that the emi-
grants amongst whom the disease ap-
peared were bound for the United
States.”

Protection of Life on the Yukon. i

Col. C. E. Weare, president, and J.!J.
Healy, manager of the North Americam
Transportation and Trading Co., which
practically controls all the trade on the
Yukon River, Alaska, are in town, and
had an jaterview with Hon. Mr. Daly
to-day. The object of the vieit is to
press the Government to assert its
authority on the Canadian portion of
Yukon, with a view to the protection
of life and property. Over 500 minens
are wintering upon Canadian territary,
and it is expected that during the spring
and summer there will be a great influx.

CANADI!AN BRUFTER FOR BRITAIN.
Ohbjections to the 20 Cents per Jb Answep-
ed By Hon Mr. Angers.

The Minister of Agriculture has not
lost much time in replying to the ob-!
jections of the Montreal Butter and
Cheese Association to the Government
policy in advancing sums for the purchase
of creamery butter for export. In a let-
ter to the eecretary of the association
Hon. Mr. Angers says: i

Sir,—I have to acknowledge your letter
of the 18th fnstant, in which you inti-
mate to me, by instruction of the Butter
and Cheese Association of the Montreal
Board of Trade, that the Board in Mout-
real “views with alarm the proposed
orfer of the Government to pay ad-
vances at the rate of 20 cents per pound
on creamery butter of the finest quality
made between the first day of January,
1895, and the 80th day of March, 1893,
when for shipment to the British mar-
ket.”

I haye to say in reply to the first
reasonn contained in your letter thet it
appears from market reports from Great
Britain, under date of the 9th inst., the
finest Australian butter is gquoted at
from 96 to . 100 shillings per hundréd-
weight, and that there is an impreved
trade in Danish butter at from 108 to
108 shillings per hundredweight. These
latter prices I take to be equivalent to
a range of from 2l 5-8 to 23 5-8 cents
per pound in England at the current
rate of exchange.

I am informed that the actual and me-
cessary business expenses for shipment of
butter to Great Britain, including rea-
sonahle chapges for commission, need not
exceed 2 cefits per pound from the eream-
eries in Canada.

Canadian Butter Equal to Any.
Competent judges in Canada, among
them the largest exporters of butter in
Montreal, have expressed the opinion
that Canadian creamery butter, when
fresh made, is equal in quality to Ay-
stralian or Danish. This opinion has been
corroborated by butter -merchants from
Great Britain who have visited this
country and examined Canadian butter
when fresh made.

If the statement in your letter be cor-
rect, that fresh-made creamery butter

shipped from Canada is net likely to
net more than 16 cents per pound in
England, it appears te me both import-
ant and desirable that some action
ebould be taken to obtain for it a recog-
nition of quality and price from which
it is now excluded.

The advance of 20 cents per pound can-
not be sajd to have injured the interests
of butter merchants who have any stock
of butter to dispose of; on the contrary,
it has made a better condition of mar-
ket for them.

I cannot see any reason for the alarm
expressed in your letter, as the action
of the Government, at most, could only
affect the prospective trade of a few
membera of your association, who might
perhaps hope from the unfortunate dul-
ness of the butter market to compel the
creamery meén to accept less than 20
cents per pound for winter-made cream-
ery butter.

Room for the Creamery Industry to Grow.

I desire to point out to the members
of your association that not less than
5000 farmers are already directly en-
gaged in supporting winter creameries
in Canada, and that the industry is

able enlargement from year to year.

I may inform you that, from letters
received at my department, the action
of the Government in_ this matter is
heartily commended by representative
creamery men and farmers in the Do-
minion; and you will permit me to state
that, while I regard the action of the
Government ae incidentally helpful and
beneficial to merchants who export but-
ter, it will be found especially advan-
tageous to the dairy farmers of Canada,
whose interests, I am sure you will
agree with me, are incomparably of the
greatest importance to the country.

I may further point out that the prin-
ciple on which the Government has act-
ec}, namely, fostering, by giving a new
direction to an important Canadian ag-
ricultural industry, is one that is well
accepted. .

Objections Made In Ignorance.

The second reason which. is urged in
your letter against the action of the
Government is that winter-made Cana-
dian butter would come into competi-
tion “with new grass-made butter from
other countries, which the English mar-
ket is receiving.” ;

I fear that in making this remark on
behalf of your association you have not
been well informed as to the sources
whence the English market receives its/]
supplies of butter at this season of the
year, or it would doubtless have occur-
red to you that Danish buttér, which
has jyon a good reputation @nd com-
mands, probably, the highest prices of
any imported butters in the English mar-
ket, with the exception of a small quan-
tity of mild-flavored and nearly salt-
less butter from France, is fodder-made
butter from the cows which are fed in
stables; and I may further point out to
you that the conditions for the meking
of fine butter at this season of the year
are quite as favorable jn Canada as in
Denmark.

I am pleased to notice that your as-
sociation is ‘not opposed to the plan
which is under consideration for pro-
viding cold storage service and accom-
modation to permit summer-made Cana-
dian creamery butter to be put on the
British markets without deteriorationin
quality. }

Gevernment Cenfident of Success.

I have given careful copsideration to
the statements in your letter, which say
that “eiforts should be made to induce
butter-makers to seil their product when
fresh,” and also thdat “the makers should
be clearly and emphatically told that,
unless they are prepared to.compete in
the English market with other butter
exporting countries, in price as well as
quality, Canadian butter, as an export-
eble article, must ceasé to be, no mat-
ter what Government efforts are made
to help it.”

I have to inform you in reply, I am
of opinion that when finest Canadian
creamery butter is put on the British
market in as good a condition as when
it leaves the hands of the makers, it!
will readily command such prices as will
ve a good margin of profit to the
producers and the merchants.

It appears to me urgent that the at-
tention of the trade and also that of
the comsuming. public of Great Britain
should be called to the excellent quality
of Canadian creamery butter, through
channels similar to those which have
been used so guccessfully in ‘attracting
attention to the superiority of 'Cana-
dian cheese; and I am desirous of seeing
that such be done. .

In conclusion let me say that the ac-
tion of the Government is taken in the
interests of the dairy farmers of Canada;
bu T am at the same time hopeful that
the members of the Butter and Cheese
Association of 'the Montreal Board of
Trade will reap advantage from it.

THE SCHOOI QUESTION.

We reprint in full in another column
an article from The Montreal Gasette,
which takes the ground that the Domin-
ion. Government must, in view of the de-
cision of the Privy Council, grant some
kind of remedial legislation to the Catho-
lic monority. Now that the judgment
has been received, that the petition for
relief is in, and that the question is
being discussed from al- sides and views,
it will soon be reduced to definite limits.
Or rather, the  discussion will come
eventually to turn on the pro-
posal which the Government
may make—if they make auny—in
the way of relief. The public of Canada
' should await this declaration before com-
mitting themselves on the question. It
is certainly fraught. with many diffi-
culties, and will require to be approach-
ed with calmuess and deliberation. The
gooner the Government are able to place
their intentions before the public the
better, for until they are known all
sorts of reports and suggestions will be
floated, with a view to influence opin-
ion.

We have an idea that the Government
may make 1o declaration, that the re-
medy, if any, lies within the judgment
itself.

¢

EASIER SAID THAN DONE.

In addition to telling us that he is
a staunch free trader, Mr. Laurier ought
to give us a few details showing how
he intends to change the tariff. In 1892
the Democrats were elected to power in
the United States, with a commission
from the people to introduce a free trade
tariff. Although it has been in power
several years, the Democratic party has
found it impossible to change and
wrench the industrial life of the coun-
try by substituting a free trade for a
protectionist tariff. Certain reductiouns,
as we know, were made in many items
on the tariff, but judged by our own
tariff that of the United States is a
protectionist tariff of a high grade or-
der. Not only have the Democrats
failed to carry out their election pro-
mises, but their interference with the in
dustrial features of the country has in-
duced so much discontent that it is now
quite certain that they will be defeat-
ed at the election in I896.

Another country that endeavored to
get rid of the so-called protective bur-
dens was New Sonth Wales. Some cight
months ago Sir George Dibbs, who led a
protectionist Government, was de feated,
and the free trade party returned to
power. A special correspondent, writ-
ing from Sydney, refers to the situation
there in the following terms:

Ever since the election of the Reid
party New South Wales has been living
under a government professing Cobden-
ism but observing the policy of anti-
Cobden predecessors, which, although it
is threatened daily in speech and news-
paper article, dare not be touched by
a sixpence. That is the position here
now, whed the country, because of the
fearful uncertainty which exists while
the party holding power keeps going &
policy altogether inconsistent with its
hustings pledges, thirsts for the blood
of the free traders, which the next elec-
tion will shed.

The country that has once adopted &
protective policy cannot readily throw
it off. There is no doubt that, if
Mr. Laurier were returned to power,
he would experience exactly the same
troubles that Mr. Cleveland has met
with in the United States and Mr. Reid
experienced in New South Wales. The
free and independent people of no coun-
try would tolerate any policy which de-
stroys the manufactures of the country
and sends their mechanics and artisaus
to other lands. We might here men-
tion one specific instance to show how
difficult it would be for Mr. Laurier to
make the changes he now talks so glibly
of. Previous to a year or two ago
the Grit papers used to shout” themselves
hoarse on the rapacity of a governe
ment that extorted 30 per ecent. from
publishers importing stereotype plates
into this country. After the Govern-
ment had adopted a still more exorbi-
tant tariif, and raised the duty to from
100 to 200 per cent., this grumbling on
the part of the Grit press suddenly ceas-
ed. The effect of the high tdriff was
to cause an American firm to establish
a branch house in Canada, and to sell
the products of their factory at the
same price as similar products were sold
in the United States. The publishers
have now three houses to select their
matter from, and they pay not a cent
of duty in any shapz or form. 1 Mr.
Laurier is returned to power, he will, of
course, be obliged to reduce the tariff
to a iree trade basis, which is in the
peighborhood of 17 1-2 per cent. The
resuit of such a reduction will be un-
| doubtedly to cause the American house
to leave Canada and transact its busi-
ness in Bulialo, as it formerly did. In
that event, the Canadian publisher will
have to pay this duty on whatever plates
he imports, and Canada will lose the
benefic of havingz the factory in this
country. The whole Grit press would
be in arms if Mr. Laurier attempted to
change this particular business, as it is
now established, and reintroduce the old
state of affairs. We cite this case be-
cause it is one with which the press is
conversant, but it is only a sample of
what would take place in almost every
other brapch of business if Mr. Laurier
attempted to carry out the policy that
he is now preaching throughout the
country.

PRACTICAL CANAL IlelLDlNG.

The Baltic and North Sea: Canal, which
is now completed, and which will be
formally opened on June 20 next, is a
work that ought to be of some interest |
to the people of this country. In mag-j
nitude and in -its relation to general
commerce, the new waterway will be
comparable only to the Suez Canal.
Next to the latter .it is the greatest
work of its kind in the world. When we
consider its length, which is 61 miles, its
depth, its capacity and its cost, $87,440,-
000, the people of this continent will
not look upon the proposed deep water-
way from the great lakes tévthe ocean

The
canal starts at Holtenau, near Kiel, the
great naval fortress of Germany on the
Baltic, ahd, after erossing the Prussian
province of Holstein,~it joins the Elbe
at Braunsbuttel, fifteen miles above the
mouth of the river, and a few miles be-
low Hamburg. Work on the canal wae
begun June 8, 1887, and early in 1891
the firet section, from Holtenau
to Rensburg, was opened- to vessels.ol
light draught. The completed work will
be 61 miles long,of which 58 1-2 miles
will represent actual canal construction,
the remainder of the distance being made
up by two emall lakes on the line of
the canal, and through which it will
paes. The width at the water level will
be 218 feet, and at the bottom 72 feet,
and the average depth 29 1-2 feet. At
the western end of the canal two arti-
ficial harbors have been constructed, of
svhich the outer ome, 2800 feet long by
880 feet iwide, is intended for merchant
shipping, whi e inner omne, 1700 feet
long by 570 fe® wide, is reserved for
the vessels of the German navy. Double
locks, which will be opened during every
flood-tide, will afford entrances from
the Elbe into the harbors and will make
the work practically a tide-water canal.
Two railway viaducts, running over
arches of 550 span each, cross the canal
at a height of 188 feet above tidewater,
so that traffic will not be interrupted.
‘Nearly 40,000 vessels, representing a
tonnage of about 15,000,000 tons, annu-
ally pass from the Baltic into the North
Sea by way of the dangerous Skager
Rack and Cattegat, and in view of the
low tolls and of the fact that the use
of the canal will effect a saving of from
250 to. 400 miles to vessels sailing to
or from Baltic ports it is reasonable that
at least one-half of the tonnage en-
gaged in this trade will seex the new
waterway. The direct connection which
the canal will ,afford between the Ger-
man naval fortress at Kiel and the ocean
will render the work of great stratégic
value to the empire. But the most re-
markable feature of the enterprise, to
which we desire to call special and ad-
miring attention, is the fact that its
cost—$387,440,000—has not exceeded the
original estimate.

WINORITY MOST EAVE RELIEE
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MONTREAY, GAZBITE SAYS GOVERN.
MENT HAS NO OPTION.

The Judgment of the Judicial Committeo
Expressly Emjolus Upon the Govern’
ment the Obligation of Extending Re:
llef to the Mimority. Whose Rights
Must Be Restored—McCarthy's 2 Views
KErroneous.

Mr. D’Alton McCarthy adopts. the
view - that the recent  decision
of the Judicial Committee on the Mani-
| toba. School case merely declares’ that
'the Dominion Government has the power
of considering the petition of the 1in-
ority for remedial measures, and not’
that euch measures should be granted.
In his opinion the whole question is one
to be treated as a matter of policy or
expediency, and not of obligation, and
if the Government declines to interfere
the trouble will be at an end. The judg-
ment of the Judicial Committee, how-
ever, goes much farther than Mr, -Me-
Carthy seems to inagine, their Lord-
ships explicitly stating that the- rights
and privileges of the Roman Catholic
minority have becn interfered with by
the Manitoba legislatiom of 1890, and
that a remedy ought to be provided.
The Judgment Obligatory.

To quote from the text of the juglgment
“the questipn to be determined is whe-
ther a right or privilege which the
Roman Catholic minority had previously
has heen adffected by the legislation of
1890. Their Lordships are unable  to
see how this question can receive any
but an affirmative answer.” Then the
judgment proceeds to indicate in what
manner the rights of the minority hawe
been prejudicially affected, as follows?

“Contrast the position of the Roman
Catholics prior to and subsequent to the
acts from which they appeal. Before these
passed into law there existed denomina-
tional schools of which the control and
management were™in the hands of the
Roman Catholics, who' could select the
books to be used and determine the char-
acter of the religious teaching. These
schools received their proportionate share
of the money contributed for school pur-
poses out of the general taxation of the
province, and the money raised
for these purposes by local as-
sessmeont was, 80 far as it fell
upon Catholics, applied only to Catholic
schools. What is the , position of the
Roman Catholic minority under the acts
of 18907 The schools of their own de-
nomination, conducted according to their
views, will receive no-aid from the State.
They must depend entirely for thsir sup-
gorn upon
. Catholic community, while the taxes out
of which the State ald is granted to the
schools provided by the statute, fall alike
upon Catholics and Protestants. Moreover,
while the Catholic inhabitants remain li-
able to local assessment for school pur-
poses, the proceeds of the assessment are
no longer destined to any extent for
the support of the Cathollc schools, but
afford the means of maintaining schools
which they regard as no more suitable
for the education of Catholic children than
if they were of & distinctly Protestant
character. In view of this comparison it
does not seem possible to say that the
rights and privileges of the Roman Cath-
olic minority in * relation to education
which existed prior to 1850 have not been
affected.”

McCarthy Wonld Perpetuate the Grievan ce

The Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council, in a word, finds that the Ro-
man Catholic minority have a substan-
tial grievance, and that ‘their rights and
privileges with respect to edueation,
existing from the Union down to 1890,
have been destroyed. Mr. McCarthy takes
the position that, even admitting this
fact, the duty of the Federal Govern+
ment and of the Parliament of Canada
js to allow the grievance to be perpe-
tuated, while Mr. Laurier, in contradis-
tinction to the Judicial Committee, de-
clares that no grievance requiring re-
dress exists, unless the publie
schoolz can be shown to be of a dis-
tinctly Protestant character. But Mr.
McCarthy is mistaken In the opinion
that their Lordships merely decided that
thepower of interference is vested in the
federal authorities, and that they re-
frained from stating whether a remedy
shotild be applied. :

Enjoined to Extend Rellef.

The judgment of the Judicial Commit-
tee expressly enjoins upon the Domin-
jon Government the obligation of extend-
ing relief to the minority, in these
words :

“pheir Lordships have ‘decided that the
Qovernor-General-in-Council has jurisdic-
tion and that the appeal is well founded,
| but the particular course to be pursued
| must be determined by the authorities to
| which it has been committed by the stat-
ute, It is not for this tribunal to inti-
mate the precise steps to be taken. Their
general character is sufficlently defined by
sub-section of section twenty+
two of the Manitoba Act. It is certainly
not essestial that the statutes repealed by
the act of 1880 should be re-enacted, or
that the precise provisions of these stat-
{ utes should again be made law. The sys-
| tem of education embodied in the acts
| of 1890 no doubt commends itself to and
adequately supplies the wants of the great
majority of the inhabitants of the pro-
| vince. All legitimate ground of complaint
! would be removed if the system was sup-
| plemented by the provisions which would
iremove the ﬁrievance upon which the ap-
| peal is founded, and if it were modified
so far as might be necessary to give ef-
| fect to those provisions.”
| Prescnt System Not To Be Disturbed.
Language could hardly be framed to
| more clearly express the view of their
| Lordships as to the remedy to be “sup-
i plied. The act of 1890, in other words
| the present school system, oughtinot, in
| their Lordships’ opinion, to be disturbed
| since it adequately supplies the wants of
| the majority of the people of Manitoba;
nor do they deem it essential that the
old school law should be re-enacted by
the Parliament -of Canada in order to
remove the legitimate complaints of the
Roman Catholics. The pursuit of this
latter course would, indeed, be contrary
to the former decision of the Judicial
Committee in the Barrett case, in which
the legality of the legislation of 1890
was upheld. j
Restore the Minority’s Rights.

But the public school system, created
within the constitutional rights of the
provinee, in accordance Wwith the
views of the majority, ought
to be supplemented by provi-
sions which will remove. the grievance
of the minority and restore to them the
rights enjoyed formerly. The words of
the judgment impose not an option, but
a duty, upon the Federal authorities, and
leave to the latter practically no alter-
native than that of giving effect to the
finding oi the court.

Mr. McCarthy, as a lawyer, is well
aware of this fact, and, therefore, as
a politician, he chose to ignore alto-
gether the conclusions: and the directions
of the decision of the Judicial Committee.
1f allowed to decide the question as one
of law, he said, the Government could
not be blamed, and as. law-abiding citi-
zens they had to submit; and that is
precisely the position in which Their
Lordships have placed the gquestion.

The Provincial Rights Invelved.

There is no consideration of provincial
rights involved. The tconstitution of
Manitoba, &8 interpreted by the high-
est court in the Empire, vests the su+
preme legislative authority, in the mat-
ter of the educational rights of the
Roman Catholic minority, in the Parlia-
ment of Canada, as completely as it does
any other subject exclusively committed
to that body. ‘

The Two Decisions Not Antggonistic

The fuller report of the text of the

direct antagonism between the two de-
cisions. _If the Manitoba school law of
1890 is intra vires, how, it has been
asked, ean authority bé given the Fed-
eral authorities to over-ride it? The
explanation of the seeming anomaly is
that sub-sections 2 and 8 of the edin
cational clause of the Manitoba Act ard
a substantive enactment, and not de-
signed merely as a means of enforcing
the first provision, which enacts that no
srovineial law “ ghall prejudicially af-
ect any right or privilege with respect
to denominational schools Wwhich any
¢lass of persons have by law or practice
in the province at the Union.” The de-
cision in the case of Barrett was that
no rights or privileges pertained to any
class of persons by law or practise at
the Unioh, and, therefore, none having
existed, nhone could be interfered with.
But Their Lordships say, in their | last
judgment, the main issues, namely, the
rights of the Roman Catholic minority,
are not in any way concluded either by
the decision in Barrett’s case, or by any
prineiple involved in that decision. The
first judgment interpreted sub-section 1;
the last judgment interprets sub-section
2, a substantive enactment, which reads
as follows :

“An appeal shall lie to the Governor-
General-in-Council from . any act or de-
cision of the Legislature of the province,
or any proincial authority, affecting any
right or privilege of the Protestant or
Roman Catholic minority_ of the Queen’s
sublects in relation to education.” -

Under sub-section 1 the rights and
privileges which any class of persons had
at the Union are conserved, while under
sub-section 2 only two classes are re-
cognized, namely, Protestants and Roman
Catholics. And it is at this point the
provincial rights, as interpreted by the
Judicial | Committee, appear. Until the
law of 1890, establishing Public schools,
was enaected, there could be State-aided
Anglican schools, Methodist schools Pres-
byterian schools, Baptist schools, and, if
the Manitoba Legislature chose to
merge all these schools into one, and es-
tablish & Public school system; no ap-
peal ou the part of a Protestant de-
nomination would lie to the Governor-
General-in-Council, because the second
sub-section, which confers this right, re-
cognizes only two divisions in the ecom-
munity, Protestants and Roman Catho-
liecs. To quote again, the last judg-
ment. of the Judicial Committee, “ any
clads of th: majority is clearly within
the purview of the first sub-section, but
it seems equally clear that no class of
Protestant or Catholic majority would
have a locus standi to appeal under the
second sub-section, because its rights and
privileges had been affected.”

The Conclusion in a Nutshell.

It is, therefore, the plain conclusion of
the two decisions of the Judicial Com-
mittee, that while the Legislature has
supreme authority to enact school legis-
lation as respects the Protestant ma-
jority &8 a whole, it has no power to
deprive the minority of rights granted
since the Union, and when it exceeds its
authority in this respect the obligation
ie imposed on the Governor-General-in-
Council| and the Parliament of Canada
of providing redress.

The Chairman, in moving the adoption
of the report, said:

The statement of the accounts of the
past year now before you is one which
I think may be considered highly satis-
factory, and does not call for any
lengthened explanation. There are, how-
ever, some features of our experience to
whieh it is very gratifying to draw your
special attention, namely, our loss and
expense ratio, compared with the aver-
age loss and expense ratio of the whole
fi(re business reported to the Dominion
Government from 1886 to 1893, inclu-
sive, covering the period of this com-
pany’s operations.

We find from the report of the Super-
intendent of Insurance that the average
loss ratio<to cash premium income for
the above period was 62.90 per cent.,

We could not include in the foregoing
comparative averages the past year's
business, as the Government returns for
1894 have not yet been published. We
have, however, this company’s results,
which were a loss and expense ratio com-
bined of only 55.00 per cent. of the net
cash premium| income of 1894.

I may add [that a very much larger
volume of business eould have been placed
on the books of the Company had the
business offered come up to the standard
we have adopted—below- which we will
not write on any hazard—and will not
remain on any risk where there is ap-
parent indifference to care, order and
cleanliness.

The report was adopted, and at a sub-
sequent meeting of the Directors James
Goldie was re-elected President- and
J. L. Spink Vice-President.

Reform Meeting at Aurera Addressed By
- Messrs. Mulock, Paterson, Sutherland
and Davis-The Exodus, Franchise Act,
Gerrymander, Alleged Deficit and the
Public Debt All Touched Upon.

Aurora, Ont., Feb. 28.—The Mechanics’
Institute was packed to the doors when
Mr. Mulock,  the Reform member for
North York, addressed his constituents.
The audience was remarkable for the
large number of ladies and small boys
who entered into its composition, the
latter cheering the speakers most vocis
ferously.

Mayor D. W. Fleury presided, Y

Davis Advocates Free Trade.
. E. J. Davis opened the ball by affirm-
ing that the Liberal party were ‘mot
disloyal, but true to the best interests
of the coungry and empire. He alluded
to the various ways in which the Gov-
ernment had squandered money, instane-

ing the Curran bridge, upon which there .

had been an unuecessary expenditure of
$200,000, and the Dominion Franechise
Act, by which two million dollars had
been wasted, and contended that free
trade would result in increased prosperi-
ty to all classes of the community.. ’
Mr. Mulock's Address. -

Mr. Mulock was received very enthusi-
asticaily. The Victorian era, he said,
would ever be memorable for the insti-
tution of a free trade policy in Great
Britain. There was no living British
statesman who would for & moment sug-
gest a return to protection. He claimed
that the reduction in the duty on articles
caused an accompanying reduction in
the price to the consumer, and referred
to the efforts of the Liberal party in
obtaining a reduction in duty on sugar
and binder twine.

Denies Reduction of Duties.

The speaker ,then corrected an alleged
misstatement of Hon. J. F. Wood that
the Conservatives had reduced the duties
on agricultural implements from 85 to
20 per cent. Mr. Wood, he said, had also
state dthat hardly any duties were
being paid by the poor pzople, and this
the speaker denied emphatically. = -

Ocean Cattle Rates.

Mr. Mulock then reférred to the ex-
cessive rates charged by ship ownerd for
the carriage of cattle ‘across the Atlantic
After the introduction of his bill to fix a
maximum rate a memorial signed by

8. | several prominent Conservatives had been

handed to him, and feeling averse to
making a party question of the
matter he had aeke the Govern-
ment to adopt  his bill and
had been told that if he allowed the
matter to stand over ths Government
would appoint a comission to deal
with the ,subject. Upon this under-
standing he had withdrawn his bill, but
not in the ignominious manner Clarke
Wallace had represented.
Weighted With Iariff Woes.

Mr. Mulock averred that on every oc-
casion in history, when a nation had
fallen, the cause could be traced to un-
just and unfair laws, that destroyed the
patriotic sentiments of the people, and
made them forget that they were mem-
bers of a -great nation. He felt that
the Canadiap tariff was crushing out
the patriotism and life of the people,
and adjured his hearers to take the
shortest way to make an end of the
system. Reduction of the tariff to a
revenue basis would restore peace and
prosperity to the country and strength-
en the empire to which they belonged.

A Crime to Stump the Country.

Mr. Paterson, M.P., criti¢ized most
adversely the action of the Dominion
Ministers in touring the-country. Un-
der British constitutional government
the proper place for the Cabi-
net Ministers was at Ottawa. The
present position of the country was
critical, and the Ministers had shown
themselves to be powerless. They were
letting the ship of state drift, and were
standing paralyzed, afraid to summon
Parliament, and afraid to appeal to the
electors. (Loud cheers.)

Reform Deficit Experts

Mr. Paterson charged the Government
with piling up a deficiency of $3,000,~
000 within seven months, a deficiency
which would probably amount to $5,-
000,000 before the 80th of June. These
matters had been altogether neglected
by the Ministers who had addressed them
a short time ago. The Finance Min-
ister at Galt had said nothing of his
plans for dealing with this deficit.
The annual expenditure of the coun-
try, said the speaker, now amounted to
387 millions, and had increased out of
all proportion to the increase in popu-
lation.

“Debt on Public Works Increased.”’

The amount of debt on public works
had increased from 140 millions, when the
Mackenziz Government went ‘outy of
power, to 250 milions at the preSent
day. This formed a debt of $60 per
head of the population, or $250 per
family,

During the era of the National Poliey
60 millions more in customs duties had
been taken out of the pockets
of the people than during
the Mackengie regime. Moreover,
while the Couservatives were in power
a comparatively slight increase had
taken place in population, whereas dur-
ing  the period of revenue tariff an in-
crease of 77 per cent. had been recorded.
He denied that the Conservative party
had created the industries of Canada.
Long before: the National Policy had
been inaugurated industries existed in
Canada and were on a more stable basis
than those of the present day.

Furniture as Export§

After 15 years of the National Policy
the exports had only increased by $7,-
000,000, and of this sum one and a half
millions included the household effects
of people who were leaving the country
in discontent.

After referring to the iniquity of the
gerrymander act and its effect,the speak-
er concluded with an argument in favor
of manhood suffrage. Mr, James Suther-
land, M.P. said: The charges that
had been levied at Mr. Mulock by the
Ministers were an indication that he was
feared. The speaker endorsed the re-
marks of Mr. Paterson and advocated a
tariff for revenue. ]

Dr. Coulter stated -that the National
Policy mad the effect of causing the
emigration of a large number of young
Canadians to the States, was utterly
inimical to Canadian industries, and had
entirely failed to accomplish the objects
aimed at

EX.ALD.GOWANLOCK WISHES AGAIN
T0O TESTIFY.

Wallace Nesbitt Says e Must Knoew the
" . Relevancy of the Statement—The Judge
Says -His Court is Not an Open Sewer
—Outline of Statement Must Be Given.

Much interest was manifested in the re-
opening of the civic investigation yester-
day morning. The proceedings were
brief, and the aldermen and citizens who
crowded the court room did not hear the
eagerly-anticipated statement of ex-Ald.
Gowanlock. Owing to the absence of
Barrister Heyd, Mr. Gowanlock’s coun-
sel, the court adjourned till this moru-‘
ng. \

His Honor Judge McDougall made an
important statement as to the proced-
ure of his court, which, he said, never
would be made a vehicle for irresponsi-
ble statements.

The Cause of the Re-Opening.

Mr. Nesbitt, with whom was Mr. E. M.
Grier, explained that-the re-opening of
the investigation arose out of a letter
of ex-Ald. Gowanlock to The Globe, in
which he stated that his resignation as
alderman was adversely commented on
by Mr. Nesbitt as though “evidence of
an acknowledgment of my guilt.”

“I wish to eay,” tihe letter went on,
“that such is not the case, and that Mr.
Nesbitt and others were cognizant of it.
I have requested the judge, through my
solicitor, Mr. Heyd, to re-open the in-
vestigation to enable me to put myself
right before the public.”

Mr. Nesbitt, in concluding his speech,
said, “Whilst every matter coming with-
in the scope of the resolution will be
carefully probed, the inquiry will not be
made the vehicle for private spite or
personal grudge. The good names of
men will be protected and evidence
will not be admitted in open court until
an outline kas been submitted to your
honor or imyself. This is to protect
the private individual from unmerited
hurt or scandal, and to guard the public
interests of the ecity.”

His Honor’'s Emphatic Speech.

The judge, who spoke with animation,
said: “I want it to be distinctly.un-
derstood that I do not propose to allow
this witness box to be made the vehicle
for irresponsible statements.

“This is not an open sewer in which
people are going to pour all sort of
filth. I am prepared to investigate any
tangible charge supported by evidence
however slight, such evidence as woul
be received in any iuvestigation of this
kind or in any court of justice. I do not
propose to have the investigation 'con-
ducted by a-lot of irresponsible solici-
tors, outside of counsel appointed by the
city. If any charges are made against
individuals the matter must be laid be-
fore Mr. Nesbitt or myself before I will
give my consent to have it investigated
here. Otherwise it would be turning the
investigation into a screaming farce.

“ With reference to the present mat-
ter, 1f Mr. Gowanlock has any explana-
tions to make other than those he gave
on the former occasion, or has any state-
ment in connectioni with the matter that
transpired with reference to himself, he
is at full liberty to go into the box
and make such explanation or statement.

“ The investigation Wwould have pro-
ceeded at an earlier date had not Mr.
Nesbitt been out of the country. But
I do not propose under any pressure to
proceed with the matter in the absence
of counszl engaged by the city to pro-
teet the city’s interest and to aid me
in the conduct of this investigation.”

Objects to Show His Hand.

Mr. Gowanlock said: ‘I am not now
prepared, in the absence of my solieitor,
to go on with the case, but I want
it understood now that I will have no
consultation whatever with Mr. Nesbitt
%bout what I am to say in the witness

nx.? ¢

His Honor: I cannot allow that:

Mr. Gowanlock: It will be a state-
ment tRat will contain no personal al-
lusions not warranted by facts.

Judge McDougall: If any person is
charged or insinuated against,” I am
bound to know that. If all Mr. Gowan-
lock is concerned in is a statement’on
his own account there is no necessity
of seeing me or anybody elese, but if
it is going to be astatement in which
other names are to be brought up,
charged with improper conduct, or cor-
rupt conduet within the scope of the
resolution, I must insist upon knowing
the principal facts before the statements
are uttered in the witness box.

Mr. Gowanlock: It will be a state-
ment certainly some parties will be
concerned in.

The judge then adjourned the eourt.

printed and larger editions distributed.
Twhe.cust of printing bills during each
session had been increasing. In 1894,
81,910 more reports for the ‘departments
than in the previous year, and 21,480
more for the Legislative Assembly, the
increased.eost being $5782.

Turning to the question of assets and
liabilitiea Mr Harcourt said the present
liabilities amounted to only $25,000, and’
deducting present liabilities from the
partial list of cash assets there was at
the end of last year a comfortable sur-
plus of $5,269,840. Railway liabilities,
the payment of which was spread over
a period of 40 yecars to come, were not
treated as a present. liability.

As to the Future.

|A word as to our prospects for the
present year, went on the speaker. We
estimate that we will receive $38,149,372.
Our revenue expectations have been more
than fulfilled each year and we have no
reason to fear that 1895 will prove an
exception. The actual receipts .of last
year exceeded the estimate by $306,-
290. We expect $826,000 from Crown
Lands. Li% r license receipts we put
at $280,000. We hope to receive $176,-
000, from succession duties. We estimate
our expenditure for 18956 at $3,401,905.
Thits is $18,757 less than last year’s esti-
mate. !

Mr. Marter Criticizes.

Mr. Marter followed. After congratu-
lating Mr. Harcourt on the manner in
which he had presented his statement,
Opposition thought
it was rather too bad for him' to have
to take up the other side of the question
and show what the Treasurer had failed
to show by comparison that the Govern-
ment had not been an economical Govern-
ment. The hon. member opposite had
made comparisons with the Govern-
ments of other provinces and states. Why
did he not make his comparisons and
illustrations with a former Government
of this province ? Presumably because
such comparisons would not be favor-
able to the present Government. They
had been told that the receipts of the
province had been $3,450,000. They
must remember, however, that of that

| sum $1,5669,000 came from the Dominion

Government and $1,088,000 from Crown
Lands. i

There was this year, as in other
years, over-expenditure. During the 28
years the present Government had been
in power, for 15 years at least there
had been over-expenditure. It had be-
come habitual. For instance, in 1871
the civil government cost $114,618, in
1894 it cost $240,474. It had been more
than doupled. Why should is be?
Truly thé population had incréamed and
some allowance must be made for the
increase, but whilst there had been an
increase of abouti 30 per cent. in popula-
tion the increase in the cost of govern-
ment had been more than 100 per cent.

Let them take the one item of ses-
gional - elerks and pages in this
House. For 94 members 120 clerks
were provided, whereas for 215 members
in the Dominion House there were only
97 glerks. |

Living Upon the Capital.

The greatest expenditure, however, had
been in the Crown Lands Department. In
that department they had been consum-
ing of.the estates of this province mno less
a sum than $1,000,000 a year. Although
treated as such, this was not revenue.
When they sold the forests of this coun-
try and used the money for their current
expenditure they were living upon the
capital of the province. (Hear, hear.)

“Year by year,” said the leader em-
phatically, “ our capital is decreasing,
and it is only a question of time when
we 6hall come to the end, and we shall
have to find other means to meet the
expenditure of the 'provimce; we ehall
have to resort to taxation.”

In this eonnection Mr. Marter pointed
dut that in 1884 the Crown Lands De-
partment expenses amounted to $98,573,
whereas in 1894 the total was $111,-
168, an increase which was altogether
out of proportiop to the necessities and
the requirementg of that office. Large
sums of money were spent yearly on
gurveys in the mnorthern districts, but
people did not go in to take up the
lands. He thought the Government was
censurable for not taking greater steps
for populating that district. He also
claimed that the men who were appoint-
ed to positions in connection with the
buildnig of roads were not n who un-
derstood the business, but mérely persons
who had rendered the Government poli-
tical service. He thought the parties di-
rectly interested should have the right
to oversee -the spending of moneys.

The leader of the Opposition argued
that the Government through eareless
management paid 10 to 26 per cent.
more for supplies for public institutions
than was necessary, and he urged that
tenders should be advertised for. He
also regretted that a commission was
not appointed to enquire into the tim-
ber resources of the province.

The Question of Edacation

Turning to the question of education,

.Mr. Marter said that under a political

Head the cost of education had increased
100 per cent. since 1871, and he asserted
that every educational interest had been
made to bow to the high schools. The
Public school was not as efficient to-day
as it was 20 years ago, because teachers
were not encouraged to stay in the
schools. He deprecated this constant
leaning towards the high schools, when
95 per cent. of the pupils of this province
never went to any other school than the
Public school.
Language That Was Indecent,

The conclusion of Mr. Marter’s speech
was an answer to Hon. Mr. Dryden who
happened not to be in the House at the
time. Mr. Dryden, in a speech in Lon-
don, was reported to have said that “he
would not say Mr. Marter was a liar,
because that would be unparliamentary,
but he would say if Marter speaks the
truth he, Dryden, was & liar,”

|«] want to say, sir,” said Mr. Marter,
indignantly, “it was indecent, it was be-
neath the dignity of a gentleman occupy-
ing the high and responsible position ofa
Minister of the Crown to stand before an
aksembly and say such a thing as this
when the pdson indicated was absent;
especially was it so., since the state-
ment he was making was positively not
in accordance with facts.” The leader
went on to show that Mr. Dryden had
reference to a remark whieh he made
that “if he could be shown that the
Province of Ontario had a surplus of

$6,000,000, ‘the Conservatives would
withdraw their camdidate.” “I spoke,”
said the leader, “of a surplus in the
treasury, but it remained for the hon.
Minister of Agriculture to put words in
my mouth and give out that I said that
the province did, not possess assets to
the amount of $6,000,000. (Applause.)
The Leader of the Patrons.

After recess Leader Haycock took the
floor. In discussing the budget he took
an independent stand, both the Govern-
ment and the Opposition coming in for
criticism. On both sides of the House
the leader of the third party, it is evi-
dent, is viewed with apprehension, and
the greatest attention is given him when
he speaks, for both sides are interested
in the attitude which the Patrons in-
tend to assume.

At the outset Mr. Haycock congratu-
lated the Provincial Treasurer on his
“grand effort,” but he was rather sur-
prised that, in making comparisons, he
should have gone to the State of New
York for figures. It was mnot fair to
compare the expenditures of Ontario
with the expenditures of a state three
times itsssize. Why did he not make a
comparison with the State of Michigan?
That would have been fair.

“It was a good piece of special plead-
ing,” continued the Patron, “but I re-
gret that he did mot carry his compari-
sons a little further than he djd.
wish he had compared the salary of the
Governor of New York State with the
salary of our Ljeutenant-Governor.” He
might be told, added he, that the pay-
ment of the Lieutenant-Governor . did
not come within the jurisdiction of the
province. Sorry he was that such was
the case, for if it were otherwise, instead
of paying $28,000 for a Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor, that expenditure would not ex-
ceed $10,000. "

At the conclusion of Mr. Haycock’s
speech an attempt of the Government to
force the hand of the Opposition was
successful. For’ some minutes no one
arose to continue the debate, and on the
Government side of the House there were
cries of * Question, question.” The Op-
position waited for the other side to
talk, but they waited in vain. Finally
they were compelled to continue, and A.
J. Matheson (South Lanark) stepped into
the breach. .

Mr. Matheson’s Maiden Speech.

Mr. Matheson has taken the place of
financial critic of the Government, which
was formerly held by Mr. Clancy of West
Kent, who was leit out in the cold at
the last elections.

“ There are no proper statements in
these accounts showing the people how
their. money is spent,” were Mr. Mathe-
son’s opening words. “Lump sums of
hundreds of thousands of dollars are re-
peatedly put in, and the Government
asks us to accept that those sums are
rightly epent. During the whole of the
last 20 years the Government has mixed
up the capital expenditure with the or-
dinary expenditure, so that no one knows
whether we are increaging our ordinary
expenditure or not.” - Continuing the
speaker said there was a difference of

' some $700,000 between the receipts of

the Crown lands last year and the year
before, and yet it was all mixed up, and
no one knew why there was a difference.
In the last six years the deficit ‘had been
$2,970,000 made up from sales of Crown
lands.

Mr. Conmee replied to the last speaker
in detail. He denied that there had been
corruption in the Ontario Government
and also that supplies were not bought
by contract. He claimed that all large
orders were filled by contract.

On the motion of Mr. Howland the
