mode of punishment Is expressly pro­
vided by law.”

«■Uly ef «Juntenipt of Court.
In the Company’s annual report for 

1895, just published, and which every 
consumer should peruse for himself, 
there appears» among other things, the 
sum of $50,000 written off for deprecia- 
tion of plant. The Company claim* 
that it is more profitable to Invest cap­
ital In plant than In debentures, and 
yet it admits a depreciation amount­
ing to $50,000 for one year alone, there­
by showing that money In debenture# 
is more profitable than in plant, as 
there is no depreciation In the former, 
but on the contrary, they bear Interest. 
Judge Ferguson holds that It is illegal 
for the Company tt> write off sums of 
money from profits for depreciation in 
plant, and yet in the teeth of this judg­
ment the Company does this very 
thing. It would be well for the Com­
pany to consult its legal advisers as 
to whether It has or has not been guilty 
cf contempt of court. The Plant and 
Buildings Renewal Fund Is Intended 
to cover all repairs and depredation In 
plant, and yet In addition to charging 
$116,000 for repairs for 1895, It charges 
for depreciation in plant as welL The 
words of the judgment are that the 
Plant and Buildings Renewal • Fund 
was “an estimated fund considered 
sufficient to keep the plant and build­
ings in a prbper condition, and that 
the Company are not authorized, aftee 
the employment of this fund or in ad­
dition to having the fund for this pur­
pose, to write off sums from the profits 
for any depreciation In plant.”

The Legislature Deceived.
The Company's manager gave to the 

Legislative Committee when the Act 
was passed a distinct pledge and as­
surance that 6 per cent, per annum on 
the value of all plant and buildings 
in use was fair and not excessive for 
the purposes of a Repairs Fund, and 
In the course of his examination (un­
der oath) in the pending action of 
Johnston v. Consumers’ Gas Company, 
Mr. Pearson was asked the following 
questions in reference to the forma­
tion of the Plant and Buildings Re­
newal Fund: ,

Question—Did you consider at that 
time that ' 5 per cent, was necessary 
for that purpose 7

Answer—I had written a number of 
gas companies prior to the Act being 
passai and the consensus of the re­
ports I received was that 6 per cent, 
was a fair amount, for depreciation of 
gas companies’ plant—5 per cent, per 
annum.

HAS MADE A HIT.

The Idea of a Bargain Bay In Fart Catch* 
Ing cn. The Pnmp Snake.

In Central Dakota, on the “ Missouri Bot­
toms,” there exists one of nature’s Strang­
est freaks. The settlers term it the 
* pump snake.” How it came there and 
where It came from is yet unknown. It 
first made its appearance in Emmons 
county, in' the spring of 1886. 
grown pump snake measures about 16 feet 
in length and about 3 inches In diameter. 
They, are are of gregarious habits, roam­
ing the prairie in large herds, as many as 
300 having been counted in a single flock. 
In dissecting one of these reptiles there 
is found a tube which extends from tho 
roof of the Jaw to the extremity of the 
tail, and terminating in an opening.

The leader (there la always 
a leader to a herd of these snakes, who is 
elected by two-thirds majority) dashes into 
the water of the creek, leaving only the 
extremity of its tall on the bauk. An­

Now here was a solemn statement 
made to the Legislature on the strength 
of which a statute was passed, but 
which was utterly false. The Council 
tod. the Legislature were simply trlck- 
Od by the Company into passing this 
Act. Take the Company’s figures from 
its own reports. Here they are : In 
1887, the first year after the passage 
of the Act, the Company credited to 
the Repairs Fund 357,277.17, being the 
5 per cent, on the value of its plant, 
and yet Its actual expenditure for re­
pairs was only 323,107.53, thus showing 
azi overcharge for this year alone of 
about 334,000, needlessly wrung out of 
the poor consumer. The amount of 
the 5 per cent, for this year alone was 
sufficient for the actual repairs for 
two years, with a balance over of 
about 310,000. Now, did the Company, 
like honest men, having found that it 
Was charging too much for repairs, at 
once apply to amend the atatute, re­
ducing the charge, or did it in the fol­
lowing year voluntarily make the re­
duction? Oh, no. For we find in the 
Company’s report that again ln 1888 
this fund was credited with 363,691.41, 
being the 6 per cent., although the 
Company’s actual outlay for repairs 
was only 324,909.90, leaving a useless 
balance of about 340,000, making, with 
the previous year’s overcharge, 
expended balance of about 373, 
the credit of this fund. Now I 
stolen this big sum from the hapless 
consumer, as the result of lying to the 
Legislature, one would think that the 
conscience of the directors and man­
ager would begin to trouble them and 
that they would be moved by the suf- 
feringa of the poor consumer, and Mr. 
Pearson at least might have remem­
bered the parable of the unfortunate 
widow and the unjust Judge, who fear­
ed not God, neither regarded man; 
and that they would at last let up on 
the consumer. But not so. For we 
find that again in the following year 
—1889—the 6 per cenL charge for the 
Repairs Fund was exacted to the tune 
of 395,641.73, though only 321,665.54 was 
actually required for repairs, thus 
showing an overcharge ot about 374,- 
000 for this year, and making, with 
the overcharge of the two previous 
years, a grand total of 3146,917.29 stolen 
from the consumer as the result of 
abusing the confidence of the Legisla­
ture, and this sum, if carried to the 
Special Surplus Account, where It 
ought to have gone, would have re­
duced the price of gas for one year 
alone by about 35 cents per 1000 cubic 
feet. But the Company says that the 
Act empowered it to make this charge 
of 6 «per cent., but bear In mind that 
this authority was obtained only on 
the distinct pledge of the manager 
that it was fair and not excessive, and 
its own reports now show that it was 
excessive and the statement false. The 
Company may say that when making 
the pledge it was believed to be true, 
but at the end of the first year the 
charge was found to be excessive. 
Then, instead of continuing to make it, 
why did not the Company get the Act 
amended or voluntarily charge only 
what was sufficient for actual repairs? 
The Company sinned against light and 
knowledge. And to show that the 
Company may, if it chooses, charge 
only the amount actually needed for 
repairs, look at the Company's report 
for 1890. In this year thp 6 per cent, 
v* the plant amounted to 397,000, and 
yet only 354,000 was credited to the 
Renewal Fund, being the amount act­
ually required; and again, take 1891, 
when the 5 per cent, amounted to 399,- 
177.14, and yet only 368,484.49 was act­
ually needed and credited to the fund, 
and this is taking the Company’s own 
figures, which are not admitted to be 
correct. Now look at the last report, 
1st October, 1895. The amount to the 
credit of the Renewal Fund on Oct. 1, 
1894, was the large sum of 3217,623.21, 
and to this Is added on Oct. 1, 1895, the 
sum of 3115,014.88, making a grand 
total of 3332,623.69, although the sum 
actually required for repairs for 1895 
was only $45,234.23, leaving to the 
credit of this fund at the present time 
a balance of $287,463.86. And this sum 
of $115,014.88 is charged against thef Re­
serve Fund, though the Act says re­
pairs should be charged against earn­
ings. The Company's object is to keep 
down the Reserve Fund and prevent 
Its overflowing into the Special Sur­
plus Account, thereby bringing about 
a reduction in th| price of gas. The 
Heneyal Fund is swollen beyond all 
reason and money is misappropriated 
and placed to its credit, the company 
Intending to perpetually use this fund 
as a means of an Illegal diversion of 
its capital, so that it can keep up the 
charge for gas. The bulk of this 
money to the credit of the Renewal

London, Oct 31.—Lord Salisbury 

made a speech at Watford yesterday, 
in which he referred to the agricul­
tural question, saying :

"Since the repeal of the corn laws 
we have had the strongest cause to 
lament that, though the protection­
ists resisted, their warnings had "not 
been listened to more carefully. The 
repealers laughed at the idea of its 
injuring husbandry; but a lowering of 
prices resulted and free trade has al­
most killed husbandry in several coun­
tries.”

The speaker did not blame those 
who had passed the free trade mea­
sure, but said they should have 
thought more of the ‘peculiar burden 
under which the land labored, and 
should have lightened the weight of 
those burdens when it could have been 
done with ease.

Lord Salisbury said that the great 
question in domestic affairs was social 
amelioration and not the pulling of the 
legislative machine to pieces. He dealt 
again at great length with the depres­
sion of husbandry. The last years, he 
said, had been years of threatening 
and increasing ruin, leargely due to 
economic and climatic reasons. It was 
evident that a change must take place 
In the cultivation of the country. The 
first consideration was a relief from 
taxation, and the Government ought 
to try and assist the farmers in the 
matter of transportation and facilities 
of communication.

new city buildings are not to have a 
fireproof jrodf, although we believe 
there is a great deal of sense in the 
decision reached by the committee, 
namely, that the difference between 
the ordinary cost of a roof and a fire­
proof roof is such as would pay the 
premium on over one million dollar* 
insurance on the building. Neverthe­
less, a city of the size of Toronto 
ought to set an example to 'ts citi­
zens in the way of putting up inflam­
mable structures. We understand that 
the material for fireproofing -a kind 
of porous terra cotta—is manufactured 
by the Rathbun Company of Deseron- 
to. Perhaps if the latter saw thflr 
way to modifying their price this de­
sirable end -could be carried out. The 
committee are probably short-sighted 
in not considering the fact that, in ad­
dition to the building itself, they 
should have considered the Interests 
of the surrounding district. A confla­
gration such as is possible with the 
new building, if the roof lo ti be of 
wood, has terrible possibilities. A fire 
originating or catching on such a 
structure at such a height might, if 
the wind were favorable, sweep out 
acres of valuable property.

I|j 
Is clearly proved In the evidence thag| 
it Is not a noisy game, so as to comfflj 
within the general words used In thgi 
statute. The County Attorney, iSj 
supporting the»convictions, rests their! 
validity upon the fact that golf Is £g 
game of ball, and as such is within tMB 
mischief aimed at by the statute.

Now games of ball have probable 
been in existence from time Immemorial; 
al; and according to common and 0® 
dinary acceptation, It 
between two or more.

If the statute had intended to 1

strikes many people that the most obvious 
deficiency of the scheme Is that It con­
tains no such provision, thereby giving lull 
scope to that very element of state rights 
that has wrought so much mischief under 
the Ameriuaû system. We are glad to 
think it is not too late to make such a pro­
vision, and we have little doubt It is one 
whiah English statesmen will regard as es­
sential to thejpeaceful working of tie con­
stitution and to the protection of local 
minorities. Without it there would be ab­
solutely no check against the arbitrary 
sway of local powers, however outrageous 
their acts mignt be. In founding a con­
stitution, it Is very unstatesmanllke to 
have regard merely to the existing situa­
tion In any one Province, as If the lapse 
of time could bring about no changes which 
might render It desirable to have safe­
guards against oppression. It Is quite true, 
as The Globe sayls, that In the matter of 
ducatlon any violation of the existing 
rights of minority in Upper Canada would 
be illegal and of no effect. But how could 
this illegality be proved '/ If the question

(Editorial) Quebec Chronicle, Nov. 24, 
1866 : 44 A petition to Her Majesty adopted 
by the Association of Protestant Teachers 
of Lower Canada sets forth in reasonable 
terms the ground's of complaint on behalf 
of that section of the community whose ed­
ucational interests are represented by the 
association. There must be considerable 
anxiety about the redress of these griev­
ances until it is announced in what method 
the Government have decided to proceed in 
the matter. The secrecy that is maintain­
ed on the subject is in itself a reason for 
uneasiness.

“The spirit manifested in Upper Canada 
is not calculated to reassure them, but 
their confidence in the wisdom of the Brit­
ish Parliament leads them to believe that 
their just desires will not be defeated be­
cause they can only be secured through the 
introduction of a clause into the constitu­
tion affording protection to minorities in 
the several provinces by giving them a 
right of appeal to the Federal Parliament. 
It is inconceivable that the introduction of 
such a clause can be regarded as a serious 
ground of objection on the part of Upper 
Canada. Only the most short sighted sel­
fishness could prompt such opposition. The 
minority in Lower Canada have far strong­
er reasons to desire the introduction of the 
clause than Upper Canada can possibly 
have for objecting to it. If it really in­
volved a breach of the agreement .that un­
der Confederation the educational system 
of the Upper Province should not be inter­
fered with, we could understand why it 
should be denounced, but it does nothing of 
the sort. The terms of the Quebec ar­
rangement are, we are told, to remain un­
altered, under which the local legislature 
is to deal with the subject of education 
saving the existing rights of the lnlnorl-

Montreal Gazette, Dec. 24,. 1866: 4‘Such
opposition as was manlfestêd by the rep­
resentatives of Lower Canada in the Pro­
vincial Parliament came mainly from the 
minority of English Protestants. With less 
magnanimity aud faith than their Catholic 
brothers exhibited, they felt or affected a 
vast amount of alarm lest the. local man­
agement of their Province, when placed un­
der the Control of the French-speaking ma­
jority, should be perverted to the preju­
dice of the Protestant educational system. 
Two considerations might have quieted 
these apprehensions—one, that in the exer­
cise of local powers the Catholic majori­
ties had never shown themselves intoler­
ant; and the other, that the existence of 
Catholic minorities in all the other prov­
inces would necessarily furnish hostages 
for the good behavior on the part of the 
Lower Canadians. It Is remarkable that 
the nofolnconslderable minority of Catho­
lics in Upper Canada were quite content 
to trust to the generosity of their fellow- 
citizens. and that the minority in the Low­
er Province, themselves enjoying the incal­
culable advantage of belonging to the dom­
inant race and class of the entire Con­
federacy, was the only section that affect­
ed to dread the abuse of the large local 
power which the Quebec scheme proposed 
to give to the several provinces. Actuated 
by a groundless suspicion, the Lower Can­
adian Protestants stipulated for special 
guarantees in the general scheme, and so 
anxious were all to humor every section 
in Lower Canada, which alone was thought 
capable or thwarting the enterprise, that

The Manitoba School Question.
From The Colonial Standard, Pictou.

On our first page this week will be 
found an interesting letter from Sir 
Charles Hlbbert Tupper.to a friend,on 
this question which has excited so 
much attention during the last few 
months. A careful perusal of the same 
will bring to light an important point 
not previously referred to in our c<5T- 
umns.

As our readers are well aware, the 
minority In Quebec has always been 
Protestant, and that in Ontario always 
Roman Catholics. At the time of Con­
federation, or previous thereto, as 
shown in extracts from the press of 
1866, the Prosestant minority of Que­
bec were fearful that, as the control 
of educational affairs were to be placed 
in the hands of the local Governments, 
separate schools might be denied 
them. This led to their seeking to have 
a clause placed in the British North 
American Act which wouIU grant them 
an appeal to the Federal Government.

peal to the Federal Government, fhe 
Provincial Government would pass a 
law establishing separate schools. This 
pledge of Cartier’s was redeemed By 
the Quebec Legislature, and the Prot­
estant minority of that Province now 
enjoy tito rights guaranteed them on 
the honor of Mr. Cartier and the Pro- 
vlnce of Quebec, just as the Catholic 
minority of Manitoba ask to enjoy the 
rights guaranteed them under the Act 
of 1870, when they came into the Con­
federation.

The two cases are very similar— 
yet dissimilar. The Protestant minor­
ity of Quebec wished a clause grant­
ing an appeal placed in the Act of 
Confederation of 1867. In lieu thereof, 
they received a pledge that they would 
receive separate schools. This pledged

At the non-jury sittings yesterday 
before MacMahon, J., the case of Mc- 
Causland v. Hill was continued, but 
stands over till Monday next for the 
pi eduction of a witness, who was un­
able to attend.

The next case, the Webber-Johns- 
ton Printing Co. v. A. E. Dixon & Co., 
was an action brought to recover a 
balance of $2052, alleged to be due on 
a contract by plaintiffs to 'print for de­
fendant 20,000 copies of a catalogue 
OL the goods sold by defendants. The 
defendant William Dixon Is the father 
of defendant A. E. Dlxon.and plaintiffs 
say he gave them his promissory notes 
as collateral security for payment by 
other defendants of the contract price. 
The defendants A. E. Dixon & Co. 
say that they never made any contract 
with plaintiffs; that William Dixon 
made and is alone liable on whatever 
contract was mafle. They allege that 
the father intended to made a present 
to the son of the catalogues, but after 
they were furnished became, em­
barrassed and Is now unable to pay for 
them. Wallace Nesbitt and T. P. Galt 
for plaintiffs; W. R. Smyth for defen­
dants. Judgment was reserved. ,

In Plumb v. Imperial Loan Co., a 
witness was examined to enable him 

-to return to New York, and a day is 
to be settled between counsel, conven­
ient for the learned Judge, for the 
trial to be continued. Wallace Nesbitt 
at*d James Ross for plaintiff; Watson, 
Q.C., and T. T. Rolph for defendants.
