LIFE IN DENMARK,

A Country Where Almost Everybody
Is Poor, But Happy.

In Denmark everybody is poor.
There are no eoal or mineral deposits
in the country; consequently there
can be no manufactures, and a na-
tion of farmers, even of Danish farm-
ers, is never rich according to the
standards of commercial countries.

Incomes are small. Where the sal-
ary of a Minister of state is only
$3,750 a year humbler individuals
must get along on much smaller in-
comes. But the Danes know how to
live within their incomes and to do
it comfortably. Denmark is as ob-
viously happy as she is poor.

Tht Danes are wise enough not to
demand perfection. If it comes they
can take instant pleasure therein.
When it does not come they still are
placid. Conformity to rule, even
though it be in so small a matter
as fixed mealtimes, does entail some
coercion upon the matural man. So
punctuality is not a Danish virtue.
In few Danish households are there
fixed and unalterable hours for meals.
Pay a call when you will and the cus-
tom of the country will uphold you,
but it will not insure you against
finding your friends at table. The
hotels follow the very reverse of the
American method, and while you can
get snacks all the time you cannot
be certain that at any time you will
find a dinner ready cooked and wait-
ing.

Even the national food lends itself
admirably both to simplicity and to
unpunctuality. Its staple is bread
and butter—in well to do houses im-
mense thicknesses of excellent butter
and fairly thin slices of several varie-
ties of bread. The staple food of
the working classes is also bread and
butter, but their butter is bad and
scraped, and their bread is uniformly
innutritious.

Smorrebrod (literally butter bread
or smeared bread) is the one food
that is to be had at all hours and
in all places in hotels and restaurants
by day or night, on steamers, in-the
famous Tivoli gardens. It consists
of a thinnish slice of buttered bread,
white, gray or black, on which is
placed a palaag or overlay.

This overlay may be cold — ham,
veal, sausages, hard boiled eggs, fish
(fresh or salted), salad and cheese.
They are not large, and most persons
eat several and like a variety. There
are not many fashionable occupations.
People live as they list and are in
no terror of their neighbors.—London
Queen.

Hill Climbing Steamboats.

Hints That May Help In Wooing
Sound and Refreshing Sleep.

No other single element in the
squipment for sieeping has quite so
much effect upon slumber as the pil-
‘ow, and probably no other element
3 quite so sadly meglected. Imper-
izct sleepers regulate their diet and
tueir exercise so as to coax slumber.
Suvme even go so far as to have the
bed gtretched north and south so
that the body in repose shall lie along
the track of beneficent electric cur-
rents seeking the north pole. Others
insulate their beds against any pos-
sible loss of electricity by tucking
each bedpost into a thick glass in-
sulator such as we see on telegraph
poles.

But how many pay any attention
to the size and substance of the pil-
lows? Very few, if any. Insomniacs
owe a debt of gratitude to osteopathy,
for it is from a prominent doctor of
osteopathy that the following pillow
lore has been acquired:

The inside of the pillow should be
of medium texture, for too hard or too
soft a substance will cause enough
discomfort to make sleep impossible.
The thickness of the pillow is of the
utmost importance. It should be ex-
actly the same as the distance be-
tween the side of the head and a
straight line drawn upward from the
outside of the shoulder. The narrow-
shouldered person should have a shal-
low pillow, the broad shouldered a
thick one.

The ideal pillow is one that main-
tains the upper links of the backbone
on a true horizontal line. There must
be no sagging down or jamming up-
ward of the head, for a bending of
the neck either down or up means
that the links of the backbone, which
are connected with each other like a
string of spools, are huddled too close
on one side and stretched too far
apart on the opposite side. When
the spine is thus jammed the nerves
that control the eirculation of blood
in the brain become congested, and
the result is an interference with the
circulation that causes pain or irrita-
tion and makes sleep imp@ssible.

Keep the spine straight by having

+nd your sleep will be sound and re-
freshing.

EUROPE IS POSSESSED OF A NEW
FEMALE RULER.

Princess Marie Grand Duchess of
Luxembourg Is Only Seventeen
Years of Age, and Is Self-Willed
and Does Exactly as She Wishes

Enormous.
On February 25 Queen Wilhelmina

tinction of being the only female mon-
arch in Europe. The Grand Duke
William of Luxembourg has passed
away, and his proud office devolves
upon his young daughter, Princess
Marie.

This fortunate young lady
too young to take up the
office, being only seventeen years of
age, though it requires but three
months before she reaches her eight-
eenth birthday and her majority.

In the meantime her mother is act-
ing as regent, which is merely a con-
tinuation of office, for during the last
four years the late grand duke was
incapacitated by mental and physical
paralysis; the burden of state affairs
thus falling entirely upon the shoul-
ders of his consort.

That a young, pretty, high-spirited
girl should become ruler over a com-
munity numbering some quarter of a
million persons is in itself unusual
enough to evoke more than ordinary
interest. But there is more in it even
| than this. The ruler of Luxembourg
| is possessed of virtually, autocratic
| sovereignty, for the small legislative
| body is only in session for four months

of the year, and has hardly any pow-
ers of restraint upon the monarch.

Moreover, there is a great fortune
! to be included, worth some $50,000,000,
' which is hers by every right, and
makes her quite independent of the
civil list of $40,000 odd. This fortune
was amassed for the most part by the
Dukes of Nassau, previous to 1866,
when they were driven into Austrian
exile, through the prosperity of Mon-
aco’s forerunner, Wiesbaden, once the
gambler’s  paradise, and other places
of a similar nature.

Besides this, the rulers of Nassau,
through the extinction of several
branches of their family, became heirs
to various considerable sums from
time to time. This fortune of the
House of Nassau is invested well, for
the most part in large estates in Aus-
tria, Hungary, Germany, and Luxem-
bourg, including mines, distilleries,
and many industries of all kinds.

The outlook is very interesting, says
a writer, for it is difficult to conceive
a more romantic figure than a beauti-
ful girl of barely eighteen, possessed
virtually autocratic sovereignty,
the mistress of millions of dollars, and
who, in spite of all the efforts of her
mother and grandmother, has been so
spoiled by her other relatives and by
| her entourage that she is bent on
having her own way in everything;
impatient of advice, impulsive, quick-
tempered, and so unmindful of the
obligations of her position that at sev-
eral public ceremonies at which she
represented her father she positively
refused to kiss the young girls deputed
by the local authorities to present her
with bouquets on the plea that they
—that is, the young girls, not the
flowers—were too ugly, and, moreover
offended her olfactory nerves.

Perhaps, under the circumstances, it
is just as well that the standing army
of Luxembourg does not exceed 150
men and officers all told, supplement-
ed in the case of emergency by a gen-
darmerie or constabulary force of as
many more, otherwise there is mno
knowing what might happen if she
fell out with the rulers of some of the
neighboring states.

But as the principal stipula-
tion is that the marriage, in order to
be valid, should have the consent of
the head of the house, who is now
the young Grand Duchess Marie, the
statutes are open to construction jhat
she herself, as such, could marry
whomsoever she pleased.

This is, in so far as the possession
of the Nassau fortune is concerned.
With regard to the Grand Duchy of
Iauxembourg, all that is required for
the marriage of a member of the reign-
ing house is that the alliance should
receive the sanction of the head of
the house, namely, of the Grand
Duchess, and of the Legislature,
which has always shown itself to be
extremely subservient.

i Household Expenditures That May Bs
Cut Out.

| Woman’s life is made up of little
things, and this is especially true as
! regards the management and spending
i of small sums of money. The pennies
‘slip ‘away unnoticed until they are
| added up at the week’s or month’s
| end, to show an alarming and aston-
! ishing total.

f The only way to remedy this is to
| plan out a thorough system of house-
" hold expenditure and adhere to it in
| spite of all temptation to “launch
| out” in one direction or another or
indulge in pet little unnecessary ex-
travagances.

It depends on the manner of living
whether you should buy in large or
small quantities, also upon the size of
the family and capacity for storage.
It therefore need not be a matter for
regret if you find it difficult to manage
purchasing in quantities, for the se-
cond method may suit your case best.

Work out some system between the
“hand to mouth” style of living and
the purchase of large amounts. Buy
your groceries, for instance, with the
intention of making them last for a
whole week, and see that they do so.

Marketing is an art and deserves
thorough study. Watch prices and
buy what is cheap and in season.
When a certain fish or fruit is being
sold in quantities for low prices make
the most of the opportunity, even if
it means rearranging all your plans
for the week’s meals. Above all, pay
cash.

If you must buy very little buy only
the best and use every scrap of it.
You will find it coines cheaper than
using goods of an apparently lower
price, where half cannot be eaten.

Rémember that hardly anything
need be thrown away. It is the little
wastes that lead to trouble. It is
often astonishing to find that poor
people think nothing ecf throwing
away good pieces of food that a good
housekeeper, even one with plenty of
money, would be furious to tind wast-
ed in her own household.

The smallest scraps of meat, vege-
tables, fish, bread, all serve for soup,
puddings, etc., and even the bomes
should be boiled down for stock until
all the goodness iz extracted.

It is best to divide your housekeep-
ing money to cover the necessary ex-
penditures and then live strictly with-
in it. This can be done no matter
how little money you have once the
proper standard of living is discover-
ed, as clever managers among the very
poorest of women have proved again
and again.

A man said recently that if his
business were run as carelessly as his
home he would be bankrupt to-mor-
row, and he said this jestingly, not in
complaint.

Housekeeping, properly understood,
is just as important and just as inter-
esting as managing any business.

Not more than 5 per cent of the land is
untler cultivation for fruit, and five acres,
to repeat, are enough to givea man a
return of.$1,200—and he can do his own
work and not concern himself with the
labor problem.

The Advertiser representative spent a
day in “this locality recently. He was
taken into dozens of places by an ener-
getic committee of the board of trade,
composed of Messrs. J. F. Dickerson,
Joseph Wilcox Brown and W. Fuller.
Arkona has only about 600 people, but it
is a clean, live community that has an air
of prosperity. It does not give the im-
pression of extreme age, sec ured from
many places of its size, which means that
there is nothing ‘‘ramshackle’” about it.
It has .grown and thrived despite its
handicap. If you were in the confidence
of the two bank managers you would
find that it had upwards of $100,000 on
deposit, and that it wasn't much of a
place to get mortgages or notes. Most
every plme in the vicinity is clear, and if
there is a,small ‘‘plaster,’’ it is rare, and
probably. because the money is being
used for development.

One man told the Advertiser that his
place of '¥75 acres, which had cost him in
the neighborhood of $17,000, several
years age, had been entirely paid for out
of strawberries. And few of the residents
of the Arkona district are reluctant about
telling of their prosperity. There is a
pull- tog(th(r spirit, and the businessmen
are lined up with the frnit-growers.
They have come to know what publicity
means to a community, and they mean
to induce someone to build a line of rail-
way into their district.

Mr. Phil. Austin, who operates a green-
house, this spring took orders for $500
worth of early tomatoes. Mr. Austin
also sold $2,000 worth of mixed fruit last
season from a 12-acre farm.

E. D. Morningstar, another fruit grow-
er, sold $5,000 worth of apples, pears,
plums, peaches and cranberries from a
40-acre farm.

Henry Rook cleaned up $1,200 from
five acres of apples, peaches, plums and
cranberries,

T. Riggs realized $100 from a quarter
acre of tomatoes.

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THE REGINA DISASTER.

Fred Hindson Among Those Killed.
James Hindson Injured.

The terrible death-dealing cyclone at
Regina Sunday afternoon that plunged
not only the West but all of Canada into
mourning, is one of the worst disasters
that has ever befallen this fair country.
The identified dead number 30, missing
22, besides hundseds of injured and a
property loss estimated between five and
ten million dollars.

Seven blocks of the finest residential
street in the city are devastated, and
some of the most valuable and substan-
tial business blocks are razed—all in ' the
space of a few minutes, without a
moment’s warning.

There is scarcely a section in Ontario
that does not claim at least one of the
dead, injured or property losers as a
former resident. Here in Watford, Fred
Hindson, son of our former townspeople,
Mr. and Mrs. James Hindson, is among
the dead, and his father badly injured.

Hindson, and three others were taken

houses collapsed along the street. 1
knéw some were in Hindson’s. I ran
over to assist, but it was slow work

under the wreckage. Every move we
made caused a shout or a groan, and it
was with sinking hearts we kepton. At
last Fred was taken out dead, evidently

Edgar, was a few feet from Fred, up-
stairs, but he wiggled out unhurt. The
father, James Hindson, was taken out
badly hurt, his collar bone being broken,
and two others slightly. Next door we
tcok out four more or less injured.”

The many friends of the family in
Watford and vicinity extend sympathy
to the bereaved ones and also to all
others who have suffered by theappalling
disaster.

Rev. E. B. Horne's Call to
Renfrew.

From the Renfrew Mercury of last
week we glean that the congregational
meeting of the members of St. Andrew’s
church to consider the giving of a call to
a minister, as a successsor to the Rev.
John Hay, was held in the church on
Friday evening. The proceedings were
under the direction of Rev. W, J. Knox,
of Pembroke, interim moderator of
session, Six clergymen who had preach-
ed before the congregation were balloted
for, On the first ballot all of the six
who have preached received some votes,
but Rev. E. B. Horne, M. A,, had double
the vote of the next highest, The two
lowest were dropped and another ballot
taken. And again Rev. Mr. Horne had
double the mnext highest. The last
ballot was between these two and for
the third time Mr. Horne led by double.
Later, two of those who had voted for
the other favorite moved and seconded
that the call to Rev. Mr. Horne be made
unanimous ; and this at once carried.
Rev. Mr. Knox said that he heartily
Congralulate(l the congregation on the
choice they had made. As moderator
he had kept himself absolutely im-
partial, but now he felt free to say that
he had known Mr. Horne for some
years. Mr. Horne would do the con-
gregation credit wherever he was;  in
the pulpit of the church, in the meetings
of the presbytery or on the floor of the
General Assembly. The call, as pro-
vided by a vote which had been taken
previously, promises a stipend of - $1,800
a year, free manse and a month’s holi-
day. It will be forwarded in due
course to the presbytery of Lanark and
Renfrew and also to that in which Wat-
ford is situated. If Mr. Horne accepts
the call it will be a matter of nearly two
months before all the proceedings will
have been completed to permit of his
induction to the ministry here.

Rev. Mr. Horne is. a native of west-
ern Ontario and is a man in the early
forties. He was educated in Gait
Collegiate Institute and Toronto Univer-
sity ; and in theology in Knox College.
In Toronto University  he took an ex-
ceptionally strong course in political
economy and hore an active part in
university student life. About a year
after graduation he was dean of Knox
College for a year or two. He then
received a call to the Presbyterian
church at Watford, where he has been
for eleven or twelve years and where he
has built up a good congregation. He
made a strong impression on the con-
gregation here as a good preacher, and
we learn is possessed of strong debating
power, On the floor of the church
courts he holds his position strongly
yet is exceedingly tolerant,  He seems
in all respects well worthy to minister
to a congregation which™ in the past
has been looked npon as one of the hest
in the Presbytery of ILanark and
Renfrew, which in turn is looked upon
as one of the hest working Presbyteries
in the church. No congregation, no
matter how good the supply may be
but suffers somewhat from having 1no
settled minister in charge ; and a great
opportunity for service now opens be-
fore Rev. Mr. Horne if I
