CHRIST CHURCH.

Church of ZEngland services were
Beld in Chatham as early as 1820.
The first resident missionary of Chat-
ham was the Rev. Thomas Morley,
who was suceseded by the Rev. T. B.
Fuller who in 1875 was chosen the
first Bishop of the new Diocese of
N ra. Mr. Fuller was succeeded
by Rev, O. 1. Wiggins in 1M1, He
waas followed by Rev, Thomas Hob-
son, who was found dead on the
plains , near ng«hor. on the 12th,
of October 1848, 3

The next appointment to the in-
cumbency was that of Dr. Sandys.
who died on the 5th of March 1884,
Fora many years*before his
death Dr. Sandys had withdrawn
from active duty and the work of
the church was eairled on by Rev.
G. C. McKenzle, Rev. J. P, Lewis and
Rev. N. H. Martin who: succeeded!
one another. The latter resigned in
1892 and was succeeded by Rev, R,
McCosh the present rectot.

The present church was opened
A 25th 1861, - There are about
200 families connected ‘with the
church, It has a number of vigor-
ous organizations. The church
Wardens are John Waddell and J. C.
Pritchard. Lay Representatives to
the Synofl, Judge Woods and M.

PARK STREET METHODIST.

This chureh was organized in 1841
and worshipedin the bullding now
oecupled by the Salvation Army.

The present edifice, corner of Park
wtreet and Dufferin  Avenue, was
built in 1868 during the term of Rev.
Alexander Langford. Saome of the
brightest and most honoredl mem-
bers of the Methodist church ‘have
ministered to the spiritnal wante of
the Chatham church, namely Revs.
E. B. Ryckman, D. D., W, L. Grittin,
D. D., John Wakefield, A. Langford
{second term), W. R. Parker.J. G.
Seott, R. J.Treleaven. J. W. Annis,
C. E. Mcintyre, E. N. Baker, and
James Hannon, D. D., the present
pastor, * The ordinary seating capa-
¢ity is ahout , although as many
as 1600 have n crowded in during
the present evaagelistic services.

The cholrconsists of about thirty
volces and is lead by Miss Idle, with
Miss Lilllan Pratt as organist. The
membership at the preseat  time
numbers 570.

for thie master s being done.

FIRST PRESBYTERIAN,

The first organization of thy-{
terianism in Chatham was in 1835, |
when the United Presbyterian
church of Scotland formed a co -
gation. For nine years the pll‘l‘fll;lt
waa filled by periodical visits from
the ministers in London and Port
Stanley, till in 1844 the Rev. Mr. Me-
Faddyen came from Scotland and
was inducted as minister.

He remained for some years,
successor heing Rev.
who settled in 1849 and who was in
turn succeeded by Rev. William |
Walker in 1857 who remalned in
charge till 1879, at which time the
United Presbyterian chureh, of which
Mr. Walker was minister, and the
Free Church of which Rev. Angus
McColl was minister, having come in
1848, united as one congregation un-
der the present name of First Pres-
byterian Church,

The two former ministers remained
as joint pastoras till 1590 when they
retired on  superannuation. Mr.
Walker dying two years later and
Rev. Dr. McColl passed away only
last week. Both of these were much
loved and their ministry is cherished
in  affectionate remembrance. In
1890 Rev. F. H. Larkin was indueted
remaining till June 1900 when, much
to the sorrow of his people, he was
translated to Seaforth. he present
minister, Rev. W, E. Knowles was
inducted last February.

The present place of worship 18 a
beautiful edifice, having a seating
capacity of 750 in the main andi-
torilum. and also a modern and
spacious lecture room. It was erect-
ed in 1892 at a cost of $36,000. It has
a fine organ and rejoices in a cholr of
exceptional- strength and beauty.
Acecrding to the last annual *Blue
Book” the first ¢church has a mem-
bemhl{) of 330; has 115 families and
contributed for all purposes the sum
of $4,836,- .

VICTORIA AVENUE METHODIST.

The Victoria Avenue Methodist
church is a btick structure, with a
seating capaecity of some six or seven
hundred situated on Victoria avenue
one of the molt beautiful streets of
our Maple City. This church was
erected by the Methodist Episcopal
denomination, in 1877. Since the
union of 15884 the old Canada Metho-
dist churth has been pltﬁd at the
rear of the britk, and sefves as a
lecture hall, or a school room. Re-
cently a new pipe organ has been
placed in the church, and a' new
furn in theschool room,and other

: ry fmproyements made which
constituté this church a more (esir-
ahble plaecé of worship than formerly.

Through the energy and libérty of
friends, living and dead the financial
encumbrance has been wmaterially
reduced so that with the liberal su
port of & loyal and. devout people
the conunued prosperity of this
place of worlhlr, situated In the
more residental part of the city
would seem assured.

ST. JOSEPH'S,

More than half a century has
passed by since the first impulse was
given to the formation  of St
Joseph's parish.

In the year 1836 the plot of ground

in the City of Chatham, known as |

the Catholic church land, was re-
celved from the government by the
Right Rev. -Dr. McDonell with the
understanding that a Catholic
church be built thereon.

In 1887 . Fr. Morin sald the first
Mass in Chatham. The celebration
took place in a small frame. store-
house owned by the late Wilham
Northwood, which stood on the
corner ol Williamm and Colborne
streets, on the site now occupled by
the Collop House. The congregation
present on that oceasion consisted of
tive persons; namely Patrick O'Flynn,
Mra. O'Flynn, Thomas Kelly, Mrs.
Peter Paul Lacroixand Mrs. Patrick
Tobin.

In 1846 the Jesuita took cha of
St. Joseph's ‘Parish, Rev. l-l:ﬁ?ther
Viocene Jeffre 8. J., being the first
pastor. He sald his first mass in
Chatham ina smallwwagon shop near
the corner of King and Willlam
streets, and later on in the house of
Patrick O'Flynn. Finally on the 30th
of May IS47 Father Jeffre had the
pleasure of seeing the corner-stone
of his church laid by the Right Rev.
Mgr. Lefevre. [n the year 15859 the
Ursulines at the request of Fr. Jeffre
to Chatham and opened a
school for young ladies, which has
grown into a prosperous academy
and to-day stands as an institution
of learning and a home of culture
and refinement, second to none in
the Dominion. In 1860 Rev. Father
Jeffre left Chatham for a new field of
labor and was succeeded by various
members of his order unti 1574, when
thie Bastlians: took charge, remain-
Ing for two years and wére followed
by the Fathers of the Francisean
Order, who are at present in charge.

Then in IS8T Rev. Father William,
O. F. M., began the erection of the
present church, fashioned . on the
maodels of [perial Rome, and which,
when completed will have cost in
the neighborhood of $150,000. The
little band of five persons who assist-
ed at the first Mass has grown into
700 families.
