— Imperial Parliament opened on
the 15th inst. Her Majesty's speech

One of the
rescuing party became overpowered by
the gas and his absence was not notic
ed until too late to save bis life,

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

In his speech on the debate in reply to
the address from the Throne, Mr. Blake
referring to the clause thervin adding to
the liquor traffic said :—The clause in the
speech referring to the liquor trade point-
ed, he feared, to another step in favor of
centralization. He boped Parliament
would not take action in this matter unless
it were clearly shown that the various
Acts passed by the Local Legislatures
were not properly within the power of
those legislatures to pass. We should not
meddle with this matter unless uqd«
stress of necessity. He believed that the
cause of temperange would be further
advenced by allowing the various local
legislatures to enact such laws as would be
suitable for the provinces. The Hon.
leader of the Government had never con;
cealed his preference for a legislative
union over a federal union, and thg . pro-
posal to arrogate to the Dominion Parlia
ment the entire control of the liquor trade
was only another step in his scheme of
centralization,

Sir Jobn Macdonald, with referencé to
the same measure, said that this legisla-
tion was not willingly undertaken by the
present Government, They were quite
satisfied that each province should denl
with the subject of shop, tavern and
saloon license, anid it was only interfered
with by them because the decision in the
case of the Qneen vs. Russel, .rendered by
the Privy Council in June last, forced
legislation upon them. But at the same
time it was & matter of necessity that some
measure should be introduced to regulate
the liguor traffic as, in Ontario especially,
there was no check to the unrestrained sale
of intoxicating liquors,

Mr. McCarthy moved for leave to intro-
duce a bill respecting procedure in criminal
cases and other matters relating to crim-
inal law. He mentioned as his rcasous
for the introduction of the bill that on one
*| occasion a judgc of court was taken ill and
the court was necessarily adjourned by the
shenff, and tbat official neglected to do his
duty, and the cost of two trials was caused
thercby. ' JHe said he would also do away
with the right of the Crown to imperative
challenge. By the Act of 1869 right was
given to the Crown to challenge a petty
jury to the number of four. He Dbelieved
the rigkt of the Crown to imperative chal-
lenge was an unfair one, and an officer of
the Crown so challenging should show
cause for such proceeding. The bill was
read a first time,

Mr Robertson (Hamilton) moved for
leave to introduce an act to amend the law
in reference to trial of cases before the
Country Judges Court. Thaobject of the
bill is with a view to giving speedy trials
to persons charged with felonies and mis-
demeanors ; also an act to amend the law
in reference to the trial of persons charged
with indictable offences. Carried,

Mr. Charlton moved leave to introduce
a Lill entitled an act to extend the provi~
sions of the Criminal Act, respecting of-
fences against persons by providing for
the punishment of adultery, seduction.
etc. Carried.

Mr. McCarthy introduced a bill entitled
an act respecting carriers by land. At
present there is a law regulating the car-
rying of goods by water, but noue by land.
This act provides for & more simple con-
tract between merchants and carriers. As
at present conditions are always compli-
cated,

"Mr. Beatty moved that leave be granted
to introduce a bill for the discharge of past
insolvents, Adopted and read a first time.
Also an Act tor the equitable distribution
of insolvents’ estates. The bill is of the
same purport as that introduced by Mr.
Beatty last session. It proves that credit-
ors may compel a person togo into insol-
vency by application to court, and have
claims proved., It does not provide for
the discharge of debtors, and legislates
agaiust preferential claims. It was read
a first time.

Dublin, Feb. 17.—The conspiracy trial
was resumed this morning. James Carey
was the first witness put on the stand. No
incident of this trial has cuused so great a
sensation as that of Carvy tarning infor.
Holding an official position, he was
regarded by the secret society as a safe
man when he was sworn in as & member,
and was trusted with all the |>l§.ns and
orders of the league. He is making a
clean breast of the Pheenix Park
ders and promises to tell the Court all he
knows. Tue exclusion of the public- from
the examination has excited a great deal
of comment. Ouly police officers, detec-
tives and newspaper men are allowed to
be in court. Outside the jail great crowds
are gathered. Curey’s story will,
complete the evidence for the crown,
all the prisoners will committed
trial without further proceedings.

DusLi, Feb. 15.— At the adjourned
trial to~day of the men charged
the assassination of Lord F. Cavendish
and Mr. Uader-Secretary Burke the
Government will produce several im
portant witnesses. It will, according
to report, be in the power of the Crown |
to prove positively that four men sud
denly seized Lord F. Cavendish and
Mr. Burke, while the other two stabbed |
them. Only two knives were used.
These knives had been specially pre
pared for the bloody deed, which was
donein an instant. The Crown wit
nesses will, it is said, give the names of
the actual murderers and thus com
plete the testimony necessary to send
them for early trial before a jury.

Tbe Crown will offer proot as to the
actual details of the murder. The wit~
nesses are expected to prove that Lord
F. Cavendish and Mr. Burke at the
moment when they were firat wounded
violently wrenched themselves from
the grasp of the assassins. In doing
80, they faced the men who had seized
them, but exposed their backs to the
men who held the knives which were
used with such terrible effect. The
victims became separated in the strug
gle. Both, bowever, fell and then the
assassins completed their work. Every
stab was in vital parts. It is now
known that Lord F. Cavendish could
have escaped by flight if he had not
determined to remain and try to pro-
tect Mr. Burke. The assassins would
not have pursued either of their vic-
tims. No arrangements have bheen
made for a pursuit as the plan of the
murder ¢ould ‘hardly fail 6f success,
being rehearsed among the men for
some time at their secret meetings.
The greatest excitement prevails all
over the city. The witnesses are close-
ly guarded by the police and the usual
military precautions are being taken.
Threats are heard of a rescue, but the
Government say that an attempt to
frustrate the course of justice will be
promptly punished.

A happy combination
of these two methods is the one to be
provided by every stock raiser who
looks both to the comfort of his ani

mals and_their profitableness.

If stables generally dould be warmed
with safety by stoves, there is no doubt
that a saving in the amount of fodder
would resuly. Much can be done in
this direction by keeping the animals
in well-built stables, and free from all
chilling currents of frost-laden air. The
writer has in mind a stable, where a
long row of milch cows suffered, almost
to the point of freezing, on many wins«
ter nights, because the stable was full,
of large cracks, and the door ounly part-
Iy shut dut the drifting snows. A few
hours of patching the walls, flooring
and doors, with very little expense for
lunber, would have made its good ef-
fects evident within a- single week at
the dairy room. A cow is not at her
best when she must shiver with the
0)ld and have her rough coat covered
with the frost and snow of a severe
winter night. Looked at.in simply the
vecuniary light, this method of keep
ing farm stock does not bring the best
returns. There is no farmer who, being
sble to own a herd of cattle or a flock
of sheep can affori not to- house them
well. He may let them eat at will
from the stack of best hay that is
mada, but if they bave no mare shelter
than the stack affords, he may come to
the conclusion common to all bad agri-
cultural practice, that farming does
not pay. Let this be a word in season
for all those who may profit by it.
Stop the cracks in the stables, and save
pain for your animals and® money for
yourself, Take special care not to
bave the farm stock exposed to the
chilling winter blasts; in short shut
out the ovld.—Admeri.un dgriculturist,

DAILY HABITS,

Early rising is desirable.. I do not
menn getting people up before light.

1 1t is useless to begin the day by mak-

ing every member of the family uncom-
fortable. Whatever bours are neces:
sary for the good of all should be ob:
served, and if the head of the house-
hold is obliged to be at his business at
an early 'hour, it is the duty of his fa-
mily to adapt themselves to this neces«

to peculiarilies of temperament ; some
nervous ;\eople sleep better in the
morning; let not rules or imaginary
necessities interfere with health and
comfort., ”
A mother must rise early (I write to
mothers who are in good health), to see
that all goes well in the nursery, if she
does not perform the duties of nurse
hergelf. Letthe nurse and ber chil-
dren look for ber presence with im-
patience, and feel that they need her
assistance and oversight. Let children
appear fresh from thelr baths, neatly
dressed, however plainly, and come to
the breakfast table with cheerful, bap«
py faces, —the best attention they can
show to their parents, and turn up
their little faces for a good-morning
kiss, No child i8 too old for this while
under the parentdl roof. The break-
fast should be fresh, well served, and
careful!y prepared, whether frugal or
luxurious. The mother should set the
example of being neatly and appro-
priately dressed. She will see no one
during the day before whom she
should desire to appear so well, or be
so attractive. A cheerful, wellsur
rounded breakfast-table is. a pleasant
remembrance for a man to take with
him to his business. If there are no
children, there is the greater need of
everything being cheerful and tasteful.
If the children go to school (I should
put in a plea for home education until
a child bas reached the age of twelve,
No one can teach children to read, and
write, and sew as well as the mother,
but this rather belongs to my chapter
on Children); it. they go to school,
their lessons must be attended to, and
when they come home tdey must le
taught to wash and dress themselves
for dinner. If young enough to make
it necessary to dine in the middle of
the day (and this should be till affer
they are twelve), the mother should be
present at the dinner to see that no
bad habits are formed, that there are
no carelessness of diet, no irregularity.
The meal Lours are often the most in
structive and charming hours of the
day. Exercise in the open air as much
As possible, but this must be governed
by opportunity. With children avoid
above all thinga exposure to the sun.
Blessed are the children who live in
with freedom from the
necessity of an attending nurse, but
city or country, the sun must be avoid-
ed, 1 need not point out the occu-
pation of the day. With one who
is wife and wmother, oreither, every
hour is more than full.
A wife should be ready and dressed to
receive her husband upon his return
hotne at tiight, and if there are childs
ren, let them bhave the privilege of
welcoming him too, before going to
bed. Ifheis a busy man, he sees
them rarely enough. Keep up as much
as possible, as much as is consistent
with your duties, your intercourse with
society. Keep yourself instructed and
interested in all that is going on in
the world, and do not become a mere
housekeeper and nurse, not only for
your own sake, but for the sake of
every one about you. In the evening,
try to collect about you your hus-
band’s and your childrens’ friends, as
well as your own; but avoid, all gosip.
all meddling with the affairs ol others.
Let us be grateful that we are not r -
eponsible for the aftairs of other peo-
ple. Ourown are always more than
