RENEWED ATTEMPT TO SENXD SAL-
MON EGGS TO NEW .ZEALAND.

—

A very interesting experiment has lately
been entered upon in Scotland, in the form
of arenewal of the attempt to send salmon
€gas to New Zealand for the purpose of stock-
ing the waters of the antipodes, This was
douo principally under the direction of Mr.
Frank Buckland, the well-known piscicuitur-
ist. For this purposo the salmon were taken
in scines, and the ripe fish selected for the
cxperiment. The process of impreguation
congisted in dropping the milt from the male
fish in’ » & vessel containing a small quantity
of water, and then stripping the eggs mto
tho same receptncle, Mr. Buckland’s experi-
ence teaching him that this is better than
to place the eggs in the water first, where
there is no milt. He also advises allowiag
thoe eggs to remain quictly in this conditivn
for a considerablo time before washing off.
The gathering of the eggs took place on the
property of Mr. G. C. Homme Drummond, of
Blair-Drummond Castle, nearly opposite In.
verardoch House. The eggs were then car-
ried to Glasgow to be packed. They were
placed in boxes holding a cubic foot cach,
stratified 1n layers between noss ; and these
were placed in a Iarge ice box, constructed
expressly for the purpose, on board the ship.
Tho 1ce box measured 12 fect 1n length by 18
in widsh, and 8 m height. In packing, ice
was first arranged aloug the bottum, two fect
thick. TUpon this was deposited a square,
consisting of 25 salmon bozes, with four in
addition at the corners. Upon tlese boxes
was put 3 siratum of ice two feet tinck, and
upon this another iayer of eggs, and 1ce again
on the top of these. Al around the sides of
tho ico house slabs of ice two feet six inches
thick were placed, so that the eggs were sur-

Sin—I aw oi)posed to disoussing racing dis-
putes in tho columns of n newspaper, but 1 con-
sider that tho press roports did such an {vjustice
to tho rider of the mare Inspiration, that I feel
it my duty to say that from what I sawof the
race I thought tho ridor of the horse Vicksburgh
was as much to blame as the other. In fact,
from tho view I had from the front of the grand
otand, I would coneider Vicksburgh the offender.
Ho had drawn the caveted position of * inside,”
but imttmediately after tho start Lio left the rails
and either shied or rashed to tho centre of tho
track, and cannoned anu jostled the mare all
the first quarter mile, and at tho comer past the
stund tho peir looked more like going stright
out to tho road, but Inspiration had got a slight
lead, and hor rider pulled ber into the courso,
which ho had a poerfect right to do, or Le runoff
tho track. I admit this movomont may have
hindered the borso in a coupla of jumips. But
this occurred nearly a mile from homo, and as
soon as tho mare got her freedom to ran she left
{he horso at every spring, nud at the winuing
post sho was nearly a distanco ahead.

THE JUDGE PRYOR RACE.

To the Editor of the Mail,

We bavo been requested to publish the fol-
fowing letter, addressed to thoe Mail :

8in,—I have read with surpriso in to.day’s
Mail a statement made over the signature of Dr.
Smith, ina letter addressed to yourself, to the
effect that in the so.called hack race run on Wed-
nerday 18th nst., over the Nowmarket courss,
my horse Vespucius carried too httlo weight by
wany pounds, and was therefore disqualified.
The fact is that my horse came in first, and was
objected to by Dr, Swmnith, the owner of tho sec-
ond horse, Judge Pryor, on the sole ground of
Vespucius haying swerved across him at tho
finlsh. Now, thejudges had two things to con-
sider. One was was whether my horso swerrving
cn to Dr. Smith's horso was fatal to the latter's
chanco, and tho other whether the foul riding
was deliberate or accidentel. They were not
obliged to disqualify mo unless porsuaded that
tho other horse would have won, or that I par-
poscly rode foul.  As tothe first, thero can Lo
no dor.bt Judge Pryor would aot have caught
Vespucius, and as to the second I say that Ves-
pucius flinched from the whip, and I never saw
Judge Pryor at all, and therefore did not pur-
posely hinder him. However, at Dr. Smith's
instance, they did disqualify me, and I did not
complain, a policy the direct opposite of that
which he had adopted when his own mare was
ruled out for bis jockey’s intentional fouling on
the previous day. I weighed.in all right after
tho race, and duly passed the scales, and am
surprised at Dr. Swith's spilteful feelings carry-
ing him so {ar as to-induce bimnow to concoct a
statement so bighly injurious to my good name
and common honesty. Ho may bhave some gos-
siping rumour on which to found his charge;
but in that case e should Liave made a qual.
ified statement, if any, certainly not one which
would imply that I bad been a party to a
deliberate faaund.
