THE International Commmcc, uhose duty u is to
prepare a third course of Sunday school lessons for
seven years' study, met April 15 and 16, in Cincin-
nati. It was agrecd to have three years of study in
the Old-Testament, and four in the New, with an al-
ternation once in six months, Lessons were selected
for the first year only. For the first three-quarters
there will be lessons on Temperance and on Missions,
to be used in place of, or in addition to, the quarterly
review.

AN interesting ceremony took place in the village
of Ormiston, Scotland, recently, when the handsome
monument erected in honour of Urnuston’s most dis-
tinguished son, the late Dr. Robert Mofiat, the pioneer
missionary in South Africa, was unveled by Sir
William Muir, the rccentlyanstalled Prnincipal of
Edinburgh University. The Moffat family were repre-
sented by Rev. John Moffat, son of the celebrated
missionary.  Delegates attended on behalf of the
London Wissionary Society, and a large number of
visitors from Edinburgh joined in celebrating anevent
which will be memorable in the annals of that village.

I'ris not usupl to look to what are called soctety
joumals for a gondamnation of the besetting sins of
the time. Thelr writers generally afiect to look on
life with a half-amused, sclf-satisfied and cynical air.
They too often dissect human weakness and imperfec-
tions with a merciless keenness and a scornful grin,
From their own stand-point they emphasize the
Preacher’s conclusion : “ AY is vamity and vexation of
spirit.” This is what the New York Ho.r says : This
is a trivial age ; men are not in earnest in any of the
affairs of life. Culture is a pretence, art a humbug,
Learning is despised. Nobody wants truth or ac-
curacy except a few old-fashioned folks. If people are
amused they are satisfied.

Mr, W, WHITEHEAD, the President of the Man-
chester Medical Society, England, said recently that
the number of deaths from cancer had increased from
1,807 in 1849 to 14,037 in 1882, the last return available.
Mr. Whitehead did not compare deaths from cancer
withpopulation, but with thetotal number ofdeaths,and
he found that whereay in 1849 out of the total mortality
onc death in ninety was due to cancer, in 1852 the
proportion was one in thirty-six. These figures
do not represent the extent of the increase fully, be-
cause formerly fibroids, polypi, etc., were included un-
der the term cancer.  In 1882 twice as many females
died from cancer as males, and the proportionate in-
crease has been greater among women.

AGAIN painful tidings have come from the North-
West. Colonel Otter’s command encountered Pound-

maker’s band of Indians, and a sharp encounter fol-
lowed. Thegh many of the poor red men fell in the
fight, our gallant defenders have suffered severcly
This sad result brings deep grief to a number of hearts
and homes, cvoking keen sympathy from the people
throughout the land. It is very sad that such dire
calamitics should have occurred in that section of the
Dominion to which the eyes of many were so hope-
fully turned. The general desire is that this miserable
rebellion may soon be suppressed, and that our heroic
defenders may speedily return in safety to the pursuits
of pcace. Mecanivhile they have the heartfelt sym-
pathy and the prayers of Christian people.

Britain and Russia has relaxed somewhat for the pre-
sent. It seems as if a peaceful solution of the agita-
ting disputes between these two great powers may yet
be reached.

cannot be said withany degree of conﬁdcncc that peace
has been assured. The complications are great, the con-
tingencies are many and the enormous preparations
made by both powers have brought the two nationa-
lities to the verge of hostilities.  However earnestly all
serious-nunded people may desire the continuance of
peace, there is still room for apprehension that theim-
pending  contlict, cven should present negatiations
prove successful, is only postponed, not averted,

THE Penitentes of New Mexico are said by Birge
Harrison, a recent writer on the subject, to number
20,000. A statue of the Virgin was lately placed in
the centre of a church and the floor in front of it is
strewn knec-deep with cactus, whose poisonous spines
will sometimes picrce the heaviest soled shocs.
Through this bed of thorns the Penitentes march with
naked feet or crawl along on bare knees, calling pite-
cusly the while to the Virgin for forgiveness of therr
sins. As if this were not sufficient, they scourge
themselves with great bunches of cactus tied together
on a thong and slash themselves with knives,  The
natural result of these horrible excruses s a death
now and then, and many mauned and piable creatures
who drag out a miserable existence for the rcmamdu
of their days.

A STONE is reported to have been found in the
runs of a Christian church at Elatea, Greece, by amem-
ber ofthe Ecole Francaise of Athens, on whichisa
Greek inscription setting forth that it camefrom “Cana
in Galilee, where our Lord Jesus Christ turned the
water into wine.” Another partially preserved inscrip-
rion shows the name Antoninus.. The “Itinerary ” of
Antoninus of Piacenza, who visited Galilee in the
sixth century, mentions the couch on which Jesus lay
during the marriage at Cana, and says that he rested
on it himself and wrote his “unworthy” name and
that of his parents upon it. The stonc appears to be the
very accubitus on which Antoninus inscribed his name,
the theory being that the stone couch was first removed
to Byzantium for safety during some ‘nvasion, and
thence was brought to Elatea by one of the Latin
Princes who ruled in Greece.

Savs the New York Zimes :— A gencral conference
of the Mormon Church has promulgated a declaration
of grievances and a protest addressed to the President
and the people of the United States. 1t represents
in tones of injured innocence and righteous indigna-
tion that the rights of the Saints are trampled on and
their liberties violated. The declaration contains a
formatl justification of the system of plural marriages
on religious grounds, and makes it a matter of con-
science with faithful Mormons. The Mormon theory
is rather skilfully put. Among the principles of their
religion is that of “immediate revelation,” and the
doctrine of plural marriage is one of their revelations.
Its purpose is a conservation of virtue and purity by
providing for the marriage of all women, which is
a spiritual requirement mutually binding on men and
women. Having stated their doctrine and its sanc-
tion, the Mormons procecd to a statement of griev-
ances and a protest against wrongs, all of which
shows how carn~st men may become and how their
ideas of right and wrong, of duty and devotion, may
in time be formed under the sway of a delusion of the
most vulgar origin.

PEOPLE whoare in the habit of exclaiming against
the Scott Act as being a failure are not infrequently
very anxious to prevent its success.  There are coun-
tics in Ontario where the Act has been carried by very
decisive majoritics, where it is apprchended that its
provisions will not be encrgetically enforced. Various
modes of evading the law have cvidently been con-
templated by parties who are benton disregarding the
voice of the people as declared at the polls.

wholesale licences were being freely given to parties
in the various counties where the Act had already
come inte force or where it would seon be in opera-
tion.  The deputation 1rged the apyointment of offi.
cers whose special duty would be the enforcing the
provisions of the Canada Temperance Act.  If with-
aut the appointinents the Act is to becumne a dead letter,
by all means let them be appointed ; but the ordinary
officers to whom the enforcement of the laws in gen-
eral 1s entrusted are unfaithful to their duty if they fail
to carry out a law passed by Parliament and endorsed
by the direct vate of the people,

So far as the Dominion Senate is concerned the
cfforts to mutilate the Scott Act may be said to te
successful.  The large majorities in the many counties
who voted for the suppression of the sale of intoxicat-
ing drink now see clearly that so far asthe Senate can
decide, carrying vut the spirit and purpose of the
Canada Temperance Act is rendered well nigh inpos-
sible. The principal clause of the Bill to amend the
Scott Act adopted by the Senate permits the sale of
ale, porter, cider, and light wines, etc. That looks
comparatively innocent, no doubt; but there is no
question that habitual indulgence in these drinks will
prove injurious to many who would escape the tempta-
tion were the Act enforced in its entirety,  There 15
also reason to apprehend that under guise of selling
these liquids more fiery potations will readily be dis-
pensed. The Senate in its unwisdom has done all it
can do to frustrate the tail of years to secure efficient
Temperance legisiauon.  This will be understood by
many to be a confirmation ¢f the opinion that an irre-
sponsible body ncither understands nor respects the
will of the people, as constitutionally expressed. The
unusual pressure of work in the House of Commons
at this late period of the session will prevent the
adoption of the amendment for the present, and by
the time it reaches that stage, the Temperance senti-
ment will find sufficiently vigorous expression to ren-
der its becoming law unlikely. 1t is also doubtful if
a majority could be found in the popular branch of
the legislature to vote in us favour,

Our sensible neighbour, T/e Canadian Independent,
says: A recent number of the Noncosformist has an
article “ Off to Canuda,” in which an account is given
of the sending off of more than a score of emigrants,
‘ bona fide labourcrs and mechanics,” who, aided by
the Emigration Scheme of the London Congregational
Union, are on their way to Canada for employment.
There is one word we would say regarding this work
from a longer experience than “a pioncer missionary
work of twelve years,” and in some respects 2 more
practical onc also. Therc is room on this great con-
tinent, and under the British flag, for any number our
brethren may send out of the sight stamp. Otshers
will be paupers and vagrants here as they are at home,
and the men we want are those who expect -to work
for their living, attend to their business, leave purcly
English notions behind them, and be ready to adapt
themselves in all honesty to the circumstances in
which they will be placed. We do not want the men
who come here for a living and then abuse and draw
comparisons, ever unfavourable, against our climate,
customs and resources ; nor do we need those who
must be i 2 city, or some select spot.  We have too
many of that class already, and would gladly aid them
n emigrating.  \We have agricultural resources, how-
cver, practically boundless for two or three gener-
ations, and they who come out ready to aid in develop-
ing them and the industries which spring therefrom,
will not find gold in the streets, nor beds of case by
day, but what is far better, manly independence, hard
wark, honest rest, bread to eat, raiment to wear, elbow
room for themselves and family, geod schools, and
“freedom to worship God.” Our friends must re-
member the old notion that “anything will do for
Canada® has long been exploded here; there is no
room for the “nc'er do weel” except to cumber the
ground and die. .

A Mecthodist sister left her own Church and joined
the Salvation Army. Her former pastor met her soon
afterwards and the {ollowing conversation took place :

“\Vell, sister, do you find the teaching in the Army
more edifying than mine?”

“ Oh no,” was the reply.

“ Do you find the society in the Ariny more agree-
able than the socicty in the Church you left ?”

“I cannot say that I do,” answered tha sister.

“Well then,” said the minister, * what did you gain
by leaving your Church and joining the Army.”

“Oh,” said she, “ 7 find the big drum such a comfort
tome?” i

That sister was a typical woman. She represents
the large class of people who can find the most absurd
excuses for doing the most absurd things. The big
drum is considered an unmitigated nwisance by nearly
everybody that is unfortunate enough to be compelied
to hear it ; but this good woman, when hard driven
for an excuse, solemnly declared that the big drum
was a great comfort to her. It is barely possible that
the big drum did give her comfort, but 1 is far more
likely that she drew on her imagination for an excuse.
The imagination is a very lively faculty and can pro-
duce an excuse for doing or not domng anything with
the least possible cffort. Hundreds of people do pre-
cisely what this sister did—they call upon their im-
agination for an answer and the imagination responds
in lively style.

Here is a man who wanted an excuse for leaving
Yis Church. He had none.  He asked his imagma.
tion for onc and got it promptly. He goes over to
some little nondescript body, and perhaps that body
is small enough to cackleover him on his arrival.  For
a time he does nothing but talk about his new connec-
tion. After a while he finds his new friends are hu-
man—some of them very human. They have pocy
services very often, poor singing quite often, quarrels
occasionally and collections quite frequently, Ask
that man what he gained by leaving and his answer,
if he tells the truth, will substantially be- “The big
drum s suck a comfort ta me.”

Het. is a congregation, a part of which has be.
come restless.  They want a change. No one knows
why and they don't know themselves. They draw on
their imaginations and conclude that if they were just
vacant they could get a pastor who would stand head
and shoulders over every other pastor in their part of
the world. They become vacant. They call two or
three times and are refused. Finally, after much
qrarrelling and wrangling, those who have not been
wearied or worriced out of the Church succeed in get
ting a pastor. There is a little splurge made over him
as long as he is mea, but it is soon admitted by every-
body but the restless few that he is not as good a
preacher, not as good a pastor, and, what is worse,
not ncatly as good a man as the old pastor.  Ask the
men who raised the disturbance what they gained by
it and, if they tell the truth, they will say something
equivalent to this—“The &g drum is such a comfort
20 us”

Young Timothy wishes to study for the ministry, but
has got the idea that none of the theological colleges in
Canada have the necessary cducating power to put
his intellect in form for preaching and doing pastoral
work. Perhaps he is right. A good deal of power
and skill are nccessary for the training of certain
grades of intellect.  So Timothy goes across the lines
or across the water in scarch of a college capable of
doing him justice. Of course be writes from his scat
of learning inviting his student friends to follow him
immediately and wonders how men endowed with
reason can remain in such slow institutions as Knos,
Montreal and Queen’s.  Timothy returns to find that
he ncither preaches better, nor speaks better, nor
writes better, nor does any better than the average
man who got his cducation in Canada. Askhim what
he gained by leaving his country and making such a
fuss, and the answer may be the exact equivalent of—

““The big drum was such a comjfort to me®

{Let it be assumed that it is a capital thing to take
a post-graduate course in Union, Princeton, Edin-
burgh or even Germany. That 1s a very different
thing.)

For some rcason a minister becomes dissatis-

fied with his church relations in Canada. He hears
and reads marvellous things about the churches on
the other side of the lines. He has a hazy kind of
idea that the position of minister in the States is very
much better than the position of a minister in Canada.
He goces over there and finds that although a few con-
gregations in large cities do more for their minister
than any of ours can do, many of them are unable or
unwilling to do as inuch.  He finds, too, that in that
country a minister has all the difficultics to contend
against that he has in Canada, und a good many more
that, happily, we know little or nothing about. At
the end of a dozen years say to him, quietly : * Now,
brother, what did you gain by coming over here?”
Perhaps he may admit that he gained nothing, and
perbaps he may have a reason that is just as good as
—WThe big dram is such a comfort to e

The Church is not, by any means, the only place
in which people follow the big drum.

A young man in business gets the idea that nothing
can be done in Canada. He hears and reads fabu-
lous stories about business chances in the West. He
goes out there and for a time is clectrified with the
prospects.  He wonders that any one can live in such
a slow, stick-in-the-mud place as Canada. Heremains
there for sonie years and if he makes money it often
goes as fast as it comes. This is not, by any means,
true of all, for thousands of Canadians are doing well
in the West, but it is sadly true of many. Years roll
on and our young man comes home to see his friends.
He finds quite often that some of the young men he
left have made a nice little home for their nice httle
wives and families, have a nice little business and a
nice little balance in the bank, while he, perhaps, has
nothing but big talk about the West and big ague tn
his bones. The big drum did not bring him much
comfort.

Some of our Ontario farmers have been following the
big Arum lately. Suffering from that restlessness which
men who have worked hard in theiryouth are veryliable
to feel in after years when success leaves them little to
do but think about themsclves, they pulled up their
stakes and moved to the North-West.  This is a good
thing to do if a man must go some place, buta miserable
mistake if he is comfortable in Ontario. Ask that
man wh left Ontario years ago and settled on a prai-
ric farm how much he gained by the change and nine
times out of ten the answer won’t have any more sense
than~ “The big driem is suck a comfort to me”

Three years ago the big drum sounded loudly in
Winnipeg. Our business men responded nobly to the
call and rushed to the front in hundreds. They put
more money in mud-holes around the city and in
several paper towns and cities than would have en-
dowed half-a-dozen colleges and sent a dozen mission-
aries to any part of the world. The end of the big
drum got knocked in and it brings comfort to nobody
now,

Moral : Don't make any serious change in life un-
less you have some better reasen for making it than
that the déy drum is a comfort to you.

THE APALL MISSION IN FRANCE.

The Thirteenth Annual Report of the Evangelical
Mission in France,known as the McAll Mission, has just
been received ; and as, on former occasions, 1 send you a
resume of some of its leading features.  Like its pre-
decessors it contains by way of introduction, a letter
addressed to Mr. McAll by the venerable Rosseau
St. Hilaire, member of the Institute of France, in which
he refers to certan outstanding facts in the history of
the Mission during the past year. In this letter he
points out that, while the rewnions were first com-
menced in the suburbs of Paris—the special sphere
and stronghold for such mission work~in 1871, during
last year a new hall was opened on the great

in the centre of the gay city, which is surrounded by
a population very different in character from that of
the other halls—2a busy people, hasting to get rich,
and more intent on the interests and pleasures of this
life than on the salvation of their souls.  And stil), this
new hall  the Salle Baltimore, situated on one of the
most brilliant, fashionable and worldly thoroughfares
in the world—bas become as popularas any of the older
ones. Mr. McAll, in another part of the Report, tells
that, at the close of a crowded meeting here, the mem-
bers of the “ Fraternal Society,” formed only a week
before, were invited to gather in a side room with any
who might wish to join, and sixty pcrsons remained.
No wonder that this excited deep feeling on the part
of Mr. McAll and his fellow-workers, when they
looked upon such a company so rccently collected
from amongst the spiritual ignorance and contempt of
divine things characteristic of that particular locality,

more, perhaps, than any other in the civilized world,
A few months before, when preparations for opening
this hall were being made, the neighbours came en.
quiring as toits object. On being told that the Gospel of
Christ would be preached freely to all who chose to
enter, the answer received was that such a thing was
impossible.  * Do you think,” said they, in substance,
“you can make the frequenters of the boulevards re-
ligious? You cannot wmenn it serionsly” And here
is the result—a group of men and women, tothe num.
ber of sixty~pieviously strangers to Mr, McAll and
to each other, now gathered together as one family¢
A few were aged persons, most were in middle life ;
but not the least intcresting portion of the assembly
was a band of young men, apparcatly as thoughtful
and carnest as the rest. When it was requested that
those ‘who believed in Christ as their own Saviour,
and those who desired to do so would signify the same
by lifting up a hand, the instant response was : * There
is no need to lift the hands, we are all onc in this;”
and this reply.was echoed throughout the room. The
Bible was then read verse by verse, though often with
faltering lips ; scveral testimonies as to blessings re.
ceived in the Salle were given in a few broken words,
and one voice among the newly-enrolled members
was heard in prayer. It must, indeed, in these cir.
cumstances, have been difficult to realize that all this
was taking place within a few yards of the incessani
noise and folly of the crowded boulevards. Well
might Mr.McAll say that God is thus owning his hum.
ble efforts to plant the standard of the Cross * where
Satan’s seat is.”

1 have dwelt on this particular fact because it illus-
trates in a remarkable manner the judgment and fact
which have characterized, from the very beginning of
these meetings, the “ honorary Director” and lis
co-adjutors, and which undoubtedly have besn the
chief human clements in the marvellous success which
has crowned their labours in France,

Professor St. Hilaire, in his letter, refers 10 another
attraction of these reunions, viz., the

many of them specially prepared by himself, amongst
those present at the meetings, and quotes the old
proverb. “Spoken words take wings, but written ones
remain.” Al classes, it seems, Jargely receive and

of the awditors, both in Paris and in the Provinces,
1s rcadiness to histen attentively to a searching and
thorough presentation of the truth. Mr. McAll un.
hesitatingly affirms that alike in the mission halls
frequented by the well-to-do classes, and in the great
and gay boulcvard as in the remotest and most uncul-
tured suburb, the speakers who keep most closely to the
essentinl truths and the direct, loving appeals of the
Gospel, are the most welcomed by those who attend,
and the most attentively listened to.

What an important lesson to all engaged in evan-
gehsuc work, 1s thus incidentally given by one who
brings the swveight of thirteen years of daily and close
observation of the meetings of Paris to enforce his
statement,

FEW NEW STATIONS,

The exigencies of the financial position during the
past year prevented the opening of any new stations
in Paris, except the Central Hall already referred to,
and even the expenses of this were defrayed by the
ladiesof Baltimore, U.S. Inthe Provinces the only con-
siderable new undertaking has been that at Nantes and
the neighbouring scaport of St. Nazaire, which had
been promised a year ago. Awd has been given m
some instances to local pastors to commence reunions
fopulaires in their respective towns, by contributions
to the rent of roomns, etc. Through friends at Spring-
field, Mass.,, a sccond station has been opened at
Ajaccio, in the island of Corsica.  There has been 2 -
considerable strengthening of the

which caused some financial anxicety. This, however,
was imperatively demanded, not only by the addition
of the Salle Baltimore and its daily services, butes- .
pecially by the decpening of the work in the older °
stations, which required an increased provision for the
spiritual nurture and- oversight of the more serious
hearers and recent converts.  Thoughiful friends in
Scotland and the United States urged this as an “in:
dispensable provision.”
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A point has now been reached in this Mission which
hias long been atmed at, and which has been referred
to in previous reports, that is, the constitution of the
Mission as a

REGULARLY FRAMED:SOCIETY,

the directors as a body having the pecuniary and ad.
ministrative responsibility, in place of its being, as
heretofore, individual only. This permanent basis,
wholly unsectarian and purely cvangelical in charac-
ter—in vicw of the uncertainty of the life and strength
of Mr. McAll—is amatter of the greatest importance
10 the stability of the Mission. The total numnber of
MISSION STATIONS
now open 1s ninety-four, of which thirty-four are in
Paris and its cnvirons, and sixty in Marscilles and
other provincial towns. Sitting room has been pro-
vided for 15,135, ‘The religious meetings for adults
during. the past year were todat, at which 7207356
persons were present.  babbath school, cluldren'’s
services, young women's dlasses, etc., 4,150, with an
attendanceof 171,395, Domiciliary visitsmade, 19,405 ;
and Bibles, Testaments, tracts, etc, cte., circulated,
504,253
FINANCIAL POSITION, JANUARY 15, 1883,

Some months before the end of 1884, the Directors
had reason to fear that, at the year's close, a very
serious dleficit would, for the first time in its history,
rest against the Mission. This apprchension was
founded on a careful and closc estimate of the expen-
diture and of probable receipts.  As the result, how-
ever, of continued cfforts on the part of the Directors
to cffect every possible cconomf', and of a series of
special contributions in  England, Scotland and
America, they found themselves with a moderate bal-
ance (£391} on hand. The totalincome for the yearwas
£12,277,and thetotal expenditure £12,256 ; thebalance
on hand on t6th Januacy, 1884, being only £zt less
than than on 16th January, 1885,

THE ELDERSHIP—TLERM SERVICE.

BY REV. A. HENDERSON, HYDE PARK.

The General Assembly is to be overtured this year
in favour of allowing what has been called “ Term
Service of the Eldership.” Thatis, that elders, instcad
of being elected to scrve in the Session for life, or till
resignation or deposition, should be clected—as mem-
bers of managing boards usually are—for a term of
say three years, when they shall fall from office, being
eligible, however, for re-appointment by a vote of the
congregation,

It is not the business of thosc opposed to this
change to prove that it would be an improper one. It
is surcly the duty of those who are disposed to agitate
n favour of this new thing, to give the Church good,
solid reasons why she should depart from the order of
things that has obtained from the beginning of our
Canadian Church.

1 do not think any such sufficient reason has yet
been advanced. Manifestly, the object of the pro-
poscd innovation is to providc a short and casy
method of getting rid of unmanageable clders whose
usefulness may be believed, by certain parties, to be
gonc. YWhether the end is a desirable one or not, 1
do not now debate ; bu. I say th¢end does not justify
the means. If a system of term-scrvice is a good
thing and a Scriptural, per s, let it appear so, and let
the Church adopt it at once.  But if no special excel-
lence can be ¢laimed for it in itsclf, and no particular
Scriptural warrantca  be adduced, thenit is not enough
10 say that a certamn end would be gained. For in
dealing with a matter that affects a spiritaal office
in the Church of Jesus Christ, we deal with what is by
no means indifferent. 1 hold that the proposed new
system is z70f good in itsclf. Its tendency would be
to degrade the office of the clderskip, and ultimately
the ministey. It should be proper to address every
elder in the words of Acts xx. 28+ “Take heed to

« « . . all the flock, over which the Holy Ghost hath
made you overseer, to feed (rule ?) the Church of God.”
I say you cannot make such an officer step down from
this position—that the flock should sit in judgment
upon him in view of a re-election—without degrading
him and the office he fills.  One of the cxcellencies of
our British constitution, as over that of the United
States, is that those who are called to administer the
laws of the State, {rom the Sovereign down to the
Justice of the Peace, are appointed for life. It is this
that maintains the dignity and indcpendence of the

Bench, and gives the people confidence in the integ-
rity of our Judges. A ruler in the Kingdom of our
Lord Jesus should not be less independent of those
who are instructed to obey them that have the rule
over them, and submit themselves, seeing that they
watch for their souls “ «as tfrose cwoho must give account ”
—but surely not to the congregation !

The First and Second Bnoks of Discipline have
beern referred to with more or less parade, to show
that this proposed system is not inconsistent with
Presbyterianism, and also desirable in itself, in as
much ns it had the approval of sugh men as John
Knox and was in operation in Rcformation times.
‘To which 1 answer, first, that Presbyterianism <dates
a great while farther back than the Reformation, and
that John Knox is not its father. [t is hardly short
of puerife to have to rake amongst the musty records
of 300 years ago to show what Presbyterian principles
are, or ought to be. Second, I have never before
heard that the fact that a thing had been proposed
and attempted in the past—had been of ephemeral es-
istence, and had been abandoned—was a good reason
for its re-adoption. I do not say that is sufficient to
condemn it ; but that brethren should gravely use its
abandonment as an argument to commend it scems
queer.

Onc of the strongest things said at the Synod of
Hamilton and London in its favour appears to me
most fatal toit. It was there contended that the great
principle of Presbyterian parity demanded such a
change as is proposed. The ruling clder is in office
for life. So long as no charge can be brought against
his character he is immovable, no matter how ineffi-
cient he may become. The minister, on the other
hand, is not so secure in his position.  If his ministry
were not acceptable, or ceased to be so ; or, if any pre-
judice should arise against him, justly or otherwise,
there were many ways open for the congregation to
make it hot for him, to put the financial screws on
him, etc,, etc., so that sooner or later he is driven to
seck another ficld of labour, or,indeed, toresign. All
this, we admit, is too true as regards the ministry at
the present day in this country. But, I ask, is it de-
sirable? Is it right? Isnotthe mmistry of our Lord
Jesus Christ degraded and dishonoured by this very
thing? Is it not, to a large extent, robbed of its spirit
of independence and consequent power for good by
this deplorable state of things? Wil those who refer
to this fact in this connection say that this is just
what it ought to be? 1 trow not. If one class of
clders, then, is degraded and crippled by being made
the victims.of certain ecclesiastical “screws,” how will
you better their condition, or n any way mend mat-
ters by bringing the other ciass into a similar degra-
dation, and making them subject to similar screws?
No, if you will equalize where there arc mequalities,
let it be by Zfting up those who are down, and not by
levelling down those who at least have not been shown
to be higher than they ought to be. If there is an
argument stronger than another m favour of Endow-
ment and Sustentation Schemes, it is here. )

But, again, let the object of the overture be attained,
and then, it is pertinent to ask: \Where would this
“ parity ” of elders be? Let it be granted that you
have the ruling elder completely under control, and
the refractory one who “aye objec’s,” “removable at
pleasure,” without even the pressure of “ screws.” His

_term of office expires, and he quietly, meekly expires

ccclesiastically too, without a murmur, or a kick,
\What, then, about the minister? These “screws?”
are just as necessary for him as ever.  This short and
casy mcthod of dealing with the »2ling ¢lder has not
endowed the minister with one scruple more of gump-
tion or acceptability. Nor has it given the people
onc hair more of picty, forbearance, or Christian loy-
alty. 1f anything the reverse.  People somctimes
say, now, that the Methodist system 1s a good one,
because it gives a congregation an easy method of
getting rid of an unacceptable pastor. Would they
not say more readily then : “ Our elders are elected
cvery three years ; why, by the law of Presbyterial
parity, should not our minister be elected too?” If
the termeservice is good for the ruling clder, why not,
a fortiors, for the preacher? We are 10ld the great
United States Church has permitted this change. But
they have also permitted the system of Stated Supply.
Is our Church ready for that? Would the promoters

! of this scheme care to submit themselves, on its pass-

ing the Asscmbly, to the popular vote of their own
congregations every three years? It is fairtoask: If

they would, in the beginning, have cared to atcept a
call hampered by such conditions?  And even if they
would, it still remains to be asked : 1s such a state of
things desirable, not only for the ministry, but for the
welfare of the Church at large ? Here is how Dr.
John Hall puts that.  After referring lately to various
disreputable methods that congregations resort to, to
apply * the screws ” so as to get 1id of their ° .ater,
a supposed congregation, having several times suc.
ceeded, hears the usual candidates during the vacancy.
He goes on to say @

“After the usual hearing there is unanimity in
favour of the Rev. Samuel Simple.  They invite him.
‘The Presbytery Clerk is not troubled riow. They ar-
range with the favoured brother that he shall be
‘stated supply.’ In the next *Minutes® he will stand
somewhere ¢ Samuel Simple, .S’  What he is ex-
actly it is hard to say. But he is one thing in the
mind of the trustees—he is ‘removable av pleasure)}
Rights that his pcople are bound to respect, definite
position, place among his peers, the idea of fixveduess,
of recognition, of plans to be worked out through
coming years, of conceded authority—where are these ?
The cxcellent hymn, * I'm a pilgrim and a stranger’
mmust have a touching significance to Mr. Simple as
he looks over the book on Saturday.”

This 1 hold is a fairrepresentation of Term Service
applied to the mimstry. If the promoters of the
scheme arc not prepared:to approve of this state of
things, then 1T thwmk they should at least drop the
“panty ® argument.

‘This whole cldership question needs overhauling.
‘That the ministry and eldership are too often in an-
tagonism, as if they were two different and indeed ad-
verse orders, is too manifest to be denied, and is
wuch to be regretted. Ido not forget that there are
clders who neglect their solemn ordination obligations
to *“take heed to the fock,” while they occupy them-
selves in the more congenial task of taking heed to
the mmister. There is perhaps no pastor who has
not been more or less borne down by the dead weight
of those who should have been rallying about him,
and making common cause to uphold him in the
Masters work. There are perhaps few sessions
where there are not some who will sit like corbies
and pick his very heart out, if he is tender enough to
let them. All this may be true, 1 do not excuse it.
1 believe there is a true remedy for it, if it could but
be found ; but I do not believe it is to be found in
Term Service.

FROM EDMONTON.

BY REV A. B. BAIRD.B.D.

I take pleasure in being able 10 report that the In-
dian Rebellion: as far as Edmonton is concerned has
been nipped in the bud and without loss of life. At
Fort Pitt, the nearcst Hudson Bay Company’s fort
down the river, fourteen persons have been killed, but
here there has been nothing worse than insolent
talking, the killing of cattle and the raiding of houses
ar stores that weiz in exposed situations. Mr. E. S,
Glass, the Methodist micsion teacher at the Bears
Hill, was warned to leave, and after he was gone his
house was cleaned out, the farniture smashed and his
cattle killed. Some of the Indians nearest to the
town remained loyal, but most of them made every
preparation for war, and confessed that they were
only waiting for news of the success of their friends in
other places to encourage them to commence a gen-
eral maid. At Edmonton, too, preparations had been
made. The defences of the Hudson Bay Company's
forts were strengthened, the women and children
gathered there or in other places of safety at Fort
Saskatchewan and St. Albert ; the men enrolled them-
selves as a volunteer corps, mounted guard, patrolled
the settlement, sent out scouts to learn of any sus-
picious movements on the part of the Indians. \Wedid
cverything in our power to secure ourselves against a
surprise. The friendly Indians, one band of whom 1
visited and preached to a fortnight ago, were afraid
that they would be compelied to take partagainst usto
save themselves from attack, so of course they could not
be depended on as allies. But between the hesitation of
the Indians and our promptness, the days slipped by un-
til General Strange and 1,000 men were despatched to
our assistance. Their mounted advance guard will be
here in a few days, but the very news of their approach
has done so much to intimidate the Indians that:all
fear of an attack is over. Much damage has been
done by the interruption of business, and especially of
farming operations. The seeding was just commen-
cing when the alarm came.  Amongminoriiiconveén-
icnces it may be mentioned that we have had né mails
for a month, and no telegraphic news for a stilllonger
period.  The telegraph wires have been cut where
they run through Indian reserves. But thankfulness
that we have escaped is the uppermost fecling inJall
hearts. )
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SYNOL OF TORONTO AND RTNGSTON.

CONVERENCE.

The Conference in connection with the Syoed of Toronto
and Kingston met i the Presbytertan Church, Cabourg, on
Monday evening, 4th inst.  The Rev. Aleaander Young, of
Napanee, occupied the chair, leading i devotional exercises.

‘he fust topic was : *' How to develope amongst the
Ycople a taste for the study of the Bible,” on which Rev. H,
Yarsons dwelt with his accustumed 1nterest and carnestness.
He adverted to the fact that many pevple grow up with the
impression that they cannot understand God's Word without
the help of commentaries. When God speaks to us we should
ret an impression that e speaks to us as clearly and dis-
tinctly as when a friend speaks with hisinend. Phespeaher
then ithustrated the following poimts  That the Church
must study the Word that it imay become hetter acquamnted
with the Lord Jesus Christ 3 that ministers and clders shountd
lead in this ssudy with a view to tinding Churist there 3 and
that there shnuhfbcn reforn i the siyle of our services.
The Sabhath morning scrvice might be devoted to umted
study of God's Word,

Rev, Messrs. J. McAlpine, R. Walluce, and others took
part in the discussion of the sulject.  The next topic was

FHRE CHURCIL AND YOU NG MEN,

inttoduced by Rev. 1) J. Macdonnell, who spoke in an car-
nest and impressive manner e stated some of the reasons
why 10 our cities and towns so many young men, worthy an
many respects, stood aloof from the Church. He summed up
the gencral reasan why so inany young incn assumed an atu-
tude of indhifference or antagonism as comprehended by the
eapression **the world, the devil, and the flesh.” Young
people have a sense of independence awl a resentment of
control.  This is one of the expressions the devil uses as a
snare—** We want to see life.¥ 1t isn't life, hut death—
moral death—to which this too often leads.  After a time
there cotnes a positive love of vicious indulgence. It is ter-
rible when by deliberate choice one comes to say 1 prefer
sclf-indulgence to the service of the Lord, It'ds a bad
thing to be free from moral restrunt. We all need all the
safeguards we can get.  The world also has its influence
keeping young wen out of the church. Modes in which
business is often conducted conflict with their moral pereep-
tions. While they drift with the current they feel as if they
cannet without hypocrisy take their place at the Communion
table. This tcm?crncas of conscience is good, but let it be
cnlightened by the toly Spirit.  Then the spirit of scepti-
cisy is abroad. There is eager enquiry both within and
without the Church. e then referred to the want of adapta-
tion somelimzs observable in the public services of the
Church,  Ttis not the discussion of sensational subjects
that is needed, but the hringing of the etetnal truths of God's
Word to bear on the actual condition of affairs and life here
and now.  Much could be done to infiuence young men
outride the Church for good by young men insiﬁc the
Church.

Several of the points suggested by Mr. Macdonnell's ad-
dress were discussed by Rev. Messrs. Hugh Pedley, H. M.
Parsons, J. McAlpine, R D Fraser, Mr. J. Henderson,
and others, after which the conference was adiourned wath
devotional excrcises.

SECOND DAY,

The Conference was opencd with devotional exercises, Rev.
D. D. McLeod, Barrie, presiding.

Rev. Principal Grant dehivered an address on **Conditions
of Ministerial Success.” 1le oroceeded to discuss hindrances
10 ministerial effectiveness.  Men who are apt to fail do not
look for the causes of failure in themselves.  What 1s meant
by ministerial success and falure 2 Managers and trustees
are disposed to measure success of failure by a financial
siandard.  This leads to the gathenng of what may be de-
nominated the xcspecmble class into the Church, This, how-
cver, is not the highest success. It must be deternuned by
the end and object the ministry have an view, That should
be the same as Christ's aim . ** 1 am come that they might
have life.” Thatis what we want—to seck and to save
that which is lost. Docs the minister add to the spiritual
life of the Church and community? Is he a ventable am-
bassador of Christ ministering to the actual needs of his
people? Ifa minister does this hie succeeds ; 1f not he fails.
‘The learned Principal then procceded 1o cansigder the spiri-
tual, intellectual, and temperamental conditions of ministenal
success.  The minister must be spirtually minded. It s
marvellous how readily a congregation responds to the teach-
ing of a minister who is imbued with the mind of Chnst. He
must have a clear conviction that he has entered the mimsiry
from the noblest of all motives.  The historical position of
the Church is that the minister should have a hberat educa-
tion—-not exclusively theological.  1is intellect should be
fresh, vigorous, and clastic all his life. Fle ought to advance
all the ime.  Without this the mind becomes torpid, with-
ered, ossified.  Such ministers never dream that therr con-
gregations are tired to death under a moaotonous mimstry.
Congegations lapsc into a state of intellectual quiescence.
He refeered to the freshness of intcllect as seen in 2ar fohn
Macdonald and Mr. Gladstune. They conuinue to read ail
that is recent in literatare and heep their nicllectual youth.
There are men in the Chutch who have been preaching for
fifty years and are yet fresh and vigorous.  Why have we
such shnrt pastarates®  Temperament has much tv do with
this. Ministens revuite to cultivate patience, reticence, an
catire absence of fussiness, and to repress the desire to show
themselves off.  He briefly but graphically sketched the min-
ister with a grievance, the taie bearer, the une who was
cver interfering with the duties of the managers, and the
fretful man who brings his gricvances into the pulpt, the
illiberal and penuriousman.  Poul in his epistle 10 Timothy
described the model minister.

The discussion on Ir. Grant’s paper was participated in
hy Rev. Messts. F. McQuaig, J. McAlpine and H. M. Dar.
sons.

Rev. G. M. Milligan, P A., then conducted a prayer-
meeting, with which the motning conference conriuded. " He
delivered a very suggestive and appropriate address mn the
ling of the morning’s discussion.

In the alternoon Mr, ‘l Henderson, Cobourg, presided,
opening the meeting with devotional exercises.

Rev. Principal Caven, after a brief introduction, in which
Le defined the distinctive positions of Preshiytetinns, Congse:
gationahists, and Episcopalians, stated that he held there
was a distinctior between teaching and ruling elders.  There
were two main views on this subject,  Some held that the
oftice of ruling and teaching elders was the same.  If the
same it {s competent for cldets to adwinister ondinances.
The present practice in that case is only one of expediency.
The sccond theory makes fundamental distinction’ between
the office of teaching and ruling elders.  There is & specific
distinction between them, as expressed in 1 Tim. v, 17
Rom. xii, §, and 1 Cor. aii. 28, One modification of the
theory is that elders ate not presbiyters, but are designated
among helps, govetnoss, tulers, 'l‘*nisis. evidently, the view
accepted by the compilers of the Directory of Worship.  1f
both oflices are the zame our practice is seriously at fanlt.
‘The usage of the Church has been basaid on this distinction.
Either the second or third view must be correct.  The office
of ruling clder is no less divine and suthoritative than the
office of the teaching elder.  His functions are deternmined
by the term ruling.  If this tenn is taken in its broadest
scnsc it covers all that is necessary.  1le has duties to the
Church and 10 the ungodliness outside of the Church, 1le
co-operates with the winister in the adinission of members.
This duty is of the utmost importance. The elders have a
better means of knowing people than ministers.  Lve
nunister finds it & strength and comfort when he has a bench
of competent clders.  Llders share with ministers the over-
sight of those within the fold.  The exercise of discipline is
very impostant, Ilere the minister relies on lis faithful
clders. The clder will admonish, reprove and give counsel
as he moves among the people.  He will visit those under
his care. Every elder should have his own district, and
might do much good by his visitations, He will especially
visit both the aged and the young. The Principal main.
tained that the clder, above all, should be prominzat in the
work of Sablath school instruction.  The clder’s velation to
the outside world should lead him to take an active interest
in the missionary entergrise. His co-operation with the
minister in the promotion of the misstonary spisit is very
valuable. Blessed is the minister who is cheered by worthy
c;gcrs. Every clder should be both a praying and a paying
clder.

An interesting discussion followed Dr. Caven’s address,
in which Principal Grant, Rev. Messts, D, 1. McLeod,
W. Frazell, \W. Bennett, J. Cannichael, Norwood, F. Mc:
Quarg, H. M. Parsons, P. McF. McLeod, G. M. Milligan,
1]. Smith, Grafton, and 1. Gracey took part.  This was fol-

owed by an address by Rev. J. C. Smith, Guelph, on

INDIVIDUAL RESPONSEBILITY IN CHRISTIAN WORK.

Work done for Christ anywhere and by anyone, within or
without the visible Church, is Christian wotk. One beset-
ting sin of the present day is indicated by the frequency with
which people have to be reminded of their individual duties.
1t 1s not my ncighbour’s vineyard, but my own, for which I
have to answer in the judgment. The first requisite is a
willing mind. This is an cutcome and evidence of grace.
To do Christ’s work I must know and submit myself to Him.

" Only as we are living in practica} Christian communion with

the Saviour can we 1n a true sense do His wortk, God is
calling for workers everywhere.  Ile has given to every one
his work. This ditect sense of responsibility is vivid and
overwhelming.  Xtis not for nothing that God has given
each his various gifts and opportunities. Therg is much un-
used power, spintual talent and force 1n the Church of God.
How to utilize these is one of the Church problems of the
time, He is the best mimster who scts others to werk for
Christ.  \We must have more personal holiness, more of the
indwelling of the Lord Jesus.  Let the heart be filled with
the Word of God.  Christianity is a system of spiritual life,
thesefore it is our duty to extend that ife.  There is ample
room for the excrcise of all the vaned talents with which
Chustians arc endowed.  There is a sphere for the humblest
as well as the highest. Above all, we must seck to Le
Christ-like in spint and service. Christian influence is a
sacred trust.  Let us draw our inspiration from the love, suf-
fenngs and example of our Master. Let us learn of Him
cv‘cr& day. Let us work with a loving heart and a willing
mind.

Rev. E. D. McLaren having been called upon to deliver
an impromptu address on ** How Young Children may be
Brought to Confess Chnst,™ stud : Y oung children really be.
long to Christ. A great amount of evil has been done by
ignorant and incxpenenced persons expressing themselves in
a formal and artificial way. We ought 1o remember that
Christ by His death has redecmed the children.  We ought
to give them a_cunstant cahibition of what Chnsuanity is.
Christians are Bibles that the unchristian read.  The beau-
ties and glorics, not the trials and difficulties, of the Chris-
tian life ought to be fully and freely presented to the munds
of the young. Many childien might be brought to Chnst
by persunal dealing. The truth ought to be earnestly and
lovingly presented tu theis munds.

Remarks were made by Rev, Messts. H, M., Parsons and
S. 1. Eastman, after which Rev. R. 1), Fraser moved that
this Conference would express its gratification with the action
of the Synod's Committee on the State of Religion in ar
ranging for the Conference, and with the selection made of
subjects for this session. It begs to offer its thanks to those
brethren who have presided at the different sessions, and to
those who have introducel the various topics, and would
further record its sense of the great value of such a conler-
cnce as in itsclf refreshing and sumulaung, and as an excel-
lfe;lll preparation for the business of the Synod which 1s to
ollow,

um ciaracter.  The service of God must be the service of
the heart. It implies the clear manitestation of the spisit of
unity. Over this socicty our glorious Head is placed, from
whom all believers reccive blessing, and to whom they are
united. That tcad is Christ.  The ultimate triumph of the
Church is assured. A prominent means is prayer, which is
an appointed instrumentality through which these future
Dlessings shall be attained.  There should also be diligence
in the discharge of the duties to which we are called.  We
should keep pace with the improvemients of the age.  Then
there is the importance of holy example for the success of our
ministry and the prosperity of Zion. The salvation of soulsde
pends, to a great extent, on the example sct forth by ihe
minstess of the Gospel.  The meansare simple.and within
our teach.  They are mighty through God, but if'we neglect
our duty how great is our responsibility ! Let us contem-
plate our great pattern—the Redeemer Himscll

The Synod was then constituted for the transaction of busi-
ness.  The Moderator in demitting his office expressed his
heartfelt thanks for the honour conferred on him, and asked
them to appoint his successor.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

In the afternoon, afier devotional exercises, the considera
tion of Cooke’s Church casc was resumed.

Rev. John Kirkpatrick said that it was not without pamn
he had been compelled to assume a position of antagonism
to the Presbytery.  There was only a small meeting when 1t
rendered a decision 1n his case. Technically it was the Pres.
bytery’s action, though acm:\“{ 1t was not.  He had been
taught to respect pancipals and professors of colleges, but m
Toronto they scemed to him to act arbitrarily. Hereflected se.
verely onthe Presbyterial assessors. Two of the mne members
only of the Presbytery who favoured thedecision were settled
pastors. Thedecision was hased on a petition signed by a min-
otity. lle wasnot accused of immorality or herctical teaching.
It was because a few dislihed his method.  There have been
many misrepresentations.  He stated that undue means had
been resorted to to get signaturestosecure lus resignation. He
also stated that his oppounents had agreed to withhold thew
contributivns. s fricnds had greatly increased thar sub-
scriptions, paying all current expenses, and removing -
debtedness.  Cooke’s Church in ats bLest days never gave
more than $1,200 fur salary.  Mr. Kitkpatrick then referred
to the petition presented by persans nut now in connection
with Cooke¢'s Church. He characterized some of themn as a
*“ brawling brood of belligesents.”  The acuon of the Pres
Lytery was not in accordance with the principles of Presby-
terianism. It was high-handed prelatic tyranny. He was
satisfied that if Cooke's Church were vacent he wonld be
called again immnediatcly. Dr. Gregg, he saud, did him the
justice to say that the Cooke's Chutch troubles were not
ncw. They had originated in Dr. Robb's time. 1t had
never recovered the results of that scparation.  Great as the
troubles arc they would be worseif the action of the Preshy-
tery were sustained.  dicmibers had left the church, taking
their money with them,  There is nothing singular in this.
Some had become wealthy and moved to other localitics
whete new  churches had sprung up.  He was not respon-
sible. The church still occupices its old position, and it is
bound to fall off while it remains where it is. All the

. e e,
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churches are changing. [t is now on a more liberal basis,
and in tine with the other churches,  There is much lugh.
handed tyranny and abuse of power in the Presbyterian
Church in Canada.  Individual rights are trampled upon.
Presbyterianisin was of a different chasacter in his young
days. The attendance at church was tiaproving, and a goot
!petil now prevails. )

EVENING SESSION,

At the evening meeting the reports of the vanous standing
committces were presented,

Reve E. Do McelLaren presenced the report of the com
mittee on the State of Religion,  In answer to enquunies st
way found that the propartion of the population fuund not
a!lcn(lin% any place of worship, though not very large in
country districts, is considetable in cities and in towns. The
number of lapsed Presbytenans s not great.  Church aee
commodation is plentifully provided. Attendance on pubhic
sorship has increased considerably during the past year.
The teport suggested that nmnisters might announce that
oppertunities at the close of public worship for conversing
with enquirers would be afforded.  In a number of instances
weekly congregational mectings were held for the systematie
sy of !Li\c Scriptutes.  The ordinary weekly prayer
meelings in many instances report increased attendance and
intesest.  In connection with some congregations cotlage,
women's, and young people’s prayer meetings have been
held with excellent results.  Various methods for im-
provement in the manner of conducting prayer meetings
are reported,  In reference to the observance of family
worship the seport spuke less positively, and in some re-
spects less hopefully. ~ This 1s a feature of church Ufe where
thete is urgent need for improvement.  In connection with
specral seevices held it was observed that children of prous
ptents were most quickly and deeply smpressed by the pre-
sentation of religious truth.  The cungregational conferences
held throughout the Presbytery of Toronto were found to be
very profitable.  The experiment proved a complete success,
acknowledged by ministess and people alike,

Rev. G. M. Milligan, B.D., submitted the report of the
Comnittee on Sabbath Schools.  The returns from Presby-
teries were more numerons and complete than in former
yaars, still there were several defictencies.  The number of
Sabbath schouls reporting is 278 ; scholars attending, 26,-
$42; in Bible classzs, 5,739; number of teachers, 2,531 ;
other officers, 498 ; the number of young people who have
joined the membership of the Church during the year is
given as 692 ; the number of volumes in Sabbath school
libeasics, 49,907 5 total contributions of Sabbath school schol-
ats for missions, $5,470.  The report concluded by recom-
mending that Presbyteries appoint an cfficient Convener of
Sshtath school Committecs, to bring to the attention of su.
petintendents and teachers the importance of presenting to
popils the duty of connecting themselves with the member-
ship of the Church, the importance of holding Presbyterial
conferences, and the value oll the Shorter Cateclusm.  These
points were eloquently enforced.

Rev. P. McF. McLeod then presented Jhe Temperance
Committec’s report. It is said that the returns were very in-
ccmplete, and thercfore not an adequate eapression of the
siews entertained in the congregauuns,  In furthenng the
adoption of the Scott Act, Presbytenan ministers and people
have taken a prominent part, though other churches have
been very active in the same good work, The repost refetred
1o the tendency of Anti-Scott Act legislation at Ottawa, and
ssggested that the Act should be enlorced by the proper
authoritics, not by private citizens.  Minsters could not be
expected 10 do detective work.  ‘Temperance associations
have been formed in several congregations and Sabluth
schools during the year.  In this seapect the Church of Eng-
land has set us a noble example.  The reounts received frum
Halton County spea very favourably of the operation of the
Seott Aet. Asto prohibition there are diversiies of ypnnon.

Principal Caven presented the report of the Comnutiee on
Sablath Observance. Efforts had been made to obtain a
cessation of traffic on the Owen Sound hranch of the C. P\
R, and the linc of steamers sailiny, from Owen Sound. It
was aly stated that in co-operativn with the Assembly's
Committee efforts were made v obtain vroper legislation,
irear service had Leerrendered by Mr. John Chotlton, &I.P.,
and other members of the Dominion and Provincial Legisla-
tores, and now effective Jegislation had been secured.

The report made special reference to the recent cfforts to
peblish Sunday editions of cenain Torunto newsjapers under
cover af relieving the anxiety caused by the dangers in the
North West.  The defence of ihis innuviuon is placed on
grounds hostile to proper Sabbath observance. In cunse-
quence of the action taken Uy the Tourunto Ministerial Asso-
ciation and the Socicty for the Suppression_ of Vice, the Po-
lice Commissioners have given assurances that proper action
%ill be taken and the law enforced. Al Chustian people
and all enlightened members of sucicty must sce that Sunday
newspapers would do much to destroy the sacredness of
the Sabbath, .

Mr Caswell then explained the ciscumstances amd misunder

standings atising out of the various congregational mectings.
He explamned thar though e had tendered his resignation at
the meenng with the l'rcsb)'lcr{'s assessors, it had not yet
been accepted. e accused Mr. Kirkpatrick of having no
serious intention of resigning, but that he bifered to do so
merely for the sake of gaining <ympathy.  He contended
that 1f there is financial prosperity now it did not exist when
the Preshytery came to the decision now np})calcd agagst.
He characterized the proceedings at some o

tional meetings as scandalous, hut the fault was not his or
theirs with \\ﬁmn he was acting. The decision of the Pres.
bytery was based on their knowledge of the actual state of
the-congregation.  The speaker then went on to refute the
reasons advanced by Me. Kirkpatrick in support of his ap-
peal. He had no wish, notwithstanding the strong language
applicd to lum (Mr, Caswell), to retaliate or to cherish un-
kind feclings towards ¥Me. Kitkpatrick.  That style of tan:
guage was customary to hun. They have been a patient
and long-suffering people.  Mr. Kithpatrick was a good
preacher, but he h:u‘ not taken an actave part in cxtra-con

gregational work. e hoped that the decision of the Synod
would be just and fair, ami for the goud of the Church.  He
thCd that they would not be influenced by feeling.

Mr. Andrew Scott waived his right to be heard, as the
time of the Court had already been fully accupied.

Principal Caven did not wish to speak at any {length, as
the Court was now scized of the facts of the case. l%c had
no wish to retort on account of the pamtul things said of
honoured and esteemed brethren of the Toronto Presby.ery.
{f the brethren do not know us now our defence would be
hopeless.  Mr. Kirhpateick wished the Syno  to understand
that the decision was reached when enly ten persons were
present and did not give 1t sufficient consideration.  They
discussed 1t carefully for two whole sederunts. It was no
star chamber matter.  The Preshytery, after hearing parties,
resolved to meet in committee of the whole, simply that
they might not adopt a hurried deliverance on so painful a
case.  Mr. Kirkpatrick was present when the deliverance
was discussed :\mll adopted. &omc of the thirty-two mem-
bers may have left, but there was a large nnmber present.
The finding was adopted with singular unanimity. Mr.
Kirkpatrick’s fust reason is that he has a perfect right to
withdraw his resignation. He has a perfect sight to ask
leave to withdraw 1t.  The right to dissolve the pastoral tie
15 one possessed by Preshyteries,  Is this a proper case in
which that right should be exercired? Mg, Kirkpatsich in
his speech, had photographed hunself upon the Synod. 1f
the Synod say we have ersed I shall feel deeply grieved. 1
say these things with deepest sorrow.  If Mr. Kirkpatrick
should rise and express his regret for the reflections cast
upon beloved brethren, I should feel much relieved.  As it
is, his language is severely to be condemned.  The reasons
for the Presbytery’s deliverance were found in solution in that:
speech.  There has been continued strife in the cungregation,
though Mr. Kirlpatrick is not to be blamed for a:l these con
tentions,  The hand at the helm was not steering judiciously.
Principal Caven detailed the steps taken by the Presbytery
smce representations had first been made to than.  Mr.
Rirkpatrick had been very imprudent. The safety of the
congregation and the interests of religion require that this
panful separation should take place. It was fcarl’ull{
strengthencd by the document read by Mr. Kirkpatrick
yesterday. It may not be possible to prevent the congre-
gauon from scattering, whatever your decision may be.

Mr. Kirkpatrick replied : It 1s due to myself and to my
brethyen at the outset to assure you that the character and
worth of the estecemed brethren Drs. Gregg, Cavenand Reid
were not called in question.  If anything reflecting on these
honoured men had been so understood he deeply regretted
1, and desired to withdraw those statements  Mr Kirh
patnick  disclmmed  responsibility for the introduction of
the organ mto Cooke’s Church. lle also explained the
ponts of disagreement between himself and the members
of the session.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

Mr. Kirkpatrich resumed speaking and concluded by say- -

Wilkins,
J Carmichacl, Mr. Nurwood, F. McQuaig took part in the
discussiun that fulluwed, after which the {ollowing deliver-
ance, proposed by Rev. D. D. McLeod, was unammously
adopted . Whereas it appears from the statements made be-
fore the Synod by the patties in this case, that a condition
of things has existed for a considerable time 1 the congre-

ation of Cooke's Church, Toronto, unfavourable to the
interests of religion iv. that congregation and tosts prospesity,
the Synod, in view w all the circumstat.ces, while expressing
its sympathy with the members and adherents of the congre-
gation of Cooke’s Church and Rev. Mr. Kirkpatsick, dis-
misscs the appesl, and sustzins the rction of the Presbytery
of Toronto in refusing to accept the withdrawal of the resig-
nation of the pastor, the Rev. Mr. Kirkpatniek, and recom-
mends that the resignation of the pastor should take effect
from the last Sabbath in June, or at such time befo.c that
as may be convenient for Mr. Kirkpatrick.

Mr. Rirkpatrick and Mr. Henry appealed to the General
Assembly against the finding of the Synod.

AN ANCIENT BUILDING.

A writer in the Bostan Herald tells the story of one of the
oidest houses in New England. It stands in Quincy, Mass.,
ot the old turnpike leading to Boston.  In it has lived for
thirty years Peter Butler, who has 6lted it with articles of
historic interest and anuque fashion. It is supposed that a
part of the house was built about 1635, The building was
enlarged in 1685 by Edmund Quincy, son of the first Ediund
Quincy, who came over 1n 1633 with {ohn Cotton, The
second Quincy was a prominent man and a mapistrate, The
town was named after his grandson, John Quincy. Judge
Sewell, **the last oi the Puritans,” tells in his diary of steep-
ing mn the house, and the appearance of the room’ he occu-
ricd is much the same to-day as in 1712, The oaken tim-
rers still show the mark of the axe, and one rcom, the par-
lour, has on its walls the French papze, hung in squares,
which is sad to have been put on 1n honour of Dorothy
Quincy’s marriage to john Hancock. Another room was occu-
picd by Henry Flynt, a brother-in law of Ediund Quincy,
and for fifty-five years a tutors in Harvard College. ‘The oly
house passed out of the hands of the Quincys just after the
Revolution,  Three other familtes owned 1t before it became
the property of its present possessor.

OUT NOOKR LIFE FOR IWOMEN.

The redemption of women's health, 1 am more and more
convinced, depends on their taking to out-door life and ac-.
tivities.  Reading high class memous, which ase in every
onc’s hands now a days, of the Carlyles, the Sterlings and
F. I). Maurice, one is distressed to hear the continual story
of weak health and women who, brought face to face wit
the realities of life, immediately droop, languish, and are
along time dying. If they have a house to keep, and a
share of the actual work, like Mrs. Carlyle, at Craigenput-
tock and Chelsea, they sicken mystentously, and their life is
a time of wrestling with houschold affaurs, alternating with
refuge on the sofa, or months 1 the doctor's hands, in that
wreiched, unimprovable state which justified the sighof a
much-tricd husband who *¢ wished his wife would get better,
or something ! Have I not, through the ignorance of my
cay and generation, wasted life enough 1n attacks of the
familiar houschold demon, nervous prostration, which only
vanishes on turning the patient out f doots?  Twice and
again, fricnds have looked pityingly on me as good as gone,
but taken out of doors ten hours a day, as good for nothing
clse, sun and wind wrought their spell of healing, and health
came again.  Henceforth nu more in-door fe than must be
for me, and 1 would urge other women to fashion their lives
s0 as to spend them more in the open air.—From: ** How fo
Dress for the Garden,” 1n Uik Magazine for May.

THE Rev. Dr. Somerwille, of Glasgow, has been

- holding a series of religious meetings in Constanti-

nople, which has excited considerable interest. The
extent of the city of Constantinople and the difficultics
of locomotion intezfere with the gathering of large
autliences in any one place , ba. by holding meetings
in different parts of the <y, he has been able to ad-
dress large numbers of Greeks, Armentans, and for-
cign residents. At the German Teutoma Club Hall,
in Pera, he drew together large audiences of Greeks,
many uf whom had probably never heard evangelical
preaching before. At the Bible House Chapel he
preached on Sabbath, and on two evenings during the
week to .. diences of over 4oo. The sermons were
translated into Turkish, and Moslems as wellas Chris-
tians were present. At the American Board’s Chapel,
in Scutari, he preached twice {(transiated into Aamen-
ian) to audiences of about Joo. At all these services
the characteristic feature was the rapt attention with
which the people drack in the words-of the preacher.
Certainly half of the audiences were men who had not
before attended. preaching services. At one place
there was in the congregation at least thirty Moslems,
who kept thair eyes riveted on the sneaker during two
hours, as he told the simple story of salvation through
Christ alone,
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Most heartily do we congratulate Mr. Macdonnell
on the honour conferred upon hun by Ius clection to
the Moderatorship of the Synod of Toronto and Kings-
ton. Age and long service are usually the chief con-
siderations that bring such honours,  Mr. Macdonnell
is a young man, and though he has served well, he
has not served very long. His election may be con-
sidered a practical recognition by the Synod of his
faithful and energetic services to the Church.  Though
occupying a position in which he might very easily
have excused himself from doing much that goes
under the name of “ church work,” the pastor of St.
Andrew’s has been at the front in every good cause.
No minister in the Church has taken more interest in
and worked harder for brethren not so favourably situ-
ated as he is himself. At almost every central point,
from Montreal to Sarnia, his voice has been heard in
favour of the Augmentation Scheme. Nor 1s the
pastor of St. Andrew’s a mere talker or a visionary
who takee up schemes to-day only to abandon them
to-morvaw, He is a keen, practical, business man,
who knows «what to do and how to do t. The Aug-
mentation Fund is a little behind this year, we are
sorry to say, but we are not without hope that before
the inceting of Assembly the iacking $4,000 will be
raised. To Mr. Macdoaneil more than any man our
poorly-paid ministers owe their $750a year.  May he
be spared to see the Ausmmemation Fund up to $1,000,

THERE is no reason why any minister who feels 1t
to be his duty to discuss the Nurth-West trcubles
in his pulpit should not do so. A preacher’s first duty
is to preach the Gospel, but the Gospel has a direct
bearing on national as well as on ndividual life.
It should be understood all round, however, that if a
man, or a party, or a portion of the press, are assailed
in the pulpit, the assailed, or the friends of the as-
sailed, have a right to reply. If any preacher feels
called upon to tay that the misgovernment of the
authorities at Ottawa has produced this rebellion, and
a preacher has an undoubted right to say so if he
holds that opinion, he must not complain if the friends
of the Government reply. On the other hand if a
preacher feels called upon to charge one-half of the
press of this Dominion with treason : if he charges
hundreds of men, quite as loyal and many of them
quite as pious as himself, with assisting Riel because
they do what they consider their duty, he must not be
surprised if the persons charged strike back. No
man has a right to hurl such charges from his pulpit
and then hide behind his pulpit cushion. It is just
such condr. :t as this that has led scoffers, and some
who are rot scoffers, to call the pulpit “the coward’s
throne.” No manly preacher would thus attack his
neighbours and then set up a howl when they defend
themselves.  If a preacher discusses burning ques-
tions he must just take all the risks that other men
take when they diccuss them.  If he is not prepared
to do that he had better let such questions alone.

If she can do more, and does more of her
2vn accord, good and well; but no 1espectable congre-
gation demands it. It does not, by any means, follow
that because a w man Lappens to be a minister’s wife
she ought to be a leader in everything any more than

‘T'he conference is not and cannot reasonably be con.
stdered in any sense as a protest against the formal-

- ism and officiality of our regularly constituted Church

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gations that cxpect a mumister's wife to neglect her ‘

Courts. The chief reason for their existence is that
amid the unavoidable pressure of business coming be
fore the larger cousts of the Church it is almost im-
possible to bestow the time and attention desirable
on many important questions that press for considera:
tion.

The recent conference that preceded the meeting
of the Synod of Toronto and Kingston, at Cobourg,
was felt by those present to be very profitable and
stimulating. The subjects discussed were all of them
bving and important issues.  The mauner of discus-
sion was worthy of those who took part in the proceed
ings on the occasion. The speaking was free and un-,
constrained.  On some points opinions were expressed
on which there would be radical differences; but there
wa, no petty carping nor unscemly opinionativencss
to mar the brotherly and Christian feeling that szemed
to pervade the gathering. .

‘I'he first subject taken up was one of great practi:
cal importance © “How to Develop a Taste for the
Study of the Bible” Mr. Parsons entertains some
distinctive ideas with which the listener may not in
cvery case be dicposed to agree, but every oneis
prepared to concede that the subject is one of the
greatest pracucal value at the present time, that Mr.
Parsons is very much in earnest, holding his views
with the strong force of personal conviction, and that
he always urges them with fluency, fervour, and foice

Rev, D. J. Macdonnell’s address on the Relations
of th:e Church and Young Men contained much valy
able and earnest thinking, He is an intensely busy
worker, but, happily, he bhas not ccased to be a
thinker. The address further indicated that Mr
Macdonnell is a keen but not a morese and cynical
observer of the actual state of matters in the cvery
day life around us. He can interpret the feelings and
attitude of our young men, and the disastrous cffects
of the unhappy tendency to draw a ruinous line of dis-
tinction Letween the principles on which the individ-
ual Christian life and those on which secular pursuits
arc too often followed. It is deteriorating business
integrity and blighting the Church's spirituali &
Young men sce all this just as keenly as others do.
Mr, Macdennell also said sensible and good things on
what most people will consider to be the right direc-”
tion in which the pulpit should adapt itscif to the’
spiritual requirements of the age.

The address by Principal Caven was also very ad-
mirable in spirit and expression. He is scrupulously
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carcful in the formation of his opinions, He will aot
advance a step until he is sure of his ground, but hav-
ing, with all the force of conviction, taken a firm stand,
it would be no easy task to dislodge him. He does
not assume a tone of dogmatisin, but speaks with a
sense of profound respect for the views entertained
by others. The positions taken by him on the elder
ship wiil commend themselves both by their scrip-
turalness and reasonableness, while concerning his
remarks on the value and functions of the office tuzre
will be no diversity of opinion. ‘They were both just
and valuable.

Principal Grant's contribution to the Cenference
was on a somewhat delicate subject, * Conditions of
Ministerial Success,” which he treated with his accus-
tomed masterly discretion, In the main line of his
argument at all events he carricd his hearers fully
along with him.  ‘The bricf paper breathed an excel
lent spirit. It was telling, terse and occasionally bril-
liant. His classification of qualities requisite to suc-
cess was n happy onc: intellectual, spiritual and
teinperamental.

The tone and spwit of Rev. J. C. Smith's paper
were also excellent.  His treatment of his theme, as
was befitting, was more hortatory than argumentative.
He sought to arouse a deep sense of personal obli-
gation to do active work for the good of men and the
glory of God. The happy and timely extempore re-
marks of Rev, E. D. McLaren, on “How Young
Children may be Brought to Confess Christ,” are
worthy of special mention.  As a whole the Confer-
ence was very profitable and enjoyable.

THE TORONTO AND KINGSTON SYNOD.

‘THE mecting of the Synod of Toronto and Kingston,
held at Cobourg last week, gives rise to a few reflec-
tions. Itis onc of the largest and most important
Synods in the Church. Its proceedings are watched
with deep interest, and its decisions are influential.
One thing in connection with the late meecting that
occurred to most, was the comparative paucity of
members in attendance,  Without charging the absent
with indifference, the simall meeting may be accounted
for by the ncarness of the time appointed for the
meeting of the General Assembly.  Ministers can ill
afford time, and do not care to undergo the fatiguing
journeys and work which attendance at Synod and
General Assembly entail. I comparatively few min-
isters met at Cobourg, the attendance of elders was
smaller stil. ‘The Presbyteries near to the place of
mecting were fairly well represented, while the more
remote had very few delegates indeed. Ong good
brother, a minister, claimed to be the only member of
his Presbytery present. It has also been said for
clders that to many of them the time of meeting is un-
suited. An effort was made to change the time, but
without satisfactory result,

A circumstance that occasioned favourable com-
ment was the hearty and kindly welcome accorded the
members in the town of Cobourg. Minister and
people vied with cach other in their endeavour to
make the gathering a success, and the attendance at
the evening meetings spoke well for the interest taken
by the Presbyterians of the attractive town of Cobourg,
The friends of other denominations also sxtended a
generous hospitality.

There was more work to be donethni could well be
accomplished in the limited time at the disposal of the
Synod. The various overtures bearing on important
matters, and involving changes requiring grave and
serious consideration, did not receive anything like
exhaustive discussion. There was just sufficient to
acquaint members with the purport of the proposals
they embodied. A gratifying feature that descrves
mention was that not a single member of the Court
taxed patience by long or frequent speeches. The
speaking in every case was pertinent and business-
like. No brother can be accused with having made
wearisome attempts to spread himselt,

The most interesting part of the proceedings was
the presentation of the reports of the Standing Com-
mitices.  The respective Conveners in every case jus-
tified the wisdom of their selection. The report on
the State of Religion presénted a number of interest-
ing facts, arranged with great care, and cvidenced
throughout a finc spirit. Its suggestions, as might
have been anticipated, were unanimously adopted,
and if faithfully followed out, cannot fail to prove con-
ducive to the best and truest advancement of the spirit-
ual life or the Church. The Rev. Mr. Milligan's re-

port on behalf of the Sabbath Schuol Committee was
onc of the most complete and satisfactory yet pre-
sented. The information it conveyed was very full—
a most important thing in such reports.  There were
some delinquents who failed to send in returns, and
their neglect was forcibly though nut unkindly com-
mented on.  In nost respects, the facts presented
showed that this very valuable and hopeful part of
Church work is being prosccuted with faithfulness,
diligence and zcal. Among the recominendations
made, speaial importance was wisely attached to the
teaching of the Shorter Catechism. .

‘The Report on Temperance was less full, not
frem any fault of the Convener, but from the inex-
plicable paucity of the rcturns. ‘The most expert
workman in our own days, no more than in former
times, can make bricks without straw. Considering
the difficultics with which the Convener had to contend,
‘his work was well done.  He was able to report
gratifying progress in the advancement of the Tem-
perance cause, the valuable aid rendcered by Presbyter-
ian ministers and people, while justly and gencrously
acknowledging the good work done by otlers. Though
not a matter of statistics, it was not the least interest-
ing statement in the report that an anti-Scott Act lec-
turer had said that he would rather mecta grizzly bear
than the Rev. John Smuth on a platform.

The Report on Sabbath Observance, by Principal
Caven, was compact, lucid and pointed. It was a
mexlel of neatness and brevity, covering all essential
poiits, and condemning in cfiective but temperate
ternus the attempt of certain newspapers to issue Sun-
day editions,

The Cooke’s Church case was one of absorbing and
painful interest. A solution of the grave difficulties
was thought to have been found by the Presbytery of
Toronto, but their decision was appealed against.
Partics were heard at considerable length, although
the discussion that followed was briefand by no 1acans
exhaustive. The address of the Rev. John Kirk-
patrick in support of his appeal was unsparingly
severe in its indiscriminate denunciation. Itis to be
regretted that he assailed honoured and csteemed
fathers whose praise is in all the churches, It is
only just to him to add that he subsequ ntly expressed
his regret for the manner in which he had spoken of
themn, and in extenuation explained that it was their
action in his case, not their personal worth or high
character, on which hereflected, and that hehad been
goaded by long-continued irritation. The gentlemen
representing the Session also said some very severe
things of the minister of Cooke’s Church.  Principal
Caven’s speech in defence of the Presbytery’s decision
was very forcible, but also very calm. It was obvious
throughout the prog: . of the case that if feeking was
carefully suppressed it was at the same time very in-
tense. It is a most serious thing when the well-being
of a congregation and the standing and reputationof a
talented and able Christian minister are at stake,
The case, however, is not yet decided and to indulge
in profuse comment on an important matter sud Fudice
would be manifestly improper. The earnest desire of
all who love the prosperity of Zion is that a just and
righteous decision may be rcached.

THE RUSSIANS AT THE GATES OF HERAT. DBy
Charles Marvin, (New York: Charles Scribner’s
Sons ; Toronto . The Standard Publishing Co.}—In
every public crisis there 1s sure to be a plentifil crop
of catch-penny publications which would have no
chance of circulation but for the prevailing excitement.
This book docs not beiong to that class, Itisby an
author who has enjoyed exceptional opportunitics of
knowing whercof he speaks. He writes with caution
as well as intelligence.  The book, well and carefully
printed, is in paper covers and published cheaply.
It gives an intelhgent explanation of the present
Anglo-Russian complication and the causes that led
up to it

CANADIAN METHODIST MAGAZINE. Edited by
Rev. W. H. Withrow, D.D. (Toronto: William
Briggs.)—This is an ably conducted and most intere
esting magazine. There is much variety in its con-
tents.  Care scems to be exercised not only in what
is admitted to its pages but in what is excluded.
Thete is nothing to be found in it cither wearisome
or prolix. The May number opens with a graceful
and graphic paper from the editorial pen, descriptive
of “Venice from a Gondola” Among other note-
worthy contributions may be mentioned: “Illustraticns
of the Harmony between Scripture and Science,”
“American Indian Literature,” and the *Indian
Problem,” by Rev. Egerton Ryerson Young. The
magazine is handsomely and profusely illustrated.

THE PuLrir TREASURY. Edited by Rev. J. San-
derson, D.ID. (New York: E. B. Treat.)—This
monthly—valuable to ministers, students, Christian
workers gencrally, and admirably suited for family
realling—has completed its second volume. While
undenominational it is distinctively evangelical in its
tone. The sermons in the present number are con-
tributed by Rev. Frederick D. Power (of whom there
is a portrait and an engraving of his church in Wash-
ington), William T. Findley, D.D., Rev. J. L. Harris
and Dr. Thain Davidson, of London. The outlined
sermons are on vital topics by noted divines. The
other contents of the number are varied and useful.
The announcements for the new volume indicate that
no effort will be wanting to make the Pwipit Treacury
still more worthy of the great success to which it has
attained.

OBSCURE CHARACTERS AND MINOR LIGHTS OF
SCRIPTURE. By Frederick Hastings. (New York :
Funk & Wagnalls ; Toronto : William Briggs.)~This
suggestive and instructive book is an admirable illus-
tration of the oft-repeated remark that the Sacred
Scriptures are a mine of exhaustless wealth to the
diligent student. Mr. Hastings has devoted close at-
tention to those minor characters whose names ap-
pear in Scripture narrative, but are often over-looked,
The heroes of Holy Writ arrest universal attention ;
but less conspicuous characters de not always receive
the notice they deserve. The author has selected
many such persons of whoin wé' sometimes get little
more than a passing glimpse. He has carefully
analyzed their characters wd the suggestive lessons
they afford. A number ofthese papers were originally
contributed to the Homiletic Magasine, of which Mr,
Hastings is editor. To thesc inthe completed volumne
now issued he has added others. Readers will find
the book helpful in thought, feeling and duty.

DARWIN AND THE I'iVINE PURPOSE.

1 should like to say a few words upon the theory of de-
velopment duc to Mr, Darwin, 1 have never thought, and
1do not now think, that his theory is in iuc "ast degree
inconsister:t with Divine Purpose and Desipn.  But then it
must be properly understood, with all its facts cleasly as-
cutained, and with all such language climinated from it as
shuts out from our view the obvious purpose and the pre-
arranged directions of the path vchich development has taker
in the history of the world. My own sirong impression is,
that thereare a gzeat many scientific men in the world who
are a great deal more Darwinian than Darwin himsell was.
1 have seen some letters published in scientific journals from
which it is quitc obvious that the writers rejoiced in Darwin
simp"s because they thought that Darwin had dispensed with
God, and that he had discovered some process entirely in-
dependent of Design which climinated altogether the 1dea of
apersonat Creator of the universe. Now, it so happens
that I have some means of knowing that this was not the at-
titude of Mr. Darsin’s own mind.  In the last year of his
life Mr. Darwin did me the honour of calling upon me in
my house in London, and I aad a long and very interesting
conversation with that distinguished observer of nature.
Darwin was above all things an observer. e Gid not pro-
fess to be a theologian or a metaphysician ; it was his work
in the world to record facts, so far as he could see them,
faithfully and honestly, and to connect them with theosies
and hypotheses, which were constructed, at all events, for 2
temporary convenience, asall hypotheses insciencemust bebe-
fore being proved. Butin thecourscofthat conversation 1 said
to Mr. Darwin with reference to some of his own remarkable
watksupon ** The Fertilization of Orchids” and upon * The
Eanthworms,” and vanous other observations he made of
the wonderful contrivances for certain pus| in nature~I
nid it was impossible to Jouk at these without secingr that
they were the effect and the cxpression of Mind. 1 shall
never forget Mr. Darwin's answer.  He looked at me very
b1d and said: ¢ Well, that ofien comes over me with
overwhelming force, but at other times,” and he shook
his head vagucly, adding, ** itsccms to go away.” Thisis
exactly the language which we have cxpressed in a reinark-
ble passage in the book of Job in which that truth is ex-
peessed which cvery Christian holds, that in pature we can-
20t sce the Creator face to face, and that there 21c difficul-
ties and veils between Him and the visible methods through
shich He sorks.  ** Behold I go forward, but le is not
there 3 and backwazds, but 1 cannot perccive Him; onthe
icft hand where e doth work—but 1 cannot behold Him ¢
He hideth Himsclf on the right hand that]l cannot sec Him.”

INTRODUCTION.

‘Timothy. - For his own sake and for the very tender love
with which Paul reparded him, Timothy has always been a fav.
ourite character.  He was born at Lystra ot Derbe—the son
a Creek father and Jewish mother.  He was not fur some of
cause circumcised in infancy, but was faithfully taught nthe
Scriptures by his mother Zuriee and his grandinother Lois.
He was converted under Paul’s ministry during the first
visit Paul made to these cities. The next visit, he was
chosen as a companion in labour, on account of the good
reputation he bore in all that region, and he proved himself
worthy of his good name.  He was, more or less, constantly
the companicn of Paul to the end of his life. At times we
losc <ight of him for long intervals, as for example, during
the imprisanment at Cresarea, the disturbance in Jerusalem
and the journcy to Rome. At ather times he is the messen-
ger bearing letters to the churches and bringing word of
thair welfare to the Apostle.  He was with Paul in Rome
when he wrote the cpistles to the Ephesians, Colossians,
Philippians and Philemon—~his name being associated with
that of the Apostie in the salutation of cach,

The tsaditional view isthat th Apostle, after his first im-

risonment, visited the Church. of Asia again, accompanied
{:y Timothy, whom he left at Ephesus to watch the interests
of that Church, winlst e himself went into Greece. He
found, huwcves, that the penod of his absence would be
longer than he expected, and he wrote this first cpistle to
Timothy frum Corzneh, 1n order to strengthen his hands in his
worh, This gave ongin to the suppositon that Timothy
was the first Bishop of Ephesus, which 1s not likely, as it 1s
universally admitted that John took up his abode there.

Contents.—The Apostie reminds Timothy of the purpose
for which he was Ieft—to correct what was amiss.  He then
refers to the heresies that were springing up; the conduct
of women in the Church ;. the appointment and maintenance
of presbyters and deacons, etc. It is full of tender allusions
to the relation in which Twmothy and Paul stood to each
other, which was not so much disciple and master as
father and son.

EXPLANATORY.

1. A Sure Way of Salvation.—Ver, 15,16. In order
to understand thesc verses it 1s necessary to understand the
preceding.

The Apostle gives thanks that God put him into the
minstry, showing him mercy notwithstanding the fact that
he had been such a bad man—a blasphemer, ete.  And not
only did the geace of Christ show him mercy, but it was zery
cbundant wn the degree of fauk and love bestowed. The
thought of all this makes lus soul fill with emotion, and be
adds ver. 135, as of he smd:  *“There can be no question
about the fact that Chnst Jesus came to save sinners when
Hc did all this for me."”

Faithful Saping, cte.— God has said it;it has been

roved in many cascs pre-eminently minc—all may accept
it without hesitation.

Christ Jesus came, clc.—In the lesson on Phil. ii., we
saw what Christ was é¢fore He came and what He deame i
order that e might save sinncss.

If the Gospel were cundensed to une sentence this verse
would be it: “* Any or cvery sinnercan be saved who will
cometo the Saviour, for e has already saved the Chef.”

I am Cricf.—This was Paul's estimate of himself, as
clsewhere he said : *Who am less than the least of all
saints.” {Eph. m. 8.) ** I am the the least of the Apostles,
who am not meet to be called an Apostle.” (1 Cor. xv. 9.)
The morc light men get, the better acquainted are they with
the deceitfulness of their own hearts. See the great hum-
liation and decp depression of many of the brghtest Chns-
tians : Brainerd, Payson, Duncan Mclntosh, ctc.  Itis that
clear insight into the sm.are of the fearfol pit and mury clay
that makes us appreciate what Christ can dofor us.
