The evening w~as devoted to, the ustial Missionary meeting,
lield tItis ycar in the Synod Hall, as the experiment of engag-
ing the larger room of Queen's Hll had flot proved satisfac-
tory. Anîong the speakers annouinced 'vas the I3ishop elect
of Quebec, and much curiosity wvas eNcited concerning him.
A genial bearded face, lieaming through spectacles, wvas at
once identified, îvhen Bishop Bond, folloived lîy the Bisho.pý-
of Huron, Nova Scotia, and Nassau ascended the platform.
Mr. Lariviere of Sabrevoie, wvbo before now lias preached
in our church, was the first rpDeaker, ani gave an interesting
account of the movement among French Roman Catholics,
and the remarkable resits which the presenit bas shown, and

,the future promises. Mhen came the turn of Mfr. Dunn, and
blis first wvords coînpletely gained the heart of the audience.
Perfectly simple, speaking only of bis Englishi experiences as
a parish nîinister, fulîl of hunmour, but withouit any of the
anlecdotic smartness of the ordinary platform. orator, above
ail, by a deep anid persuasive piety breathing through every
syllable, made ail feel that England lias given, and Catiada
lias receive(l, a gùod man.

Among other sp-eakers; the Bishop of NKassau gave an anius-
ing accouint of bis own diocese, and the difficulty of leaving
and regaining it in unfavorable weather by means of small
schooners. flic Bishop of Nova Scotia concluded the meet-
ing by a characteristie address, as full of mingled' fun and
pathos as ever he could combine in the course of a fifteen
minute speech.

Friday wvas a '"quiet day." The great conference Wvas
appointed for Saturday, and only the usual report upon
Domestic and Foreign M issions, read in the prescnce of the
Bishops, relieved us from tedium. One little incident in the
niorning, liowever, caused some amusement. Among tlîe
topics provided was that of Divorce, concerning irbicli Canon
Partridge lîad a report and a proposed canon. He cluly
appeared on the platform with a bulky nîanuscript, but just
on the point of beginning to read, the point of order wvas
raised tîtat tbis report lîad neyer been referred back to, tlîe
Committee itself. T[his objection was fatal, and the amiable
Prolocutor conînîunicated his ruling to poor Canon Partridge,
whoc liad to, retire, mnanuscript in hand, and ratlier îred in face.

The great day of the Synod was Saturday -vhen the con.
ference of both htouses took place. Bisliop Kingdon for the
first tirne appeared among the members of the upper house.
The MUetropolitan (Dr. Lewis) asked the assembly to decide
as to the advisability of limiting the extent of speeches, and
suggested ten minutes as the limit. T[bis wvas promptly
acceptcd, and the President opened procecdings by earnestly
deprecating any speeches on the general question about wvhich
it w'as certain titat ail were agreed. In tbree hours, with a
brief adjounîiment, the conférence took its course. '[le best
speeches, -ithout question, wvere those of the l3ishops of
Huron, Nova Scotia, and Niagara, of Dean Carmicbael,
Provost Body, and Dr. Langtry. One of the representatives
of Rupert's L.and (Dean Grisdale) made au excellent speech,

wlîile blis compaaiion, Canon O'Meara, illustrated ratîter tîte
power of clothing fianiliar ideas witli many words. A clergy-
mani from the diocese of Niagara signalized hiniself by a
remarkable v'igour of utterance, somewbat out of proportion
to the occasion anI tlîe subject. As uisual, the lawyers filled
up the renîaining inargin wvitti their ready eloquence. At
tlîree o'clock Bishop Kingdon rose to speak, and wvas uvel-
comed by the bouse wvith cries of I'Fredericton," but the
liour lîaving come, Bisbop Lewvis rose and declarcd tlîe con-
ference at an end.

M[be net result of tlîe conférence was a clever comprelien.
sion of points at issue, the assurance tîtat M\onitreal would
not inflexibly stipulate for tie abolition of the Provincial
systeni, :.nd tlîe unmistakable impression tîxat the Gener-al
Synod %vouild in time become an accomiplislîed fact, even
thougli its accomplislîmcnt migbt flot be so, speedy as its
friends rnay hope at preserf..

Suinday -%vas not a day of -rt for ail dIelegatcei. T[le Cathe-
dral %vas crowded in tîxe morning to îvitness tlîe consecration
of Dr. Dunn who, preached in the evening to, an almost
equally large congregation at St. Jame.ý'. Our Fredericton
delegates were not left as peaceful auditors, as tlîey wvould
doubtless have preferred. Canon Brigstocke preached 3t St.
James' in the morning, and our rector at St. Martin's. T[le
various popular preachers, like tlîe Bislîops of H-uron and
Nova Scotia, attracted large congregations.

The Synod nia)' be regarded as having been peaceful and
useful ; nothing ivas achieved of hxistorical moment, but many
questions ivere useftully discussed, and lielped forward to an
ultimate solution. (.les.
