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ENGLISH TEACHER'S NOTES.
BY EUGENE STOCK, ESQ.

In my note on the rich man and Lazarus,
last month, 1 observed the startling differ-
ence between that parable, with its solemn
revelations of the hie, to corne, and an
ordinary biography, which ends with its
hero's death and burial. The gospel histories
of the life of Christ present a similar phe-
nonsenon. They begin in very different
ways ; two befure his birth, and two with
the opening of his mini 4ry; but they ail end
alike, in this respect, that his death is flot
the Iast chapter in anv of them. Nor are
the concluding chapters essays on the pust-
hutous influence of ose whose career has
just been closed by the committal of bis
hody to the tomh. If they were, what kind of
posthumous influence svould they have to
describe ?They could only picture the
estemies of Jesus exulting at having got rid
of him at last, and his followers stupefied
wîth grief and despair. A more complete
failure than the career that looked so promis.
ing could scarcely be imagined.

A good many critics in the present day ask
us to, amesd the Gospels in this sense, and
attribute Ilthe latter legend of the resurrec-
tion " to the heated fancies and irrepressible
enthusiasm of Mary Magdalene and the
other women! Yet how do the plain un-
adorned narratives of the evangelists cIe-
scribe these womnen? Why, as having only
one very modest and matter-of-fact desire,
to, anoint, according to the usage of t he
time, the corpse of him whom they regarded
as once for aIl "lamong the dead." Not
mucb of heaîed fancy in that !And their
sluggisb minds were presently startled by
the angel's rebuke,<see ver. 5 of our chapter,)
"Why seek ye the Living One among the
dead ?" One of the critics just alluded

to <Matthew Arnold) writes, in melodjous,
but intensely melancholy, verse -

Now be is dead ;far hence he lies
In the lors Syrian town;-

And on bis grave, with sbining eyes,
The Syrian stars look down.

Ah, no, one might say, the Syrian stars
know better. They "«seek not the 'Living
One among the dead ; " they know their own
Creator. Bot indeed this matter lu a serious
one for os teachers. IlIf Christ be not risen,
then is our teaching vain, t Cor. 15. 14.
And it isa good thing, as wconte to.the last
chapter of any of the Gospels, to Iay stress
on tbts fart, that the very saute writers froto
wbom we derive the knowledge that the
grave of Jesus is Ilin the lors Syrian town "
affirm, cvery one of them, that Il He is flot
there, but is riscs, as he said."

ln almost ail the twenty-two lessons on

Luke's Gospel which we are now com-
pleting-certaisly in twenty of tbcmn wc
have had incidents or discoarses wbîch he
atone records. Once more let us observe
how much we shoald hase lost if osly the
other three gospels had been preserved,
precioos as they are, and thank God that
this Gospel hasbees hasded down tous too.
One thing we shoald have bust would have
heen the beautîful episode in its account of
the nuesn Saviomr which bas been choses for
our present tesson. We cas imagine, as 1
bave before ssggested, Luke making bis in-
qiiiries amiong " eyewîtsesses " in P'alestine,
(chap. 1, 2, 3J> comisg ;icross Cleopas, and
taking down from bis lips the stoîy of that
meinorable walk over thîe hilîs of Judea.
And the fart that it was l.uke, and not one
of the others, who was gaided by the in-
spiring Spirit to enshrine it sn bis narrative,
is the more interesting because it fits in s0
well with the geiîer.l scope and design of
bis Gospel. If Matthew also shows us the
King-Messiah, and Mark the untiring Ser-
vant of the ILord, ard John the Son of God
who was the ligbt tnd the lire of men, Luke
shows us the sympathizing Friend and
Saviour. In almost ail these twcnty-two
tessons this aspect of Christ's work and cha-
racter has becs conspicuous; and now we
close witb a picture of the rises Jesus as the
famîliar companion and patient instrrtctor
of two unknown disciples in the hoor of
their hopeless sorrow.

Look ut him in these two characters.
i. As ft fî;sîdiarcoimpantion. It is vcry

noteworthy how the Stranger, unrecognizcd
as he is, ut once wîns their confidence. One
would suppose il very bard to win just then.
Thc eleven apostles themselves, 'nly three
days beforc, had ail forsaken their Master
and fled, leaving hito in the rude hands of
bis bitterest focs. Ose of thein had actually
disclaimed aIl knowledge of bim for fear of
sharing bis fate. And on this very cvening
we find themt gathering under rover of the
night within closcd doors "for fear of the
Jews." And yet bere we have two thoughts to
a perfect stranger coming out of the very city
where il ail happened. And this, too, befoie
their thoughts began to "humn witbin them"~
under the influence of bis conversation. At
hais very first question-a kindly one, but
baving no apparent reference to the subject
of their anxious rolloquy-they let it ail out,
and in tbeir absorbing love for their dead
Master imagine that no one in .lerusalem
ran have any thing to îhink or talk about
but hlm. Where, îhcy think, ran this sol-
journer have been, even amosg rrowds at
Passover time, that he does flot instantly
guess what wc are discussing ?
