Perhaps it is the example of the
House of Providence that has
made others feel the sting of re-
p,roach, if not the warming influ-
ence of charity. We believe, though.
we-speak subject to correction,
that the other city hospitals were
<oerced into the exclusion of con-
sumptives by the example of the
General Hospital, If this be so the
-other hospitals could not very well
help themselves, but the exclusion,
regarded in any light whatever, is
a very marked indication of «the
spirit of selfishness-that rules mod-
2am life. It is doubtless true
ciough that if consumptives be
placed in hospital wards near other
patients of low vitality and all
that, say for instance typhoid pa-
tients, the conditions would be dis-
tinctly dangerous. There is, how-
ever, on.the other hand the exam-
ple of the famous Brompton Hospi-
zal in London, which is devoted ex-
clusively to the treatment of chest
diseases. That hospital stood -out
agaiust ali the.stress of.the selfish
paﬁic about consumptives agoused
By the discoveries of Koch, and
though the hospital 1s, as we have
said, devoted eclusively to  dis-
eases ‘of the chest, they have never
been able to detect a single case
of infection there.

Irish and English Unionist jour-
nals would like to see something
happen to Sir Wilirid YLaurier be-
cause hic honored Mr. Johu Red-
mond aud re-aflirmed the faith in
the Home Rule cause upon the oc-
casion of the recent Otiawa de-
monstration. A Canadian writes a
sensible letter of sarcastic protest
to The Dublin Mail, a typical anti-
Irish "journal, and The Daily Irde-
pendent makes the following com-
ments upon -the letter:

In another’ column we publish an
interesting letter from a citizen of
the Dominion of Canada, who,
while' @ temporary resident in our
midst, has, chanced to sce the ex-
traordinary comnents  of certain
Unionist journals, both here and in
London, o recent occurrcnces  in
his country. According to the pa-
pers referred to, the Canadian Pre-
mier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, and his
colleagues in the Cabinet displayed
a grave lack of political wisdom in
taking part in the splendid recep-
tion accorded Mr. John Redmond
in Ottawa. Our correspondent
very properly points oit that the
action of the Canadian statesmen
referred to was the result of cor-
rect perception of the position oc-
cupted by Mr. Redinond as chair-
man and leader of the Parliament-
ary tepresentatives of this coun-
try. Uhited as Cauada is to Irc-
land by-many ties, it was eminent-
ly right and proper that the occa-
sion of Mr. Redinond's visit should
be seized tpon by the most promi-
nent.exponents of Canadian politi-
cal opition to make clear the fact
that their sympathy and that of
their-fe}low-countrymen is heartily

‘extended, to our people in the pro-

longed conflict which they are car-
rying on for the recovery of the
constitutjonal rights of their coun-
try. In this fact lies the true sig-
nificance. of the Ottawa incident,
and it is the merest nonsense for
Unionists to try to obscure its
actual importance.

LLATIN A UNIVERSAIL LANGU-
AGE.

A correspondent of The € ‘~tific
American puts forward a plea for
the thorough teaching of ILatinin’
oll colleges, in order to restore it
to its rightful place as the inter~
national language of cultivated Jeo-
ple.  The subject is an interesting
one, and the writer in The Scienti~
fic American says nearly all there
is to say in his short letter, which
we append:

“I started a movement eight,
years ago to restore Latin as an
international toague of.cultured
people, Latin being an internation-’
al tongue by the fact of its being
taughit in all secondary schools of
the world. That ~raduates of cul-
leges do not speak it is the fault
of the methods and teachers. That
the schools do not lead in nractical
things generally but flit aboutiam-
ong fads, etc, I need rot explain to
yout. It is the outsiders, pra.citxcali
people of thought and knowlexdge,_'
who invent or lead great ;move-
ments. There have been numerous
attempts at devising a  ‘“‘umversal
language,” but-they all failed, be-
cause the products were no ‘langu-
ages,' France, Germany, Austna-
at
work agitating the same question.
The English, unfortunately, cherish
the idea that their language will
conquer the ficld. This conceit,
which only delights the ignorant
(for he would need no learning :and
still win the prize), is onc of the
causes why England is so detested
by all races. In the United States
we have just closed a Pan-Amen-
can Exposition with a sore failure.
A Pan-American Congress is in ses-
sion in Mexico City, which will also’
fail in the end, wrecked on the an-
of the Latin nations
against the Pan-Anglican aggres-
siveness.
