FA [IR TRADE.

'T'lie Canadian Protectionists are begin-
ning to discover that, whatever may be
the merits of. a protective policy for t.heir
own country, it is not their interest that
it should be adopted by otier nations, and
more especially by the one which receives
the great bullk of Canadian exports free of
duty. It seems that our protectionist or-
gans have only encouraged the advocates
of the new movement in England. in the
hope tlat the Free ''rade party in Canada

nay be damaged by flie cknowledgment
that free trale lias been a failure in Eng
land. They do inot anticipate an imne.
diate change of' policy in England, and
even if a duty were put on ouir breadstuffs
Ive should be no worse oll' than before.
And then "I oui taril is permanent, and
" will not be changeil. We can take care
"of ourselves." Thissounds well, but wre
must not lose sihlit of tlie fact tlit the
fair trade moi emniii iit c-iginated wiîh
Canadian delega tes fromt our Domnii on

Board of ''rade, and tlîat the princilal
plank in the platforim is "Cumiercial
Union ' between G eat Briljin and her
colonies, on the basis of eaclh giving to the
other reciprocal advantages. Great Brit-
ain was to admit Canadian ment, bread-
stuffs, &c., duty free, chairging duties ao
similar products froni otlher cointries, and
in return, Canada wans to admit Britisl
manufactures free of dîuty. In flie test
of lhe resolution adopteil itL the fair
trade convention is the fiolloiviing expres-
sion:--I absolute freedoin of trade

19throughout the whole ciiråt-." We'
hold that such words are susceptible of
but one construction, anil we ure l'oven-
tured to point out the inconsistency and
folly of the protectionist party in) Canadi
encouraging the party which professes
sucli sentiments. On the othier hand, the
Canadian Free 'rladers would obtain a comi-
plete triumph by the success of the new
party, as regards trade with Great Britain.
Our own opinion is just as strîong agaiist
Commercial Union with Great Britain as
with the Unite:1 States. Sitated as we
are, e cannot afford to give just cause of
offence to our neiglibors by refusing to
put thein on the footing ,of I the most
favored nations." 'The inevitable conse-
quence would be the adoption of a re
taliatory policy by *the United States
towards Canada, and the consequences
would be more serions than the advocates
of the " fair tiade I' schieme can imagine.

etfct. his policy would render com-
iercial treatties unnecessa ry. T1w French
systein of liaving two tariffs is nianifestly
selish and unjust. If the establislied friee
trade policy of England pernitted retali-
ation, she could bring France ta terms in
twenty-four hours, if that nation refused
toadmit hier exports on the footing of the
nost favoreil nations, and even Canada
could obtain the same privilege by adopt-
ing the saine course. France lias never
given Canada any advantage in lier mar-
kets and, in view of the fact that she has
comniercial treaties witl the principal
coninercial nations of the vorld, she has
neot the power ta do so, and yet she lias
refused Canada admission ta her markets,
unîless on condition of an alteration of
lie Canadian tariff for ber special benefit.

'l'ie United-States las but one tariff foir
aIl nations, but France admnits all United
St:tes exports under ber conventional
(aiif vitlout requiî'ing asan equivalent a
reuUction of the duty on French exports,
vlicli would not be listened to for a mo-

ment, if denanded.
'l'le only coiiceivable motive for the

t mentînant ta vhich Canada lias been sub
jected is the notion tliat there is a senti-
menîtal feeling among the Frencli Cana-
liais which vill cause then ta submit

ta any degradation to which France may
subhject tlem. As ta the English treaty
vith Fance, the latest accounts aire more
enicoag'"inl, and it seeis to be the
general opinion that if the concessions
vhicli are deaianded should be made

thee vill be an cnd of the '' fair tracle
agitation, which was stimuIated by the
refusal of France ta renew the, treaty
negotiated by Mr. Cobden. Whatever
nay be the result, Canada lolds winningcards, and, being quite free ta adopt a
retaliatory policy, has only ta decide in
favor of the hold, but equitable liolicy of
placing a differential duty on the exports
of lIl countries that refuse admission ta
helr exports on the terms of the most
favoVed nations.

THE MARI.TME.BANX
We announced in our last issue that

the sharehbolders of the Maritime Bank
bad at their late meeting rescinded the

resolutions previotisly adopted ta go into
liquidation, and wve have since learned
that the Bank actually resumed business
on the 3rd October, with a Neiv Baardu.of
.Directors, consisting of Thomas Maclellan
(President), Jereniiahl 1arrison, lobert
Cruikshank, John Il. Parks, Dr. Le B.
Botsford, John 'l'apley, and Howar D.
Troop. The new arrangement, it is gratify-
ing ta ind, lias been made with the entire
sanction of the old clir'ector's, who resigned
One by one, wvith the exception of the
President, Mir. Maciellin, their succes-
sois being elected iii the same manne'.
'lie ninth and tenth calls on the stock
have been already made. Dr. Botsford
vas elected Vice-President and the Bank

is now receiving deposits aid doing a
general banking business, and there is
reasonable ground for aniticipatiig tlat it
%vill have a fair measure of success and.
siîare in the geneial prosperity of the
eountry.

THE PACIFLC RAILWAY CO MPA NY'S
LKND.

It is very gr'atifying ta find by the re.
ports received, bath fron visitois ta the
North West, and from other sources, that
the anticipations w1hich mvere formed as
ta the managementof the lands, under the
contract of the Pacifie Railvay Company,
arc likely ta bc realized. No effort is
being spared ta îesti-ain speculators from
preventing the actual settlement of the
countiy, in the manner that %vas .but too
prevalent in bygone years in the old pro-
vinces. Welearn that the Coipany bas
establisied a land agency in -the city of
Winnipeg, and that Mr. \leTavish, chief
facto' of the Hudson's Bay Conipany, is ta
be their Land Comnissioner. The assist-
ant Cominissioner is Mr. C. T. Kendrid,
formerly Chief ClerIk of the Northern
Pacific Land department in St. Pahil. It is
reported that aver 1,50 applications have
been received, the land repiesented by
them amounting ta about 750,000 acres,
or 500 acres.each. The claims of ail bond
fide settlers in railvay lands vill be
rècognized, and they will be allowed ta
purchase on the Company's advertised
terms.

The price of the land will be $2,50 per
acre one-sixth cash, and the balance in
five equal annuel instalnients. 'hee are
str'ingent conditions of actual setlement,
vhich prohiibit the cuttingof vood except
what imay be required foi' fuel, fencing ai'
buildings. For eve-y acre of land brought
under cultivation within four years, a re-
bate of one half the cost ivill be.allowved.
There is a condition tht the Conpany
shall be allowed two hundred feet foi' right
of way in the event of any branch raihîoads

passing tlhrough the land of any settler, a
condition that w'ill be most cheerfully
conplied vi tIi. .The arrangements of the
C. P. R. Co. for the settlement of their
territories in the North West contrast
most favorably with those under which
Upper Cânada was settled. In bygone
days the actuali settlers were discouraged
at being surrounided with vacant lots
ovncd either by non resident speculators
ai' inclided in the reserves, vhether crovn
air clergy. The land regulations of the
Pacific Coinpany will, ive have no doubt,
lead ta the early settlement of the im-
iense territory which under the agree-
ment sanctioned by Parlianent bas been
placed at thleir disposal.

THE LORETTE PICNIC.

The deionstration on the 29th ulto. at
Lorette, which isdescribed by the Govern-
ment organ, as lThe Political Event of
theSeason," vould be deserving of public
attention, even although it lad not been
attended by three ministersof the Crovn.
'le meeting, whicl ivas organized in
honor of Mir. Caron, the minister of mili-
tia, and member for the County of Que-
bec, seeis ta have been very numerously
attended. The Ministers of Finance and
Custons the Quebec Ministers and a
nuiber of the members of the House of
Commîîonîs and of the Quebec Legislatuîre
were present, and speeches were made by
Mr. Caron, Sir Leonard Tilley, Mr. Chap-
leau, the Quebec Premier, and Mir. Mac-
kenzie Bowell. 'l'he demonstration seeis
ta have been specially French Canadian,
as the address ta Mr. Catron referred.to
his acting in concert vitli " lis illustrious
colleagues,' Sir IIec tor Langevin and Mr.
Mousseau, which, it must be admitted,
ivas i'ather a slnr on the other Quebec
Minister, the Hon. John IIenry Pope, who
is senior ta two of the French Canadians.
We hope that there is no significance in
the omission of the name, and in the
absence of the Minister, whose presence
miglit have been expected.

The first speaker was Mr. Caron, and me
shall endeavour, as far as our limited space
will permit, ta notice those parts of bis
speech in vhich he referred ta general
politics. In strict accordance with the
uniform tactics of bis political allies, Mr.
Caron attributed the depression in trade
friomr licliCanada in common with the
United States, and the vorld at large,
suff'ered so severely, ta the Mackenzie
Government, while the revival which bas
been likewise felt in the United States,
without any change of commercial policy,
was, in his opinidn, entirely due ta the new
tariff. It is a comforiting doctrine, and it
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will be fortunate, in case:Mr. Caron's an-
ticipation should be realized, and his
party be crowned with victory in 1883, if
it should escape the period of depression
which will most assuredly followy the pres-
ont prosperity. Mr. Caron male an
announcement of considerale public
interest, but which cer'tainly was a depar-
ture froni established usage, in Canîîadla, as
well as in Great Britain. This was that the
tax on tea and cofle wouîld be taiken off
next Session. It will dotihtless be inter-
esting to the importers of those articles to
have sucli long notice of the intentions of
the Governent, but wev Ioublt whetler
the precedent whicli lias been establislied
is a iwise one, and hl ether il inay itoL lead
to compilaint lereafter, if tho Gverin-
ment shouild omit to disclose lo the public
six noiths in advance vliat changes hey
conteiplate in the iinport dLtiC. Mi.

Caron rofcrred to the prosperouîs state o?
the reveinue, to tle incrcase ii the Savings
3ianks deposits, to the iiprovemîent in the

canais, to the prosperity of th e shipping
trade, wIIich latteL, accordiig to tle best
information ive have been able to obtain,
ias notjisified in citing.

Sir Leonard 'illey fdllowed Mr. Caron,
and, Ir. Goldwrin Smith will be surprised
to learn, made no concealment of his
'Protectionist views. Ife, lille iMr. Caron,
imputed the I desperate condition " of
the country during the period of depres-
sien te the Ministers of the Crown, and
took aIl ,he credit of the revival to him-
self and his colleagues. Ire didl not deny
that good crops inay have had somne influ-
once, but thought it stiange that good
crops caime when the Conservatives were
in olice. Ire gave as an illustration, that
tLhere iere certain captains of slips,.
kniown as liicky captains," and tlat ship-
pers liked to entriuîist tieir ships to hlucky
captains. Sir John Macdonald being a
licky capt.ain, the cotsntry would do ivell
tO keep lii. Rcferring to Mir. Blake's
visit to tlie IaritiIne Provinces, Sir
Leonardl tlouIghît that the Governient
owed iiin a Ldebt of thlanks, as lie hail
driven a large iîiniuber of people into the
ranks of the Liberal Conservative party.
Jie said that Mir. Bjlake waîs in favor of
fr'ce inteicliange wîitl the 'est or the
world, which was whiat the Conservative
party wan ted, and hall been trying for
years to attain. Sir Leonard Ivrelt at
oie length on the reciprocity treaty

and its ab'ogatioti ; on Carada's patience
iu wait-ing l'or ils reneival i and om the
retaliatory policy at last adopted. HIe
then discussed the duîties on iinî'nu-
factures, and miaintained that the effect
had not been to raise prices. H e illîus-
trated, this by refe'rinîg to woollens,

cottons, and, finally, sugar, ail which he
maintained were supplied at prices as
low as when they were imported.

Mr. Chapleau followed, but said little
on Dominion politics, beyond an endorse-
nient of the National policy. He denied
that he hald endeavored to sell the Q. M.
O. & 0. Railway in Europe ; lie extolled
Mr. Senécal's management of that road,
and said that the receipts last minth had
been $90,000, against $45,000 in the pre-
vious year. His own Government was
one of Il peace and harmony."

Mr. Bowell's speech was chiefly in
praise of the North West. Hle mentioned
is a remarkable fact that 19 out of 20
of the settlers there are Conservatives,
while those in Dakota are readers of the
Globe. le mentioned that there had been
nunerous applications for farmste tohe
C. P. R. last week, from bonàide settlers.
Mr. Coursol and Mr. Vallée likewise ad-
dressed the meeting, which seens to have
been a great success.

FREt 'IT'ADIIR.

'l'le opinions of Col. Clarke, as promul.
gated in the Chieago Tribunic, were ob-
viously intended to produce an effect, and,
in view o[ the position which lie at present
occupies, are iell deserving of attention.
As a prominent adherent of the Reform
or Free Trade party ve looked with inter-
est for his viewrs on the I National Policy,"
which it is quite evident his interrogator
beolieves in fromn his mode of )uItt-iig his
question, " Are your reforners yet satis-
"lied with thle national policy ? Is it not
'' better to foster your resources and ad-
" vantages than to throw open your doors
" to thi vorld, and be snotherel by what
a cones in, wlile Yoti can get but little
" out.' Mli. Phipps hinself could not
have framed the question better. Col.
Clarke's ansver iwas in substance tliat for
yeairs Canada must impose high customs
dties or resort to direct taxation, which
latter sle will not do. A high tariff is a
necessity, and if it can be so arranged as
to aflibrd what is known as Il incidental'
protection to manufacturers, it is proper
te give it "i The first object, however, the
Colonel added, is revenue, and as Canada
Ivill not repuidiate and has assuned a
buîden far beyond ber means, sel must
tax those goods which are likely to yield
tlie greatest return. The reply evidently
was considered unsatisfacto ry by a narrow
protectionist who returned to the charge
thus "I should think no people,especially
4yours, ivould vant to be simply a nation
" of clodhoppers and timber bewers, and

" let others do their manufactuing.
4 Young men and women will suit their
4 wants and tastes, and seek diversity of
"employment in a neighboring country if
4 they cannot have it in their own." In
reply the Colonel denied that the Cana
dians were a nation of cload-hoppers or
timber hewers, but already do niucli of
their own manufacturing. "With the ex-
" ception of printed fabrics, they already
" manufacture the whole of the cotton
d goods required by them; wvith the ex-
" ception of dress goàds nearly the iwhole
"of their woollens, and aready they
Smake silks suitable for ordinary wear.

In hardware they seek for little beyond
' their borders, while in crockery they

are comparatively independent of the
" old world. * * * The Canadians are
" not asleep, and have ceased te resort to
" foreign markets for more than ialf of
" what they use in daily life." The
Colonel lias exaggerated not a little the
extent of Canadiai manufacturing inuls.
tries, but ho lias been on the wliole patri-
otic, and lias net said much against the
" national policy,"' whose warinest sup-
porters claim for iL that it gives I iciden-
tal protection."

Asked as to the systeim of agricultre,
ani the farner's piospects for the future,
the Colonel replied:

After stating that the present year's
crops aie above the average and excep-
tioially good in severail localities, Col.
Clarke, in reply te a question regarding
the Guelph Agricultural College, gave his
opinion in tlie follow'ing ternis

Col. Clarke pronounced this a vexed

question." " Canada," be said, " suffers as
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i much from intemperance as any of the

" States, and good men are as anxious to
u find a remedy." Hle, himself, does not

believe in "prohibitory laws," but thinks
astringent licensed law preferable, such as

that in Ontario, the result of which is
a material improvement in the social

status of our liquor-sellers and less drunk.
enness than formerly." Ile thinks tlat
the fact that the license liquor-seller is an

interested informer against the illicit
trader renders hirn more likely to give
effective aid to the autiorities than a
total prohibitionist. He thinks that the
political influence of the liquor-seller is
much less in Canada to-day than it was
ten years ago.

POLITIOAL AND SOoIAL WANTS.
We must bring our notice of this very

lengthy but interesting dialogue to a con-
clusion vith the extract relating to the
above topic. It is strange that the Colonel
should take such a gloomy view of the
debt and of Dominion resources when a
surplus of over four millions has been
announced, and likewise a substantial re
duction of taxation.

Il What doyoti consider necessgry nowv for the
happiiess and prosperity of the Canadian pen-
ple as te their social ant political wants? Is
not the burden of public debt a pressing and
ti retenýiing one? ?l ý 1

"This is'a vide question, and I do not know
tiat I can give a specific answer. Legisiative
reoibrm cones as quickly as required; our edu-
cational interests are well cared for; eur manu-
flîctires rire profitable ; our agricultural re-
sources are well developed; our timber-limits
are net yet exsatistel, and in our minerai re-
souices we have a vast source of wealth. We
ail v1owing, and, permit me te say, as rapidly
as any State of the Union. We have rooi
enough; our great want is people. A more
comprelensive system of immigration is called
for, and the staiesman who cln most success-
ully grapple wi th this question will best deserre
the gratiliude of Our people. Our future will
largely depend uîpon lis character. If it comes
front Great Britain, British conniection will
contiie for many ears. If it is largely Irish
or German,it independence will net be many
years distant"

But what about your public debt? Would
it not bu as great a blessing te get rid of tint
as te secure a larger share of immigration?"

" No you have nie. The public debt is be-
coining very burdensoeme, and how to meet lis
deiand is the great financial conundrum. It
is indecd beyond the strength of our resoirces.Ituteember titis lu a Dominion debt, Ontario
being coinparatively frie fron the exactions of
interest. The Dominion, instead of diminishing
lier debt as you do, goes deeper into it year by
year. The ouîtlook li tîjis respect is soiewliat
gtooiy."

THE BOARD OF TRADE.

The quarterly meeting of the Montreal
Board of Trade was held on the 4th inst,
when the President, F. W. Hlenshaw, Esq.,
read a statement of the work of the coun-

cil during thse past quarter. Referring to
the instructions to the council te oppose
the telegraph amalgamation, the Presi-
dent poiriter out that the question was
befere the :judicial tribunals, but that it

was satisfactory te know that purely
Canadian lines were rapidly being con-
structed. le reported that the Govern-
ment.was taking steps te secure the in-
spection of the hulls of steamers and te
limit the number of passengers te be
carried. The Government had been un-
able to meet the wishes of the merchants
regarding the customs oaths as fully as
they desired, but considerable modiflica-
tions in the forims were agreed te. Re-
garding the Iarbor Police it was stated
that the order to reduce the force
hadl been countermanded. The strilce of
the ship laborers was deplorable only te
the men thenselves, and had led te the
breaking up of the Union. TIse propriety
of erecting shears on the nlharf to enable
vessels te discharge heavy articles of
merclandize was referred te, and some
discussion ensued as to the expediency
of their being made portable, which vas
advocated by some members of the Board
and which seems highly desirable. A
resolution of condolence on the occasion
of the death of President Gaifield vas
carried. The vacancy in the Council was
fillei by the election of Mr'. George A.
Drummond. Mr. B. Coughlin complained
of inadequate representation of the iard-
ware t'ade on thie Council. There ias a
fair attendance of members.

ASSESSMENT INSURANCE.

Among hie subjects discussed at tIhe National
insîrance Convention beld recently in Dètroitj
lichs., wus that of Assesment Insurance. hir.
Ji L. Clnrie of Massachusetts, tIhe president of
tie Convention, said tlat' it involves interests
of such import and magnitude as to'demand
soCe proper and effectual ýiystem of accouinta,
bility te the governirent untier wvhich it existe.
lie added:

"Ils rapid and growing extension, and tli
great and increasimg number ef people of al
classes and conditions, whose interests are di-
roctly and vitally aflectedby its pierinaneney or
failure, render it especially importenat thait
complete history of its plans and results shouild
be collated aid continied for the information
andi protection of the commîunities in"wliel
nembership is solicited This would be substan-
tially in accordance with English'practice, un-
der which, as the outlcomé of a Parliàitentary
investigation, the friendly societies'aiid'similar
organizations are ield responsible te Govern-
ment supervision,

It is thtereforo rigit and.necessary tat all or-
ganizations providing by assessment for!the
payment of benefits te ttheir; members, or te
their dependents should b. irequiredi at least
annually, te make correct certified statements
of their condition and transactions te the insur-
ance departments. These shoild then be faith-
filly and impartially tabulated and. recorded.
If objection bo made, tlie trutliful response may
well b thiat, in the comparative'darcness anid
obscurity which envelope th bnisineàs franstc-
lions of assessment insurance is found certainly

ene of its greatest dangers. If it can stahd liglt
and history it deserves indorsement and suic-
cess. Meanwhile, the protection of the pepole
against tie possibility of imposture during. the
pendency of its trial becomes the plain and it.
perative duty of the State.

One of the grave evils complained of in.con-
nection with tihis systen of insurance is that in
the absence of legal restraint and accountability
in most oftie States tiere are left open to un-
scrupulous manipulators a multitude 7of oppor-
tiunities which tempt resort even te criminal
practices in order te sivelitheir fraudilent
gains. Among the mere recent developmetsof
this character is the levy of assessments ou ac-
count of the death of persons.wbio nevér aven
ield a policy or certificate of membershijsjin
such association; and,.worse yet, assessments.en
account of lhe. alleged! death ofpersons!still
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known and recognized as anong the living.
Thlese and similar revelations are by no meanis
plleasant; but it is a satisfaction to know tliat
thoy do not attachi to any honest organization.

But with the existence of such practices by a
few unprincipled managers, it would be a great
and-miiiifest injustice to denounce ail assess-
ment or co-operative associations as fratids.
Many of themin are working honestly and legi-
timately under logislativesanction,and have full
riglit to its protection. Certainly lu Nassachut-
sotte, not a single organization of this clans
existe by law or by charter from the State, whlich
li open to any charge of mismanagement, and it
may be said of tlem, and to their credit, tat
they are heartily in favor of legislation holding
thein responsible for the integrity oftheir trans-
actions. It is not true, as sometimes chaitrged,
that assessment or co-operative associations
generally work ipon theignorance or crodulity
of the public. Their nembership is made up
largely fron thebestand mnost intelligent classes,
and in many States froin those prominent in
public and business relations.

The current history of the assessment or co-
operative planis clearly indicates :

First-Tlie growing denand for and tle evi-
dent need of insuîrance of soume kind by the
niasses ; and,

Second-A prevailing conviction tlat this
want lias not as yet been fully and satisfactorily
met by the regular life insirance plans.

But wietier the plans adopted by the co-
operatives are best calciulated to imîect such
wniits, or whether they have in them the cle-
mets ofîsuccess and perniatuence, it is not novw
incumbent on us tu inquire. Wlither such be
the caise or not, the necessity for supervision
over their transactions is fully apparent."

MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES.

THE Canadian Picific Syndicate have given
a contract for all the locomotives tait the
Kingston Locomotive Works can bild, before
the 1st Mîl\y next. The Syndicate's engineer,
after a close inspection, lias accepted the stand-
ard built by the company.-A new enrgine for
the Credit Valley Railway was to have beeoi
forwarded this week. They will complete hie
contracte for this tailvay in Noveinber next.
'The company is crowded with orders, and are
employing their full comeilciment of worknien.

BIESste. Meakins & Sous, Hamilton, are
building on King st. east a large brick build-
tng for thei mainufacture of brushes, etc., wliicli
will accoimodate fully 150 workmen.

PrnAitrs no botter answer, if indeed ain
anser wore required, côild be given to Labou-

IonIdenît:-" Reports from nearly 100 different
localities for the years 1877-80 show that the
average yield of potatoes bas beer 394, 398, 392
and 318 bushels per acre respectively ; peas, 32,
34, 32J and 38ý bushels per acre. But this is
accounted for by he fltact liat the soil is so rich
that vinlesgrov too rank. Barley for the samne
years, 40î, 36, 371 and 41 bushels pier acre;
cats, 57., 59î, 58 and 571, bushtels per acre. The
coimparison.alis to ots between Manitoba and
somte of lie Anierican States is as follows:
Manitoba, 57 bushels per acre ; Minnesota, 37 ;
lowa 28; Ohio, 23. The wicat crops ofMani-
toba and the bouindless empire w-hich stretches
far away to the niorth and west of \iniiiîeg
nuet bc the test which intending emnigranils
will aplily to ftie counitry. I have hefore me
reports for four years froni nearly 150 localities,
and tley show the following averages: 1877,
2U6 bushels; 1878, 263 ; 1879, 26î ; 1880, 29A. In
comparison with the above, the folloiving are
the average yields of some of the principal
wheat-growmg States lin lte Union : Minesota,
17 bushels.per acre; Wisconsin, 14; Pennsyl-
vanial 15 ; Massachusetts, 16. The average

wheat yield, then, in iis Northwestern Province
is 26 bushels per acre; 1,000000 acres will pro-
duce 26,000,000 bishels of wheat. The imagina-
tioli stanids appalled in ils endeavor to conten-
plate the inconceivable possibilities of this
country. The ground is barely scratched as
yet.'

CONCENTRATION IN BUSINESS.
A writer in ftie Economeist warns merchants

and others against engaging in business for-
eign to their legitimate vocation. Successful
business men, he claims, are of a conservative
nature. Like.skillful genernls, tliey mass tlcir
forces in solid colorons instead of tinning ranks
in trying to cover a wide area of ground. Solid
battalions resist snccessfull ihe tierce on-
slaughts of tle .enCmy and win the day, while
woak colîumnS go down at lie first charge of
the bayonet. Merchants who concentrate their
energies ard tulents ipon ticir legitimate
business and let ouîtside matters alone, keep
thoir affairs well in hand, and are therefore
foritiied agatinst sudden disaster. Wlhen tley,
hiowever, begin, in addition to selling mer-
chandise, to go 0int ouitside speculation they
weaîken their torces and try to cover to much
ground. A merchant cannot run a store anîd
farm safely side by side, either ftie onle or the
other will sutler. Dry goods and silver mines
do not nix well together wlhen ile sane hand
guides both. A collision dotriniental to one or
both interests will sooner or later occur. A
manifacturer should notattempt to raise sheep
because he uses their fleece in his mill. [ls
business is to sec that out of every pouînd he
buys lie turns out as many yards of as it.is pos.
sible to do and produce a good fabric. Here is

enough ýo oclipy his time profitably, witbout
i,- 1ng land and going into sheep hinsbandry.
W'ili many business men ihe trouble ta not so
much in muaking money as to keep it when it is
made. They are of a restless temperament
never satisied, awn-ays on the1 qui vise eager for
sp ecilation and ready to dabtble in ouitide ven--
tures. They speculate in stocks, take a ven-
ture in grain or pork, risk ]argoly in wool or
cotton, and always villing to subscribe hand.
somely or ithe shares of gold or silver mines.
Sucli mon lack the power of concentration,
With divided mind, divided energies, and
divided capi tal, they are scattored over too wide
a surface, and at the first wave of a paie theygo down into insolvency and financial ruin.

Not s flite business man who steadily pur-
sus his legitinmate occupîation. le hîusbands
his resoirces of energy and capital, lie gathors
reiiewed strength with thei profits of every year,
lie looks ahead fur breakers, and is fortified
with a good baik accoint wlien disaster
threatens the commercial world.

Coiiservatismn in business does not allow of
trade far exceeding the bounds of capital sue-
ployed. Here is also a source of danger. It is
nevrl safe to depend upon outside aid to float
an exteîided btîsmîî: se. The danger nay be de-
layed wlien the crops are splendid and the
country prosperoîs, but sudden reactions oecur
frequently in trade, and money grows tight aiid
capital timuid. li such seasons th!e business man
who lias attempîted to cover too nuch ground is
oflen forced to the wall. liad lie kept lis trade
ider wise control lie would have passed safely
through the sudden fluirry. Credit and charac-
ter are both important in commercial affairs
and are secured only ilrougli vell directed con-
servatismn. For a man to succeed ho must con-
contrats his powers and abilities, mark out a
safe, straiglit fitme anîd steadily pursue it. He
vill find that in the long run tait one pureuit

furnishes anple scope for all his energies, and
if wisely followed will bring appropriate re-
ward.-St. Louis (frocer.

XEEPING TBE BOOKS.
We suppose there is no poertion of the country

mercban t'e business to whicli so littl attention
is given as to his book-keeping. It is ofton left
to on of tue boys or youîng men, who nay he,
buit -io iusuially is not, a correct arithmetician.
The systei is uîsually single entry-a systom
that should be abolished ftrm every business
because of ils utter unreliability. Jf the book
keeper nakes his figures right, it is all right :
but if they are wrong you tiave nîo means of
knoving it. There is no tell-tale in a set of
simgle entry books. You may lose lindreds
of dollars by wrong extensions or footings, and
never know it. If the books are kept by double-
entry, and monthly trial balances made, no
îistake goce funoticed. The trial balance ii
te telI-Itale or' cruor.

We remeiber bcing called utpon, in a far
Westerii town, hefore the ivar, to adjust a set
of.books for a firni doing a very heavy country
business. We found they hald no account, or
even a menoranda, of the anount of money
contriibuted by each partner. They had a hard-
somle set of books, with everything beautifully
wvritten and ruled, but it was all a delusion
and a siuare-at least one-lialf of the accounts
laid errors in then. They had no merchandise
account, no exiense accoiunt, and no cash ac-
count. Af a man bought. fifty dollars' worth
they chuargedit to him, and if lue paid twenty
dollars, they gave him credit for it, and tiat
was aIl. Theoy had no means of knowing how
muich they hlad bought, without taking their
bills and adding thten up, as no entry et all vas
moade of cash puircliases, and many puichases
for cash vere paid tor out of the drawer, and
no entry made either way.

These men were what ls called good busi-
lisse "'en ; they alwaeys sold at a profit; they
had a big trado, anîd were apparently making
mony ; hut they failed and we believe it vas

llargey due to single-eutry bookkeeping, which
allowed the errors to pass unnoticed.-Ex
change.
