‘Onusoswan—I have called upon yon agsin,
Mr. Marshall, hopiog that it may be convonient
this winter's evening to have another conver:
gation with wyoun on the subject of Christian
Unity. :
Drssuntse—I shall be very glad of some
farther disoussion with you on this important
subjeot; for I must confess, Mr. Clayton, that,
after giving sll the consideration I could to the

fore me, I have still many difficulties remain-
ing in my mind.

C.—But 1 suppose that you agree with me
g0 far ag to think that the unity of all Chris-
tians is a blessing most earnestly to be desired
and prayed for.

D.—Yes, certainly I agree with you as far

- 'C.—And do you not also sgree with me in
thinking that this unity is divinely enjoined
npon us ?

D.--Well,] am inclined to believe in this
aleo. At lesst, I believe that it would be agree-
able to our Lord's will that all His disciples
should be perfectly united together.

C.—If g0, ought we not to do allin our power
to fulfil that will?

D,—CQertainly.

C.—Aund if so, do you not think that our
Lord must have given us the means of obtain-
ing this unity ? Must He uot have perfectly
provided for the unity of His Churoh on earth
by means of the precepts and the institutions
which He has given na?

D.—I oan hardly doubt it, I must confess.

C.—That iz what I meant when I said that

present grievous state of division and separa-
tion, we must go buck to first principles.
“There is, and there cau be no other possible
way by which we may hope to regain the
precious blessing of Christian Unity than thia.
‘We must first of all humbly asknowledge and
-copfess the evil of our present unhsppy ard
unchristian like atate of dis-union; #nd ther
wo must endeavor to nuderstand «hat are the
essential and fandamental principles and bonds
of unity which are lsid down for us in the
Word of God. In our last conversation I asked

For our
present divisions, I must confess, do csuse and
keep up a good deal of irritation and ill-feel-
ing amongst Christiaus.

C.—Yes. Asnd the present divisions of Chris-
tendom are bringing in upon us an overwhelm-
ing flood of unbelief.

find them in those two great SBacraments of the

Gospel which have been ordained for the use
of every member of the whole church on earth
by our Lord Himself ?

D.—Yes; I am willing to agree with you
there, becanse I do think that the Sacraments
of Chrigt are certainly of divine obligation. If
our Liord bas enjoined anything upon sll- His
dieciples, He has certainly enjoined His Sacra-
ments, So that of course we ought all to be
united in them and by them,

C.—1I think this is quite certain, Mr. Mar-
shall; I am glad that we have this common
ground, Without these Holy Saeraments of
Cbrist there caunot be any such thing as Chris
tian unity amongat us. If the Sacraments of
Christ do not bind and keep us in unity, what
olse 0an ? They, al any rate, must be of the
very esgence of our Christian unity upon earth,
Apart from them, surely it is vair to hope to
bave any such thing as true Christian unity
amongst us.

D.—Bat I don't see, Mr. Clayton, what use
yon can make of this for your purpose. Be
onuso Dissenters have these Saoraments as wel)
a8 Charchmen.

C.—There I am very sorry that I am not
able to agree with yon; unless you can prove
to me that any persons who please, or any
company of people who like to form themselves
into a new sooiety, have both the liberty and
the power to administer the Sacraments of
Ohrist. I csunot believe, Mr, Marshall, that
such self-assumed liberty or power is good for
anything. It seems to me that it is contrary
to the precepts and the institations of Christ;
and therefore I fear that all suck pretended
Sacraments are not true or valid ones, Bat
the reason of my believing this will appear
more olearly if you will consider the three
principles and bonds of unity which I wish now
to put before yon. :

D.—Whioch then is the first one ?

C.—You oan eesily tell yourself, It is, and
it must be, of absolute necessity, the Holy
Sasrament of Baptism.

D.—Why do yeu say so positively that this
must be the first principle and bond of Cbris
tian urity ? ‘

C.~-Becauso Christ Himself has made it to be
80.

D.--How do you prove this ?

C—Can may man admit himself, at his own
pleasure, into any sooiety ?

D.——Nao, of courss not. He must be admitted
by some officer of the society who has received
authority to admit new members.

O.—That is quite certain. And therstore the
Divine Head of the Church has Himself made
t e Sacrament of Baptism to be tho means of
admigsion into His Church, ard has committed
the administration of il to the mivisters of His
Church 1o the end of the world, This He did,
yon will remember, just before He ascended to
the throne of His kingdom. By virtne of the
pew power which was then given unto Him to
be '* Head over all things, to the Church, which
is His body” (compare St. Matth, xxzviii, 18
and 19, with Bph. i. 22); our Lurd then com-
manded, not (mark) the general body of His
disciples, but only the eleven whom He bad
choren oat of that body, all who should believe,
in all nations, in all ages, even ‘o the end ;
promising to be Himaelf with them in .this
ministration “ alwaye.” So, on the Day of

And 8¢ the Lord added others also
daily to the Church (Acts ii. 47). - .

D.-~Were sll who believe then baptized?

C.—Wae read of none who were not. The
Apostles, we may be certain, nevor forgot the
final commission whioh the Lord gave them.
And they weuld. then understand that ssying
of our Lord’s, that nore cozld * enter” into the
new kingdom of God, that is, into the Charch
of Christ, except by this one entrance, viz.: by
means of this baptism, “by water and the
Holy Ghost.” (8t. John iii. 5) For as St
Paul writes, *“ By one epirit are we all baptized
into one body.” (1 Cor. xii. 13) And in ap-
othbr verse he writes to those of the Corinth-
ians who had been baptized, “ Now ye are the
body of Christ, ard members in partioular”;
telling them all, you see, that they were made
in their baptism members of the body of Christ.
whioh is His Church, (because “in particular,”
means, one by one, or individually). And in
his Epistle to the Ephesians slso, St. Paual
places this ** one baptism” in his list of seven
of the most fundamental artioles of Christian
unity, So that as this holy Sacrament never
changes its esgential nature, it is, -you see, 8
divinely constituted meane and bond of union
for all nations and for all times.

D.—What do you say then is its essenmtial
natare ?

C.—In few words it is striotly this: In it
the Holy Spirit grants us the gift of member.
ship in the one body of Christ.

D.--By the body of Christ you mean, I sup-
pose, ihe visible Churoh of Christ wpon earth,
consisting of both bad and good members ?

C.—Yes; this body of Christ is certainly
what you esy. Because the Saorament.-of
Bapiism, which alone is the door of entrance
into it, -maFks us sll outwardly and visibly,
and forms us therefore at once into a visible
rooiety. Just s at Corinth, the Corinthians
who were baptized were formed at once into a
new visible society or brotherhood in that oity,
which was ‘“ the Churoh” ,at Corinth, So thst
it is quite an incorrect and very uuseriptural
way of speaking, to speak of an invisible
church. For no such chnrch exists on earth.
The faithfol members of the church do not yet
form any distinot body, as yet they are known
only to God.

But yet, Mr. Marshall, we should not confine
our idea of *‘the body of Christ” only to that
which is outward and visible. The Church of
Christ has an inward and spiritual constitutien
in Christ, as well as an outward and visible
constitution in this world. He, the Lord Ie-
carnate, you know, is now our second Adsm.
The inward and spiritual gift of our baptism is
chiefly to be thought of as this : that it makes
us verily amd indeed, (not in & mere figure
only,) members of our new Divine Head,
wmembers of the second Adam, Thus it is that
the body of Christ is reslly and esseatially con-
stituted. He Himsolf is the Divine Head of
the body, and we who are baptized are the
members of the body. Thus you see, Mr. Mar-
shall, the special gift of Christisn baptism is
infinitely great. Avd thus it is that our baptism
is of necessity our first divinely ordained meaus
and bond of wpion. By our baptism we are all
made members of one body, whether we are
New Zoalan ders, or Hottentots, ot Hindoos,
or Americaps, or FEoglishmen. Thus the
Church of Cbrist is designed to unite all man-
kind into ore new brotherhood, the family of
the seoond Adam. So that if we have a properly
instructed Christian faith, we shall ocertsinly
esicrm this bond of uuion far above all earthly
bonds of upnity. To be a mewmber of this or
that buman family, sssociation, kingdom, or
nation, is as nothing in comparisan of that
membership in the one body of Christ which is
given us in baplism,
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" D,—You certainly seem to put this point be-
fore me into & new. light.” I must confess I
never sAw the value of .my baptism go before,
Then you mean to-eay, do you, that all who
are baptized do really form one brotherhood,
all baving Christ, the second Adam, for our
new Divine Head ? '

C.—Yes, certainly, Mo is the one living and
life giving head of the body, and we who are
beptized are the individual members of it
Wherever they went the Apostles of -Christ set
up this new brotherhood, In every heathen
city, such as Corinth, and Ephesus, and Rome,
snd Philippi, & new visible society was formed,
which was the church in that city. The com-
pany.of the baptized in each place constituted
the body of Ohrist, or the church, in that place,
and all these branohes of the church were
united in one under the Apostles, who ordained
ministers to carry on their work in every city,
(Aots xiv, 23.) Here then you see, Mr. Mar.
ghsll, Christian unity, in the fellowship of the
Apostles of Christ, was at first provided for and
constituted. In each place there was one body,
one gociety, one church, Ia the case of the
churoh at Corinth you read how very severely
St, Paul rebuked the spirit of division as soon
a8 it ever began to appear, and how he com-
manded that there should be “ no divisions"
amopgst them, but that they should be all
“ perfeotly joined together.” To break the
unity of the churoh at any pliuce was one of
the greatest Rins a member.of the ohuroh could
commit. So that we read of the first belicvers,
that they “continued steadfastly in the Apos-
tles'fellowship.”” Now-a-days, indeed, any per—
gons who please think that they have both the
liberty and the power io form a new sooiety in
suy place, and then to call it a church, whieh,
of course, is the complete sin of echiem, and
the destruction of Christian unity. Just as if
some of those baptized Corinthians had the
power or theliberty to ‘“separate themselves,”
and to form another sooiety at Corinth, Could
they rightly have made another church at
Corinth, do you think ? Could they have still
been in ‘‘the fellowship of the Apostles ?"
Could they have any valid sacraments? Could
they have pleased the Lord in so doing? Is
not the very idea of more than one church
in one place quite unseriptural and anti-Chris
tian ?

D.—Waell, it's certainly a pity, 1 do think,
that all who call themselves the disciples of
Christ are not united in one society in each
place. )

0.—This unity is completely provided for, if
weo will only keep the institution of Christ, and
not put humen inveutions into their place.
The * one baptism” has been divimely ordained
on purpose to be the one door into the Church
of Christ, and so to unite us all into one so-
ciety. This “ one baptism” onght thersfore of
ocourse to be felt by us ail to be the only divine
ly institnted means for admitting us in Chris
tian unity and fellowship; the divinely ap-
pointed bond of church memberchip. Tt ought
to be to us all a very strong principle and s
ery powerful motive, binding us &ll in one
body; for it is & means and & body of union,
both visible and invisible, ruch as there is and
can be none other like it; iaving been given
us by God Himself whin manifest in the flesh
~ here upon earth.

If we do not think much and maks much of
this divinely inatitnted bond of church mem-
bership and mesns of Christian fellowship, we
cansot rightly have the least hope of ever
regaining the precious blcssings of Christian
upity any more. :

D.—As yon say that this iscnly the entranoe
into church membership, and the first bond of
Christian unity, will yor now explain what
you think is the second chief bond of unity ?

C.—You can yoarself casily tell what it is,
Bat I think, Mr, Marshall, I ahall tire you, if I
say to you to-night what I wish to say concern-
ing it.

present most unhappy and sinfal state of dis-
union is mainly owing to our want of seeing
and using rightly the meaps and bonds of unity
which have been thus divinely given uns.—

CONFIRMATION.

Tae Ourwarp Rirs.

- Q. You say that you onght to be confirmed,
bacause Conflrmation—the Laying on of Hands
—is & rite of divine appointment. How is this
proved 7

A. 1, Our Lord promised His Aposties thut
the Holy Spirit, who was to come after His
Ascension, would lead them into all iruth, and
during the great forty days between His resur-
rection and ascension, our Lord himaelf ¢ gave
commandments” to them, and spoke ¢ to them
of things pertaining to the kingdom of God”
(Actai. 2 3).

2. Vary soon after the descent of the Holy
Spirit, on the Day of Pentecost, (probably
within year) we read that the A postles, hearing
that certain people in Samaria had received the
word of God, and had been baptized, sent St.
Peter and St. John to them, ¢ Who, when they
were come down prayed for them, that they
might receive the Holy Ghoat”: Then laid they
their hunds on them (Acte viii. [7) It is clear
that this was the spegisl purposs for which
they had come. A similar circumstance is re.
corded of the Apostle St Puul at Ephesus
(Aots xix. 6 )

And yet wo are not told anywhere that the
Apostles instituted this rite, s8 we are told
when they iostitated the Order of Deacons
(Aot vi.-2-6)

The Apostles simply adnfinistered the rite as
though it was & knoun and recognized institution.

3. It seoms almost impossiblie noi to conolude
from this circumstance that the rite of Laying
on of Hands was one of the things concerning
which our Lord gave instrnotions to His
Apostles.

Buat, even if it was ot ordained by Christ
Himeelf, a rite institoted by the Apostles who,
we believe, acted nnder the direct guidance of
the Holy Spirit, may properly be eaid to be of
divine appointment.

N.B.—We gather from the instances of
the administration of the rite recorded above,
two facts ooncerning the outward rite—

i. That the Laying cn of Handa was n in-

istered after baptism,

ii. That while baptism might be ministered

even by deacons, the * Laying on of

- Hands” was restrioted to the bighest ofder

of the ministry—then, the Aposties.

Q Was Laying on of Hands a well-knows
sign of spocial blessing amongst the Jowa ?

A. Yes, It was used—

1, aa a sign of blessing (Gen. xlviii. 13-18);

2, to wansfer guilt (Lev. xvi. 21);

3, to impart healing (8. Mark v. 23);

4, to convey spiritual gifts: and

5, a8 a sign of being net apart to God's ger-
vice (see Num. viii. 10, xxviii. 18; Dent
xxxiv, 9).

So our Lord took the litule children in His
arms, and laid His hands on them and blessed
them (St. Mark x, 16).

And just 88 ** baptism,” which had besn used
in the reception of prosslytes was elevated by
our Lord iuto & Sacrament of the Gospel—the

Hands"” was now fsade the outward sign of the
conveysnce of & great apiritaal gift. :
Q. Yon pay that *' Laying on of Hands"
is reokoned, in the Kpistle to the Hebrews

(vi. 1), amongst the ‘“ prinoiples” or * founda-

tion” thinga of the dootrine of Christ. But how
do we know that it is tAis rite to whioh allusion
is there made ?

A. The only other Zaying on of Hands used
in the Christian Churoh was for ordination to
the minisiry (Aots vi.

Biskop Hall well says:

Dare any Christian presume to asy thut the
Apostle—the great and wise master bailder of
the Churoh—mistook the foundation whereon
he buili? or dare any one presumptuons soul
single this one article from the rest, as merely
ternporary, when !l the rest arv granted to be
of eternal use ?

The reason why these are selected as  funda-

The Resurrection and Judgment ave tha first
motives whivh awaken men to become
Christians ;

Ropentance and Faith are tho firat require-

“ principles” being 88 ‘ necessary.” The reason
is probably that the Holy Eunchariat belongs
rather to the ‘‘perfection” {o which we are to
go on. The Apostle is * here ocontrasting
those two ordinances which convey for the
first time a new character to the soul, so that
thoy oannot be repeated with those other acts
which aro repeated oontinually thron:hout the
Christian course."—From Manual of Confirma-
tion, Masters, :

The Rev. A, Murphy, of Hartford,
gave & review of Missionary effort in Canads,
sod in varions parts of the world; speukiog
with force and interest. The Rev. W.J. Taylor,
of Mutchell, said that while his church was not
in 88 growing community 88 was that of Si
Jumey’, its head, in the past year, come up from
the position of fortieth in the Diocese in Mis-
sionary giving, to the seventh, He then pro-
ceeded 10 give a very graphic account of the
progress of Christ's cause thronghout the world,
with most interesting and vivid references to
the ioner life of the Chiness. The Bishop closed
the meeting, which was & very profitable one,
with the benediction.

gste the interests of Miesions had not proved
satisfaotory, and that they had for tho last two
years thought it besu to tall back on the old
plun, There was nothing so deep and true as
sympuathy, and the old story of the man Wwho
wenl on his.way 1o Jericho ozght to awuken
thought. So many people did not care to al-
tond missionary meetings ; they were the priests
and Lievites. The meetings were held to make
peopleteel that there were other lives that hived
aud otber hearts that beat and needed their
sympathy and sapport.

Rev. Arthar Murphy, of Watford, spoke for
some length on Missions, home, domestio and
foreign. His description of ‘the condiuon ot
the Lrooese of Muvkerzie River under the Right
Bev. Dr. Bompas was most touching. 1n s
country where for twenty lopg days -be sun
does not shine. He teld hawm.the gates o Jupan
were Lhrown open to missionaries attes v fluel
had been sent there by the United Statesnnder
Commodore Perry on uccount ot the abuses
imposed upon some chipwreoked sailors, Afriva
with & populstion of 200000010, wus oul.ed the
white mau 8 grave, becsuse thoy could not stand
the olumale, bat lavingsione went there aud
penetraled it, carrying with him the Gospel.
Blauley bad prerced right through this Dark
Continent trom Zauzibur 10 the mouth of the
Oungo, but he did not see & dieciple of Jesus
Christ or one who.had heard anyuning of him.

Rev. Mr. Tuylor, Rootor of Mitcheli followed
remaskiog thus like the heroes of the charge
of the Light Brigude he shonld have some piiy
exlendca tu him since there was canon (O lhe
right ot him, canon to the lett of him, andience
in frons of him and Bishop behind him. His
disoourse, like that of the previous ‘speaker,
was replete with incidents in the lives of taith-

ful wiesionaries, Cbina, with & populatien
equal to 140 Cunadas, was given & very promi-
nent place. He described the wretohed condi-
t'on of the women, who are considered as ani
wels, without soul, and very pathetioally related
s converted mother's grief who had been allowed
by her husband to keep her danghter until the
infant wag three monthe old, Coming bome
one day in an angry mood, he called for & tab
of water and drowned the child before its
aolher’s eyes. It was eleven years ago since
the fist Christian church had beon erected in
Eomatsu, Japan, the foundation of which was
onilt of stones msed in aloning Christians to
death, The speskers appoaled for help by
prayer a8 well 8s pecaniary aupport. Io the
chance] of the churoh were Dean ILones, Rovs.
Canons Evans Davis, Richardson and Smith,
and Rev. Mr. Sage.

DIOCESE OF QU APPELLE.

Our Messenger, Qa'Appelle, the Diocesin
Paper, has in its last number the following
artiole on Pablic Schools in the Northwest from
the pen of Bishop Anson who saysi—

Is there no alternative between the present

decidedly unsatisfactory system-and the entire
secularigation of all scchools which some people
are loudly advocating? Ali who have the wel:
fare of children at heurt, must feel that it is &
grievous wrong to them to deprive them of
that which is undoabtedly the most important
part of a true edocstion—the training of their
wmoral nature, which muet be founded upon
religion, Nor is it only for the sake of the
children themselves that we should desire for
them a souud religious education. The fature
welfure sud prosperity of the pation mnat
depend upon the character of those who will be
its future oitizens ; and their character, in all
homan probability, depends upon the training
they rcceive in their childhood.

The prosperity of a nation will undoubtedly
be in proportion to its religion. We.cannot
expeoct the future generation to be honest, jast,
teathful, God-fearing, if the tesching they are
given in their childhood leuds them to think
(as & mere secular education must do) that us
long a8 they oan acquire what is usefal Lo ** get
them on in the world” this is all thut is neces-
sary for them. All care must be taken that
they are well supplied with worldly knowledge;
they may do what they like abont scquirmng
spiritosl wisdom. How different is this from
the teaching of our Divine Mueter, who has
said One thing is needful, and that * ono thing”
was the care of the sonl. Alus!alas! for the
divisions of our Christisnily that nave mude it
possible for Christian parents to be vontent
that religion should be exvluded from the edu-
ostion of their ohildren, or that, at most, it
should be relegated 10 one day out of seven,

Cannot some arrapgement be come to be
tween the various religious bod:es so that this
great buon of a religous educsiion may be
secared, for our children and for cur nauon?
Some sacrifice mes¢ uodoubtedly be reqaired
before any such arrangement could be wude;
bat onght we not to be willing, for so good ao
end, 0 be ready to make some sacrifice of what
we might consider the more perfect way.

Now, one thing is quite ceriain; Lf rel:
gious tesching in uny form is to be atlomed in

conscience clause, providing for the withdruwal
of any chud whose parents do not wish the
ohild to receive such instruction. No ooe
wishes to impose any reiigions teaching on the
chidren of parents who do not sgree there-
wi h. But tnis being granted, why should not
the olause forbidding ull religious instraciton
be repealed, and one subsutated allowiog any
religions instruction that the trastees of any
parucn:ar sohool may ugree to, but confining
it to the first half-hour atier the meeting of the

sohool. There ar’ many places ip the Ter-

Iritories, in country districts, where the setilers.

our schools, there must be & very siringent

are almost entircly of one religious persussion.
Why shonld such places be preciudes iiom giv-
ing full religious instrustivn according to their
faith, provided that if there bappen 10 be two
or three others they can bs withdrawn?

Again, in places where the pupulation would
juwuty the watublihment of more than oune
school, why should nut tho privilege now ac-
oorded only to Roman Oatholics ot estublishing
a ‘' separate schuol” be given to any religious
body ulike, of course under proper regulations
as 10 grants to be received? 0

Some may 88y that this would only intensily
our religious differences; but this is not reully
tho cuse. The religions diferences are there,
and capnoi be ignored. The children, just as
mach 48 parents, go apsart 10 worship on San-
dusy. The establishment of such schools wonid
only ensnble the childres to he instructed, in the
ord.nary courso of their instruction in other
mutters, in that reilgious faith whioh their
purents hold. .

Unce more, would it be quite impossible to
frame & course of religious ibstruction that
would be definite a8 lar as it goes for schovls
where it i8 impossible to have separate schools?
The four religicus bodies thut may be said,
practicslly, to comprise all the Euglish speak-
ing people unow in the Territories, are the
Church of England, tho Presbylerians, the
Methodists, and the Roman Catholics, The
points uporn which these bodies are agreed
touching the Christiun faith are really fur
more numeryus sad more importunt than thoso
iu which they differ, If only represontatives
irom all thess bodies sould be got wogether and
would agree upun the maximum—nol the
mivimum—o! religious trath that might be
waught to the children, s very valuable buxis of
nstruction might be tormed, The higher and
more distinct:ve truths might be then left for
the instrastion of our o©ldren in Sunday-
schools. We should then be dealing with our
children, muvh as the early Church did with
cateonunmens, that is, with those preparing w
bw received us Christisns,

Qur objestion, which is 8 very stroang one, to
what 18 ordinsrily termed & * non-seotarisn’
system of religions educsation is its utter tn-
definiteness When we have to eliminite what
18 peculisr 10 uny religious body it is impos-
sible to eay what we muy fairly veach; bas if
we endeavor to get as large as possiblo un
amount of what 1 common 10 the teaching of
ar least the four above-mentivned bodics, wo
might snocsed iu obtaining & very fuir amount
of tundumental tratbe ; it would sarely include,
st sl events, the Apostles’ Creed, tho Liord's
Prayer, aod tho Ten Commundments, and
Cuurchmen would not complsia it these could
be aught in all schoois, But uny hope of sue
vess 1n suoh sn endeavor is probably too
vislonary.

which the circumstancss of their several mis-
sions will admit, Carried unanimously.

The afternoon was devoted to the considera
tion of the irregular payment and non-payment
of portion of stipends promised by congrega-
tiops. This snbjeot introduced by Rev. P. G,
Robicson evoked experiences from seversl
members, The resnlt reached i found in fol-
lowing resolution, moved by Rev. W. Evans,
geconded by Rev. P. G. Robinson, Thst owing
to the difficallies encountered in many of our
missions in securing the honeet and regular
payment of the quotus of stipend to be pro-
vided by congregunuions, the Bishop be reqaested
to take into consideration the expediency of the
ocironlation as a leiter amongst the members of
said coogregation placing before them as
slowly as possible their duty in this maiter,
Carried, .

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

Ohureh Life says of * The Weck of Prayer’:

The ‘ Week of Prayer * has just been observed
by & large namber of the sects It is an imdro-
vised Lent. There iz a feeling common to
everyone who seeks %o lead a Christian life,
that a ocvtain season devoted to religious
thought and meditation is helpfal and advan-
tageous. But to any one who follows the Chrie-
tian year, it seeme & mistake to place this time
of penitence in the joyful season of Epipbany.
How vastly better it would be if the amail min
ority would unite with the great majority of
Christian people in observing Leut in its pro-
per time. Some of our olergy have been
induced to take part in the religious exercise
during this ‘ week of prayer '; and while it is
never wrong to pray, yet it might be asked : —
Have these brethren 50 exhausted the provisions
the Church makes for her children, thau they
mast geek for spiritual aid nlsewhore? For
instance, while praying for coileges have they
used the prayers appointed for Ember days? or
while exhorting to renewed devotion and the

landing'Of_ia.holy.ﬁ.li_fe,‘_da-‘they oall .their-people
to-the weekly Communion, -the most powerfal
help to & spiritual-life- If the provisions of
the Prayer Book had been exbhansted and still
gomething more was needed, there might be
some reason for this mingling with ¢ those whe
are. withont.’ But the facts are, those who
have kept the * week of prayer’ do not use the
Prayer Book in its ent-rety.

"The Ohurch Review, London. Eng., under the
the title “Undenominstlonal Christianity,” and
referring to some uttrances of the Bishop of
Bedford saya:— '

We desire, however, at the present moment
he Iay more special stress on the Bishop’s re-
marks upon the subject of undenominational
Christianity. He informed his kearers that he
was making arrangements for the purchase of
a Nonoconformist ohapel which had just come
into the market, and said that one of the
featnres of the religion of the day was that
people seemed enamoured of undenominational-
ism. He did not hesitate to deloare that his
experience proved that missions conducted on

‘the line of this 'ism were invariably hostile to

the Cburch, They had not that definiteness
to recommend them which a Norneconformist
mission pure and simple had. Indeed ihere
was nothing whaiever definite about them. No
one knew what those who eonducted them
were going 10 teach, nor did even the sgents
themselves reem to know. Such an indictment
as thig, coming from such a man, is one that
oannot be passed by in silence. Itis so pain-
fally true, that thoss who are, in the Bishop's
mords, enamoured of undenominationalism,
would do well to see if their idol does not rest
upon a very inseoure foundation, If they are
honest they will submit it to a searching ex:
amination, and when the test has once been
applied it will revesal a very rotteun state of af-
fairs in Denmark, There is much in Unris
tisnity upon whioch all sre agreed, from the

-Catholic Churchman to the Plymouth Brother,

All point to one Savionr, Very God and very
man, a8 the sole sonrce of redemption. All
believe in one Holy Spirit, Whose preventing
grace slone can convert the siuner.  Allaceept
the Holy Bible as inspired and as the standard
by which doctrine must be tried.

THR MAKING OF THE NEW TESTAMENT:.
[Continued.]

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Are not the words, ¢ the old method "of pro-
mulgation,’ used in such a connection that it is
impossible to-mistake the fact that they refer
to the ‘ Oral Gospel’ just mentioned? And
does your correspondent really mean to imply
that he sees no difference between this Oral
Gospel, which he has just himself said existed

and was in the nature of things temporary, sud

the Church's present method of teaehing ? Cun
a priest of the Church now . in delivering his
message, say of Christ as before the writing of
tho Gospels, her missionaries could say, ‘I have
seen Him,’ or ¢ this my Gospel, I have received
from Apostles and eyewitnesses'?

Most assuredly the method of promulgating
the Gospel has ohanged. The Churon is still
as then ‘ the pillar and gronnd of the trath';
bat now her. messengers must refer for the
words of our Liord to the written record,
whereas at the period of which Dr, MoConpeli
writes they could appeal to living memories,
The positive testimony for this truth has

. already been given and need hardly be repeated.

- whioh the present books of the New

1 would simply oall attention to the faet that
both Canon Westoott's and Canon Holland's ex-
pressions easily cover rhe word ‘generations’
used by Dr. McConnell,a hundred years is equal
acoording to common reckoning to at least three

generations.
And, finally, to briefly as may be follow your
torrespondent through the monotonone proces-
sion of his dreamy miscenceptions—to use uu
harsher word—he declares that he has ‘mno
hesitation in saying that there is no ground for
Dr. McConnell's statements ? that it was a loog
time ¢ before the Churoh decided which books
were sacred, and which were not’; in fact. that
the decision was not practically atempted till
the Diocletian persecution A.D. 304; was not
finally made till A.D,, 397, First.of all Dx.
MoConnell does not say 'a long time,’ bat the
lime came when, &. Nor does he mention the
Diocletian persecation and the date as 303. He
probably, however, would r~t objeot 1o using
the words and mentioning the date in guestion
~—80 We may let them stand. As to yeur cor-
respondent’s assertion in regard to these, it has
simply to be met with & blunt denial. There
is indisputable ground for Dr. MoConnell's state-
ments in this connection. Both the Diccletinn
persecation and the third council of Carthage,
are generally recognized as marking epochs in
the history of the New Testament Canon, Dr.
Weatcott says of the first that, direoted in part
against the Christian Seriptures, it was produc-
tive of dissensions among Christians, which led
necessarily to & clearer determination of the
Canonical Books. * Both parties in the Church
naturally combined to distinguish the sacred
writings from all others. With regard to the
Counoil of Osrthage A.D. 397, it marks, as the
sande writer also tells us, the flrat synodioul
deoision on the Canon of Soripture, and its list
is the firat anthoritative enameration of all toe
books of the New Testament 68 we have them
now. Asto your correspondent's aitempt to
depreciate the value of the counofl’s testimony
upon the matter in question,.the Conacil whioh
had St. Augustine for ite ruling spirit, for the
recognition of the authority in the Church
Catholio, hardly needs his support. Whatever
slze may be said of it, of this there i3 no doubt,
that while no one claims that the third Counecil
of Carthage * made the New Testament * as your
correspondent mistakenly or falsely quotes Dr.
MoConnell a8 saying, its date practically indi-
oates the conolusion of the historical Jprocess by
Testament

oame to be recognized by the conssience of the
Ohuroh as having a peculiar obaracter, which

distingaishes them, with the old Testament,|

from all other books and warrants her in pro-
nouncing them inspired.’ .

To take up in detsil the points by which yoar
correspondent seeks to establish his final oriti-
oisms, to point out for example the absurdity of
speaking of the books of the New Testament
as settled upon in 8 collection which left out
the Epistle to the Hebrews, thau of St. James and
the second of St. Peter, is a5 unnecessary as it
wonld be wearisome. Allow me, in conclusion,
on this whole subject simply to quote a para.
graph from Canon Liddon, In a sermon on the
Lent, ‘For whatsoever things were written
sforelime were written for our lesrning,’ he
says, ‘ Since the days when the Epistle to the
Romans was written, the word * Soriptures ' bas
confessedly acquired u new and eslarged menn-
ing, It now includes, besides the Old Testa-
ment, lthe twenty-seven books of the new.
Although this addition was actaally completed
within the first centary, it was not recognized
by Christendom all at once, The Church could
not at once nanderstand how great an addition
had been made to her treasures. We gee the

the New Testament itsslf. When St. Peter
says that the learned and unstable wrest-lo
their own destrunction many things had to be
understood in the Epistles of Paul, ¢ as well as
in the other Scriptures,’ he implies 1hat some
Bpistles of St. Paul are already considered
Soriptares. But there were many oounnterfeit
writings abroad, and a great deal of sifting had
to be gune through if the inspired waest was
to be separated from the uninspired chaff, Aod
thus it came to pass that, a8 far 88 cuan be as-
certained now, the four gospels were recognised
as four—no more and no less—in the third quar-
ter of the second century; and the whole New
Testament Canon, as it stands—at least in (ke
unwersal Church—in the fourth century. Doubt
{ewa it had been largely suthoritative from the
first. The Church's tull recognition did not
make it God's work or God's word; bat this
delay in the recognition of it is 8 matter of fuot,
and it is due 10 & praiseworthy nnwilliogness
to make & mistuke 10 & matter of sach vast im-
portance.’

action taken by our Provinoial Synod on the
question ef the Union uf the Charoh in British
North America at the meeting in September,
and the propssal to hold s conference. The
presence of a delegalion from this Province
would have been very oportune for an exchaoge
of opinions in this vital question,

2ad. That I wish to refer to more particalar-

ly is, © Xt was moreover s mistake that the,

comaittee on Union of the Charch in Canads,

was appeinted to confer with individusl dioceses, '

beginning o1 the process of recognition within’

thua  ignoring our Provincial Synod, which
alone bas the right to logislate on this matter,

In rply to this I would remind the writer
that the Provincial Synod of Ruperts Land
was approsched on the question of forming
closer relations with the Province of Canada,
by & resolution passed to this effect’ by oeur
Metropolitan in 1886, snd & deputation attond.
ed at Winnipeg, which resulted in a resolution
reciprooating the desire for clorer relations
with the province of Canada; aun influential
Committe was also appointed to consider the
subject,

On eo important a question as & prenosal to
unite the Courch of Bogland in Canada, I oan-
not see that & mistake was made that individual
dioceses shonld be confered with; for consti-
toted as the Church is at present, tho diocese
must be the unit on such a great question.
For with oaly two Provincial Synods in the
Dominion their legislation would hardly be se-
cepted by the whole Church, especially as at
prosent we h.ve many dioceses outside of the
jurisdiotion of # Provincial Synod, instance
purticularly British Colambis., No exception
wus being taken on this point by our Pro-
vincial 8ynod, a8 the invitation to send to in.
dividasal dioceses in this Bcolcsiastical Province.

With regard to tho title of Provincial Synod
of Canadu this name was applied to our Synod
befcre the North-west was & part of our Dom-
injon. In part I agroe with the writer of the
artiole when be asys that ** A federation of
exialing Provinces, with in tarn s sub-division,
go 48 10 inorease the number is the solaution of
the Univn.” As from such, reprosentatives I
think will eventuasily come to the Dominion
Synod, bat I see nothing 10 prevent dioceses to
be reprosented until such Provinoisl divisions
are ‘made.

I understand the committee appointed at the
late Pryvincial Synod met belore the Synod’s
sdjonrnment and decided to invite & conference
to meot in Winnipeg, in Soptember next, I
only trust that every diocese may be repre.
sented, as it will be the first oocasion in the
bistory of the Church in Qunad , that such a
general conference has been proposed to con-
sider the fature interests of the whole Ohureh
in British North America.

It is gratifying to kuow thal at & meeting of
one Synod of the Diocese of British Columbia
held in Qotober last, after the rocent action of
our Synod was known, passed & resolution
endorsing the proposed union of tho Charoh
and sppointing sn ipfluontial commitlee, to at-
tend the conference at Winnipeg. It is to be
hoped that all our dioceses may at their ¢oming
Synods, do so aleo,

There are very many importast questions in-
volved in the union of our Choreh which I oan
bardly expeot space to enter upon in one issue
of your paper, but will with jour permission,
refor to them in foture numbers of the Guarp-
IAN, 88 in view of the coming conference, the
more this important eubject is ventiiated the
better, for the mind of the members of the
Church will matarially aid this Conference.

THE APPOINTED GUIDE.

In theso times of novelly and self-pleasing,
when every opinion however wild, and every
form of dootrine however strange, find their
udvoosaten and followers; and when so many of
those who profess and call themselves Chris-
tians, seem to bave no fixed rule of faith and
practice, but each one makes a law unto bim-
self, acd thereby produces every variety of
dootrine, discipline, snd form of worship, it is
d.fvult for the eimple and humble minded
Chrstian, who has not yet learncd the full
mesning of the * obedisnce of faith,” when his
mind first awakens to the sense and value of
holy things, and he begins earnostly apd
humbly to desire to know and to do God's will
—it is very difficult for him to decide by whom
he will be guided, and from what source he
may expeot to receive & irue explanation
of sll the donbts and difficulties that perplex

his mind. He talks with some friend, perhaps,
who frcquents the meeting-house, Where, it
may be, his first religious 1impressions were
roduced, snd for & time he feels gatisfied and
thinke that must be the right way; but soon,
ossibly, he is thrown in company with another

- acquaintance, who paints 1w such glowing
colors ibe attractiony and eloguence of a favor-
jte preacher in some neighboring conventiole,
* ‘that he'is persuaded 1o go and hear him, The
eloquence of this new preacher is stirring, and

to our simple inquirer wonderful and heart:
searching ; bt to his dismay he hears things
insisted upon 88 necessary to salvation, which

appear to him quite opposed to that former
creed which for & time bad satisfied him so
well. He hesitates, thinks the preacher must
be mistaken, bat goes again to bear bim, asd
is overcome by the enthusiasm of Iis manuner
and his heartstirring words, “Suarely this
preachéer must be right,” he thinks within
himself, ** or how conid he know how to meet
my wants so well, and be able to ex 'ain the
Bible so forcibly ?' And so he goes to hear
bim again and again until he comes to consider
himegelt as & settled member of the cobgrega
tion of this new preacher; and truly we msy
call it the co: gregation of the preacher; for in
courge of time this favorite minister removes
to a distant place; and another comes, less
giited in the showy powers of public speunking ;
not quite so atrict, perhaps, on some points of
doctrine; and the congrogation, displeased
with the change, either dwindles graduslly
away, or is split into two parts, the one choos
ing rather to keep in the old place in spite of
the new preacher, who besides may be patro-
nized by one portion of his hearers; and the
other, buildirg another meeting-house, and
perhaps callivg itself by & new name, chooses
spother minister, who succeeds for & time in
pleasing his congregation, and meecting the
views of his fastidious hearers. All this hap
pens, we will suppose, amongst those with
whom our sincere inquiter after religious truth
thought to have found an abiding and setiled
resling place, while on earth; bat who, when
the heartstirring preacher is gone, and the
once apparently united congregation dispersed
or divided, feels himself aguin in 4 state of ua-
certainty &8 to where he shall turn for spiritnal
instruction, or fiom what source he shall ex
pect to satisfy the longings of hissoul after the
spiritusl excitement, which he now, also, be-
gins to feel slmost necessaiy to him.

On Sunday morning he is atfracted by &
crowd in some open part of the street through
which he happens to be walking, aod drawing
near to learn the cause of this rather unusual
sight, he finds some street preacher who has
guthered the concourse of people round him,
and who is urging his hearers, by motives of
tear or by passionate words of entreaty, to come
out of an ungodly world, and lokewarm sects,
and to unite themselves with one heart and
mind to follow him, and to witness tor the
Truth ; and then comes & string of Scripture
texts, delivered in & quick and raating manner,
well calonlated to overpower and lead away
the ignorant souls assembled round him, Our
poor (riend is just in a state to~be carried away
by this novelty which pleases him for & time;
bat he has become too unsettied now to remaiy
long satisfied with one thing, avd so * blown
abont with every wind of dootrine,” he is at
lust, perbaps, worn out with all 1his tossing of
fulse oxciiemonts, and lorgetting his earlier
avpirationg and sober desires, he becomes in-
different to religion altogether, entertains doubt
of all revelation, such as neverentered his mind
in his first s1ate of indifference, when thonghts of
religion were altogether strunge to him; be
comes & scuffiog sceptic and probably an im-
moral charagier, snd so his lagt state is
indeed worse than the first.

Nor AN UNBEAL ProTORE,

It must not be imagined that this .is an
unreal pioture; sn extreme ocase it is, but by ne
means & fanciful one. Svmestop at different
points of such a course a8 we bave traced, and
DO circumstances arite to unsetile them in the
path they have choeen; others, brovght up
irom childhood to attend one meeting do not
think of deserting ihe sect which they bhave
been (aught is the best, and in which they
have found friend:hip, and known much. trae
piety and devotion of heart, Avd may God
forbid that any one shoald dare 1o deny that in

these” manifold sects, whose sin of schism is
often Gommitted ignorantly, and loft as an in-
heritavce from their fathers, there is to be
found the deepest piety and the most earnest
faith ;—bat is nct this piety and this faith
hedged round with danger, unseen, even denied
if pointed out, but ready to be manifested,
shonld ciroumstances combioe to call it into
action. How ofien in these days of proud
rcasoning and free enquiry, do we find the
minds of many, especislly the young, perplexed
with doabts, snd unsettled by argument which
they have oot learning or ability to sanawer.
Tbey have friends probably of various denom-
iustions, the Iodependent, the Baptist, the
Sociaisan, and their parents allowing them fall
liberty of conscience, and anable to give them
a fizxed rule of faith, they converse freely and
with interest upon various religious topics
with their differeat frignds, and are sarprised
to find haw mach there is to be said in favor
of their respective opinions, and they wonder
bow it can be that those who profess to go to
the same source, and to draw their dootrines
from the same Bible, shonld come to such dif-
forent conclusions, and hold such opposite
creeds; und in some minds, perhaps, this
wonder ripens into doubt, and they begin to
question whether that can be the inspired Word
of God, whose troe moaniog sesms so diffisalt
w fied ont. Huppy is it for such as these, if
they happen smoug their friends to meet with
one who can leud them to the Appointed Gaide,
who oan show them a rule of faith, and give
them something besides their own private and
orring judgment w rest vpon. Happy wounld
it be tor such & one whose unsettled course we
skatch sbuve, if in the course of his wondering
he should happen, or we should more properly
suy, bo directed to meet with those who are
themselves following the Appointed Gaide,

Jand will lead his wandering steps into a sure

path before it be too late. And now, what is
this Appointcd Guide ? Even TrE HoLy Carngo-
L10 Cuurod. Aud, what do you mcan by the
Holy Cstholic Church ? the ubplearned and
young Christian may ask. We will endeavor,
with God's blessing, to explain what is meant,

While the great work for which the Son of
God “ tock our patare upon Him” was in
course ot fulfilment, and from its great accom-
plishment in the death and resurrection of the
Saviour 1o the time of His ascension in our
natare to the right hand of the Father, our
blessed Lord was ever making provision for
the nourishment and gnidance of iuai dharch
which He came to redeem, which he called His
own budy, and which was to be the ark of
safely acd refuge, the mesnsof instruction and
the store-houmse of epiritual food to all His
people until His coming again. This church
was to be as & net, gathering through the
waters of baptism all sorts and conditions of
men ; it was to be a8 one family ; one soaiety
governed by uniform laws; one fold tended by
the appointed pastor of the one greatshepherd ;
different parts of the fold might have different
regulations srising from their respective posi-
tions and habits to which those positions gave
rise, but even under the guidance and authority
of the appointed pastory, and such as were in
no way opposed to the genersl consent and
welfare of the whole fold. At onoe to ensure
the collection and guidancs of His sheep, the
great shepherd Himself first of all appointed
pustors 10 govern and minister to Bis flock.
The iwelve were chogen, and endued witn au-
thority and power, being ordsined to accom-
pavy the blessed Saviour during His ministry
on earth, that they might witness to the wrath
of His work of redemption, and be prepared
and instructed by Him for the duties to whiech
they were appointed, To them was given the
power to remit sins; to them was given the
command to * Go tesch all nations, baptizing

them in the name of the Father, and of the Son,

and of the Holy Ghost,” and-to them was made
the blessed promise of the Savionr, ‘Lo, I am
with you always, even unto the end of the
world,” Now, was it unto these twelve Apoa-
tles a8 men, as individuals Ythat this power, this
command, and tbis promise were- given ?
Certainly vot, for if so, with their lives woald
cesce all power on, earth for & declaration! of
pardon to repentant sinners; all authority; to
go on evangelizing the nations; ‘and all
promife of the Saviour's presence with His
Church, *‘ even 1o the end of the world” No,
it was to the twelve Apostles as- the ambassa-
dors of Chriat, s minist:rs, not as' men, as the
beginning of that unbroken chain of spiritnal
pastors whioh was to bind the charch together,
and to minister to its necessities while it re:
mained militant here on earth. And accord-
ingly we fiod these Apostles, as the church in-
oressed and required more pastors,” ordaining
others to the office, and {ransmitting to those
thus ordaincd, the power, the commandand the
promise, which had been given to them, and
through them to their successors; and these
srcoessors in like manner ordained others to
take their place ; and.go it has been up to the
present day; and in the regularly ordained
ministers of the church we sce the sucoessors
of the first twelve Apoatles,

Tae CHURCH —WHAT!

And now, perhaps, some will ask what'is
moant by the church, for it is & word often
nsed, and yet i one sense littie understood. We
mean by the church all b.ptized persons, who
by their bapiism bave been made ** members of
Christ;" that is, members of His body, the
Church. Many of these members shut them-
golves out trom the privileges that belong to
them, and thereby do themselves grievons
wroug, but still they are membors; ard the
orduived -ministers are ibeir ministers, kow-
over they may refuse to hear their voice.

Qur blessed Lord has promised to be with
His Church, sud with those whom He bas sp-
pointed to govern His Church, unto the end of
the world ; and if He is with' them He is so
with them to guide them iato all truth; His
Holy Spirit dwells in this spiritual temple, &od
in it declares His will ; therefore if we nced &
guide, bebold His Church is the appointed one;
and it we forsake this appointed guide we shall
be sure to fall into ali kinds of error; well will
it be for us, if we lose not the truth altogether.

DEARLY BELOVED BREITH*EN,

————

By some of onr reuders perhans the above
phrase is regurded ss a highly conventional
ono. We all know teh story of how the witty
Dean of St. Patrick’s, while stiil but s parish
clergyman, substitnted the name of his solitary
hearcr, and addressed him with his wonted
oyniocism as ‘‘ Dearly Beloved Ruger.”

But should the phrase be regarded in this
entirely conventionsl manner ? What was the

intention of the revisers of the Prayer Book:in
the sixiee.th century, when they put these
words in the foreiront of public worship, and
taught the parish priest thus to address his
peopie, almost as scon as he opened his mouth
tc begin the Morning and Evening Services of
the Church ? ‘ .

They found their authority for such langnage
of afiection and regard in the writings of Si.
Paul They found that the Apostle, writing to
the Philippian Chiistians, thus addressed them,
““My breibren dearly beloved’and longed for,”
and they transfeired these affevtionate terms to-
the opening address of *theminister: to his
people gathered togéther in’the House of God
tor pubhic worship.

The words strike a key-note, and oxght to
place minister and people at'once in & certain
relation towards each  other, “They are the

:angusage of love, “and’’theréfore they” are

e

singularly out:-of place in the mouth of & love.
less miniéter. They suggest that there stands
as a leader of these devotions one who truly
loves his people, and may we noteay is beloved
and respected by them ?

All sre gathered together for the highest
and holiest,of purposes—communion with God
in-prayer, praise, the reading of Holy.Scripture
and Eucharistic service; they are all the child-
ren of & common Father, they ali look to a
common Saviour, they are all sharers in the
grace of a common Spirit, they all have the
same needs, the same sins to confess, they have
the same pardon to seek, the same trisls and
temptations, the.same pilgrimage to make to-
wards their final home: snd asfrom the prayer-
desk their pastor looks at them gathored
together, old and young, rich and poor, love
beaming from his eyes aund & tendor feeling for
them all in his heart, tho first words of his ad
dress to them sare these—'‘*Dearly beloved
brethren.” _

The man who uses these words sinceroly,
who feels their meaning and refleots it, is n
true pastor. To do this he oan be no stranger
to his flock. 'H@ bas been with them throngh
the previous week, he has been in the house of
mourning and the house of joy, he has boen atL
& funeral -or & wedding among his peoplo, he
has ministered to the sick, he has comaforted
the mourner, he has been in his schools, he has
patted the ourly head, he has said kind words
of encouragement to some boy or girl, he has
sought to conquer some wayward will, 1o help
some tried one to get the belter of a besotling
sin. or to strengthen the faith of somoe wesk
one; and now they are all before him, men,
women, and children, for whom he hus prayed
in secret through the week—has he not a right
then, to address tbem a8 his ‘‘ Dearly beloved
brethres ? "

And as these words are perfectly reasonable
in the mouth of a true pastor who ioves his
people and desires their good, o, alas, are they
but & {rigi®, meaningless impertinenco in the
mouth of the olergyman who is out of touch
wih his people, who is only a server of tables,
ap écolesiastical machine to grind out the pray-
ers and sfterwards deliver bimself of someo
cold, unimpassioned essay from the pulpit.
How can such a men, with any sinceriry, say
the woirds, *“ Dearly beloved brethren?” He
18 in no sense a counterpart of the Good Shep-
herd, who says, ‘1 know my sheep, xnd sm
kpown of mine.” He has not been with them
through the week, be has not been a sharer of
their sorrows or their joys, he has not been the
confidant mor the trusted and respected friend
of’any of his people ; and so the words, * Deur.
Iy beloved brethren,” are in his ¢ se entirely a
conventional and unmesning sentence.

Bat because 1his may be (in rare inslances,
weo trust) the case with some, is no reason for
changing or toning down these words, which
sfter all represent what rhould always be the
relative position of pastor and people—namely,
one of love. Every true minister of Jesus
Christ will in some mea:ure +hare in the pro-
fourd love of the Good Shepberd for his sheep
—“] am the Good Shepherd; the Good Shep
herd giveth His lifé for bis sheep.”

" There is another place whero words of equal
tenderness are to be found. They occur in the
Communion Service, in the beautiful exhorta
tion to intending communicants—*‘ Dearly be.
loved in the Lord.” At no time i3 this bond of
love between priest and people so deeply folt us
when he is about to bresk to them the Bread
of Life, to feed the children of God wilh
heavealy food, Then his whole soul is Lent to
one purpose—to make it a holy and blessed

'communion for all, a true time of refreshing

from the Presence of the Lord, Then every
word is measured, every act is holy, and the
spirit of secret prayer pervades cvery thought

‘and motion. All are * dearly beloved in the

Lord” &s they kneel before him in their help

leseness, and want, to receiv_e at his hands the!

w

mystio focd whioh the Spirit of God has blessed
and sanotified.

May these few words serve to intensify in
the minds of those who read them the meaning
of the greeting with whioh the pastor salutes
his people every time he says to them * Dearly
beloved brotbren!”—Irish Ecciesiastical Gaz-
elte.

Tho prohlbmon Iaw went into
effect about nine years ago. The
population of the State in 1870 was
996,094, TModay it is 1,464 000 an
“increase in nine yeara of abont 468,-
000, or 50 per cent. In 1880 tho
popnlntlon was 12. 13 to the squarc
mile of territory. Last year it was
18.49., Kansas hds a population
to day more than four times as great
ag it bad in 1870

Property has inereased in valuo
to a mnch greater extent, In 1830
in round numbers §7,000,000, Last
year it was $170, 000—an inooesso
of 96 per eent. in eight years. Tho
ineresss in eight years under pre.
hibition was 18 per oent, greater
than under the ten years just pro.
ceding prohibition. From 1880 to
1890 tho inerev-e was eighty per
cent,; from 1880 to 1888 it was 95
per cent, The assessed valuation
of all property for 1878 was abou!
ninety-ore millions six hundred
thousand dollars. For 1880 it was
one hundred and sixty million:
six hundred thousand dollars—an
inorease in ten years of something
under 76 per cent. In 1380 it wes
three hundred and fifty-three mil-
lions two hundred and forty thou-
sand dollars—an inorease ian eigit
yearg under prohibition of over 120
per eent.
