PHE FRENCH GOVERNMENT AND THE TREM-

The Minster of Foreign Affuirs to the Ambuscudor
of Frunce at Reme.

Panis, May 30, 1862,

Monsieva e MarQuess,—I consuder tiat
it may be useful, at the moment wheu you pre-
pare to retury to your post, to set down n a
despatch the resume of our conversatinns upan
the grave icterests which the Ewnperor hus con-
fided to your zeal and devation, and thus 1o
furnish yuu with the means of establishing once
more the invariably friendly and benevoleat chae-
acter of the policy of the Gavernmeur of his
Majesty with regard to the Holy See.

The 1dea which has guided- us from the soin-
mencement of the crisis which the Church wnd
Ltaly have passed through together has ot ceased
to animate us, and if our efforts hitherto have been

ot the inutility of pursuing them. While not uhan-
doning the hope of attaining the aim which we
propose 1o realise —while refusing to admit that
the destruetion of the state of things waugurated
on the Peninsula vught to be a coudivion sine
qua non ol existence for the temporal power of
the Papacy, or that the fall of that power may
become the logical and necessary consequence of
the establishment of 1he kingdom of ltaly, I uin
certain of being 1he organ of the intention and
the will of the Ewperor. His Majesty bas
deigned to expluin, in a letter which he has ad-
dressed to me, the ideas which e entertains, uf-
ter long and serious reflections, on the respective
sifuations of the Holy See and of Italy.

You will fiad appended kereto a copy of this
important document ; aod the counssderations de-
veloped in it, so elevated, so lucid, and so forci-
bly, will indicate to you, and which any com-
mentary on ny part would weakeu, the ground
on which you will be placed in treating with Car-
dinal Antonelli and the Holy Father himself.

[ designedly arvoided, in prescribing the duty
of which you ucquitted yourself at the cammence-
nient of the month of January last, to formulate
the plan of conclliation for the preparation of
which you were charged to claim the concurrence
of the [oly See. I hoped, in effect, that our
opentng would not be repelled by a close of pon-
reception so eategorical,and that Cardinal Anto-
nelli would aid us in seeking for bases of an ar-
rangement that would be acceptable to the Chief
of the Church and compatible with the events
accomplished in the Peninsula.

You have bere, M. le Marguess, the expose
succinet, but. I believe complete, of the ideas
which the Emperor understands as bearxfa% on
the regulation of the Rowan questiou. These
are the ideas which you will bave to develop to
Cardinal Antonelli and to make kuown tu the
Holy Father when you will have occasion Lo ap-
proach him. Your proceedings, m order 10 re-
spond to the senlunenls of benevolence of lns
Majesty, will naturally have wothing of a
threatening nature.

You wili, nowever, state, if you are opposed
categorically, as i the past, w th the theory of
nninobility, that the Government of the Emperor
will know how to conform its conduct, and that
if it acquires, unfortunately, the cerlainty
that its efforts lo decide the Holy Fatuer
to accept a transaction have becowe useless for
the future, 1t will then—always in saving as much
as possible the 1nterests which unul now it ha_s
protected with solicitude—coustder as to bow it
can itsell escape from u situation which, by being
prolonged beyond a certain lern, fal:lhes its
policy, and will ouly serve Lo throw men’s minds
into: still greater disorder. ‘

4. The concession by the Holy Father of reforms
which, by rallying his subjects around him, will
consolidate in the interior a power already perfected
by the goarantee of France and of the Enropean
Powers.

The eaforced refusal of these propositions, his
Emineoce coatinued, lerds necessarily to the rejec-
tion of the third, which only comea into operation
ou the acceptance of the two first, While recog-
vising, 8s the Holy Father does, the gencrous dis--
position that the Emperor macifests towards bim, as
well as the propositions which the Emperor declares
bimslf ready to igitiate on his bebalf, it is impossible
fur him to accept them. He is compelled to decline
them frow regard to his independence, if not of his
digpity. To decept.sn wndemnity, under whaterer
furm, would be.to recognise the spoliation tbat .that
indemnoiiy is intended to compenszate. He cannot
nccept the indemuily when be does not accept the
sacrifice, and this sacrifice, he must repeat, the Holy’

Inbor is simply to sin. agaiust the indisputable de-
mands.of the land we are bound to love and hounor.
And each man bas his owo particular part to doin
the work of a nation. Small'it may be, but atill it
is his part of the labor. To give a voice, a vote, or
a penny—they may be little—but the more humble
they are the more readily cught men bestow them. -
The man who says he loves his native country ani
will not stir & fiager to assist her, because he cannot
do something remarkable, likely loves himself much
better‘than the nation, and at leass renders his pa-
triotism very doubtfol. Yes, each man bas his own
ghare, and the less it costs the more. readily sbould
it be presented. [ mean that—big or little ~men
zhould be politicians, in my opinion.” And although
we, ad a body, can never become politiciang, altho’
the man who would msake ap attempt to use us for &
politicnl purpose would be guilty of a crime—he
woilld be destroying the source of permanest good
for a transitory utility —it is quite clear that the po-
litical.power of Jreland must grow precisely in pro-
portion 10 the streogth of onr numbers aod efficiency
of onr aperations. Palitical movemeunts depend upon
the number, the character, und the union of those
who engege in them. Intelligence, wealth, and har-
mony of view— order, temperance, and perseverzoce
—in a word, public virtue ; these mnke the power of
s political movement, and sound political opinion
fixes the direction of thas power. Intellipence nad
~irtue are the gold—political opinion is the stamp
which gives the wold currency. Political opinion
is the science of defence or aggresaion'; the guality
of the men engaged is the armory and ammunition.
The fact is, then, that we make the power which
gonnd politiea]l apinion employs—1ihe pure ore which
opinion ginmps —the Armstrong gun which correct
political opinion points ; and therefore the man who
would serve his conatry hy the ageney of a public
opinion which would make itse!f felt, respected, and,
let me add, feared, will first lay the foundations of
that opinion iu the Faith, Hope, and Charity of iu-
telligence and virtne—in some such organisation as
that of the Young Men's Society (cheers.)

landlords refuse (o give leases tu Catbolies? How
many have driven them off their estates aliogethier 7
How many have had recourse to the cruel clearance
system, in order to wrile in the ruin of desolated ca-
bing their hatred of Catholicity ? Ia the army, io the:
navy, on 'change, in the public markets, in the dis-

tribution of patronuge, in the arts and sciences, nt
the bar—everywhere thut fame or fortune can be ac-
quire@—it is & notorinus fact, that the Catholic la-
bors under countless disndvactages. These oisad.-
vantages arise frequently, not from any positive law
that stands in his way, but from the anti-Cutholic
prejudices that bias the minds of those who have
power aud influence to decide his tate. We have
repealed many of the laws —we have still o repenl
the prejudices which the laws left afier them. lu

Yearafter year

bave we been walching the Agricultural Statistics of

Ireland ; verr after yeur we find agriculture decaying
and the populstion thinning with a terrible rapidity.

Notwithstanding the diminution of inducements te

emigrate, wo find that from the 1st January, 1862, 10
the 1st July, 45,490 souls left gur shores for foreign

lands; and for the same months in 1861, we lost
within 301 of thut number; making a total of over

ninety-one thousaod of our peyple in twelve months
from lrish ports; so that if the tide of population
even did not incresae beyond this yearly ratio for the
next five-and-twenty yeuarg, our positive decrease in
this department of our statistics (and we give emi-
gration from [righ ports only) would be two millione
two hundred and eighty-five thousand : the ehances
are that there will be a million of increase in our
loss, unlega Almighty God, in His mercy, disposes of
future events so as to permit n3 the restoration of
self government. Mr. Willamn Dounnelly, Registrur
General, has supplied us with a copy of his usual
half-yaurly statistics, showing the acreage under the
several crops, the number of live stock in each county
and province for the year 1862, The important facis
set forth in the tables supplied by Mr. Donnpelly are
painfully distreasing. They show that we are retro-
grading in animel departments, with the exceptiun
of swine. [n the porcine clugs, 1862 commands an
increase of 49,743 over 1861. A sorry compensation
for the loss in our other and nore valuable depart-
ments. Compared with last year, in cereal crops
we have o nett decrease of 73,734 acres recorded
against u3; 43,427, decrense in the extent under
wheat cultivation; 24,423 under oats, apd 6,548
under barley —equal to n diminution of 10.8 scres in
every 100 of wheat, 1.2 of ons, and 3 3 of barley.
The oett decrease in cereals being 72,734 acres or 2 8.
per ceat. TLet us turn te the srea under green crojis.
Patatoes, the stuple article of food for our peasantry,
and in which we placed s0 much bopes te tide us to
better times, it secms fuil short by no leas a figure
than 116,187 acres when compared with last year.
In carrots and parsoips, nnd other green crops, we
have a decreage of 1,926 acres; in vetches and raps,
504 acres, We bave an incremse of 296 acres of
mangel-warzel and beet-rool ; of cabbages, 491 acres;
and of turnips, 43,045 ucres ; leaving on the whole a
nett decrease on green crops of 74,785 acres in 1862.
In meadow and clover we had nn increase of 6,623
acres ; under flax, 2,055 acres, more than last year.
The total decrease of land under crops is calculated
at 188,841 acrea. Here we have 80 much cultivation
lost-to the conatry, the paople deprived of so much
remunerative labour, and Heaven knows how many
honest ond jndusirions men, with their families,
turned adrift on tha world, and their tillage laod
converted into pastare to carry out that ruinous
mania of consolidation of farms—that rage for bul-

one of the great curses with which Ireland is aficted.
We will zee Ly-and-by how far thig change has been
profitable to, or presperons with, our extermioating
proprietora, With regard to live stock, we have a
decrease in borses of 9,789, vr#lued at £78,312. In
cattle, 221,292, value £1,438,398. Ia sheep, 100,163 ;
value £110,172. These from a large tatal. Here we
have, notwithstanding the increage of one hundred
aod thirty-eight thousand eight hundred and forty-
oae acres of grass (presuming the lard not under
cropa to be in grass), & decrease in stock, a3 com-
pared with last year, amountiog to one million five
huendred and sixty-four thousand sevea hundred and
ten pounds sterling. The startling facts deducible
are, that in one balf year there emigrated from Irish
porta 45,899 souls; that in oae year the decrease in
the extent of land under crops was 148,841 acres;
and the decrease in the country’s wesalth, in the
shape of stock, for the same period was £1,564,710.
Though the stalworth pemnsantry are displaced, it
does not seem that the landlord thrives io his unholy
and unchristian barter. Where now is the prosperity
which a perambulating nnd speech-making lord
lisutennnt dins into the ears of his applauding flun-
keys at cattle shows and agricaltural dinners?

Garibaldi startles and disconcerts them. 1t would
be well if it should have the effect of inducing
them to pause in their career, aund of asking
whither does tlns down hill road fead ?

No progress has been made by tke combat-
ants on either sile on this Continent towards
bringing the disastrous war to a conclusion.—
There have been skirmishes, marchings, and coun-
termarchings ; but since our last no decisive ac-
tion has taken place. Attempts to enforce the
draft in Boston, Philadelphia and other Northern
cities kave been violently opposed by the people,
and in consequence bave had 1o be abandoned.
A strong determination. to resist the draft in
various sections of Pennsylvama, has, as we learn
from the IN. Y. Tribune, led to a collision be-
tween the Irish and the military, during which se-
veral of the former were killed. Iriskmen it
would appear are becoming tired of fighting for
the Yankees, who much prefer fighting by proxy
to fighting 1n person.

We copy from the Montreal Gazette of Fni-
day last, the subjoined paragraph respecting the
conversion of a sick fady near Toronto. Of
course we express no opinion as to the accuracy

of the statements therein contained :—

ProTesTANTISM v6. OatBoLicisy.—Under the above
heading the Toronto Leader gives a lengthy accaunt
of a death-bed scene closely resembling that of the
iate Sir Allan MacNab, In this case the principal
character is a lady, and the locality Toronto. It is
stated that, about {wo months ago, Rev. Mr. Darling
a clergyman of the Church of England in that city,
was cailed to attend & woman who had been seized
with & gerious, and, it waa feared, fatal jllnesa. Mr.
Darling repeatedly vigited the lady, who was one of
hia parishioners, and administered te ber the conso-
lations of religion. On his departare for the Synad,
at Montreal, he requested Rev. Dr. Scadding acd Rev
Dr. Givins to attend her, 'which they did ill his re-
turn, when he resamed his visits, Abount ten days
ago Mr, Darliog learned, much to his astonishment,
that & week or more previoualy, 8 Romsan Catholic
clergyman had visited the lady and at intervals pub-
sequently, and had administered the rite of baptism,
received her coofession, admitted ber to full com-
munioe with the Reman Catholic Church,” snd, the
symptoms of approaching dissolntion becoming more
apparent, bad administered also the rite of extreme
unction,” Rev, Mr, Darling now inquired of the lady
respestiog the matter, when she admitted the Ca-
tholic clergyman brd visited her in obedience to her
own request. Mr. Darling agked. a8 to her motive
for such a step—one which he conceived of such mo-
mentoue bearing as regards her foture welfare, She
answered that her Roman’ Catholic nurse’ bad per-
suaded her to do so, representing that should she
become a Catholic ber gight, which had been jm-
paired by her illaess, would be restored. She also
stated that the fact of the Roman Catholic Church
‘authorieing prayers for the dead, was one that afford-
ed consoiation, for if such prayers were beneficial
they might be needed in Ler cage, if she had not ef-
fectively made her peace with God. Though bolding
this opinion, the invalid did not say sbe had joined
the Roman Catholie Church, nor did she deny it.
She asked Mr. Darling to continue his visits, which
he promised to do till she sbonld state explicity if
ghe bad changed her mind. Meantime several Ro-
men Ontholic ladies, including Sistera of Mercy,
vigited the sufferer, striving on every opportunity to
win her to their faith. Those visits occurring at the
game time as thoge of Mr, Darling, bave given rize to
painful scenea. The ladies on oue oc:asion proteated
againet his visits, saying the patient was no longer
under his muistrations. Mr. Darling offered to leave
the question as to who ahould be the fature visitors
of the lady to her own decisioni: but tbis the R.C.
Biabop, refused. However, after & great deal of
equabbling between the representatives of both reli-
_gions, the matter has been disposed of as follows:
two ncrees, one of each faith, have been appointed
to attend the lady till ahe regains conaciousness, when
both parties will abide by her own decision as to
which persuasion she will adopt, snd the wvisits of
thoge of the opposite faith will thereafter cease.

From the above version, whica comes fram
sources exclusively Protestant, 1t is clear that
the sick lady, proprio motu, invited the ministra-
tions of the Catholic priest; and it is certain
also that the latter would not bave administered
to his penitent any of the Sacraments unless she
had first explicitly declared her desire to be re-
ceived into the Cburch. There is bowever much
ambiguity in the latter part of the story by us
taken {rom the Gazette. It says, speaking of
the sick lady, © 2l she regains conscious-
ness,” though we were not informed that pre-
viougly she had at any time during her sickness
lost her ¥ consciousness ;”’ or that she was not
perfecily sane and conscious when guestioned by
Mvr. Darling as to the motives which had induced
her to send for the Catholic priest. Irom ths
ambiguity, we suspect, or rather, more than sus-

-pect, thel there is something conaected with the

business whick Mr. Darling, or s Protestant
friends desire to keep obscure, as not tending lo
support that charge of undue proselytism against
the Sisters of Charity, which it is their evident
object to insinuate. 'We may howerver shortly
expiect to obtain full particulars of the case from
our Catholic contemporaries of Toronto, and
‘these we will lay before Gur readers.

¢ She also stated that the fact of the Roman Ca-

:one.that afforded consolation, for if such prayers
-were beneficial they might be needed in her cage, if
she had not effectively made her peace with God.”

Such language, such an explanation of the
teachings of the. Catholic Church with respect to.
“ prayers for the dead,” agd the efficacy of such
prayers, could not bave fallen from the lips of
one who had just received those very teachiogs
from the mouth of a Cathelic’ priest. Prayers
avail not for the dead who have “ pot effectively
made their peace with God” whilst in the flesh ;
but are profitable to those only who bave depart-
ed this lfe in 2 state of grace. For those who
bave not whilst on earth, effectively made their
peace with God, and who are therefore at enmity
with Him, when they appear in His dread pre-
sence to answer for the deeds done in the flesh,
there is no redemption, no place of purgation, no
‘need therefore of the prayers of the faithful on
earth. Tbe Cburch prays for those only who
fall asleep in 2 state of grace, or peace with

God.

Trae ¢ CHRSTIAN GUARDIAN? ox “ SaixT
WorsHip.”—Whether to invoke the prayers of
the saints reigong with Christ in heaven, in be-
half of us poor sinners upon earth, be derogatory
to the sole mediatorship of Christ? was the
question which we proposed to discuss with our
Methodist contemporary. We cited the lan-
guage of one of lis own obituary notices, to
show that even Protestants attributed a saving,
though subordinate saving, efficacy to the prayers
of their fellow-sinners ; and we concluded that,
as in kind this in no wise differed from the effi-
cacy which we Papists attribute to the prayers
of the glorified Saints, we were no more obnoxi-
ous to the charge of denying the sole mediator-
ship of Christ because we attach a high value to
the - prayers of the Blessed Virgin, and other
Saints, than are our separated Methodist
brethren, in that the latter attribute to ¢ a mo-
ther’s boly prayer” the salvation of an erring
son. To this line of argument. vur Methodist
contemporary replies in his issue of the 8th inst.,
and to the following purpose. .

He argues first, that to condemn tke practice
of wvokiwg the prayers and intercession of the
Saints it would be sufficient to say that the
Scriptures” do not authorise the practice, but
rather condemn it; that, amongst Protestauts,
the custom of * praying. for one another here is
designed to interest us 1n each other’s salvation
which 1s the only means of spreading -the
Gospel ;” and ¢ finally that there is no evidence
from the writings of any of the Fathers during
the first three or four centuries that such a thing
was appraved of, wor during the first five cen-
turies that such a practice existed in the Christ-
ian Church.” '

To the first reason assigned by our contem-
porary, as sufficient to condemn the doctrine of
the Catholic Church upon the subject of saint-
worship, * to the effect that the practice 1s not
authorised or sanctioned by the Scriptures of
either the Old or of the New Testament, we re-
ply that this reason is worthless, upless our op-
ponent can first prove that all Christiain doctrine
is contaped in those Scriptures ; and that they
‘were appointed by Christ Himself as exclusively
the rule of faith to His disciples throughout all
ages. In our private judgment,—and we are fully
as competent to interpret rightly the Christian
Scriptures as are any or all of the doctors of the
Protestant world—there are many passages 1p the
Bible which authonise the practize, and not one
to condemn it ; but as Catholics never condescend
to chop Scripture with beretics, and as we do
not presume 10 impose our private interpretation
of the Bible upon others, we do not insist upon
this ‘point—only we call upou the Christian
Guardian to show reason why it 1s suffictent to
condemn a practice, to say that it s oot sanc-
tioned in the Christian Scriptures.

To ins second reason—1tbat the sole object of
prayiug for one another here is to interest us in
each other’s salvation—we reply that this, if true,
would entirely do away with the objective value
or efficacy of prayer. .True, prayer is a great
mystery, 20d how it can have any efficacy with
God who is unchangeable is beyond the reach of
our limited faculties; and yet it is posiively
stated in those Scriptures to which our opponent
so often refers, that (he continual prayer of Lhe
just man avatleth much with the Lord—as in the
case of the prophet Elias. Protestants, many of
them at least, may admit this in theory ; but we
fear that in practice they attribute merely a sub-

This 1s
simply a question of fact; and if ‘our opponent
will. publsh them, we uodertake to furnish him
with exiracts, from St. Augustin slone, and suf-
fleient to fill several of his columns, to show that
the practice of invoking the prayers of the Saints
was universally prevalent during the days of that
emment Father, and that it received -his full ap-
proval.

But not content with the line of argumenta-
tion given abave, the Clristian Guardian coo-
tends that invoking the prayers of the Samts, as
practised by Catholics, differs not only in degree
but in Aind from the practice which obtains
amongst Protestaots ot asking the prayers of
their friends upon earth. ¢ We assert,” says
the Chnistian Guardian, * that they are’ dif-
ferent both in kind and degree;” aund he sup-
ports bis thesis in the following terms:—

t There ia a difference between asking and pray-
ing, the greatest of the apostles asked the prayers of
the very humblest ot -the disciples. We ask our
friends to pray for us, but we.do not get down on
our kpees, the attitnde of worship, and pray to them,
ag Catholics do to the departed spirits.”

Wherein there is a difference in Zind * be-
tween asking and praymng?” our contemporary
does not inform us, ard we are at a Joss to con-
ceive. If we turn to the Dictionary—say Wor-
cester’s—I{or information on the subject, we find
that *to ask ™ means:—

# To request ; o solicit; 1o petition; to beg; to
beseech ; to entreat; to crave ; to supplicate; to im-
plore.?

And that ¢ to pray * means :—

#Tqg ask for earnestly ; to petition; to entreat;
to supplicate; to implore; to beseech; 1o ask.”

Thus according to the Dictionary, *‘to ask?
if it differ at all from “ 20 pray,® differs only in
degree and not in Atnd; whilst by our Lord
Himself the term “ask ” is employed, according
to the English version, as the synomym of o
pray,’ and as significative of those petitions
which we are enjowned to ofter to the Most High-

est. Thus:—

4 Ask and it sball be given yon.”— 8t Matt. vii.

« How much more shall your Father which s in
beaven give good things to them that -ask bim ?’—
b, it .
¢ And all things whatsoever ye eball ask in pray-
ers believing, ye shall receive.”—St. Matt. xx1. 22.

‘We might muluply’ examples to any extent ;
but we bave given enough to show that ¢ be-
tween asking and praying there js”—according to
tbe Dictionary and the Bible—¢ no difference
whatever ;° and that consequently the assertion
of the Chiistian Guardian is as false, as his ar-
gument deduced from * the attitude” in which
ye invoke, or ask the prayers of the Saints is ri-
diculous. Idolatrous worship differs from that-le-
gitimate worship or honor which, for Goc’s sake,
2we Catholics offer to God’s best and noblest
creatures, not in the attitude of the body, or in
the angle of wnclination which the dorsal column
makes with the borizen — for that would be in-
deed only a difference of degree—but in kind ;
for all idolatry consists essentnally in giving to
creature .that which belongs exclusively to
Creator ; and that worship honor, reverence or
respect which we offer 1o the Saints could not 1n
any posture, 10 any attitude, sitting, kaeeling or
Standing, be offered to God without a positive in-
sult to His Supreme Majesty. Ia that we ask
the prayers of the Samts we distinetly assert
their subordinate position ; and acknowledge that
there is a difference, and an infinite distance be-
tween them—and that Being to whom we ask
them to address their prayersin our behall.

Tt 15 because Protestants have no worship
worthy of God, because they witheld from Him
that which is His due, that tbey accuse us of
giving to God’s creatures too much, when we iu-
voke them, and honor tbeir memories. 'There 15
but ose act of worship worthy ol God, and that
18 sacrifice ; there is but one victim which is
worthy of God, and that s Himself. That sa-
crifice, that victim, is indeed daily offered on our
Altars, for thereon we offer the very body of our
Lord Who once suffered for us on the Cross.—
This it is which constitutes the essential difier-
ence betwixt Catbolic, and all Protestant wor-
ship, and which at the same time renders it im-
possible for the most ignorant amongst Papists to
confoeund the worship which they offer to Goil,
with that which they offer to His creatures. So
when the .

Defore such stu-
pendous ignorance, or rather stolid stupidity, we
bow down abashed, almost worshipping it, as
some idolatrous Indian tribes are said 1o adore
fever, and small-pox, and other wmalignant
deities.

We will pevertheless reply to a question
which the Christian Guardian proposes to us.
respecting St. Bonaventure, and Lhe psalter,
which in ignorance of the results of criticism he
erroueously attributes to that holy, and learned
Doctor. We have heard that there is such a
work, but we have never seenit; it has not,
however, received in any manner the sanctiop
or approbation of the Catholic Church, and it js
only spoken of by Catholic writers as a work al-
together unworthy of the great Saint to whom
by some it has been falsely attributed.

It will ‘not do to trust to names. The post-
reformation era has been prolific of a false nom-
enclature. It bas given names to- things at hap-
lLazard, or with a malicious design of perverting
the truth. Liberty, fraternity, and equahity are
still the watchwords of the Revolution ; Jesuit-
ism is yet used as the synonym of falsehood and
frand by those who regard the auther of the
¢ Provincial Letters” as a model eontroversial-
ist, and lend their names to endorse the frauds of
the Maria Monks and Gavazzis of our day.—
Superstitton s the epithet in vogue to designate
the dogmas of the Catholic Church, amongst
these who practise devil-worship, and meet in so-
lemn conclave round dining-tables in darkened
rooms, to summon the spints of the dead ; and
the hime-honored ritval and ceremonies of Rome
are mummeries to the Protestant Premier, and
working head of that Church which was con-
vulsed by the surplice question, and three-fourths
of whose members regard the placing of a couple
of candles 6n the communion table as a more
heinous offence in a minister than the rejection of
the Athanasian Creed.

The variations of Protestantism are the favor-
ite theme of those who would dilate upon the
weakness of fallen humanity ; aod yet it may be
truly said that the variations of Protestantism are
its sole claims to respect. Dogmatic Protest-
antism—Protestantism which is not Protestant—
which, rejecting the principle of free enquiry,
seizes some dogmas of the Catholic Church, dis-
torts and mutilates them, patches them together,
calls its baodiwork a systen., sets it forth 2s a
confession of faith, and, with the Bible in one
hand, and its new creed in the other, says—be-
lieve this, or be damned ; who can away with
that? Who can endure a rul:r who, claiming s
divine right to govern, ivsists upon unreserved
obedience 7—who will follow a guide who in the
same breath tells him to seek out the path for him-
seif, and to follow blindly in the footsteps of s
leader ?

The truly coosistent Protestant, and so-called
critic of pure reason, who, beginning withs Joubt
and denial, and following ‘hi principles to their
logical conclusioh, ends with doubting whethes
he doubts, and denying that he dentes, may be ap
object of pity ; but what shall we say of tus illo-
gical and voreasoning brother Protestants, who,
accepting the principle with which he starts, re-
fuse to push it to its last consequences ; who 8s-
sert from day to day their stereotyped formulas,
without troubling themselves about their " sense ;
who accept articles of religion ‘teaching ooe Sys-
tem, and ‘whose form ot worship is a liturgy that
teaclies its contradictory opposite ; : who,: having
started _oq'A"thé:"cl&v'rqbg'l!:fifqajd;"j#’qd'fhé_d iew ol
the gulf 1o which 1t  invariably leads, clase their.

The historical difficulties which beset the Pro-
testants of the so-called orthodox sects, are o
great and 50 utterly insuperable, that no sect for
many. centuries dared to look these difficulties in

the face. No theory had, up to our own time,
been so much as suggested, by which the well-
established facts of the history of Europe, since
Europe bas been Christiamsed, mght be accept-
ed and recoociled with the promise of Our Lord,
that Fls religion should not fail, and the fiction
tbat Protestantism, in any of its forms, is the
religion of Christ. To the honest matter of
fact Protestant, it is an accepted fact, that the
whole period from the moment that' St. Jokn
placed the last Amen on the Apocalyptic scroll,
till the new Apostle Luther bellowed out that
the successor of St. Peter was an ass and Anti-
Christ, 1s a great blank in religious history. To
him it is an indisputable fact, that the winds did
blow, and the waters rise and beat against the
house founded on the Rock, and that great was
the fall thereof ; that the floods arose and under-
mined it, and beaved it up, and swept it away,
and that not a vestige was to be seen floating
over the shoreless ocean, that tumbled over the
world, and raged against the Lord and His
Christ, until Luther rose and said to the wares

- —Peace, bestill. He does not attempt to re-

. concile this fact with the promises of the Gospel ;
be believes his Protestant religion ; and he simply
knows tbat his Protestant religion was nowlere
to be seen, was not heard of, not imagined, ul
its prophets—the Reformers —began to teach,
centuries ago.

This is the thought of the-unsophiscated Pro-
testant, and he does not feel the difficulty to
which it gives rise ; or, if be does feel it, he dis-
misses it from his mind as one of the many diffi-
culties which bave taught him that bis religion
will not bear iavestigation—that religion is not a
thing to be thought about, to be reasoned abeut
—that it will not endure the test of examination,
and that salvation s of faith alone.

To no false theory of Chrustianity is this diff-
culty so galling, perhaps, as to the theory of the
High Church school in the Episcopal church.—
Higb Churchmen of our day, hulding to the doc-
trine of a visible Church, a priesthood, and a
direct succession of bishops fram Apostolic times,
cag hardly say with old Ridley and Latimer, and
the writers of the Homilies appointed by his
church to be read to the people, that the medie-
val Chuarch was the Scarlet Woman of the Apo-

“calypse, and that the Chalice of benediction
which she blessed was the cup of abominations of
Babyion. But the age in which we live, is the
age of enterprise. It is moreover the age in
which people care more for cherished theories
than for truth—in which people have, n a great
measure, abandoned the old fashioned practice of
constructing systems m accordance with facts,
anrd adopted the more convenient one of accom-
modating facts to cherished theories. Facts are
stabborn things, it is true; but what s more
stubbora than a profitable lie ?

The first serious attempt to trace 2 real unin-
terrupted connection, and unintercupted identity
of teaching between the so-called Bishops of the
Church of Eogland and the Fathers of the
Council of Nice, was made by the Rev. Mr.
Palmer of Oxford, some twenty years ago.. Mr.
Palmer was not a timid mao, nor was he a modest
man—(we judge him by his works)—but the
magnitude of the swindle does seem to bave
somewhat appalled him. His book was intended
for children ; not that any child was ever taken
in by bis story of a cock and bull ; not that inno-
cent infancy was ever deluded into believing that
St. Ambrose and Dr. Howley were mimsters of
the same religion, or that any real connection
could exist between the mitre, the crozier, and
sack-cioth, and the lawn-sleeves, the apron and
highly respectable -domestic associations of an
Anglican Bishop. T'he mddle ages were lightly
skimmed over at the best ; and though the author
sdmits and expatiates upon the sanctity of a St.
Charles Borromeo, and a St. Vincent of Paul, he
does oot allude to thewr idolatry, mor attewpt
to explain how idolatrous devotions — whicu he
holds to have been fatal o any claim to sanctity
for St. Alpbonsus Lnguori—could have been con-
sistent with the practice of heroic Christian
virtug two centuries before ns time.

Thus, bowever, was a feeble effort on a small
scale. “The book wus republished in America ;
but 1t would not go down with American children,
we believe, and bas long been out of print. A
brother divine, however, of the same religious
school as Dr. Palmer—npo less a person than the
well-kuowa Dr. Hook, formerly of Leeds, Dean
of Chichester—is, it seems, about to attempt a
history of Christianity in England, from the
High Church point.of view. .

We bave not yet seea the volumes of
Dr. Hook ; but we find them noticed at consider-
able length in the English Reviews; and 1t ap-
pears quite certain that Dr. Hook has made, and
will make, no such effort. e keeps on his ma-
Jestic way, unappalled by difficulties, and appa-
rently unassailed by doubts; be is a clergyman
of the Church of England ; and where the facts
of history militate against the religious system of
which he is a minister, he is salisfed to give the
facts the go by, and say that they are not facts
at all, :

The chroniclers of the days of which be writes
record innumerable miracles, many of them work-
ed in support of doctrmes which Dr. Hook bolds
in horror as cemtrary to the teaching of his

been eye witnesses ; of a Popishmiracle, wheniit is
so interlaced with other facts that it cannot be
passed by, our historian 1s content to say, ¢ it is
no. miracle, but simply an imposture and a le;”
but how the author of imposture and the retailer
of lies, can be cited as good authority-for any
fact, our historian does not say. He does not at-
tempt to reconcile the two contradictory hypo-
theses, that Venerable Bede was a liar and a
saint ; nor explain why he picks and ehooses be-
tween the facts asserted with the same means of
knowledge, by the very same authority. Hae
takes the part of the British schismatical Bishops
against St. Augustwe, upon whose arrogance,
indiscretion and ignorance he is very severe;
but he does not explain bow an arrogant, indis-
creet and ignorant monk succeeded, in a few
months, in establishing Christianity in the King-
dom of Kent—why crowds flocked to bis ministry
to be baptised, so that ten thousand received
that Sacrament in one day ; nor why God should
bave thus favored the work of the arrogant

wlo refused to bid him God-speed ; nor why the
inodel Bishops of Britam bad left this field thus
ripe for the harvest without once attempting to
put 1 the sickle.

So far, Dr. Hook seems to have written his

book with two objects in wiew; to distort the
well known facts of history so as to make 1t ap-
pear that the English Church was, in Anglo-
Saxon times, independent of Rome,—which his
fellow-Protestants of the Reviews, in common
with all men of intelligence, know and admit to
be false ;—and to take the side of the wicked
Norman Kings in their controversies with the
illustrious line of prelates of wkom an Anselm and
a Becket are the glory and thetype. In neither
attempt will he be suicessful. The monuments
of the period of which ke writes are too numerous
and too authentic to leave it possible to succeed
m any such attempt. Catholics may be thankful,
however, for the appearance of any book, which
shall draw public attention to the glorious history
of the Anglo-Saxon Church

Dr. Hook has dared to pervert the facts of
history, to revile the memory of St. Anselm and
St. Thomas of Canterbury, but the attempt will
recoil upon his own head, and even his Protest-
ant Reviewers express their disgust at the disin-
genuous character of his attacks. Indeed, what
respect can be entertained for a man who can
boldly pen a paragraph so false as this extract
from s book, which we find gibbeited n the
pages of the London Quarterly, “ When there
were two or more Popes, as was frequently the
case in the muserable schisms of the age, the
right of chossing his Pope was vested tn the
King.” And what degree of popular sympalhy
can the writer hope, who at lhis day takes the
part of Willam Rufus against the noble Church-
man who stood between that scepired ruffian, and
the little flock, the poor, the Commons, of Eng-
fand, of whose sculs he was the bishop and
shepherd:

% Every Church movement,” says Dr. Hook,
“ was a popular movement; Priests and Bishops
were foremost among the demagogues of the
day ; and in the contention between the Primates
and the Kings of England, the people invariably
took the side of the Church.” What is quite
certam 1s, that the Church movements of the so-
called Church of England in our times are not
popular at all ; and no wonder, 1f ber ministers
like Dr. Hook, 1 such « controversy between a
Rufus and an Anselm, unlike the Churchmen of
old, take the part of the spoiler of the poor.
