EDUCATED AT THE UNTVERSITY OF WESTERN ONTARIO AWD CORNELL UNIVERSITY.
HE WAS APPOINTED TO THE HISTORY DEPARTMENT OF CORNELL UNIVERSITY
IN 1938 AND SERVED THERE UNTIL HE JOINED THE DEPARTMENT OF EXTERNAL
AFFAIRS IN 1920. HE WwAS APPOINTED THIRD SECRETARY AT RIO DE JANEIRO
1! 1941, AND WAS APPOINTED TO THE STAFF OF THE CANADIAN HIGH
COMKISSTONER IN LONDON IN 1946. LATER, THE SAME YEAR, MR, FORD WENT
IO ¥0SCOW AS SECOND SECRETARY AND RETURNED TG LONDON AS FIRST
SECRETARY IN 1547. 1IN 1551 HE WAS APPOINTED CHARGE D°AFFAIRES A.l.
AT ¥0SCOW, UPCH HIS SETURN TO OTTAWA IN 1554 HE BECAME HEAD OF
EURGPEAN DIVISION AND SERVED IN THIS CAPACITY UNTIL KE WAS APPOINTED

LIENTENANT AND SERVED IN THE UNITED KINGDON, ITALY AND NORTHWESTERN
EU'ROPE AND WAS DISCHARGED AS A CAPTAIN IN 1945. 1IN 1945-1948 HE
WORKED AS A REPORTER FOR "THE TIMES", LONDON, AND IN
194G-1%547 AS EDITORIAL WRITER FOR “THE CITIZEN", OTTAWA,
HE JOINED EXTERNAL AFFAIRS IN JANUARY 1548 AND SERVED IN STOCKXHOLMH
FROM 1949 UNTIL 1953 WHEN HE RETURNED TO OTTAWA. MR. SOUTHAM IS
