WASHINGTON, July 14.—Altho the 

resignation of General Huerta to con­
fidently expected by the state de­
partment and Washington diplomats 
to occur at any moment, the constitu­
tionalists, unaffected by the news, are 
pressing hard their military campaign 
on Mexico city.

Official despatches revealed that Gen. 
Villa with 16,000 men was ready for a 
rapid advance on the Mexican capital, 
and that Gen. Obregon’s forces at 
Guadalajara were prepared to sweep 
onward within a few days. Altho of­
ficials have not been given much to 
prediction, they now firmly believe the 
constitutionalist# will be In Mexico 
City in two or three weeks regardless 
of what the Huerta government may 
do.

Diplomats are working hard to pre­
vent fighting in the capital and still 
hope that the transfer of power to the 
constitutionalists may be effected with- 
out further bloodshed. Gen. Huerts. s 
resignation, it Is realized, would not 
immediately compose the situation, but 
It would make possible parleys with the 
constitutionalists thru which a change 
of government could be accomplished

of education have at last got together 
on the Danforth avenue school sites. 
After considerable backing and filling 
both parties have signed up in a deal 
for 1214 acres, one block north of 
Danforth avenue, at a price of *153,- 
000. Only the legal formalities need to 
be arranged.

The price of *12,000 an acre, or *30 
a foot, constitutes a high record for 
en bloc property in the new east end, 
and to many who# are unacquainted 
with the strides made in the east end, 
will probably be a shock. The land 
is one and a half miles north of Queen 
and two and a half miles east of 
Yonge.

The property will house a new pub­
lic school, and the eastern branch of 
the technical school. The structures 
will likely cost *700,000. It to expected 
that with the development of the Ash- 
brldgc’s Bay factory district, the east­
ern, branch will become as Important 
as 'the main technical school now 
building on Harbord street.

When the negotiations for school 
sites wye first began by the board of 
education with the Anglican Synod, 
which retains great blocks of land 
north of Danforth, the city offered 
*12.000 an acre for about 12 acres, be­
ing along the east side of Greenwood 
avenue and extending north from 
Danforth avenue. The synod objected 
to selling this, the only reason, It has 
Just been found out, being that the 
church was against the making of a 
large frontage on Danforth Into an 
unproductive school yard. It was felt 
that If this portion was not used by 
business buildings, business In the 
district would be adversely affected. 
It is the same argument that la used 
against the planting of bank buildings 
on good corners.

OTTAWA, July 14.—In view of certain 

comment that ' has been made on the re­
lease from Kingston Penitentiary of Luke 
Dillon, who was convicted of attempting 
to dynamite one of the gates on the 
Welland Canal In 1600, it may be stated 
that not only was Dillon a model prisoner, 
both from point of v'ew of conduct and 
industry, but Ms previous record was per­
fectly good, and his term of imprison­
ment was greater than that In a number 
of cases In "Great Britain, where life im­
prisonment was,commuted.

In the old country, since 1882, there 
have been some fifteen sentences to life 
Imprisonment for offences similar to this 
one. In these cases the accused were 
convicted not only of destruction of pro­
perty, but also of treason felony. Their 
sentences were commuted after they had 
served periods ranging from eight to 
about fifteen years. Nine of them serv­
ed periods of actual detention less than 
that of Dillon, and none Was detained for 
a period equal to his, counting the four 
years which he earned for good behavior.

At the time of his release DHlon and 
his accomplice, John Nolan, were the 
oldest sa ne prisoners In Kingston Peni­
tentiary in number of years served. He 
is now 84 and broken in health and spirit.

LOOKING FOR GOOD TJME8.
On Monday The New York Times 

published the results of a nation-wide 
enquiry into the business conditions of 
the United States for the six months 
ending June 80 last as compared with 
those of the corresponding period of 
1818 and also Into present prospects. 
Facts and opinions were - obtained 
from bankers, heads of leading rail­
roads and manufacturing concerna 
from merchants and from the staff 
correspondents who canvassed the 
localised industries. No effort appears 
to have been spared to render the sur­
vey as complete and reliable as pos­
sible, and it may therefore be taken as 
representing as nearly as may be the 
results of the first half of thé year and 
the prevailing view of the prospects 
for the Immediate future. After eli­
minating those data that were asso­
ciated with or affected by local in­
fluences, a feeling of confidence is ap­
parent thruout the country.

Curiously enough, while the iron and 
steel trade report the greatest de­
pression, the automobile industry has 
found business booming. Some manu­
facturers have already sold out their 
output for the season and others are 
rushing up new factory buildings. This 
Is oh the face of it surprising, since 
automobiles partake of the nature of a 
luxury. Yet the reported figures show 
that more automobiles have been sold 
during the first six months of this 
present year than in any other similar 
period in the history of the industry. 
No doubt ttar have been of cheaper 
types, but while it shows that the 
rich have been economising, is also evi­
dence that the man of average means 
is not restricting his expenditure. In 
view of thte evidence, the natural as­
sumption is that the distribution of 
wealth is more equable, than ever be­
fore.

Commitments for murder to Ontario 
prisons last year were seven more than 
in 1911. During last year the number o. 
imprisonments increased by 1*471 the 
number of sentences for more than one 
year was 92 more, and in several other 
ways the growth of population has in­
creased the number of commitments. 
This Is shown in the annual report or 
Edwin R. Rogers, provincial inspector of 
prisons. Just Issued at the parliament 
buildings. The report is for 1918 up to 
Oct. 81.

MOTOR AMBULANCE SERVICE.

Canadian Pres# Despatch.
’ PARIS, JuTy 11.—Half a million Par­

isians, celebrating the Call of the Bas­
tille, were thrilled today at the opening 
of the president of the republic’s an­
nual review of the Paris garrison, 
when twenty military aeroplanes rose 
at the far end of the Longchamps race 
course and lh Perfect alignment of 
fours swished afc full speed past the 
presidential stand.

A mighty roar of enthusiastic cheer­
ing swept over the ground and this was 
kept up as the 30,000 troops, compris­
ing cavalry, artillery, infantry and 
other branches marched In close order 
before the reviewing stand.

Another minute of excitement was 
provided at the close of the review by 
a charge of 2000 cuirassiers in bright 
steel breast plates and brass helmets, 
waving their swords, who galloped at 
full speed In a single line to within 30 
paces of the president.

Brilliant weather had brought out a 
large number of distinguished guests.

The troopi of all the garrisons in 
France also paraded and the military 
authorities calculated that over 400 
army aeroplanes were on the wing at 
one time In various parts of the coun­
try.

WASHINGTON. July 14.—When Its 

breech locking device has been per­
fected at WatervMet arsenal the great 
16-inch gun which has just been ship-# 
ped from Sandy Hook proving-grounds 
will be practically ready for service 
on the Panama Canal fortifications, 
gome Idea may be gotten of the tremen­
dous power of this gun, destined to 
protect the Pacific entrance to the 
Panama Canal, by the fact that It Is 
50 feet long, weighs 142 tons and fires 
a projectile about six feet long. The 
projectile Itself weighs a ton and Is 
discharged by 665 pounds of powder. 
It requires eight men to carry the 
powder charges.

This gun has a maximum range of 
from 22 to 23 miles. The elevation per­
mitted by Its carriage will enable the 
gun " to fire a projectile about 11 mjles 
across the Pacific ocean. It has suffi­
cient power, theoretically, to pierce 
two feet of the beet armor at the muz­
zle. At 11 miles the gun is calculated 
to pierce a 12-inch armor plate, or any 
side armor afloat.
