Use of Gas by Germans 
Now(tNormal Procedure”

Sir John French of Opinion That Protests Will 
Not Avail—Men Who Survive Fumes 

Invalids F6r Life.

LONDON, May 4.—"I am of the opinion that the enemy has 
definitely decided to use these gases as a normal procedure, and that 
protests wtU be useless.’’

This is the concluding sentence of a report by Sir Jphn French 
on the use of poisonous femes by the Germane. In It he says:

“The effect of this poison is not merely disabling or painlessly
Those victimefatal, as 6m been suggested in the German press, 

who do not succumb on the field and who can be brought Into hos­
pitals suffer acutely and a large proportion of the eases die a painful 
and lingering death.

“Those who survive are in little better shape, as the injury to 
their longs appears to be of a permanent character and reduces them 
to a condition which points to their being invalids for life. These 
effects muet hare been well known to the German scientists who 
devised the new weapon and to the military authorities who sanc­
tioned its use."

"The loss of ground which resulted from the unexpected use

If he is different 
that is all the more reason for treat­
ing him with consideration and win­
ning him away from his shyness and 
reticence.

Have mothers complained, to you in 
the presence of the children, that 
“Gertie is so hard on her clothes, she 
is never fit to be seen”; “Gladys is no 
earthly use around the house, I wish 
she would stay outdoors out of the 
way” ? Every word cuts Into the sen­
sitive little soul, and the child grows 
up feeling that she is not wanted as 
other children are. Mothers who 
should be the comforters and confi­
dants of their children may unthink­
ingly make them'very, very wretched. 
It is so easy by a hasty word or an 
angry look to hurt a child’s feelings 
that we would all do well to cultivais 
the grace of thoughtfulness, especial­
ly with little children, to make their 
world as happy as it was intended 
to be.

He had previously lectured on 
the same subject to a gathering of 
children in the phyelcs building of the 
university. By the 'courtesy of the 
general hospital his address was given

• in the clinic theatre.
Tbo society ' has done valuable work 

in keeping the Important functions 
that birds perform for humanity be­
fore the public, and Miss Merrill and 
Miss Durand, as president and secre­
tary, have done excellently In main­
taining thruout this war time the nor­
mal course of the society’s operations.

Mr. Saunders is a charming and in­
formative speaker. Hie airy humor 
•ad i Intimate knowledge of the birds 
and their ways makes It a stimulating 
pleasure to listen to him. He made It 
clear that those I who desire to have 
birds about their gardens or farms 
can easily do so by following the taetes 

Ü et the'little migrants.
Safety, he said, was the big thing. 

They can get food readily enough.
' Food may attract them, but safety 

keeps them. Then he told how Mr. 
Miner of Kingsville, having scared 

' away wild geese for years, thought he 
would like to have them around the 
farm. The first yfear they were en­
couraged eleven came. Next year there 

» were thirty-five. Then 360 came, and 
when they rose to 2000 he had to 

. shorten the supplie» I ho gave them in

limits. Mr. Saunders gave other ex­
amples of bird lovers 1 who have been 
able to gather the birds in great num­
bers near their houses and have1 them 

t nest about their farms simply because 
, the birds know that they are safe.

Such places, remarked Mr. Saunders, 
; are always very unhealthy regions for
• cats. He 'had no real objection to a 

cat any more than a hawk, but he 
pointed out that In 400 square miles 
In western Ontario he could only find 
a pair of the Sharpsian hawk, the very 
incarnation of violence, as he de­
scribed it, while 'in London alone, 
where he resides, there are at least 
3000 cats. H is antipathy to cats would 
subside In 'direct proportion to their 
numbers. If birds are desired cats 
must be tabooed.

Mr. Saunders also dwelt on the diffi­
culty of dlstlngulsluing the many varie­
ties of birds by their appearance, while 
It 'was quite easy to do no by their 
song.

Yet, Mr. Roosevelt has been sued 
for $60,000 by Boss Barnes for saying 
that the two party bosses in New 
York worked together when crooked 
business desires legislation passed or 
killed at Albany. But in the trial now 
In progress, no one seems to remem­
ber or care anything about the main 
Issue. It has been a moving picture 
show which might be entitled "The 
Life and Times of Theodore Roose­
velt.” The former president was on 
the witness stand for six days hand­
running, during which he delivered 
many stirring addresses to the jury, 
In spite of the objections of counsel 
and the admonitions of the mild-man­
nered Judge.

He was having the time of his life 
during the first four days, but be­
came somewhat uneasy and dejected 
when, on the fifth day, he was con­
fronted with hie many letters and 
telegrams to the late Senator Thomas 
C, Platt. This correspondence showed 
that the dead boss never had a more 
willing subject than Theodore Roose­
velt when the latter was governor of 
New York, and hoping some day to 
be preetdenL The governor wae to 
controlled by the boss as to be a mere 
figurehead. Yet Platt apparently did 
not fancy the colonel, and had him 
named for vice-president, In order to 
permanently shelve him. The bullet 
of the assassin a few months later 
made Roosevelt president."

Reading the testimony, it 1s Impos­
sible to escape the conclusion that 
Mr. Roosevelt had no objection to 
(bosses and boss rule so long as they 
promised to benefit hhn In any way. 
He fell upqn Penrose, Barnes and the 
other bosses only when they stood 
in the way of his ambition. That was 
natural enough, but Mr. Roosevelt, in 
his role of a great moral reformer, is 
somewhat discredited.

LONDON, May 4.—.Lloyd George’s 
budget speech produced little com­
ment today in the city, the only sur­
prise being that no further tax on tea 
or direct tax on wages, or tax on war 
profits, all which were expected, were 
even mentioned. The speech was 
a trifle optimistic, but it conveyed to 
the people both the magnitude of the 
struggle and the burden they must 
meet.

Chief surprise 
was evinced that the new supertaxes 
on Incomes should yield more than 
six million pounds above the forecast. 
This was noted with eatlsfactlon, as 
evidencing the financial prosperity of 
the country despite the war.

BOSTON, May 4.—Ban B. Johnson, 
president of the American League, today 
declared himself In favor of withdrawing 
from the courts suits between organized 
baseball and the Federal League. A sug­
gestion to this effect from Philip Ball, 
president of the St. Louis club of the 
Federal League, he said, met with rfls 
approval.

Mr. Johnson explained that In an 
earlier statement to the effect that he 
was willing to have the suit In the Illinois 
federal court now awaiting decision by 
Judge Landis withdrawn, he did not refer 
to this case in particular.

1 "The suggestion and my acceptance of 
It," he said, "referred to suits generally. 
Baseball should have been kept out of 
the courts and It Is not now too late to 
reach an agreement outside of the court 
rooms. I believe.”

President Johnspn read despatches from 
various sections of the country, In which 
Other baseball league officials said they 
knew nothing of the proposal to with­
draw the suite, but he declined to make 
any comment.

Mr. Johnson expressed (he opinion that 
the national pastime as professionalised 
"would be better by the trials which it is 
undergoing.” He asserted that peace, or 
an agreement between organized base­
ball and the Federal League was not 
immediately In sight and had not re­
cently been discussed, but he added that 
he had no fears for the future.

The sole head ol a family, or any male 

over eighteen years old, may homestead 
a quarter-section of available Dominion 
land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al­
berta. Applicant must appear In person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any Dominion Lands 
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain 
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of ills homestead on a farm 
of at least eighty acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is required, 

-except where residence le performed In 
the vicinity. ,

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
*3 00 per acre.
