coping the soil moist, and thus forcing
& growth of stoms that will greatly
pleaso tho housekcoper by a welcome
varioty of a fow of these ploasaut taris
aud things thus mado possible in tho
aitll geason.

Sir—I had no idea ot offending any
one in my sketeh of tho late Colonel
Baldwin—TI related what I had heard
from geveral people who lived in
Toronto, atthe time, when the transac.
tion occurred which made himn a poor
man for life, I always heard that
Oolonel Baldwin ordered a new outfit,
because tho first outfit was rejected
not by Cclonel Baldwin, bat by the
volunteers, who refused to wear the
regimentals, a3 being neither orna.
mental nor nsoful, * A Subseriber **
gays the goods farnished wero
all according to samples. That may
be. But Colonel Baldwin knew
very littloabuut samples, Professional
men a8 a rale, or men brought up to
the Church or to military life, are
very poar haunds at sampling gooda.
