This
was still lacking when the War OUfiice
closed at midnight, but the sfspicion that
President Kruger might be beguiling the
British Empire was a borrible pleasantry,
which did not chill the ardor of the rollick-
ing crowds holding  high carnival in the
streets, ;
The Mafeking Relief Colamn.
“The chief additions to the stotk of pub-
lic knowledge came from Cape Town, where

‘details respeeting the organization of the

retief column were at last allowed to pass
the censor, Bulletins have been received
from the rellef force from time to tima,
and there was no opposition until it reach-
ed Kraaipan, and even there resistance was
feeble. The strength of the force, which:
was previously stated to be 3000 has been
reduced to 2000, and according to one vex-
sion even to 1500, and it carried four gums,
two Pompoms and two Maxims, and 39
wagons of stores and ammunition..

One aecount, alleged to
be from the relief tolumn, speaks of an at-
tack in force upon it after which the Boers
bolted, fighting a rear guard action for
some tipe.

To Disperse the Besiegers.

““These detalls are meagre, but it is evl-
dent that the Tunction of the relief column
was to attack the besleging force and’ dis-
perse it, rather than to open the raillway
and provision the starving town. -its ad-
vance was closely timed with Roberts'

Plumer Can Enter Mafeking.

Cheers for Mafeking's Hero,

“Baden-Powell's mother's house, néar
Hyde Park corner, was -supfounded hour
after hour with throngs cheering lustily for
the hero of Mafeking. Lvery shop front
was aflame with the national colors, and
at night Pall Mall, the Strand, Piccadilly
and Whitehall were brilliantly Illuminated.
Hour after hour there was high revel in
the streets; every man, woman and chlid
corrled a flag and there was a saturnalia
of practical joking and high spirits. KEven
Ladysmith Qay was dull and prosaic in
comparison with Mafeking day, with Its
multitudes of merrymakers, ite street par-
ades, musicians and flag-bearers marching
to drnm beat and bugle call: its roaring
chorusés at every corner and its paunde-
monium of madeap, hoodinmism, and holl-
day sport. The celebration was a spon-
tsneous outbreak of public rejoicing and
was a most amazing revelation of the fer-
vor of metropolitan patriotism.”

In an ore body of this nature a very small
amount of development work is nécessary |
to prove the existence of a very large body
of payable stone.

The latter part of the question I answer
