We must take care of our own 
household, and he who doe* not care 
for hla own household has denied the 
faith. You have not denied yonr faith 
or attachment to the colonies. Can­
not yon, then, foster onr trade? Take 
the pulp business. Why not get your 
pnlp In Canada. Instead of from Nor­
way, the United State* or Russia? 
Why not come to onr copper mines 
for the enormous amount of copper 
you will need for yonr electrical de­
velopments In this country? And so 
on. These might be made sources of 
wealth to you and to ns. All these 
would he Inducements for the employ­
ment of labor, and would tend to fill 
onr homes with happiness and abund­
ance.
Mr. Roes, before concluding, made a 

reference to preferential trade within the 
Empire, and endorsed Col. Denison's Idea 
of a special duty of 6 per cent, on for­
eign goods, which would be allowed to 
accnmnlate as a defence fund for the Em­
pire. He thought Canadians would not 
object to thfah especially if the other col­
onies would do the same. Again, we

CAN LABOR BE TRANSFERRED Î
A good deal has been made of the point 

that the workmen in some of the steel 
trust mills had signed contracts prior to 
the consolidation under Mr. Morgan’s 
headship, and were In honor bound to 
carry out their agreement. The question 
naturally arises, can a man’s labor be 
transferred from hand to hand? The law 
Is generally understood to provide that 
with a change of proprietorship all work­
men are released, and must be re-engaged 
by the new firm. This understanding ap­
pears to have actuated Mr. Shaffer when 
he made the declaration to that effect, 
which so many have construed as “Shaf­
fer’s blunder.” The strikers claim that 
the placing of such gigantic power in the 
hands of a single corporation or manage­
ment menaces their future, and they may 
be excused for claiming that they are not 
legally bound by the contracts.

On the part of the steel trust, It Is 
claimed that the consolidation did not 
Interfere with the agreements, as the 
underlying companies did not lose their 
Identity; that they exist ' to-day as 
entities just as much as before, and that 
the contracts made by the union men are 
as binding now as on the day they were 
made.

MoeeM-o JMen’s $1.25 Canadian Tweed Pants, 69c.THE ORGANIZATION IS NOT PRO-ROSSPotsdam, Aug. 18.—The remains of the 
Dowager-Empress Frederick were Interred 
to-day beside those of her husband in the 
mausoleum of Friedensklrche, near Pots* 
dam. Between 8 and 10 o’clock this morn­
ing the bells of all the churches in Pots­
dam were tolled, with short Intervals of 
rest. Shortly before 10.80 Emperor Wil­
liam, the other members of the royal fam­
ily, and the visiting Princes assembled In 
the royal hall at the Wild Park Railroad 
station. The High Court officials, mili­
tary dignitaries, Count Von Buelow, nnd 
other members of the cabinet, the Knights 
of the Black Eagle and the members of 
the Reichstag assembled at 10.25 o'clock 
In an adjacent hall. Soon afier 10 o'clock

The morning brought an overcast sky, 
with the sun feebly peering thru the clouds, 
adding to the solemnity of the occasion. A 
slight breeze rustled the foliage, bringing 
down an occasional leaf, prematurely shriv­
eled by the drought. The magnificent foul- 
tain beneath the Sans Souci Palace cast 
an tinmense volume of water, the splash­
ing of which broke the silence reigning In 
the park. While observers waited, mili­
tary organizations marched in apd took up 
positions along the central jivënue, thru 
which the procession was to pass, lum­
bers of artists from London newspapers 
decupled thetime in sketching scenes in 
the park as settings for Illustrations.
