in attendance. On Friday night a.‘
suspicious case, which afterwards’
proved to be smallpox, was discovered |
in the person of “Ernie” Simpson, a!
fourth-year science man, who was re- |
moved to the smallpox hospital }

President Loudon handed out the
following statement on Sunday night :

As a suspicious case, possibly
smallpox, has occurred in the per-
son of a science student of the

University . of Toronto, the Pro-

vincial and local health and uni-

versity authorities have carefully
considered what steps had best be
taken in connection with the mat-
ter, and have decided to require
that all students attending the
university be forthwith waccinated,
and that laboratories in which the
student in question worked be
properly fumigated; and to expe-
dite this end vaccinators will at-
.tend at the university and all
affiliated institutions for such pur-
pose at hours to be hereafter ap-

& week, and on Friday night had his
dinner in the university diming bhall.
He had been mingling with the stu-
dents up to the time of his removal, at
8 o'clock, to the Isolation Hospital.

On Saturday afternoon, Simpson
was removed from the Isolation Hos-

pital to the Swiss Cottage MHospital,
where smallpox cases alone are treat-
ed- The case, which had been under!
observation since Friday night, was|
diagnosed as smallpox by the attend-
ing physicians. ‘

Simpson roomed on Isabela-street, |

and took his meals at the University.
The ambulance took him from Ilsa-
balla-street.

The house on Isabella-street has not
yet been gquarantined. !

Austin, Tex., March 9.—A despatch
from Oaxaca, Mex., says: Official ad-
vices received at military headquart-
ers at Oaxaca state that a large force
of Maya Indians made an aittack on
the government troops commanded by
Colonel Flores, mear Peten Cobad, in
Yucatan, and that the battle which
ollowed was the most desperately
fought and bloodiest of the war.

Eighty Indians were killed and near-
1y 200 wounded. No official informa-
tion is given out as to the losses on
the side of the government, but they
are reported to be heavy. It was re-
cently announced by the Mexican gov-
ernment authorities that the Mayas
h been completely conquered, and
this late battle comes as a surprise.

Miller came to Toronto with his wlfel‘
and daughter three months ago after|
selling his farm and homestead at a !

He secured comfortable
apartments at 332 West Adelaide-
street, and almost daily since his ar-
rival in this city was engaged in look-
ing for a suitable dwelling for himself
and family. He was out all day Sat-
urday, and when ,he retired was in
800d spirits. Yesterday morning he
was up and about the house, where
he appeared more than ordinarily
cheerful. He went out a little after
9 o'clock, and about an hour later was
seen by Thom@s Thompson, caretaker
of the steamer Kingston, and John
White, 13 Renfrew-place, watchman
on the steamer Montreal,now in course
of construction, looking abound Bert-
ram’'s docks. Thompson and White
noticed nothing unusual about Miller
unitil they saw him take a leap and
Jump as far as possible out into the |
water. The man did not appear above
the surface again, and efforts .were
made by Thompson and White to take
the body from the water with the aid
of pike poles- In,a short time Captain
J. R. Richardson, first mate of the
steamer Chippewa, moored in the vi-
cinity, recovered the remains.
Miller was pronounced dead by a
physician, and Corner ' Johnson in-
structed Policemen Denning and
Bustard to remove the remains to the |
Morgue. Sergeant Barton and Iolice-
man Davidson took charge of the
man’s overcoat, which was discovered
on the dock, and his cap, which was
recovered from the slip. .In the
pockets of the clothing were found a
silver watch, which was still keep-
ing time, ‘a small sum of money and
other effects of trifling value.

Liondon, March 8.—Lord Kitchener,
in a despatch from Pretoria, dated to-
day, reports the discovery of a Boer
magazine in a cave northeastward of
Reitz. (Orange River Colony), contain-

ing 310,000 rounds of rifle ammuni- |
tion, hundreds of shells and fuses, 20U

pounds of powder, a Maxim gun, helios,
and quantities of
stores. Thirty-five Boers have been
captured in the saime neighborhood
since March 4. The magazine Wwas
discovered by Canadian scouts, com-
manded by Col. Ross.

This capture reminds a veteran army
officer that its hiding place was close-
ly indicated in a pamphlet published
at the outbreak of the war. The writer
of the pamphlet forecast with remark-
able accuracy the nature tnu scope ol
the Boer operations, and assumed that
for the final stage of tne guerilla war-
fare a large supply station would ve
established in aavance. The Canadian
scouts have found the secret hiding-
place of the reserves of Dewet's am-
munition in the district te which his
burghers have been returning con-
stantly.

PHYSICAL CULTURE IN SCHCOLS.

Importance of Development of the
Body in Proportion to the Mind
Emphasized,

The second session of the Toronto Teach-
ers’ Convention was held yesterday in the !
Guild Hall. There was some discussin
about rajsing a fund to have playgrounds
in the ccipges.ed parts of the clty, the
feeling belug strongly in favor of it, and
a committee was appointed to consider it,
Inspector J. I. Hughes, who presided,
gave a splendid addresg on “The Ideal
Teachér,” dealing with the teacher's work
from every standpoint, pliysically, intel-/|
lectually, soclally and morally. Women are
prone to have their Intellectual develp-
ment entirely out of proportion to thelr
physical development. The speaker thought
the women of the assocliation should or-
ganize clubs, where they could come into
contact with one another and discuss their
work. Young men and women siould have
a higher object than to obtain teaching
certificates—they should expand thelr ideas
and develop broader minds. Teachers
should be sympathetic, and train chilaran
to make them factors in the social world.
Physical Culture in Eduncation,
Mrs. Inez Nicholson Cutler of the To-
vonto Conservatory School of ILiterature
and Expression, spoke on “Physical Cul-
ture: Its Place in Education.” Trae
physical culture, she said, meant not only
training of the body, but of the mind and
soul.

¥Frank Reegor Contracted Disease
Visiting in Toronto.

The house is placarded, and
is in charge of an official of the Pro~
vincial Medical Health Department.

about three weeks ago, while on a
visit to relatives in Willgocks-street.
At the time bf his visit two children
were suffering from what was supposed
to be chickenpox. The provindial
health authorities were put in posses-
sion of certain information which led
to the Toronto Health Department send-
ing an inspector to the Willcocks-
street house, and he immediately diag-
nosed the disease as smallpox.
Two weeks ago Or thereabouts Mr,
Reesor gave an oyster supper in Mark-
ham, which was largely attended. At
the time he was suffering from a rash,
which had broken out on his face and
body, but paid no attention to it. Later,
however, he became. worse, and a medi-
cal examination left no doubt as to the
nature of his illness—it was smallpox.
Mr, Reesor daily came in contact with
people from the time he became infect-
ed with the disease until it was finally
diagnosed as smallpox, but so far no
one is known to have contpacted it from
him. The patient's wife and sister are
in the quarantined house,

How Smallpox Was Stamped Out in
Manitowaning. !

HARD ON WALLER.

To Be Held for Deed Done While
Practically Insane,

Manila, March 9.—Col. James Forney

Day of the Marine Corps March 17
next on the charge of executing na-
tives in the Island of Samar without
trial.

Day
killed three native stevedores on the
streets of Basey, Island of Samar,
without trial. These stevedores ,were
among those who, accompanied the
disastrous expedition of Major Waller
and a detachment of Marines to the
interior of Samar last December.

It is claimed these stevedores
mutinied at the foot hills, where they
dug camotes (a variety of sweet po-
tato) and, that they later concealed and

refused to turn them over to the
Americans, saying that when the
Marines died of hunger they would

have a good supply of arms and am-
munition.

Sympathy is expressed for Major
Waller, who at that time was suffer-
ing from mental and physical strain.

.Canadian market were and are
foundationless: Up to date the
company has ,sold to Canadian

smelters 71,684 tons of coal and 137,-
782 tons of coke, while 90,640 tons of
coal and 85,047 tons,of coke have been
exported. 3

The annual report submitted (it was
the fourth in the history of the com-
pany) indicated a great advancement
in development and equipment, and a
considerable increase in output and
revenue. An idea of the extent of
the operations being carried on may
be got from the fact that the com-
pany, during 1901, expended over two
million and a quarter dollars, over
000 of which went in wages
alone, paid to upwards of 1312 em-
ployes.

During the year the output of both
coal and coke has been nearly doubled.
The quantity of coal mined was
425,457 tons, of which 222,000 tons
were sold as merchantable coal. the
balance .being converted into 125,000
tons of coke. The company now pro-
duces coal at three different points—
Fernie, Michel and Morrissey Creek.
Its coke ovens number 636, with a
daily capacity of 1000 tons of coke,
and materials are on hand for the
construction of additional ovens.
The financial statement for the
vear presented showed that the com-
pany earned a net profit of $270,848.-
29, out of which, after dividends of
ten per cent. were paid, a balance of
£28.142.890 was left over. Including
£300,000 premium on an issue of new
stock, the .company starts 1902 with
£517,017.41 at the credit of profit and
loss account.

The showing made by the company
during the period of development must
be considered satisfactory, better re-
sults are promised for this year, and,
altho no official statement is made, it
is believed a melon will, in the not
verv distant future, be cut for the
benefit of the shareholders,

Rev, Dr. Crafts Separates
From Dying Nations.

Living

Rev. Wilbur F. Crafts, D.D., preach-
ing in Trinity Methodist Church last
night on “Living and Dying Nations,”
said no government had ever existed
without decay for a thousand years. A

nation depended for its strength on the
snonality of fts jnstitutions. Great
Britain and the United States, Dr.
Crafts declared, were the most power-
ful Hving nations; Germany and Rus-
sia were not out of the forest long
enough to be spoiled. France and Spain
were morally and physically dead;
Turkey, Italy, China and Japan were
practically dead. There had been no

was the only country that sympathized
with the United States in her war with
Spain, but the speaker accounted for it
by the fact that Germany, Russia,
France, Spain, Italy and the South Am-~
erican republics were all linked togeth-
er by Latin continental relations, Great
Britain and the United States were
united, . not by any political treéaty, but
by a oneness of moral aim.

Dr. Crafts addressed a men's meet-
ing yesterday in Association Hall. He
told of the effort being made to sup
press offensive bill posters and immoral
plays in this city, and instanced seve al
cases where he had been instrumental
in canceling engagements of bad plays
in American cities. He explained the
movement to secure the prohibition of
dntoxicants amcng abordginal drives,
and invited all the young men piesent
to write to Hon. Joseph Chamberlain,
urging him to take action and place
Great Britain in the lead in this move-
ment. Great Britain had a law-in one of
her African colonies which worked ad-
mirably; the United States had recently
passed a law for the prohibition of the
sale of intoxicdnts in their possessions
in the Pacific, and he believed that if
the young men thruout Canada would
urge this action it would influence Mr.
Chamberlain. The Dominion Bank,
corner of Yonge and Queen-streets, had
arranged to receive contributions to-
wards the reform movement in this and
other ocities, and he urged a liberal re-
sponse to his appeal for funds.

The Honorable Senator George A. Cox, President of the Company, said:
Gentlemen,—The coal produced during the year 1901 amounted to 425,457
tons, as compared with 220,468 tons in 1900. Of this tonnage 203,061 tons
were sent to the Company’'s coke ovens at Fernie, and produced 125,085 tons
of coke, as against 73,496 tons made in 1900, while the balance of 222,396 tons
was digposed of as merchantable coal, an increase over the previous year of
116,000 "tons.

During the year the Company expended the sum of $2,265,548.06, of which

sum the pay rolls amounted to $911,407.15, as against $419,037.09 in 1900. The
additions to plant, new coke ovens, and for development work at Coal Creek,

and supplies; expenditure for freight was $346,092.41.

The number of men actively employed a.tur the Company’s works at the
end of the year was 1,312, and it is expected that this number will steadily
increase in proportion to the extension of operations.

At Fernie 112 new coke ovens were built in 1901, making in all 424 at
that point; the rate of progression being as follows:

Aside from f\nel supply for railways, the requirements for British Colum-
bia, the Territories and Manitoba—smelters and domestic use included—
were: for coal, 174 tons, and for coke, 277 tons ddily during the year.

As has already been stated, our present capacity for coke is about 1,000
tons per day, or nearly four times the present requirements of British Colum-
bia.

Confectionery, Chocolate, Biscuits,

DEATH OF REV. FATRER RYAN

Beloved Rector of St. Michael's
Cathedral Succumbed to a
Stroke of Paralysis.

MOURNED BY ALL CLASSES

Fifty-Eight Years of Useful Career
Ended—Funeral Will Take
Place on Tuesday.

Rev, Francis Ryan, rector of -St.
Michael’'s Cathedral, passed to his rest
on Saturday afternoon at 3.15 o'clock.
Tho he had been hovering betweéen life
and death since Tuesday,the commun-
ity was hardly prepared to receive the
sad announcement that the ' prelate
was no more, and expressions of genu-
ine regret were heard on all sides.

The deceased was ill but a short time.
About two weeks ago he suffered a
collapse, owing to too close application
to work. His condition was not then
considered serious. Last Tuesday, how-
ever, he was stricken with paralysis,
and was removed to St. Michael's Hos-
pital. He never regained consciousneésd
after being stricken.
ing he rallied somewhat, but it was only
for a time. Then he sank gradually’ ¢
the end came.

At the bedside was Rev. Father
Treacy, who for many years labored
§“11]lh Father Ryan in St. Michael’s par-
ish.

Rev. Father Ryan is survived by a
