MAKE THE WATERWORKS TUNNEL
ABOVE GROUND.

‘Editor World:
ago the writer saw a novel and useful
system for making subaqueous tunnels
above ground. This is not an Irish
bull. The tunnels are built up on the
shore, launched like ships, and sunk
in trenghes dredged for them. The
system was thought peculiarly suit=
able for Toronto, and a design was
sent to Mayor Urquhart, which includ-
ed, with the water tube, a tunnel for
a tram car subway to the island and a
new water -front for the city with a
trunk sewer made in this way and put
down where the present wharves are.
It is not necessary to combine these
three ideas, tho they will have to be
dealt with some day.

The Mansergh tunnel will require
at fleast two years to finish; those
Thomson and McMillan tunnels can
easily be put in place in six months,
The material used is hydraulic cement,
with or without a strengthening of ex-
panded metal.

Washington, Feb, 4.—Representative
Stevens to-day '#itr6duced his much-
talked-of blll for the improvement of
trade with Canada. The bill provides
that when wheat is imported into this
country to be ground in bonded mills
and then exported as flour, the bran and
other by-products may be withdrawn
for domestic consumption after the
‘payment of such duties as would have
accrued had these by-products been
imported divect. 'Treasury ageots
are to appraise the duties.

Mr. Stevens believes this country
must first have a way to increase
trade with Canada by trade conces-
sions, the Dominion also to make con=
cessions.
