COLUMBU8, Ohio, July 12.—The 
railroads of Ohio have capitulated to 
two-cent fare, after a two-year tight, 
a fight which consisted prlnctpolly of 
sulking, while the public* looked on 
complacently and predicted that It 
would not last long.

With the granting of excursion rates 
fpr Fourth of July travel, the sulking 
may be said to be at an end, and the 
road* are a„ tin back In line to handle 
all the buslnese they can at the best 
rates they can get.

NIAGARA FALLS, N.T., July 12.— 
(Special.)—The search for Frederick A. 
Poehle,who disappeared from his home, 
875 St. Clarens-aventie. Toronto, last 
Monday morning, came to an end this 
morning with the finding of his body 
lying partially submerged on the 
shore of the second Sister Island, on 
the Niagara State reservation.

A bullet hole .thru the head explained 
the cause at death, 
the wound, the course of the bullet, 
etc., strengthens the suicide theory, 
but the Inability of the police to find 
the revolver, which ft red the shot, and 
the further fact that the ground all’ 
about the point at which the body 
was recovered was torn and trampled, 
seemed to Indicate a scuffle.

Coroner Soott, who had charge of 
the case, was first Inclined to hold 
e postmortem examination, but later 
determined It was unnecessary, the 
reservation police attaching little Im­
portance to the "fact that the pistol 
has not been found. The body was 
lying at the edge of a deep eddy, 
where the water Is turbulent, and the 
weapon might have fallen from the 
hand as Poehle pitched forward, and 
thus gone several feet out into the 
river and perhaps was carried some 
eight or ten feet down stream by the 
swift current before It reached the 
bottom. The water Is too swift, and 
the point In too close proximity to 
the falls, to make a search In the 
water for the gun at all likely.

The. body was found by two wait­
ers who were taking a stroll about 
the Islands at 6 o’clock In the morn­
ing. They first came upon a coal and 
cap In the woods. A search revealed 
the body In the water, and the reser­
vation police were notified. They, In 
turn, notified Dr. W. A. gcott. coroner, 
who took charge of the case, remov­
ing the body to undertaking rooms.

Chief of Police Shoebrldge Of the 
reservation force, and Chief Lyons of 
the city force, viewed the body and 
gave It at- ones as their, opinion that 
the body was that .of the missing To­
ronto man, every fas hare of the de­
scription tallying.

Only Few Hoars Dead.
The body had not been in the water 

than eight or ten hours, and it 
Is the supposition of the poMce that 
the man died some time last night. 
No one heard the pistol shot, but that 
Is not strange, as the roar of the 
rapids would prevent d!he shot being 
heard, unless one were within a few 
feet of the point at which It was 
fired. _

Poehle left his home In Toronto last 
Monday to go to his work. He was 
eirjploved as confidential clerk to the 
firm of. Barber A BW». wholesale sta­
tioners. at 63 West Welltngton-street. 
When he arrived at the office he said 
he had forgotten his glasses and would 
return to hie home for them. He did 
not go home, nor did he return to the 
office, and he was not seen after that 
b> anyone Who -knew him. On the 
Saturday preceding the day of his dis­
appearance he painted his house and 
crmpla/lned Of feeling very tired after 
It. The day was very worm, and It Is 
the opinion of the family that the heat 
affected hie brain.

J. F. Ellis said that hie accounts were 
perfectly straight., and to far as hie 
brother knew he had no trouble what­
ever. The local papers have carried 
stories >Of*hls disappearance and sup­
posed suicide, it being thought he was

This 1# Hart’s own story of the shoot­
ing, and It Is concurred In by theother 
members of the party:

"There were abdut sixteen of us, boys 
and girls, and we left the Canoe Club 
about 8 o'clock In W. H. Burrows’ 
launch, Umtoa. Half an hour later wa 
passed the R.C.Y.C. Island clubhouse.

“Suddenly there was a shot fired 
from the clubhouse. I think It (was 
the R.C.Y.C. sundown gun. One of the 
girls screamed and said somebody must „ 
be firing off guns on the bay. I tohl 
her,' by way of Joke, not to be afraid, 
that we were armed.. She asked me to 
let her see the pistol, and I took it out 
of my hip pocket. -

“Just before leaving the house I had 
slipped the pistol into my pocket, think­
ing we were going to the Humber. 
When I have been out there before 
with ladles I have been bothered by 
the roughs and ‘Gay Cats,’ who Ihfest 
the Humber at nights. Several friends 
of mine have had nasty, experiences 
wlt^i these hoodlums, and, thinking 
that we would probably „ leave the 
launch and go for a walk, I thought I 
would make sure and have some sort 
of weapon with me.

When the first 
request for excursion rates to a con­
vention came in, the answer wae, "You 
have two-cent fare, and that’s all 
will get. You would have It, now pay 
It. You have a continual excursion 
rate. What more do you want?

The people kicked some, of course, 
but they bided their time. The legis­
lature met last winter, and the rail­
roads found out that the people were 
not asking for the repeal of the two- 
cent fare law because they couldn’t 
get excursion rates to their conven­
tions. The railroads had kept up their 
policy for two years.

They lost all kinds of business thru 
It, and finally their passenger agents 
commenced to admit It—privately, of 
course, to their friends, and not for 
publication. The people continued to 
pay two-cent fare and do without 
passes and simply waited.

“The railroads are cutting off their 
noses to spite their faces,” they said.

About three months ago a Columbus 
railroad officer In close touch with the 
Central Passenger Association said 
that the railroads hg.d gone out of the 
wholesale business, and that for one 
he was opposed to It and couldn’t see 
the wisdom of It.

“There might a* well be no pas­
senger association,” he said, "If we’re 
never to give any more excursion 
rates,"

The man Is a Canadian,and 6. competent 
authority, and what he has to say on- 
this subject of poor water should be 
of great interest to every Toronto citi­
zen, In that he would procure pure 
water at the minimum of cost.

In an Interview with The World on 
Saturday he said:

“The people of Toronto have voted 
for pure water and sewage disposal, 
and they have been told that a filtra­
tion plant Is the only solution of the 
difficulty; but Is it? Over In Albany 
it was necessary, for the water supply 
was the Hudson River and was very 
impure,but Lake Ontario water Is pure, 
mark you, pure, for In the Niagara 
Falls you have a filter the like of 
which no government could reproduce. 
Did you ever notice the water above 
the Falls, and note the water after 
it had passed over? Up above it Is 
muddy and dirty, and down below it’s 
clean and blue—aerated and pure. Now 
the current from the Niagara River 
strikes across the lake to the base of 
Scarboro clitts and part of it is, turned 
bâck to the island, bringing with It 
a deposit of ligfit clay, making the 
water muddy and dirty-looking.

“Now,” he went on, "let me tell you 
the remedy. The hydrographical de­
partments here and in Washington will 
show you that out beyond the con­
taminated line the water Is pure. The 
whole thing then is to get out there 
with the intake pipe. My figures 
based on a view taken from a high 
building in this town«#and are only 
approximate, bu,t, you add 1500 feet of 
Pipe to the tunnel Intake, and, I think, 
you will be far enough out. >

"Engineer Fellowes says that can't 
be done,” he continued, “that the thing 
is impossible because there, is 80 feet 
of water there.

“As a matter of fact it Is not, a great 
engineering feat at all. The pipe, Can­
adian pipe, too, could be constructed 
by Canadian workmen right in Toron' 
to Bay qnd towed out and sunk, the 
piers andNçoncrete and other matters 
being prepared as well. The only work 
would be for the divers making the 
connections at the mouth of the pipe. 
In this way you would positively get 
pure water and the cost would be only 
one-third of Mayor Oliver^ $750,000 for 
a filtration plant. Mr. Rust says $1,- 
500,000, and my own experience would 
back that estimate up. They said in 
Albany what the filtration plant would 
cost, but it was another story when 
the work was completed.

“If the people in- Toronto could once 
get convinced that the water in the 
lake out fir enough and at a certain 
depth is pure, they would have done 
much.”

By their decision on June 19, In the 

case of Blyth v. Hulton ft Co., Lim­
ited, the court of appeal has put an 
end to the ‘"Hmerlck" boom. Alter a 
great deal of expressed doubt by the 

. lew officers of the crown down to sti­
pendiary magistrates, Lords Justices 
Vaughan Williams, Moulton and Buck- 
ley have decided that limerick competi­
tions carried on under ordinary condi­
tions are lotteries; and lotteries, we 
know, are illegal. The decision Is an­
nounced at a time when these competi­
tions, conducted In many cases with 
great profit to. both newspapers and 
advertisers, have 'shown a marked de­
cline in popularity.- It now behooves 
the Ingenious advertising practitioner 
to think of some other P-an for inter­
esting and amusing the public, which 
shall be within the eoope of the law.

The case which has brought about 
this decision arose thru a limerick 
competition promoted by Messrs. E. 
Hulton ft Co., Limited, proprietors of 
a Journal called Ideas, in which this 
competition was advertised. A first 
prize of £800 was offered for the winner 
of a limerick competition, the winner 
to be the sender of a last line selected 
by the editor. There were also second, 
third, and fourth prizes, and to their 
advertisement the proprietors announc­
ed : "Beside® these we shall send sov­
ereign « to .one hundred readers by way 
of consolation." One of the conditions 
was that "the editor's decision muet 
be in all cases accepted as final." Com­
petitors were required to send 6d, along 
with a coupon out from the paper bear­
ing the words, "I agree to abide by 
the decision , . . and accept It as 
final."

The first prize was awarded to ’a Mr. 
Master man, and was subsequently 
claimed by a Mr. Blyth, who had sent 
in a line Identical with that which _ 
celved the prize. Mr. Blyth brought 
on action claiming £300, and at the first 
hearing of the case Judgment was 
giver# for the defendants, and it was 
against that Judgment that Mr. Blyth 
appealed.

The appellant’s case was that the edi­
tor, by selecting the line he did, had 
decided In his favor. In answer to a 
question from the benon, counsel said 
It was a lottery if the editor chose 
one of two identical lines, and contend­
ed that in order to avoid the lottery 
acte the respondents had made the 
conditions doubtful, pretending that 
the decision should go by merit; but 
Lord Justice Williams observed that 
that Implied discrimination, and he saw 
no obligation upon the editor to dis­
criminate, and later on he expressed 
the opinion that If an editor had the 
right to choose which of two persons 
who had sent in identical lines should 
receive the prize, it was a lottery. In 
giving Judgment he repeated his opin­
ion that the competition was a lottery, 
“because a!tho the words of the ad­
vertisement had been carefully chosen 
in order to make it look like a ques­
tion of skill, and like a decision based 
upon merit, they really advertised no­
thing of the sort. Everyone must have 
known that such a scheme could not 
have been carried oiit. It' was said 
there were 60,000 competitors, and the 
selection, on merit would- occupy 
months and not weeks, as happened 
in this case. It was impossible for the 
editor to do the work alone, and If he 
had a staff of assistants who sent him 
a selection for final choice, it followed 
that choice could not have been made 
toy tho editor himself from personal ex­
amination of the whole number of com­
petitions sent in. He had come to the 
conclusion that what must have been 
ocntemplated both by the proprietors 
and the competitors, after reading the 
advertisement, was that there should 
be really an arbitrary,unfettered choice 
by tha editor not on the basis of merit. 
As regarded, the 100 sovereigns, at all 
events, it was Obviously contemplated 
that the distribution would be by mere 
dance and not upon a fixed system. 
In hds opinion the appeal must fail, be­
cause the plaintiff had asked the court 
to say that they ought to assist him 
to recover the prize. As it was a lot­
tery they were not prepared to do that. 
The other lord Justices concurred in 
the opinion as, to the competition be­
ing a lottery, one of them differing on 
the question of coots.

Altho this decision nominally applies 
only to the particular case in dispute, 
the judgment os to its being a lottery 
is based on circumstances common to 
all limerick competitions, and there­
fore applies to them all. The Judgment 
concurs with the bulk of the expert evi­
dence given before the Joint commit­
tee. of lordsj and commets enquiring 
into lotteries and indecent advertise­
ments and literature. Mr. Russell Alien,

In the case of 
the Sues Canal its construction saved 
the doubling of either the Cape of 
Good Hope or Cape Horn, and the 
saving In point of time was great 
enough to compensate the heavy toll 
charged on shipping. The same argu­
ment holds good in the case of the 
Kiel Canal and Is operative In the 
case of the Panama Canal. But The 
Rochester Herald says the route of 
the proposed canal would be a little 
over 400 miles long from Georgian Bay 
to Montreal, and would save 282 miles 
from Duluth and Port William over 
the present St. Lawrence route. This 
Is relatively a very Short saving In 
point of distance, and could easily be 
compensated In time If there is any 
marked difference between the relative 
speeds permissible In the open lakes 
end river and In the canal. Before 
the expenditure of *100,000,000 Is sanc­
tioned there should be further 
qulry into this, and also Into the re­
lative merits of the Lake Slmcoe pro­
position and the existing route as It 
might be Improved.

While it Is quite true that the King 
müst hold himself aloof from all ques­
tions of domestic politics there is no 
obligation, moral or legal, upon him ' 
to ignore sedition and treason. If the 
King should announce, which of course 
he will not do, that he had refused 
to Invite Mr. Hardie to Windsor be­
cause ot-hls disloyal conduct In In­
dia, the whole country would applaud 
him.

The affair has 
been severely criticized by conservative 
Interests.

The chances of Bryan’s election have 
been wholly ignored here, alt ho It is 
considered to be within the range of 
possibilities. The passing scares of the 
hoarding of gold by Germany and 
France continue. It Is felt, -however, 
that the French Institution’s policy of 
accumulating the metal is occasioned 
by the preparations under way to bring 
out the new Russian loan next year.

The markets here are wholly clouded 
by the avalanche of new securities that 
have already been issued, and by the 
certainty that more are coming,'tiiclud- 
lng those put out by your railroads. 
The stagnation of the Paris, Berlin 
and London markets, In spite of the 
prevalence of extremely low money 
rates, suggests, not only the timidity, 
of investors generally, but the feeling 
that the ease in money is due far more 
to the stagnation of general trade,than 
to the accumulation of savings by the 
people at large.

The outlook here Is obscure, and only 
moderately good. The provisions / for 
old-age pensions means a huge deficit 
next year, which may be troublesome 
to handle. The dulness at Paris is em­
phasized by the fact that the only se­
curities that have been active there in

Runaway Censes Excitement.
