In opening the  session,. the second
sinice "the enquiry’ began, the coroner
read a report from Provincial Analyst
Eillis,- that he had found 7-10 of a grain
of hydrocyanic acid in the stomach of
the 'dead woman, equal to 35 grains of
the diluted acid. :

: . .Banker’s Evidence.

The first witness was Manager
Chambers of the Traders Bahk, who
sald Dr. Riddell had recently eposited
a Confederation  Life policy of $2000
in the bank, payable to the bank as
security .on debts. The policy was
dated Opril 1, 1910. The doctor did
not borrow the money of the bank
himself.

Cross-examineéd by Mr. Brewster he
said that so far as he knew Riddell’s
indebtedness would not exceed $63 at
present. .He had paid all other debts
in book accounts.

! ‘“Then what would you say was his
financial condition now? Is it in good
or bad shape?”’ :

“As far as I am concerned he is in
good shape.” ;

Riddell owed only about $40 at the
time of the ‘tragedy, but he had issued
cheques which ‘were cashed since. As
to his assets, witness understood that
he was $1000 in debt, but his chattels
‘would be worth that much. Witness
could -swear that Riddel paid $500 on
tils farm and had heard also that he
pald $500 ont his house in the last 18
months. His. assets -would, therefore,
he about $3000, and his furnituer would
be worth $300 more.

Mr. Chambers was anxious, for Rid-
dell's sake, to explain how the insurs
ance policy had been deposited. ' Mr.
Stover's mortgage on the farm was
worth more than the land would bring,
he said, and he asked him to take out
a policy to protect both Mr. Stover
and the bank, should he die.

“We have a lot of these policies. The
farm would not bring within $200 or
$300 of the mortgage,” he said,

Riddell’s Own Story.

Dr. Riddell was put on the stand, and
his counsel wanted to explain the stale
of his finances for him, but the crown
would not hear of it. Explaining the
life policy, Riddell was under the im-
pression it was made payable to. his
wife until this investigation startad.
Witness could not account for his ae-
tions from 9 o’clock to 9.15 on the night
of the tragedy. He had talked to Mr.
Hartzell and went straight home.

He knew of no one who bore enmity
to his wife. He felt pretty certain
there was no prussic .acid in his pos-
session at time in question. If there
was, it could still be found in the
house. . He could not remember how
far back it was since he had bought
prussic .acid, nor in what quantity
He used it at times to destroy ani-
mals, and had ordered as much as
three one-ounce bottles at a time of
Shield’s preparation. He was sure he
had none on June 6, otherwise he
would not have ordered chloroform,
which costs more, to kill a horse on
that day. He could get no prussic
acld at the local drug stores.

Dr. Riddell explained as minutely as
his memory could recall, his financial
standing. His house cost him $1500,
towards which he paid $500, and there
was no back interest. It was worth
$1600 now. He pald E. Stover $4400

Let United - States Reduce
Tariff to Level of Ours, Says
William Cauldwell.

MONTREAL, June 23.—(Special.)—
‘“You are all aware that the existing
tariff of the United States is, on an
average, 25 per cent. higher than the
Canadian tariff on dutiable goods. If
the United States are sincere in their |
professions of friendship, and in their
desire for closer trade relations, let |
them first show it in a practical way
by reducing their tariff to the level of
ours.

‘“The adoption of a reciprocal trade
treaty with the Dnited States would
be premature, as far as Canada is con-
cerned, in my opinion, and I believe,
from observations and from informa-
tion gained in trips from Halifax to
Vaneouver, that I voice the opinion of
the majority of the people of Canada.”

Signs Confession,

In his signed confession, Chariton de-
clared that no one else had a hand in
the death of his wife.

“My wife and I lived happily to-
gether. She was the best woman in
the world to me, bhut she had an un-
governable temper. So had I. We.fre-
quently quarreled over the most trivial
matters, and her language to me was
frequently So foul that I know she did
not know the meaning of it.

‘“The night I struck her, she had
been quarreling with me. She was in
the worst temper I had ever seen her
in.

Mayor Seidel of Mllwaukee is a so-
clalist, the first indeed to occupy &
position of this kind in the United
States.

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Cruiser Niobe Will Be Igught Up

to Montreal — May’ Build
Far Inland,

OTTAWA, June 23.—(Special.)—One
of the first ukes to which the big sec-
ond-class training cruiser Niobe, which
with the smaller Rainbow will eon-
stitute the nucleus of the Canadian

navy, will be to demonstrate that the

Bt. Lawrence route, as it exists at pre-
sent, is perfectly safe for vessels of
the larger type. This will be done by
bringing the Niobe up to Montreal
some time this autumn, after her arri-
val at Halifax. . ; ;

The Niobe is of 26 feet draft and is
345 feet long, a much larger type of
vessel than the admiralty has ever al-
lowed to pass Quebec City. The ad-
miralty has in the past been cautioiis,
for the double reason that it sticks to
its old charts, which are of a date pre-
vious to . r t heavy dredging opera-
tions in the 8t. Lawrence channel, and
because there has been no need to risk
the warships in trips up the river. The
trip of the Niobe will, it is expected,
demonstrate that vessels as Jarge as the
Indomitable class can be brought up
the St. Lawrence with perfect safety,
which of course means that vessels of
that size can be built as far inland as
Montreal and floated to the sea, and
this more particularly if the armament
is not put on until the vessels reach
Quebec. !

The “Invitations” to Britsh and Can-
adian firms to submit offers for ‘the
construction of the vessels of the Can-
adian nav, which will appear in the
public press In the course of a few
days, will contain the important and
definite stipulation that the ships must
be built in Canada.

Another stipulation {s that they can-
not be constructed on the great lakes;
this owing to the Rush-Bagot agree-
ment. Tt is estimated that it will cost
25 per cent. mare to build the vessels
in Canada than in Great Britain.

PENALTY FOB MURDER

- Robert Henderson, 17 Years Oid,
Hanged at Peterboro Yes- |
terday Morning. o

PETERBORO, June 23.—Robert Hen-
derson, aged 17, who came to this dis-
trict from Toronto six months ago, tho
mot long out from England, at 7 o'clock
to-day died on the gallows. He pald

the extreme penalty of the law for the
murder of Margaret Macpherson, an

aged spinster, who lived on the road
near Norwood, and who had befriended
him.

The jail * officials, Rev. Canon Dae
vidson of St. John's Church; Rev. Dr.
Langfeldt of St. Luke’s Church, and
newspaper representatives were the
only spectators, but a crowd of morbid
curiosity seekers gathered outside the
Jail, some of them having camped out

1 sight.

Henderson went to the scaffold with
o outward sign of fear. He pre-
ceded by Sheriff Hall, Jailer Nesbitt,
Turnkey Ray and Rav. Dr. Langfeldt,
and closely followed' by Rev. Canon
Davidson, who recited prayers and
‘murmured’ words of comfort end en-
couragement in the ear of the con-
demned boy.

When Hangman Ellis affixed a white
cap, Henderson said: “Lord receive
my spirit.”

His one distressing thought was his
awful crime, his disgraceful death,and
the oft-repeated avowals of love from
his aged mother in Hartlepool, Dur-
ham, England.

‘“Thank God,” he said a day or two
ago, ‘“that my youngest brother was
not with me. He would have wound
up at the end of a rope with me.”

On Monday last ‘Henderson received
his first communion, having been con-
firmed by Bishop Reeve of Toronto, at
the jail here. He wrote a statement
for his spiritual adviser, Rev. Can_cm
Davidson, in which he confessed his
crime, clung to hope of forgiveness,
grieving over the lfe he had led, and
taking some satisfaction out of the fact
that his death placed properly before
young men, might deter them from a
life of crime.

: The executioner was Arthur Ellis, a
new man at the work, who on Tuesday
officiated at North Bay. He is said to
Hve on Rolyat-street, Toronto. He is
a man of small stature, between 45 and
50, weighs about 130 pounds, smooth
' ghaven, blue eyes and wears gold rim-
med spectacles. He seemed proud of
is success.
mi photographer, eager to get a pic-
ture of Ellis, had achieved his purpose
when he was seen by the hangman,
who asked him what he was doing.
The picture man said he was taking a
pilcture of the Oriental Hotel. Ellis
asked if he was in it. Told that he
was, he seized the camera and, wrench-
ing off the back of the machine, ex-
tracted the film roll. He then took it
ot the police station, where he left the
film, agking that it be developed, and
that if the portrait was distinct that it
be destroyed.

“You can take whatever action
against me you like,” he said, as he
turned the photographer loose,

shortly after two 'o'clock and some
brief addresses were given afterwards.
J. 8. Robertson explained the prin-
ciples on which the association work-
ed, .and stated that the whole cost of
the trip had been privately. subscribed
before it was undertaken, so that the
sanitarium work should suffer no loss.

W. J. Gage emphasized the fact that
the hospital was free. Since its estab-
lishment $600,000 had been spent, and
4000 people had been helped.

I Dr. N. Powell observed that its ten
Yyears’ experience had demonstrated the
hospital as a successful business pro-
position, paying better dividends than
| the C. P. R., and paying them daily in
the form of “melons” in the restoration
to health of those who needed it.

Controller Spence believed they had
taken the right way to show the peo-
ple what is done. In no part of the
world had they such an economical sys-
tem. Toronto was exceptionally fav-
ored in having to support no public
charity entirely, but the Isolation Hos-
pital. Charitable people had contri-
buted their wealth and placed their
services at the disposal of the public.
They could not estimate what-it would
cost to plaece such brains and energy
at the head of their institutions. (Ap-
plause.)

Mr. Gage pointed out that not a
single patient had been kept waiting
twenty-four hours after application to
the National Association.

An Invaluable Example. |

Mayor Dingman of Stratford, who
spoke on behalf of many other muni-
cipal officers, regarded the sanitarium
as an invaluable 'example to the rest
of ‘the Dominion.

James Simpson, chairman of the Tor-
onto Board of Education, expressed his

The impression was corrected that
the City of Toronto had not contributed
to the work. The city pays $4.90 . week
for each patient attending the free
hospital from Toronto. Mr. Gage de-
clared himself well pleased with what
Toronto had done, but there was need
to enlarge the activities of the asso-
clation. They purposed to undertuke a
printing campaign and hoped to raise
$50,000 by the fall.

An hour and a half was devoted to an
inspection of the two hospitals and
their equipment. In the laboratory the
bacilli were shown under cultivation.
A phial was exhibited with cultures
from some of the original bacilli isolat-
ed by Dr. Koch. It was stated that by
culture they had become so modified
as to be Incapable of imparting tuber-
cular disease. The homeliké surround-
ings of the hospital with its conserv-
atory, library, billiard room ana other
pleasant features were much admired.

8pring Wheat Requires Rain.

NEW YORK, June 23.—The Price Cur-
rent says: There has been a very small
amount of rainfall over winter wheat
area during the past week, for the most
part warm dry weather hae prevalled,
which has been decidedly favorable for
agricultural interests. As the harvest
season for winter wheat approaches there
are indications that the results will like-
ly -exceed expectation of a meonth ago
in a large part of the area.
